Even in the post WWII period,
until fully being accepted in to the
selected club of the European
Union Member States at the same
time with embracing the typology
of the integration of modem
procedures of the sister states'
police, the Romanian Police has
managed to maintain a high level of
professional performance; few of

k‘[he similar institutions had such a

high rate of solved cases.

In less than a quarter of a
century, Romanian police officers
have recovered in all fields: techno-

social and professional model
worthy of success.

It has already become a tradition to reveal
our work, the equipment we use in our
missions, our cars and our motorcycles. The
experience gained in the street is transposed into
demonstration exercises of the intervention
squads, policemen using tracking dogs or
colleagues conducting on-the-spot inves-
tigations in case of offenses.

For one year, we prepare the most beautiful
surprise for children, from the one-day cop
certificate to the games that combine preventive
information with plays.

We prepare ourselves intensively forevery
moment we offer to our kind and the
appreciation we receive gives us the energy to
continue our day-to-day missions in the service
of the community.

On this special occasion, our thoughts are

going to our fallen colleagues, policemen who
loved their profession and who had the courage
to put their lives at risk to protect their kind.

Files from the history
of the Romanian Police

Until the revolution of 1848, the institution
entitled with police powers in the Old Kingdom
was Agia, which operated in the capitals of
Bucharest and Iagi, rulled by a chieftain, of
Turkish origin, designated as
the counstable’s commander
assigned to guard the city of
residence and then the head
ofthe Agia.

In 1822, Gregorie
Dimitrie Ghica, the first (4
earthly ruler of Wallachia :
(1822-1828), handed
over to the Chieftain,
Mihaita Filipescu, the
head of the police at that
time, the first flag of Agia
during a ceremony held in
Bucharest.

Made of yellow silk, it
depicted, on one side, a golden
frame with a golden garland, inside of
which was a black cruciade acvila symbol,
resting on a green mountain. The garland was

stamped with a royal crown, crossed with flags,
buzzards, banners, lances, swords, rifles,
hatchets and drums.

Under the acvila, there was an inscription
that attested the making of this flag, and under
that inscription there was a pair of scales. On the
top comers, the moon and the sun were
illustrated. On the other side of the flag there
were ilustrated the same objects except the
interior of the garland, where the Virgin Mary
was presented in front of the angel who brought
her the good news (Good Will Day).

Through the handing over this flag
of Agia, in 1822, the functioning of the
mstitution was legalized, wich
represents a tuming point
moment in the history of the

Romanian Police. Through
the Organic Regulations of

1831, Agia became a

Police institution, and so

the Municipal Police was

created, with tasks similar
to the present ones.

The Police Powers
have been extended since
the Police Organization Law,
issued during the reign of
Alexandru Toan Cuza (4
November 1860), followed by the

Law of Vasile Lascar (1 April 1903) and
the Law on the Organization of General Police
of the State 1929).

Migration, one step
closer to identify the
right solutions

Starting from the Commission’s
proposal to achieve "temporary
arrangements" limited in time, which
could serve as solutions until the time
of the implementation of the Dublin
Regulation, the Ministers of Internal
Affairs held open and constructive
talks in Bucharest. The Romanian
Presidency will continue its efforts to
identify solutions in the field of
migration. As part of the efforts to
reduce illegal migration flows to the
EU, the external dimension of
migration, as well as cooperation with
countries that are not part of the
European Union is a priority. When it
was adopted in May 2015, the
European Agenda regarding Migration
proposed tackling the migratory crisis
by presenting solutions to all aspects
of the migratory phenomenon, aiming
to obtain results from the combined
effects of such solutions. A key
element is the Common European
Asylum System package is the Dublin
Regulation to be amended. Although
many achievements have been

recorded at all levels, the efforts must
be continued to create an instrument
that is resilient to future crises.

"While facing the multiple
problems arisen by the illegal
migration, a single solution is needed
to respond to all the concerns raised at
the level of the states of the EU. In this
moment we do not need antagonistic
solutions fueling populism, extremism
and disrupting political cohesion
within the EU. Surely, it is needed to
be constructive, to find a common-
ground based on a consensus.
Migration should represent a vector of
development for each Member State
and not a burden” - Romanian Minister
of Internal Affairs, Carmen Dan.

Let’s make Schengen
work!

The discussions held during
lunchtime were dedicated to one of the
most important achievements of the
European integration - the Schengen
area, recognized as one of the key
instruments by which European
citizens can exercise their liberties, and
the internal market can be developed
and thrive.

In this regard, discussions have

been conducted around short and
medium term measures that Member
States deem necessary in order to
restore the proper functioning of this
area whose performance is affected by
crises generated by terrorism and
migration, as recently experienced by
the Union. “Besides the representatives
of the European Commission and the
European Parliament, who constantly
sustained the accession of Romania
and Bulgaria to the Schengen Area,
there were ministries of Member States
who stated that the discussion about
the future of the Schengen Area must,
necessarily, include the situation of
Romania and Bulgaria”, highlighted
the minister Carmen Dan.

In the last decade, the conflicts in
the different regions of the world or in
the neighborhood of the EU have led
to major challenges for its internal
security and the management of the
external borders, questioning the good
functioning of the Schengen Area, of
the free movement and its benefits for
the European citizens and the
European economy.

The increase of the terrorist threats
over the last years in many Member
States, demonstrated that a
strenghthnening of the internal security
of the EU it’s mandatory, including
new measures to assure a better
coordination of the consolidation
efforts of the European space of free
movement.

Considering this, the European
Commission ~ has  permanently
launched proposals to improve the
measures at the external borders and
inside its internal area, to introduce

Police activity
in a connected world

The ministries of interior discussed
about the opportunities provided by the
exchange of knowledge regarding the
management of digital data between
law enforcement agencies, to keep up
with the dynamics of the criminal
environment in a digital era.

Based on the experiences of the
European ~ Network  of  Law
Enforcement Technology Services
(ENLETS), Europol should be able to
develop and to apply an IT common
procedure and cooperative platform for
the exchange of knowledge regarding
the management of digital data. It
would be possible to maximize the use
of available resources, avoid
overlapping of the efforts of the
member states and the European
agencies, benefiting in the same time
by the common knowledge and
experience regarding the fast reaction
of the law enforcement agencies to the
cybercrime or facilitated by the cyber
environment.

Developing an integrated
environment for the exchange of
knowledge regarding digital data
requires for the allocation of adequate
resources, as requested by the

European Council at the end of last
year.

United against
terrorism

The ministerial meeting in
Bucharest provided for a constructive
exchange of opinions regarding the
recommendations in the report of the
European Parliament's Terrorism
Commission. Best practices of
combating terrorism have been shared,
as it is an increasingly threatening
presence in everyday life of the
European citizens. As a result, the
Romanian Presidency assumed as a

priority the identification of solutions
meant to enhance cooperation and
exchange of best practices between the
Member States aiming to prevent and
combat this phenomenon.
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Back to back with the high level
European meeting, the specialists of
the Central Information Analysis Unit
and National Forensic Institute have
participated at many meetings
(Corners) on information analysis or
on matters regarding the use of
automated data as part of the probation
material. Among the first themes we
mention: "Navigating the Digital
Waves", "Digital path", "Computer
data - how to detect domestic violent
thefts", "How computer data contribute
to the identification of the author of a
multiple car accident", "Dangers of the
virtual modern space - the ransomware
or the recovery of stolen or corrupted
data."

The meeting
of police specialized
in intelligence analysis

In the case of the first "corner", it
was discussed how law enforcement
agencies tackle crime in a borderless
Europe or how it manages the
criminality in the context of the
Internet of Things or of Individuals. If,
by now the channel through which
information could be stolen was purely
human, lately, electronic goods -
televisions, smart clocks, refrigerators,
mobile phones or even cars - are
connected to this virtual space. On the
other hand, open sources of
information must not be neglected in
the fight against threats of any kind.

In the second group, there have
been discussions on the skills used to
identify, track and monitor mobile
groups of offenders across Europe,
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inteligente, frigidere, telefoane mobile
sau chiar autoturisme - sunt conectate
la acest spatiu virtual.

sources. For this, dedicated European
police teams and analysts shared their
information  resources, pursuing
offenders in the virtual world, mixing
the new methods with the classic,
specialized ones to understand,
analyze, react and prevent crime.

The third topic of discussion was,
as said, virtual thieves who can enter
our homes without forcing doors or
windows while wusing internet

connected to our electronics and
studying our habits in order to identify
security breaches.

The answer in combat and capture
is information analysis units that
corroborate  digital or electronic
samples with classical physical ones to
provide for a powerful and undisputed
evidence in court to the field and case
officers. In short, the power of the
intelligence-led policing concept.

Another  topic  was  "The
contribution of computer data to the
identification of an author of a multiple
car accident”. The idea resulted from a
case last year in Bucharest when a man
caused a car crash, destroying six cars
and injuring three people.
Corroborating open and closed
sources, analytical techniques and
methods, information about the
identity and residence of the author, as
well as the information reports they
received, Romanian  policemen
managed to arrest the suspect.

The last theme, "Data rebuy -
Modern Cyber Threat" refers to the use
of a type of virus or computer program
that encrypts the content of computers
or computer memories and unblocks
them after receiving a ransom, while
accessing certain information and
followed by the threat of publishing
them. The difficulty in prosecuting
computer criminals has also increased
due to the use of digital coins such as
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Ukash or other crypto-currencies as
ransom.

Data rebuy has been identified as a
top offence by Europol - IOCTA
(Internet Organized Crimes Threat
Assessment) since last year. The
criminal procedure seriously affects
citizens and business all over the
world. The Romanian police
"captured" a GrandCrab malware
comand and control server, specialists
identifying over 45,000 victims. Also
the cyber officers have developed a
decryption software which helped
thousands of people to recover their
data out of the infected systems.

JHA informal meeting

The Forensics Corner held on the
occasion of the meeting of the
European ministers of interior at the
Parliament Palace, the focus was on
the new approach of the crime scene
search. We have to take into
consideration that the crime scene
which needs to be analyzed, is more
complex nowadays, apart from the
biological materials or physical traces,
being necessary to identify electronic
or computer proof often virtual or
volatile.

There are over 50,000 victims in
less than a month, including Romania,
and substantial rewards are required to
give access to data in exchange for the
decryption key, claiming rewards
ranging from $ 300 to $ 500 in the
virtual currency DASH, used for the
first time for criminal activities
associated with ransomware.

The significant difference between
the amounts claimed for victims is
explained by the fact that cyber
criminals have developed an affiliate
service that allows GandCrab to spread
by any other group interested in
earning money.

The Romanian Police, through
officers specialized in fighting

the GandCrab class to recover that data
without paying rewards to cyber
criminals.

The kit works for all known
versions of the GandCrab ran-
somware threat, available on
WWW.nomoreransom.org. - an
online portal written also in
Romanian language, and in the
section on decryption tools on
labs.bitdefender.com. The
application can be found on
WWW.Nnomoreransom.org,
along with other 95 anti-
freeware  solutions made
available to the public for free.

The No More Ransom
project was launched in July
2016 by Dutch national police

That's why, after the impressive
2016  results, developers  of
ransomware threats allocate additional
resources to improve the victim's
automatic targeting system.

This feature developed for the first
time will help them to distinguish
ordinary users from companies and, as
a result, try to blackmail them for
exorbitant amounts.

The secret of the increased
profitability of ransomware is that
users value their personal data and
information  stored at various
terminals, but they do not back-up their
data and they don’t update constantly
their cyber security solutions.

Experts point out that half of the
ransomware infected users would pay
to recover their encrypted data from
attackers, and for businesses whose
data is vital, cyber pirates rely on an
even higher percentage.

In the case of companies,
aggressive versions of ransomware are
expected not to be limited to file
encryption and rewarding, but to
diversify themselves to blackmailing
users and threatening them to publish
the documents on the Internet if the
reward is not paid. Thus, although
victims will be able to retrieve free of
charge encrypted data from the
Internet, they will also be able to be
accessed by third parties, causing
significant image damage.

For the first time,
Romanian-American
cooperation
cryptocurrencies
Ripple and Bitcoin,
become unavailable

The case, which is a premiere for
the Romanian Police, has as its starting
point a request for international
judicial assistance, transmitted by the
Secret Service (United States). In this
context, the Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime, under the
coordination of D.I.C.O.T., has
conducted investigations concerning a

group of Romanians involved in
various forms of computer fraud,
including money laundering. The
victims were American citizens, and
the damage was about $ 34,000,000.

Research has shown that the
criminal activity of the people
involved would start in 2016 through
e-commerce sites. Group members
posted merchandise ads that in reality
do not exist, convincing customers to
send money for ordered goods
(inexistent).

Following the request received
from the competent authorities of the
United States of America, nearly 100
officers in the organized crime fighting
structures in Bucharest, Craiova, Cluj,
Ploiesti, Pitesti, Olt, Ilfov, Ialomita,
Teleorman and Valcea under the
coordination of DIICOT, were
conducted 27 searches at the
domiciles and residence of the
targeted persons. Secret Service
agents also participated in these
interventions.

51 mobile phones, 8 HDDs, 40
memory sticks, 32 laptops, 12
tablets, five PC center units, 86
optical media (CD / DVD), a
camera, 11 bank cards, three
memory cards and two cars
(approximately 61,000 euros) were
confiscated or made inoperable.
Also, were raised the sums of
207,600 lei, 24,500 euros, 5,000 USD
and 5,500 CHF. Through the Financial
Investigation Service of Organized
Crime Groups from DCCO,
enforcement orders were issued for 10
real-estate properties (seven land, one

house and two apartments) with a total
estimated value of 310,000 euros

For the first time for the law
enforcement authorities in Romania,
Ripple and Bitcoin with an estimated
value of $ 5,000 were crippled.

In the case, 18 persons were
identified and headed at the
D.L.I.C.O.T. headquarter, as well as at
the anti-organized crime brigades in
Cluj and Craiova.

At the same time, 14 persons
involved were taken over by the
Tracking Service within the Criminal
Investigation Division to initiate the
procedures to execute the international
arrest warrants. Afterwards, the
persons concerned were extradited to

the United States of America.

The research - carried out in terms
of committing cybercrime, money
laundering and the setting up of an
organized criminal group - benefited
from the specialized support from the

In the field of IT resources, the
achievement of institutional objectives
could not be reached without the
development of efficient tools of
collaboration  with  the  other
responsible institutions.

In this respect, reference is made to
the elaboration and implementation of
the Plan of measures to increase the
operational capacity for investigating
crimes against safety of IT systems and
for those realised through them.

At the level of the Romanian Police
is managed one of the most complex
computer systems that consists of over
32,000 workstations and over 30
databases.

The main activities
carried out in 2018
concerned:

-setting up a platform used for
relational searches from databases and
carrying out risk analysis during the
Presidency of the EU Council;

- the administration and mana-

gement of information systems at the
level of the Sectoral Information
System of the Romanian Police

- Establishing an alert system for
detecting, identifying and blocking
malware and malicious emails through
network security / email-security
equipment;

- setting up the platform for the
analysis of entities in the National
Incident Reporting System;

- The development of an IT system
that supplies the INTERPOL database

At the European level

Cybercrime represents a conti-
nuously changing phenomenon at
European level. From this perspective
we can talk about a series of
developments regarding the following
aspects:

- attacks targeting the IT systems of
public institutions and private
companies, as well as cyber-attacks
that are carried out together with other
online or credit card fraud activities;

- Computer-related threats to the
national cyberspace have diversified,
with quantitative trends as well as high

o

technical complexities being revealed;
- Romanian institutions are
increasingly becoming the target of

Advanced Persistent Threats, launched
by external entities that have the ability
and motivation to persistently hit a
target in order to obtain certain benefits
(usually  access to  sensitive
information in critical or national
security networks);

- Cybercrime remains at odds
similar to those of previous years, with
a pronounced cross-border nature,
which makes it difficult to investigate
criminal activity;

- In the past year, there was a better
organization of the members of the
criminal groups and their specia-
lization on various types of law
enforcement activities, ran from rented
locations in localities other than home.
Various techniques for making Internet
connections and  means of
communication anonymous are used,
as well as the displacement of criminal
actions in various European states such
as the Czech Republic, Slovakia,
Poland and the UK;

- card fraud can be classified into
two main categories: card present
fraud (a wide range of offenses
involving criminal activities in the
field of counterfeit electronic
equipment counterfeiting, bank card
counterfeiting, and the use of
counterfeit cards to withdraw money
from ATMs) and - card not present
fraud (fraudulent use of bank card data
to purchase services and products from
the internet).

Whilst implementing the most
complex investigative techniques with
the aim to keep the high rate of
identification of murder cases (over
95%), police officers within the
operational structures of the Bucharest
Police (Homicide Service, Criminal
Service, Territorial Information
Analysis Unit) are involved in
practical exercises, de-
signed to improve specific
abilities and counteract
operational challenges.

Just to mention:
MANHATTAN Exercise
and the Practical Com-
ponent of the POST
-BALANCE CRIME
SCENE INVESTIGATION
course — both designed to
manage a case of explosion of a
trap car. Also, the officers and agents
of Bucharest Police are involved in
scientific activities: a workshop
organized by the Institute of Sociology
at the Romanian Academy, the
ERASMUS + Project - started for the
development of competences in the
management of incidents with major
social impact. Also, the project under
the LEONARDO DA VINCI sectorial
program refers to the development of
the structures' capacity to effectively
prevent, combat and investigate
serious crimes committed with
violence.

The Capital Police makes efforts to
ensure the involvement of all the
institutional components with
attributions in the conduct of the
investigations and send the offenders
to trial. In this context, the Homicide

The
experience and the achievements

of the police officers in Bucharest have
reconfigured over the years the Homicide Service
transforming it in a flagship of the Romanian Police from
the point of view of professional excellence. Work in this elite
unit means that coping is doubled by added value that only the
brilliant mind of truth seekers can hold by vocation.

The radar of the preventive and counter-crime activity in the
public space, especially the one committed with fatal violence,
shows, above all, the ability of the professionals in
relating to persons from all social and professional

categories, as well as with different

human typologies.

Service

benefits both from the support of the
specialized structures of the Romanian
police, such as the Criminal
Investigation Directorate, the National
Institute of Forensics, the Central
Intelligence Analysis Unit, the Special
Operations Directorate and an
excellent cooperation with other
institutions in Romania: the
Prosecutor's Office within the High
Court of Cassation and Justice, the
Directorate for the Investigation of

Organized Crime and Terrorism, the
Prosecutor's Office within the
Bucharest Tribunal, the National
Institute of Forensic Medicine. The
rapid exchange of data and
information, essential in  the
investigative process, is the main
indicator of the success of the
collaboration with the Romanian
and foreign law enforcement
structures, leading to the
resolution of the most
complex cases.

In order to syn-
chronize investigative
capabilities with the
technological evolu-

tion of contemporary
society, officers specia-
lized in murder investigations,
have a major interest in the use
of forensic methods  of
criminal identification and in the
exploitation of information analysis
techniques provided by modern
means of communication. Thus, as a
proof of the constant development of
activities to verify the results of the
researches and issuing new working
hypotheses in old murder cases with
unknown authors, during the last five
years, five cases of murder
committed in 1997, 1998, 2004 and
2011 have been solved with the
identification of the authors.

When building a forensic
database one must take into
consideration that certain
categories of criminals are
recurring, committing the same
type of crime or new ones. So,
from the perspective of the
homicides committed gene-
rally at national level as well
as in the Capital,
considering the .local;@,j:{,_.

about those cases in which
fingerprints and biological traces are
left behind.

Dactyloscopy covers an extended
area, generally providing for the
means and rules used to discover,
interpret, examine, fingerprint
match/ identification and pre-
sentation of  results. The
fingerprinting comparison techno-
logy of the AFIS (National
Dactyloscopic Identification Data-
base) System represents an important
step forward in modernizing the
forensic police, facilitating rapid
dactyloscopic examination (from a
few seconds to five minutes) of the
fingerprints and fragmented papillary
traces, identification based on the

evidences collected from the crime
scene, shortly after or even during
the time of the investigation,
eventually establishing connections
between unsolved crimes.

The AFIS System was designed
to handle trace images and reference

System are automatically compared
to the previously stored stock of
impressions, also to those whose
creating factor is unidentified
(indirect search).

The National Judicial Genetic
Data System - defined as the set of
interactive and independent sub-units

Bucharest has an area of 228 km2 and

a stable population of more than two

million inhabitants, with a daily transit
of one million people and

density as the sixth city

within the European

Union. In the capital, 13%

of all crimes in this category are reported at national level, the city being one of
the safest European capitals. In 2018, it was ranked fourth, with a crime rate of

28.88%.

In the past three years, 67 murders were committed in Bucharest, representing

less than 10% of the total number of acts committed on Romanian territory, all
cases reported and taken over by the officers of the Homicide Service within the
Capital Police were solved or have prospects for settlement. At the same time, it
is noted that during the last two decades, the number of such acts, committed
each year in Bucharest, has dropped to about half of the 1990s.

code. This system uses the principle
of full or cross-examination, the
newly inserted papillary prints being

automatically compared to traces
whose creating factor is unidentified,
as well as the impressions stored in
the database up to that date. At the
same time, papillary impressions
newly introduced into the AFIS

storing information used to establish
the identity of individuals — includes
three databases containing personal
data, info about cases and genetic
profiles. The link between these sub-
units is based on the individual codes
allocated to each genetic profile
(those obtained from the genotyping
of the biological traces found in the
criminal field - blood, hair and
epithelial cells residing on different
surfaces, respectively those obtained
from the reference samples of
convicted persons and of those in the
circle of suspects).

If the comparison of the two
categories of biological samples does
not get an identification, it is
commonly used to compare them
with a national database which
comprises categories of persons with
a high risk of relapse (convicted,
suspects) or other categories of
people, specific for identification in
case of natural disasters and special
accidents (relatives, corpses or
people with unknown identity). This
way, an identification may be
obtained in those cases where there
is a circle of suspects or it did not
include the true authors of the crime.

In ultimii ani, colectarea si
interpretarea datelor provenite din
surse deschise a devenit un instrument
din ce in ce mai important in
investigarea infractiunilor de omor.
Volume mari de date extrem de
valoroase pot fi extrase, spre exemplu,
din  mediul  virtual. Simpla
monitorizare, interpretare si con-
textualizare a prezentei suspectilor pe
retelele  virtuale de socializare
furnizeaza importante indicii si piste
investigative.

O mentiune speciala se impune la
adresa unei tehnici recent adaugate in
portofoliul de competente al analistilor
romani: profiling-ul geografic.

Dactyloscopic and DNA analysis
are highly efficient means of
comparative identification, and the
traces/prints they are extracted from
are stored in databases in order to
help for the identification of
criminals operating on national or
international environment. Thus,
judicial cases can be interconnected
by analyzing the evidence found in
the crime scene, whilst identifying

individuals or bodies with unknown
identity.

The performance of the
evidence provided by these types of
analysis is impressive, leading to
the identification of the authors
with the help of the most accurate
of all the forensic identification
tools in use.

Analytical support
in police missions

Intelligence analysis is another
vital tool wused in criminal
investigation work. The task of the
analysts is to provide real-time
support for different investigative
missions and activities, with
multiple forms of analytical
support.

Databases with information of
police interest are synchronized in
an Integrated Information Analysis
System, whose essential feature is
represented by the geo-spatial
functionalities (as it has storage
capabilities and geo-spatial data
analysis). Here are collected
information reports, police activity
reports and criminal records,

containing details of the locations
where criminal activities have been
carried out, people with a criminal
record, suspects and members of
criminal groups. For example,
further to a homicide, the system is
promptly interrogated in order to
identify potential suspects based on
possible criminal activities of the
victim, the peculiarities of that
crime or by pointing out people

with a criminal record similar to the
modus operandi. The system is also
questioned about the circle of
suspects for murder offenses. Thus,
the criminal records, the eventual
criminal links, their entourage and
the locations they
frequent are revealed
in a concise manner,
often through visual
representations in the
form of analytical
products  promptly
delivered to criminal
investigation
structures.

An important com-
ponent of the analytical
support provided in
investigating homicides
is the analysis of ele-
ctronic communications
data, in particular the
details of the calls
made using mobile
phones. Criminal activities are
routinely conducted with high
complexity activities involving the
analysis of a large volume of data
coming from the records of mobile
telephony relays or from phone
calls made by suspects or even by

victims. In many cases, considerable
results have been achieved through
the geo-spatial analysis of the
locations where the phone calls of
the investigated persons came from.

In recent years, collecting and
interpreting data from open sources
has become an increasingly
important tool in investigating
murder cases. Large volumes of
extremely valuable data can be
extracted, for example, from the
virtual environment. Simply
monitoring, interpreting, and
contextualizing the presence of
suspects on virtual social networks
provides important clues and
investigation tracks.

A special attention is to be payed
to a technique recently added to the
portfolio of competencies of the
Romanian analysts: geographical
profiling. This technique, based on
a complex set of scientific,
psychological and mathematical
principles, consists in analyzing the
geographical context where several
crimes have been committed by the
same author or where several
activities related to offenses have
been carried out, in order to
calculate the approximate geo-
graphical area in which the
suspect's home is  located.
Originally developed in North

America to investigate serial
homicides, this technique is used by
the Romanian Police to investigate
murders, sex offenses, robberies or
thefts from home (fortunately,
Romania had no recent cases of
serial killers).

The criminal record, support
structure in full modernization (II)

As mentioned in the previous issue,
the Romanian Criminal Records
Information System (ROCRIS) has
made major improvements in the
current  criminal  justice data
implementation and communication
activities. Citizens, Romanians or
foreigners can obtain the criminal
record certificate on the spot, from any
Romanian police unit connected to the
system, the number of outlets that
release it, increasing from four, before
computerization, to 267 today.

Recent legislative changes have
been aimed at simplifying procedures
in the central public administration, as
well as removing taxes and tariffs,
such as the fiscal stamp on criminal
record certificates and the fee for
providing this service. Citizens have
thus benefited from the diminishing of
excessive bureaucracy at counters in
Romania.

Recent modifications have been
aimed at simplifying procedures at
central public administration but also
eliminating taxes and tariffs, such as
the fiscal stamp on criminal record
certificates and service tax. Thus, the
citizens benefited from the diminution
of the excessive bureaucracy in
Romania.

The digitalization of the criminal
record has also facilitated inter-
institutional collaboration by linking

some Iinstitutions to ROCRIS and
communicating the various criminal
records with celerity, depending on the
purpose of the request and the
requesting authority, in a secure and
real-time manner.

The criminal record activity at the

level of the Directorate does not only
involve the cooperation at national
level, the specialists of the structure

being involved in numerous projects
and activities of international
representation, such as the reception of
foreign delegations during the
implementation of the ECRIS system
or within the project of the European
Pact for Combating Trafficking in
Illicit Drugs, initiated by a team of
specialists from UK.

The team of Romanian experts
participated in numerous meetings
held in Europe, especially in Brussels,
with most trips being provided in the
working groups for the adoption of the
European ECRIS-TCN project. It aims
at identifying EU Member States
holding information on convictions of
third-country  nationals, stateless
persons or with unknown citizenship,
which may subsequently be exchanged
between those countries.

The fact that criminal record
activity is less well known outside the
institution has led us to reveal the
complexity and the results obtained
through the continuous involvement of
the specialists within the Directorate
for the permanent development of the
system adapted to the social context
and economic.

A strategic resource for a united Europe

The insatiable hunger for money
associated with the resurrection of a
treasure mythology, transformed into a
devouring obsession for the ‘faint-
hearted’, has led to the devastation of
many treasure sites of tremendously
value  and  irreplaceable.  This
phenomenon affects not only Romania,
but has become symptomatic for a
serious illness affecting many addicted
seekers and traffickers in Central and
Eastern Europe. Some of them have
been completely ‘healed” of this “terrible
affliction” by the police in their
countries. Yet, taking into consideration
that the efficient coordination of the
criminals in this area creates the good
conditions for the traffic of cultural
goods, it is obvious that it is necessary
to coordinate the efforts of the European
law-enforcement personnel in order to
prevent and combat illicit trafficking
with cultural heritage objects with an
ancient touch and historical testimony.

In the last two centuries, the most
important recovery by far refers to the
period 2006-2007, to the treasures in the
Orastie Mountains, where magnificent,

ancient gold bracelets and coins were
discovered, thus revealing that on the
Dacian territory there was an ancient
procedure for cold modeling of gold
ingots.

The results of the documentation of
the investigative-operative and research
activities, as well as of the control
activities conducted during the
operational and post-operational period
(22 - 31 October 2018 and 01-30
November 2018 respectively) were as
follows:

remarkable results.
Hence, between 22 and
31 October 2018, specific
actions were carried out
in order to prevent and

combat criminal offenses
such as theft, concealment,

illicit trade in / export / import of
movable cultural goods; destruction
or unauthorized interventions in
archaeological sites, any other
actions affecting mobile and
immovable cultural heritage,
particular attention being paid to
illicit activities carried out in
cyberspace related to the cultural
heritage. A large-scale police
operation (HIO), was conducted
within the EMPACT OPC OAP
2018 OA 2.4 margin, with the
participation of 20 states (16 EU
Member States and 4 observer
states, including the US), as well
as INTERPOL, The World
Customs  Organization and
FRONTEX. Operational acti-
vities were preceded by the
preparatory phase (from Sep-
tember 15 to October 21, 2018) in
order to collect intelligence and
to gain the operational support of
EUROPOL.

In order to prevent and combat the
cultural heritage offences, specialized
inspections were carried out at 243
commercial companies, public places
known as mobile cultural goods market,
carriers, warehouses, museums and
others. 1050 controls were carried out in
areas with archaeological or historical
heritage and revealed 49 offences
(concealment, money laundering, theft,
illegal import of cultural goods,
destruction ~ of  historical = sites,
construction of buildings in historical
areas protected by law, access or use of
metal detectors in areas protected by the
law) and 40 criminal cases were
conducted by  County  Police
Inspectorates in: Alba, Bacau, Braila,
Buzau, Caras-Severin, Cluj, Constanta,
Covasna, Hunedoara, Neamt, Salaj,
Timis, Valcea and the General Police
Department of Bucharest Municipality.
Six metal detectors and four tools used
to search and dig into archaeological
sites have been seized and 25 fines were
applied. Several house search warrants
have been also executed during the

investigations. As a result of these
activities, 821 mobile cultural goods
(135 ceramic objects, 485 ancient and
medieval coins, 5 ancient silver
ornaments, 9 icons, 2 paintings, 8
sculptures and 177 other archeological
goods) have been identified and safely
stored. Significant results have been
achieved by the police officers of
Hunedoara County Police Inspectorate
who recovered 5 ancient objects dating
from the Roman period, part of the
collection of the former history
museum in Cincis, destroyed in the
1960s when the town disappeared
under the waters of the new dam.
Three of these limestone statues
represent male characters (in natural
size) draped in
clothes of

Roman toga
type. Even if the statues miss the upper
and lower parts and two fragments of
limestone, representing human heads,
the Roman statues, dated in the II-III
century BC, were valued at 60,000
euros.

Notable results were also obtained
by the police in Caras-Severin County
Police Inspectorate. They confiscated
456 Roman archeological goods: 128
pieces of harness and ancient military
effects; port objects and antique
adornments; 134 pieces of ceramics
and 189 ancient Greek coins, Roman
republicans and imperials, stolen from
archaeological sites from Romania,
using metal detectors in areas
protected by law. At Alba County
Police Inspectorate, 8 archeological
objects dated from the Dacian and
Roman period (II-III century BC) were
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seized, coming from the Roman
settlement of Apullum, including a
fragment of limestone representing
Hercules. Tulcea County Police
Inspectorate did a great job also seizing
228 ancient coins from the VI century
BC - II century, medieval coins from
the XIV — XVIII century, along with
36 other archaeological items of
ancient and medieval times,
discovered by chance in the area of
Slava Cercheza. Officers from Bacau
county seized 26 Roman coins, a
Turkish medieval coin, 36 Kreutzer
Austrian coins from the XVII-XIX
century and 3 archeological goods
(stone axes from the Neolithical
period). A bronze bust statue was
seized by Buzau County Police
Inspectorate, representing Alexandru
Marghiloman, carved out by Oscar
Spathe (1925), stolen in the middle
of the 20th century from the
Alexandru Marghiloman Mansion
(historical site). The police officers
from Constanta have disabled a
Greek ceramic amphora (with
consistent deposits of sea-shells and
algae) most likely found in an
underwater archaeological site in the
area of Tuzla.

Virtual searches,
real results

890 online investigations led to the
discovery of 28 major on-going
offenses on the main platforms
dedicated to the sale of cultural goods
(both in Romania and abroad), such as:
illegal selling of metal detectors;
attempted deception; money
laundering; aggravated theft; illegal
processing of cultural goods. The
result is 22 criminal cases handled by
Alba, Brasov, Buzau, Calarasi,
Constanta, Dolj, Gorj, Giurgiu,
Hunedoara, Talomita, Iasi, Mehedinti,
Neamt, OIlt, Sibiu, Valcea and
Bucharest Police. Also, 12 fines have
been applied for offering mobile
cultural goods or metal detectors for
sale, 166 mobile cultural goods and 19
metal detectors being seized. Dolj
police officers discovered 149
archaeological goods: a coins treasure
comprising 133 coins of silver and
Roman bronze, from the I-IV century,
a Celtic bronze ax and other Roman
and Medieval archaeological assets
obtained from illegally excavating the
archaeological sites protected by law
and offered for sale on the Internet. No

Am
participat, astfel, la intdlnirile strategice
si operationale care se desfasurau cu

experienta internationala a inves-
tigatorilor care, de multe ori, nu sunt la
curent cu cele mai recente procedee si
tehnici de investigatii.

he EU Agency for Cooperation in
I the Field of Law Enforcement —
EUROPOL was set up in 1993 as
a form of cooperation in the fight against
trafficking of drugs. Subsequently, it has
gradually  strengthened its position
amongst the law enforcement agencies, so
that in 2009, the Framework Decision on
EUROPOL has regulated the current role
and competencies of the institution. In
2010, EUROPOL becomes a European
Agency.

The role of EUROPOL is to support
and strengthen the actions and
cooperation amongst Member States in
the prevention and combating of
organized and serious criminality
affecting at least two or more member
states.

For the current EU Policy Cycle
(2018-2021), besides the real threats that
Europe is facing (terrorism, illegal
migration, cyber-attacks etc.), one of the
key priorities of EUROPOL remains the
combating of crimes against property
committed by organized criminal groups.

Analysis  Project  FURTUM
coordinates the activity at European level
and the main area of interest is
represented by thefis from residences
and commercial trade companies,
attacks against ATMs, thefts from
Jewelry stores, bank robbing, thefis of
auto vehicles.

In order to update the information
from the “crime scene”, we have
contacted police chief superintendent
Ovidiu TOMA from the Directorate for
Criminal Investigations - General
Inspectorate of Romanian Police,
seconded national expert of Romania to
EUROPOL in the framework of the
Analysis Project FURTUM for a short
conversation:

@ Mzr. Toma, how did you come in
contact with EUROPOL?

- My relation with the respective
organization started in 2014 when I was
designated to represent the Romanian
Police within the EMPACT OPC working
group in the field of the crimes against
property committed by itinerant criminal
groups. Thus, I have participated in the
operational and strategic meetings that
mostly took place at EUROPOL HQ in
The Hague, where [ remarked a high level
of professionalism of the staff. By the end
of 2016 I started my activity within
EUROPOL.

The role of EUROPOL i the figh
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@ What does exactly your current
activity within the organization consist
of?

- My activity consists in identifying
the mobile organized criminal groups
active on the territory of two or more
European states (the same modus
operandi, same authors etc.) and bringing
together investigators from different
countries in order to find the most efficient
solutions and work methods that will lead
to the dismantling of these and to recover
the damage. This is not always easy to
achieve as we need to take into account
the legislative differences in the concerned
states, the real possibilities to allocate
resources for cross-border investigations
and, last but not least, the international
experience of the investigators who are
often unaware of the latest investigative
techniques and methods.

Lately, we have noticed that mobile
organized crime groups have stormed
Europe's borders to continue their illegal
activity, hide the criminal product or cover
up their traces, making it increasingly
difficult for competent authorities to
gather evidence. Thus, there is a need for
cooperation with states outside Europe
such as Colombia, Chile, Panama, USA,
China, Uzbekistan, Ukraine, Byelorussia,
Russian Federation etc.

@  In this context, should we talk
about a European Agency or... an
International one?

- Europol is constantly changing and
adapting to the real needs of the Member
States and its partners. It is important to
note that the Agency has concluded
operational action agreements with 20
states and organizations as well as
strategic cooperation agreements with
other 17 third countries for achieving its

tagai

targets. The latter is an important step in
strengthening cooperation capacity.

®  What are the changes /
tendencies you see at European level?

- Mobile organized crime groups tend
to become poly-criminal. If a few years
ago the offenders were specialized in a
particular field, recently we can notice that
they can easily shift from one criminal
activity to another depending on the
current “needs” of the group. Another
aspect of interest is that, in the past, the
members of the criminal groups
originated usually from the same country.
Currently, we can notice that they mingle
with criminals from other states or
criminals of other nationalities.

@ What do you think the Romanian
Police should do in order to keep up with
the new trends?

- Mainly, we need to take advantages
of the opportunities offered by
EUROPOL together with CEPOL. I am
talking about the training courses offered
in the form of webinars or in the
framework of the exchange program, very
useful tools with positive reviews from
the police officers that attended them.

I would also like to remind you about
the EPE platform — EUROPOL Platform
for Experts as a modality to connect with
investigators and analysts working in
similar fields within the law enforcement
agencies from various European
countries.

@ Afinal thought?

- The international police and
judiciary cooperation represents the
future. I would like to share with you a
thing that we have noticed here at
EUROPOL and which has efficiency:
there is no crime that stays unidentified
and together we are stronger.

Numerous searches
and a counterfeit file

The police officers of the Financial
Crime Investigation Service in Giurgiu
have executed eight home search
warrants both in the capital and in
Giurgiu, at the homes of some
individuals and at the headquarters of
some companies suspected of having
owned and sold counterfeit goods.

The intervention resulted in the
identification and seizing of 42,083
counterfeit products (different brands
bearing  identical or  similar
trademarks): five presses for brand
printing; three sewing machines; seven
floppy disks with trademarks, all worth
about two million lei.

This investigation was carried out
in respect to the offense of "putting
into circulation of a product bearing an
identical or similar mark with a

registered trademark for identical or
similar products", provided for by Law
84/1998 on  trademarks and
geographical indications.

Fine liqueurs

The specialists of the Financial
Crime Investigation Division, under
the supervision of the Prosecutor's
Office attached to the High Court of
Cassation and Justice, have executed
home search warrants at the homes of
persons investigated for putting into
circulation counterfeit products

Intense international
activity

In the field of international
cooperation, the officers working at the
Directorate for Economic Crimes
Investigations have taken part in
working groups, conferences, training
courses and joint operations initiated
by the international police cooperation
organizations like Europol and Interpol
in collaboration with E.U.I.P.O., from
this worth mentioning: operation
OPSON, which targets the selling of
counterfeit food products and
beverages or which are not meeting the
quality standards; operation MISMED,
which aims to combat the selling of
medicines outside the legal chain of
distribution and operation
APHRODITE, which targets the
selling of counterfeit goods through
the social media networks.

From the perspective of inter-
institutional collaboration, a significant
contribution is made by the
collaboration with the Romanian
Copyright Office, the State Office for
Inventions and Brands, the National
Institute for Research-Development in
IT. Moreover, during 2nd — 4th of July
2018, D.I.C.E. had organized at the
Institute for Studies in Public Order of

and producing excisable goods

subject to marking.

In these searches, the police
officers found numerous "fine
alcohol" bottles, but without
fiscal markings and with visible
signs of counterfeiting.
Extending the checks, two further
home search warrants have been
enforced in the criminal file,
where they found a suspect that
had 84 bottles of whiskey that he
was trying to sell. At his
residence, several containers

filled with substances used in the
preparation of licorice, as well as plugs
for such commodities, were identified.
The suspect's statements revealed that
the alcohol was prepared by him and
then sold various customers.
Regarding this case, the proceeding
for ending the criminal prosecution
with the resolution of issuing the
indictment and the notification of the
competent court was drawn up.

Truck & Bus, "twin" action with the
EDWARD project to increase road safety

I wrote in the previous issue of the
Magazine about the actions taken by
the Romanian policemen within the
EDWARD Project to reduce the
number of road accident victims by
2020. This is not the only objective or
action to increase road safety at
European level but also, above all, at
national level. There are many
important, complementary actions in
the Romanian road police calendar.
One of these, Truck & Bus, was
carried out in accordance with the
Operation Plan of the European Road
Police Organization, TISPOL, between
February 18-24, 2019, throughout
Romania.

Coordinated by the Road
Directorate, the operation aimed at
reducing the number of road accident
victims by combating the violation of

the legal norms for public road traffic
by drivers of public transport vehicles
carrying more than 8 + 1 seats and by
drivers of freight cars with a maximum
authorized total weight of more than

3.5 tonnes. More than 8,300 vehicles
have been checked and more than
2,200 fines have been imposed for
failing to comply with the statutory
speed regime, for driving under the
influence of alcohol,
for failing to use seat
belts for deviations or
improper use of the
tachograph, for tech-
nical failures and
many other road traffic
offenses.

The Chair of the
Traffic  Directorate,
quaestor Florentin Bracea, stated that
"In the framework of the national
action dedicated to the public
transport of goods, almost 17,000
vehicles were checked, almost 7,000
fines were imposed to overcome the
legal speed, technical failures,
exceeding  the — maximum
admissible weight limit, for lack
of documents binding on the
transport activity or for non-
compliance with the rules on
the transport of dangerous
goods ". Here are some of the
results of the Truck & Bus
operation, with very large
individual fines. On a national
road, a driver was detected by carrying
people with a minibus, with a reduced
weekly rest period. He was fined 4,000
lei, almost 1,000 euro.

Another driver was detected

carrying more people on a county road
than the number of seats in the
registration certificate. He was fined
with 9,000 lei.

A passenger carrier was found

without a card, expired anyway, in the
tachograph device, being fined
cumulatively by 8,000 lei.

The driver of a truck was
discovered by police officers using the
tachograph diagram for a longer period
of time and without registering the
shipment activities from the previous
28 days. It was fined, cumulatively,
with 4,500 lei. Following a similar
check, the driver of a freight wagon
was detected with a reduced daily rest
period and without having downloaded
the data stored on the tachograph card.
The employing company was fined
with 1,000 lei and the driver with
4,000 lei.

Police officers also found a driver
carrying people, violating road law in a
similar manner, receiving two fines:
1,000 and 4,000 lei.

The efforts, professionalism as well as
the results of Romanian police officers
specialized in the field of intelligence
analysis resulted that, the model
developed by them within the Romanian
Police, was reproduced as a ultramodern
European police management system by
countries around Romania, engaged in
efforts regarding European integration.
Thus, the Romanian Police is an
"exporter" and a proficiency developer in
states such as Bosnia - Herzegovina,
Croatia, Moldova, Ukraine and Turkey.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the

Evaluations were carried out on how
information was collected, the way it was
transmitted  between parties, the
procedures required for interoperability
and operative and informational
interconnectivity of the Bosnian police
units, the technical endowment and the
level of training of the Bosnian
policemen. Training sessions were held in
the field of operational and tactical
analysis and support was given to develop
a Police Operational Center with a
coordinating role in the transmission of
communications, provisions, information

Romanian Police started to participate in
certain projects in 2010-2011, with the
beginning of the activity of Romanian
trainers in this field, outside the borders of
the country, through the implementation
of a twinning project.

The Dutch
experts responsible for the implem-
entation of the project have invited the
Romanian Police to participate as a
secondary partner.

For nearly two years, Romanian
policemen from intelligence analysis
units, communications and informatics
structures or international relations and
missions units have performed a series of
missions in Sarajevo.

and reporting at a federal level
Subsequently, the Bosnian police
proceeded with the implementation of an
IT system for collecting data from the
operative activity of their own units,
aiming at the development of an
electronic register for the computerized
evidence of criminal investigation activity
and the maintenance of the public order.
The Romanian National Incident
Reporting System, which has become
operational since 2011 and has been
operationalized by the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, has
been considered an optimal model for the
needs of Bosnia and Herzegovina. Thus,
Romanian specialists participated in
several TAIEX (Technical Assistance and
Information Exchange) missions in order
to conceptualize the Bosnian system,
adapting the Romanian data model
according to the beneficiary's internal
context, setting up the I'T support network,
implementing an application test module,
auditing its preliminary results, and

training Bosnian police staff on how to
use the system.

As with Bosnia and Herzegovina, the
Romanian Police presence in the
Republic of Moldova was manifested in
consecutive successive phases, with the
success of each being the triggering
element of the others. The efforts of
European integration in which the
colleagues over the Prut River have
engaged over the same period have
determined the Chisinau authorities to ask
Romania  for support for the
implementation of the concept of police
work based on the analysis of intelligence.
Thus, the Romanian experts supported the
establishment and operationalization of
the Central Intelligence Unit of the
Moldovan Police, a key formation with a
fundamental role in the development of
the whole field of police work based on
the analysis of intelligence in the
neighboring country.

Funding was received from ODA
(Official Development Assistance) funds,
under the coordination of the
Organization for Economic Cooperation
and Development - OECD.

The success of the first step as well as
the good cooperation led to the launching
of the second phase, financed by the US
government. In consisted of a series of
training sessions of Moldovan intelligence
analysts focused on the main components
of analysis work: operational and tactical
analysis, strategic and multi - source
analysis, open source data, geospatial
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analysis techniques, and the use of
dedicated software products.

Since 2015, the collaboration has
entered the third stage, with occasional
assignments under the auspices of the
Organization for European Security and
Cooperation (OSCE).

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Trialogues
Theoretical
background

Trilogues are informal meetings
between representatives of the
Parliament, the Council and the
Commission on legislative proposals
in order to reach a provisional
agreement on a text which will
integrate both  Council’s  and
Parliament’s positions. The result is
known as 'first reading', 'early second
reading' or 'second reading'
agreements.

The involved parties in this process

2018, the co-legislators, together with
the Commission, engaged in
interinstitutional negotiations with the
aim of reaching a first reading
agreement by the end of January 2019.
Four informal trilogues have been
held between the 12th of December
2018 and the 12th of February 2019.
Six technical meetings took place
between the 13th of December 2018
and the 1st of February 2019.
COREPER first discussed the
proposed Directive on the 25th and the
30th of January 2019, providing
guidance to the Presidency for the

subsequent upcoming trilogues. More
specifically, COREPER repeatedly
discussed  possible compromise
wordings for the two outstanding
issues of the above mentioned draft
Directive - namely Articles 7 and 9 of
the proposal.

During the informal trilogue on 31

January 2019, no agreement could be
found regarding Article 9 where the
European Parliament refused to
endorse the text proposed by the
Presidency, arguing that its scope is too

limited. The remaining outstanding
issues have been solved within an
overall compromise solution.

When discussing an amended
compromise suggestion for Article 9
on 6 February 2019, COREPER also
came to the conclusion that the
Presidency needs to reopen the

discussion on Article 7 in the
framework of the above overall
compromise package, as the agreed
solution didn't fully correspond to the
mandate granted by COREPER on 30
January 2019.

During the last informal trilogue on
12 February 2019, the Presidency and
the representatives of the European
Parliament reached a political
agreement corresponding to the
renewed mandate agreed by
COREPER on the 6th of February
2019.

A technical meeting followed on
the 15 February 2019 to refine the
compromise text.

Against this background, on the
20th of February 2019 the Permanent
Representatives Committee approved
the final compromise text in the
wording proposed by the Parliament.
The following steps are that the
European Parliament adopts its
position at first reading as regards the
Directive and the Council approves the
text, subject to the revision of this text
by the lawyer-linguists of both
institutions. Then the Directive shall be
adopted and published in the Official
Jurnal.

The general objective is to ensure
the regulatory/operational framework
for managing special and crisis
situations in the field of public order,
emergency situations as well as for
implementing the specific measures in
in case of terrorist alert. Furthermore,
the  organisation ensures  the
management of exceptional cases, as
well as the activity involving the state
cipher, secret leading and the protection
of critical infrastructures at the level of
the General Inspectorate of Romanian
Police and the organisations reporting to
it, but also with the other organisations
and units from and under the authority
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, but
also by initiating and implementing the
collaboration instruments with other
persons, according to the fields of
competence.

The operational centre has the ability
to permanently mange any emergency
situation at national level under the
competence of the General Inspectorate
of Romanian Police, the crisis in the

field of public order and safety, special
situations imposed by the evolution of
certain criminal phenomena, terrorist
alert crisis situations, civil protection in
case of natural disasters. The centre
ensures and  coordinates  the
management of extreme situations like
siege situations, emergency,
mobilization and war, as well as the
activities in the field of national critical
infrastructures under the responsibility
of the Romanian Police.

As a part of the centre, a 24/7 non-
stop compartment is functioning in order
to monitor that public manifestations are
taking place in good conditions. For a

At the core of organising these
events, there are a series of activities
subject to complex analysis which imply
drafting operational documents and of
the procedures required by the current
regulations,  according to  our
competences.

The Project aims for the creation
of an autonomous mobile system to
be used by the Transportation Police
Directorate of the Romanian Police,
which will allow the scanning of the
vehicles and containers in Constanta
Seaport.

Common Romanian - Spanish success

We continue to present one of the
longest and most fruitful
collaborations of the Romanian
Police with a similar foreign
structure. For nearly 20 years, with
the move of the Budapest interior
attaché to Bucharest, the Romanian

in Spain, he integrated himself into
the largest Romanian criminal
organization headed by Ioan
Clamparu. Over time he set up his
own criminal group.

Operation Hunter led to the arrest
of 11 members of the criminal group

and Spanish policemen have started
a way of getting better. The
confirmation is also due to the fact
that, apart from the "traditional"
interior  attache, the Spanish
National Police has seconded in
Romania and two liaison officers
deployed to make this cooperation
more efficient. In Spain, especially
in recent years, Romanian police are
part of joint research teams in cases
involving Romanian criminals or
criminal networks.

Such joint action took place
within the Hunter Operation, where
a Joint Investigation Team operated
under an agreement (JIT)
EUROJUST, a team being formed by
the Spanish National Police and the
Romanian Police. The result was the
complete breakup of the most
important criminal group at that
time, made up of Romanian citizens.
The group, which acted in Spain,
Romania and other EU countries,
was specialized in trafficking and
sexual exploitation of women for
prostitution.

The leader of this group,
Tudorache Marian (called Becu)
began his criminal activity in the
first half of the 2000s. On his arrival

and the release of 13 casualties
based on the 12 home searches in
Spain and Romania.

The action was attended by
Spanish UCRIF units at central
level, from Madrid, Oviedo, Ibiza,
UIP, Madrid, GOES units in Malaga
and Romanian structures: B.C.C.O.
Pitesti, Europol, Eurojust, S.A.S.
and attache from the Interior.
Another relevant case of co-
operation between the Spanish
National Police and the Romanian
Police resulted in a crime being
solved in less than 24 hours. That
much lasted from the appearance of
the two bodies in Palomera (Cuenca)
until the detention of Sergio Morate
Garcés in Lugoj in Timis County.
This was the main suspect for the
assassination of young L. del Hoyo
and M. Okarynska.

“This brilliant joint operation of

the Spainish and Romanian National
Police”, as the Spanish police have
called, "is a clear example of good
practice in the field of international
police cooperation.”

The exchange of operative
information between the Spanish
National Police and the Romanian
National Police, with the essential

participation of the
Bureau of  the
Interior Attaché of
the Spanish National
Police in Bucharest,

the existing contacts

and mutual trust, led to the rapid
arrest of the murderer, who was
sentenced to 48 years of
imprisonment.

"Collaboration  between the
Romanian National Police - the
Criminal Investigation Directorate -
DIC, the Criminal Investigation
Service - Timis, UDEV, BPPJ in
Cuenca and CGPC from the Spanish
National Police and the transfer of
the criminal in Spain, SIRENE and
GEO was done with a lot of
professionalism and exemplary
police work, generating trust,
respect, affection form citizens and
a great admiration," said Santiago
Calvo Valladares, Spanish interior
attaché.
