Considering the historic
importance of the visit and the large
number of participants expected to
take part in the four events, the
National Operational Command
organized working sessions both in
Bucharest and in the territory.
Simultaneously, meetings were
organized with the local authorities in

The most resources and the largest
number of personnel was mobilized
from the Police structures. Practically,

According to the custom, during the
Presidency, Romania organizes informal
events that represent both an opportunity for
promotion and also an informal, more
relaxed environment for discussions and
negotiations.

During 11th and 12th of March 2019,
the “Executive Committee Meeting of the
European Crime Prevention Network”, was
organised in Alexandria, Teleorman.

This activity was part of the series of
events held under the Romanian Presidency
of the Council of the European Union in the
first semester of 2019. The meeting was
attended by the current members of the
Executive Committee, respectively Austria,
Belgium, Croatia, Germany, Romania,
members of EUCPN Secretariat, as well as
the representative of the European
Commission. As Romania holds the
mandate of EUCPN presidency as well, the
meeting was chaired by the national
EUCPN representative, Ms. Ramona
DABIJA, police chief commissioner,
director of the Institute for Research and
Prevention of Criminality.

The priority theme proposed by the
Romanian Police in this field, will constitute
the subject of a European toolbox in the
field, respectively — Preventing the
victimization of minors - online and offline
and the main guiding marks of the
Administrative Council meeting and the
Thematic Conference, to be held in
Bucharest during 11th -12th of June, current
year.

Background discussions had included
the following aspects:

e drafting the Draft Financial
Regulation of the European Crime
Prevention Network (EUCPN), a subject
proposed by the institute for the period of
its chairmanship - after discussions and
settling on a working version, the decision
being to transmit it to all the members,
aiming to gather their opinions.

« initiating discussions to develop the

The 6th Meeting of the Informal
Network of the Law Enforcement
Authorities and Expertise Competent in the
Field of Cultural Goods (CULTNET) was
held in Bucharest, on
the 3rd-4th of April
2019.

The network aims
at preventing and
combatting  crimes
against cultural goods,
strengthening national
cooperation  between
law enforcement au-
thorities,  authorities
with competences in
cultural areas and
private organizations,
close cooperation with
relevant European and
international organizations and agencies,
such as INTERPOL, EUROJUST,
UNESCO, UNODC, WCO, as well as with
third countries.

33 representatives of law enforcement
authorities from 20 EU Member States and
Switzerland, as well as the EU Council, the
European Commission, EUROPOL and
INTERPOL took part in this activity.

The main subject of this meeting was
the process of formalizing the CULTNET
network, taking into account the LEWP
recommendations, analysing the proposals
made by the national experts and drawing
up a common viewpoint.

According to the work agenda, the
following subjects were brought into
discussion:

3. Meeting of the FEuropean
Network of Law Enforcement Technology
Services (ENLETS)

The meeting of the European Network
of Law Enforcement Services (ENLETS)
took place in Bucharest, on the 9th-10th of
April 2019

ENLETS’ main goal is to operationally
strengthen Security Forces (Police) and to
promote the use of modern Technology and
Development by exchanging information,
experience and knowledge on a practical
communication level. Thus, creating a large
database that consists of technological
systems and innovations that are available
to all the members of the ENLETS.

The priorities established at the level of
the General Inspectorate of the Romanian
Police, promoted during PRES RO, are also
reflected in the agendas of the preparatory
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meetings in Romania, in an integrated
approach to the use of digital data for law
enforcement activities. The ENLETS
meeting was no exception, thus the most
important subject on the agenda was Novel
Actionable Information, a presentation of
the realities of police activity in a connected
world and the exploitation of digital data in
the interest of law enforcement authorities

This is one of the subjects of
importance of PRES RO, therefore Bogdan
Haiducu, even the LEWP and RO
representative  in  ENLETS, briefly
reviewed the history of the initiative and its
course in the Council working groups,
while reiterating the ambitious objective of
to adopting Council Conclusions in the
Ministerial Council of June 2019.

Thus, its advantages have been
highlighted in the context of technological
developments and necessary changes in
police activity, including professional
performance. At the same time, starting
from the existing platforms, EPE and
SIRIUS, NAI will facilitate a better
understanding of digital data by
disseminating lessons learned and best
practices in the field. The platform proposed
by the Romanian Presidency will support
experts in understanding the challenges of
digitization, effective  digital data
management, working  procedures,
initiatives developed at European level and
promoting the sharing of knowledge. It was
also reminded that the initiative provides a
central role for experts, practitioners already
active in the implementation of the
European Horizon 2020 innovation and
research project. A special place in the
presentation was the support provided by
the European agencies, CEPOL and
especially EUROPOL in the development
of the initiative.

Atthe same time, the participants in the
meeting had the opportunity to develop
practically digital data mining, being
involved in working groups in which they
discussed different ways of responding
from the perspective of law enforcement
authorities. Other topics on the agenda
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were: Artificial Intelligence; impact,
chronological clock, NPC challenges and
solutions, I-lead project, results of the first
year.

Technical Meeting
of Experts in Firearms

Between 17 and 18 April 2019, the
Romanian Police organized the European
Firearm Experts Group (EFE) meeting in
Bucharest.

Among the objectives of the firearms
expert network are the development of
international police cooperation in the
investigation of weapons and ammunition
weapon regimes, the exchange of
experience and the identification of good
practices in this field, the organization being
open to all partners with similar goals and
tasks.

Experts from Austria, Belgium,
Bulgaria, Cyprus, Croatia, Denmark,
Switzerland, Estonia, Finland, France,
Germany, Ireland, Italy, Lithuania,
Luxemburg, Malta, Portugal, the United
Kingdom and Northern Ireland, Czech
Republic, Republic of Moldova, Slovakia,
Spain, Sweden took part at these activities.
Representatives of other law enforcement
agencies, government agencies and
European institutions such as the European
Commission, EMPACT, Frontex and
UNODC (UN Office on Drugs and Crime)
also took part.

On the agenda of the talks held in
Bucharest there were subjects related to
improving the exchange of information on
firearms between EU Member States, as
well as managing the challenges and threats
they face, including the prevention and
combating terrorism.

The meeting created and amplified the
framework needed for good cooperation
between participating states, as well as for
making more effective efforts in the fight
against illicit trafficking in firearms.

In this context, Deputy General
Inspector of Romanian Police, Police Chief
Commissioner Florian Dragnea appreciated
"the constant effort of the law enforcement
authorities aimed at discovering the most
efficient methods for preventing and
fighting illicit trafficking in firearms and
their use in committing crimes, as well as
on the efforts made to strengthen
cooperation between police and other law
enforcement authorities."
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A safer Europe - Bucharest:
meeting of the Administrative Council of Europol

Between 23rd and 24th May 2019,
in the context of the Romanian
Presidency of the Council of the
European Union, the Romanian Police
organized the meeting of the Europol
Management Board.

90 representatives of the Member
States, of the European Commission
and Europol participated in the

activity.
The discussions were focused on
Europol's  strategy,  information

management in the field of
interoperability, as well as financial

and human resources aspects.

Issues such as  improved
cooperation with Interpol and the
United States of America, the work of
Europol liaison officers in the Western
Balkans, data protection, and the
evolution of the institution in the
context of Brexit were also debated.

The Europol Management Board
is, together with the Executive
Director, the administrative and
management structure of Europol,
being the main law enforcement tool
of the law enforcement agency.

The Council ensures strategic
direction, supervises the
implementation of Europol's tasks and
performs other functions, as mandated.
The Europol Management Board
consists of a representative of each
Member State and a representative
from the European Commission,
currently  chaired by  Chief
Superintendent ~ Andrei  LINTA,
Director of the Center for International
Police Cooperation within the General
Police Inspectorate.

He lives with his wife, who is
almost 90 years old, in the Piscul
Reghilor, Vrancea County, where
the houses are so scarced that
creates the impression that each hill
has its own home. Electricity? No
way ... The gas lamp is crucial.

Police officer: Tataie, how do
you get in touch with your
neighbors when you need help?

Created in the memory of Dr.
Martin Luther King Jr., the "4/4 For
Friends" project aims to celebrate at
the national level the values of
volunteering and friendship.

It was launched by the US
Embassy and the American
Councils for International

Education, being inspired by the

thoughts of the remarkable
American activist Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr: "The most acute and
important question of life is: what
do you do for others?"

The action takes place every
year , on April 4th , and the police
officers from Vrancea county have
united their forces in an attempt to
change something for the better.

As this project proposes, we
stopped for a little bit from our
daily routine and gladly accepted
the challenge of doing "something
else" - volunteering in our
community.

"An honest man will always find
a friend in a police officer " - so we
chose or better said, were chosen by
the elderly couple, 93 and 90 years
old, that lived isolated, without
electricity, in a mountain village in
Vrancea, who grow old together in
mutual respect and understanding,
as they have done their entire lives

At first they were shy but
friendly, grateful for being helped
with the household chores, and in
desperate need of a hug or a
consolation.

Supported by other volunteers

from Reghiu City Hall and from
Reghiu Parish, we managed to
repair the cottage and the annex, to
paint, to drill, to plant flowers, to
cut wood for fire, to clean up, and
to leave with our souls full of joy

offered through the warmest and
most honest looks and hugs.

The food bought with the money
received from the blood donations in
March was stocked in their little store
room, just in time for the Easter
Holiday.

On the morning of March 22nd ,
police officers from the Combating
Organized Crime Service in Tulcea
County were notified by police
officers at the Sarichioi Police
Station that on the night of 21st to
22nd of March, near the village of
Zebil, Tulcea County, two auto-
trains registered in another state and
a motorvan registered in Romania
were stationed.

Starting from this indication, the
police officers had learned that a
group of people (including the
drivers of the mentioned vehicles)
had carried out a packet download /
loading operation. But, due to
negligence in handling, one of the

packages was forgotten in the
parking lot.

The police from Sarichioi
Commune found that the package
contained a white powdery substance
which was wrapped in plastic wrap.
The content of that package was

analyzed in the Laboratory of the
Brigade of Combating Organized
Crime Constanta , where is was
established that the substance is
cocaine.

Also on the 22nd of March,
policemen from the Organized Crime
Brigade in Tulcea were notified by
police officers from the Saint George
Police Station that on the beach of
the commune, 2 km away from
Sulina City, there was a damaged
boat, overturned, and that on the
shore there were several packages
packed in plastic, containing a white
powdery substance. The analysis
confirmed that it was also cocaine.

Thus, the Directorate for the
Investigation of Organized Crime
and Terrorism from Tulcea County
filed a criminal case for high-risk
drug trafficking and a complex
research team was formed, consisting
of prosecutors from the Directorate
for the Investigation of Organized

anian Police

Crime and Terrorism from the central
structure and territorial units from
Constanta and Tulcea County, as well
as policemen from the Combating
Organized Crime Unit, who carried
out the research of the area where the
sank boat was. Police officers from
the Romanian Border Police were
also involved in activities.

A number of 36 bags containing
cocaine susceptible packets were
discovered and were later transported
to the Constanta Organized Crime
Brigade, for expertise.

The results of the tests confirmed
that it is cocaine, the amount being
over 1,040 kilos with a market value
of approximately 300 million euros.
In the drug market, at the time of sale
to consumers, this quantity was to be
tripled by combining with different
specific substances.

The operation continued, and in
the days to come the investigative
teams brushed the entire Black Sea
coast to check if there were other
packages.

"Drugs were found including at
sea. That is why this operation has
benefited from the support of two
helicopters within the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, as well as 14 craftS
from the Border Police.

Divers, of course, have also been
used in these searches. The
operation is ongoing and we hope to

At the moment, on the Black Sea
coast, a large operation is underway
in a drug trafficking case run by
police officers, border guards and

gendarmes, under the coordination of
the Directorate for the Investigation
of Organized Crime and Terrorism.”

The appeal was successful and in
the coming days more information
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was received from citizens about
packages found on the seashore, with
police, prosecutors and gendarmerie
efforts being assisted by community
support.

Between the 5th and 8th of April,
a total of 152 kilos of drugs were
detected and lifted from the seaside
in Constanta County.

Also, following the information
sent by the Romanian Police to the
Bulgarian counterparts through the
police channels of international
cooperation, the authorities of the
neighboring state have started a
similar operation, on the Black Sea
coast. Thus, the Bulgarian authorities
have discovered a number of 150
packages susceptible to containing
very high concentrations (over 90%).

During the operation, which is in
progress, 310 such packets were
collected both in Romania and
Bulgaria.

The catch is

especially
impressive, because if it were to
arrive on the black market, the drugs
would have been combined with
other substances, the amount being

threefold.

Research has shown that
drugs have entered Romania by sea,
Romania being a transit country, and
the substances would have left our
territory by road.

Two Serbian citizens suspected of
committing a  high-risk drug
trafficking felony were arrested. The
investigation is complex and both
police and prosecutors continue to
investigate to find out who is
involved.

Record drug capture

Although we are talking about a
very large amount of drugs, this is
not the largest capture in recent
years. The cocaine seize record was
set in 2015 when 2.5 tons of cocaine
were captured by Romanian
policemen in the Port of Constanta.

The vessel in which cocaine was
found came from South America,
with the merchandise coming to
Europe, Romania being a transit
country. The drugs were brought
into banana containers, being hidden
in the container structure. The
estimated 2.5 tonnes of cocaine at
that time was worth 625 million
euros.

Five people, foreign citizens, had
been arrested by investigators,
including four Lithuanians and a
Colombian. Also, one person was
caught in Spain.

In this operation there was a
collaboration with the US authorities
as well as with the authorities in
Spain.

Cocaine was found in hidden
packages in the floors and walls of
four banana containers, each
wrapped in dozens of packs and
soaked with substances that made
them undetectable for both scanners
and police dogs.

Caught red handed

In February of the current .~
year, following an inves-
tigation carried out at a
workstation belonging to a
trading company in Bucharest,
the police officers found a notable
difference between the stocks of
timber recorded in documents
compared to those that were
actually found there.

The officers talk about 255 cubic
meters of edged timber, of resinous
species, worth of 163,000 RON. Also,
it was found that the company had
stashed over 200 cubic meters of
timber from the resinous category,
worth 130,000 RON, in a warehouse
that they did not register at the Trade
Register Office; they also did not have
the legal paperwork for the distribution
and commercialization of wood
materials.

The law enforcement authorities
have applied financial sanctions in

The administrative record shows
the significant concerns of the
European officials in preserving the
quality of the environment. The
multilateral approach of this type of
policies at the level of the European

Union implies the involvement of all
factors with specific attributions in
combating global climate change and
the loss of biological diversity.

For example, the tasks of the
European Commission's Directorate-
General for the Environment - a
specialized structure of the European
Commission in ensuring legislation
and measures - are, inter alia, the
maintenance and improvement of the
quality of life based on protecting the
natural resources, carrying out risk
assessments and implementing the
Community legislation on time. It also
promotes the policy on the efficient use
of the resources in the production
fields, as well as the consumption and
waste disposal measures; it integrates
environmental protection into all EU
policies; it participates in the EU
growth, taking into account economic,
social and environmental factors for
present and future generations.

The European Union Environment

Council, formed of the environment
ministries of all EU Member States,
has the task of developing a
harmonious, balanced and sustainable
economic activity, ensuring a high
level of environmental quality both at
European and international level. To
achieve this, it aims at preserving the
environment, the human health, the
prudent and rational use of natural
resources, while promoting measures
at international level to address
regional and global challenges.

The European Parliament made
official its environment policy starting
with the European legislation adopted

in 1972 on the occasion of the
Conference of the State or Government

rulers.

In 1973, the European Parliament
decided to create a Committee for
Environment.

The Unique Act of 1987 extended
the competences of the Union to a
legislation for a single market, the

Committee for Environment taking the
responsibility within the cooperation
procedure.

By Maastricht Treaty, signed in
1993, some of these responsibilities
have fallen under the incidence of the
co-decision procedure, extended also
over the protection of the environment.

The  European  Environment
Agency (EEA) provides current,
relevant and accurate information
about environment, essential for
elaborating and applying of this
particular strategy at the European and
national level.

The information provided by EEA
comes mainly from the network of the
national institutions designated for the
protection of the environment and also

from the observation network (Eionet),
the latter cooperating closely with the
National Focal Points (NFPs) and
more precisely with the national
environment agencies or ministers in
charge from the Member States. Eionet
covers more than 300 institutions all
over Europe.

Illicit trade in cigarettes and
tobacco products is a very serious
phenomenon due to the consequences
it has at the social level, both through
the damage to the state budget and the
consequences on the health of
consumers caused by the improper
conditions of storage, transport and
distribution of these goods.

For these reasons, preventing and
combating fraud in the field is one of
the priorities of the Romanian Police,
assumed through all strategic
documents and activity planning.

Statistics show that last year there
were 3,353 delicts in the area of

order, 407 punctual verification
actions, controlling 3192
objectives (trade fairs, markets,
companies and 1543 individuals ).

On this occasion, 278 crimes
were found, 190 criminal cases
being drawn up.

In existing and new criminal
files, 246 home search warrants

were implemented and 25 ‘

preventive
disposed.

In the first three months of this year, specific territorial actions were
supported at the level of the territorial police structures in order to discover the
illicit activities in this field. Effective participation has been made of the structures
for investigating economic crime, public order, traffic police, transport police and
the fight against organized crime. Police effort materializes in significant results:

- there were registered 862 cases in which 1,066 persons were investigated, 932
crimes were detected, out of which: 821 stipulated by the Customs Code, 50 tax
evasion and 61 provided by the Fiscal Code;

- 187 sanctions for minor offenses amounting to about 1,000,000 lei were

applied; - over 12,500,000 cigarettes were captured;
- more than 26,700 kg of tobacco was captured.

the Customs Code.

During this period, 3,068 criminal
cases were registered, in which 3,837
persons were investigated.

Also in 2018, 4,017 sanctions for
contraventions amounting to 5,100,000
lei were applied and almost 47,000,000
cigarettes were captured.

In order to prevent and stimulate
the fight against cigarette and tobacco
smuggling, the Directorate for the
Investigation of Economic Crime of
the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police initiated, on 11-17
March 2019, multi-institutional
integrated actions that took place at the
national level, and in which the
structures for investigating economic
crime, organized and carried out
together with traffic police and public

existing in the area concerned or in the
new ones, amounted to about 500,000
lei.

At the same time, goods worth
about 5,000,000 lei were disposed of
in the following categories: cigarettes,
tobacco, alcoholic beverages totaling
almost 25,000 lei. Also, more than
2,500 sanctions were applied, the total
amount of fines being applied being
about 2,500,000 lei.

Business torn
to ashes

In March, police investigating
economic crime, under  the
coordination of the Directorate for
Investigating Economic Crime of the
General Police Inspectorate and the
leadership of the case prosecutors,

executed 98 home search
warrants within Bucharest
and counties of Dambovita,
Calarasi, Ilfov, OIlt, Dolj,

Arges, Arad, Bihor, Talomita,
Iifov, Botosani, Buzau, Cluj,
Constanta, Covasna, Gorj, Hunedoara,
Sibiu, Timis, Prahova, Tulcea and
Vilcea, in the homes of people
suspected of illicit tobacco trading, in
the warehouses and post offices used
to deliver the processed tobacco.

In fact, it resulted that, during the
years of 2017-2019, Bulgarian and
Romanian citizens, frequently
introduced significant amounts of
tobacco and tobacco leaves in our
country, at the border crossing points
with Bulgaria, presenting merchandise
accompanying documents having as
recipients companies from other EU
countries. In reality, the tobacco has
not left Romania, having been
discharged to various locations inside
the country and then transported to the
processing location.

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Bulk tobacco, thus penetrated into
Romania, transported and processed in
clandestine locations, was usually
marketed through courier service. The
processed merchandise was advertised
for sale in the online environment, on
e-commerce sites, where the seller
presented  himself with false
identification data, using the phone
numbers of some prepaid cards.

In this case, five criminal
investigations are handled by the
officers of the Economic Crime
Investigation Directorate and the
Economic  Crime  Investigation
Services of Calarasi, Dambovita, Olt
and Teleorman counties, under the
supervision of The Prosecution Office
attached to the Second Sector’s Court
of Bucharest, The Prosecution Office
attached to Oltenita Court, The
Prosecution Office attached to the
Gaesti Court, The Prosecution Office
attached to the Caracal Court and The
Prosecution Office attached to the
Alexandria Court.

The action was carried out with the
help of police officers from The Traffic
Police Directorate, Criminal
Investigations, Special Operations,
The National Criminal Investigation
Institute, The Independent Special
Interventions and Actions Service and
the County Police Inspectorates
serving the areas in which the raids
took place, as well as with the support
of the specialists of The General
Customs Directorate, including two
canine squads.

Outstanding results have been
achieved. Therefore, have been seized
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for confiscation: over 15,000 kg of
tobacco at different stages of
processing; about 17,400 cigarettes; 13
handcrafted tobacco processing plants;
three tobacco boiling reservoirs; 20
installations for injecting tobacco into
cigarettes; about 36,000 cigarette
tubes; almost 175,000 lei and 3,000
euros.

In addition, in order to continue the
investigations, phones, tablets, laptops,
data storage units and documents used
in criminal activity have been lifted for
further research. Moreover, more than
60 people were also heard in the court,
five people having been arrested for 24
hours. Regarding those involved, the
measure of judicial control was
ordered.

The case officers stated that the
amount of excise taxes owed to the
state budget is 430 lei/kg of smoking
tobacco and that, according to the
provisions of the Fiscal Code,
constitute crimes both holding outside
the tax warcehouse, trading the
excisable products subject to special
labelling without being appropriately
labelled or with false labels above the
limit of one kilogram of smoking
tobacco, as well as the production of
excisable products outside an
authorized fiscal warehouse.

On the trail
of poachers

February of this year was a
particularly intense month for officers
and agents involved in preventing and
fighting fish poaching (illegal fishing). In
this context, about 600 checks and
inspections have been carried out at the
national level, on water and on land, with
fines totaling over 50,000 RON and
seized over four tons of fish.

Thus, the representatives of more
than 255 commercial companies, fish
farms, fishing associations, markets and
fairs, as well as carriers identified in 758
means of transport, appeared in front of
inspection bodies.

During this period, 147 criminal
cases (according to the provisions of
Emergency Governmental Order no.
23/2008 on fishing and aquaculture)
were drawn wup. Also, for the
irregularities found, 51 sanctions for
minor offenses, were applied amounting
to more than 50,000 RON.

Lightning actions

On February 25, law
enforcement officials of [alomita
County Police Inspectorate found
2 men while carrying a total of
587 pounds of fresh fish with a
van and a car.

streamline traffic and prevent serious
accidents. To encourage prudent driving
behaviour that does not endanger human
lives, road crews have acted with nearly
300 radars. During the mentioned period,
almost 4,500 crimes were reported, and for
the almost 44,000 offenses notified, fines
amounting to almost 14,000,000 lei were
imposed.

The Romanian police arrested
two Serbian citizens after finding
more than one ton of high quality
cocaine on the Black Sea coast,
which was clearly destined for
transit across all the country.

The Romanian police detained
two Serb citizens and captured
1,040 kilos of cocaine worth about
300 million euros in a major drug
trafficking operation.

One of Britain's most wanted
fugitives was arrested in Romania.
Shane O'Brien, 31, is suspected of
murdering Josh Hanson, 21, who
was killed in a bar in Hillingdon,
west London, in 2015.

O'Brien left Britain after
Hanson died, and last year he was
put on the list of the most wanted
people in Interpol, offering a
50,000 - pound reward for

information that led to arrest and
prosecution. Scotland Yard said
O'Brien was detained on Saturday
by Romanian authorities.
Extradition procedures will begin
to bring him back to the United
Kingdom. It is believed that
O'Brien left the UK by flying on a
private plane in Germany. It is also
supposed to have spent time in the
Netherlands, Dubai and at least
seven months in Prague. Ian
Cruxton, the head of international
operations of the National Crime
Agency, said: "O'Brien spent a few
years looking over his shoulder
because he was at the centre of an
extensive operation that followed
him. I am delighted that the
pressure exerted finally led to its
capture as a result of close
collaboration with the Romanian
authorities. "

In Romania, the statistics reflect
frauds as 7% of all the
crimes against property
and most of all, of all
these frauds, 9% are
committed with the
method called ,,Acci-
dentul”.

Probation,
a real challenge

One of the main challenges of the
prosecutors and policemen specialized
in criminal investigations is to bring
evidence about the creation of an
organized criminal group. In these
cases, we have to bear in mind that
several criminals get involved
together, some of them being detained
and others at free, each one having a
pre-defined role and bringing his own
contribution to the crime.

The most recent example of the
professional involvement of the police
officers brings in front of us a case of

phone  fraud.  The  complex
organization and the trans-border
character of some of the frauds made
it more difficult.

Identifying and capturing the
authors — in fact, dismantling the
whole mobile organized criminal
group that was committing phone
frauds having as victims Bulgarian
nationals while the criminals were in
Romania was the result of an
international judicial cooperation
started almost two years ago and
concluded with a joint simultaneous
action during April 2019.

The activities have  been
supervised and coordinated by the
prosecutors within the Central
Structure of the Directorate for
Investigating Organized Crime and
Terrorism  after receiving an
European Investigation Order from
the Bulgarian prosecutors, further to
a penal file where the investigations
revealed that starting 2017, while in
Bulgaria, several Bulgarian nationals
formed a mobile organized criminal
group for mercenary purposes, thus
being stipulated as a crime in their
penal code. During the investigation
it was noticed that some of their
activities were developed on the
Romanian territory. The suspects
bought mobile phones and SIM cards
from Romania and they were calling
Bulgarian nationals which they were
deceiving  during the phone
conversation. The reasons/scripts
were fictive just as the identities they
were using when calling and asking
from the victims for considerable
amounts of money. The prejudice was
of more than €500,000.

After an intense cooperation that
lasted for more than a year while
trying to find the most efficient type
of international judicial cooperation,
the raid was deployed in Bucharest
and Prahova County with the

simultaneous support of the Bulgarian
authorities.

17 simultaneous home searches
have been performed, 5 in Romania
and 12 in Bulgaria, several members
of the group have been identified, 5
have been arrested in Bulgaria and 5
in Romania based on European Arrest
Warrants (EAW) issued by the
Bulgarian authorities.

On the same occasion, the
Romanian policemen found 2 more

wanted Bulgarian nationals, also with
EAWs issued by the Bulgarian
authorities.

The modus operandi of the
Bulgarian criminals, continuous and
well-organized throughout the last two
years, was revealed by the joint
operational activities and home searches
conducted by the law enforcement
authorities in Romania, when the police
found out that the authors were changing
frequently the places they were staying
in, bought numerous SIM cards and
mobile phones for the exclusive purpose
of using them in the criminal activity.

International judicial
cooperation

The joint action organized by the
Romanian criminal investigation
officers was supported by a Bulgarian
police officer and the Bulgarian
liaison officer at SELEC, who
attended the activities. In the same
time, it is worth mentioning the
support of the Special Operations
Directorate, the forensics specialists
and the special intervention unit of the
Romanian Police.

The international judicial and
police cooperation developed in this
case was realised with the
involvement of EUROJUST and is
one of the priority areas targeted at
European level by the criminal
investigation policemen in Romania,
via EUROPOL, within the EMPACT
project and the priority called

Organized Property Crime committed
by the Mobile Organized Crime
Groups.

The joint activities developed in
this case have been much appreciated
by the Bulgarian Ministry of Interior
and Police, dismantling the mobile
organized criminal groups committing
such crimes being a priority of the
Bulgarian law enforcement authorities
and for that aim, official letters have
been sent to their Romanian colleagues
thanking for their involvement and
support in solving the assistance
requests.

The Behavioral Analysis Service
within the Criminal Investigation
Directorate, under the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police is
a true laboratory in which the
spectacular transformation of the
human mind into the pure truth
happens through the professionals,
known and recognized as generic
profiling. In this structure, through the
nature of work, the most dramatic
sequences of life, ending in
complicated contexts where each item
can have operative value, are being
radiographed. From the testimonies,
often filled with hatred and patience,

the admirable effort of specialist
officers is found in the complete
reconfiguration of deeds, often
committed by wicked criminals.

The team of this elite structure of
the Romanian Police contributes to the
accomplishment of the act of justice,
especially with specialized expertise,
reports of behavioral analysis in
criminal cases, as well as investigative
strategies in murder files with known
authors.

Since its formal establishment
since 2014, within the Criminal
Investigation Directorate, the
Behavioral Analysis Service (SAC)
has been set up as a team of
officers specializing in the
investigation of major violent
offenses, psychologists and
sociologists who have
performed training courses at
similar structures within the
FBI, the French Gendarmerie
and National Police, the
National Police and the Civil
Guard from the Kingdom of
Spain. Also, in order to keep

On the complexity of the activity,
Commissioner Florentin Neagu, the
head of the Behavioral Analysis
Service, said: "<< The solving of a
crime >> certainly means a sustained
effort, team work, a prosecutor-
judicial-criminalist team, who must
manage a large amount of information,
analyze evidence from various fields,
such as forensic science, forensics,
data analysis, viewing photo images,
exploit listing data, electronic and
mobile communications, taking
testimony from people in order to
make the investigation all fit, like a
puzzle designed to lead to the
discovery of the truth.

Domenii criminal
profiling

Un segment al activitatii de
investigare §i cercetare a criminalitatii
contra persoanei, dezvoltat de
necesitatea solutiondrii cu celeritate a
unor cazuri cu elemente de extraneitate
sau un caracter transfrontalier este
reprezentat de colaborarea poli-
tieneasca externa si schimbul de
informatii operative prin intermediul
EUROPOL si cooperarea judiciara
internationala in materie penala sub
umbrela EUROJUST, in solutionarea
ordinelor europene de ancheta sau a
comisiilor rogatorii internationale.

Domeniile de aplicare ale analizei
comportamentale si tehnicii criminal
profiling sunt:

a) Infractiunile de omor/omor
calificat sau tentativele la astfel de
infractiuni comise de catre autori
neidentificati, asupra uneia sau mai
multor victime, susceptibile a face parte
dintr-o  serie ori  presupunand
patrundere 1n locuinta victimei/victima

Pentru realizarea rapoartelor de
analizd comportamentala, specialistii
lucreaza in echipe de ofiteri cu
experienta in domeniul investigarii
infractiunilor grave contra persoanei,
fiind vorba aici atat despre politisti, cat
si despre psihologi si sociologi, astfel
ca fiecare caz in parte este analizat de
minimum doi sau trei ofiteri.

Prin aceasta activitate, contributia

provided, by law, by the public
authorities, among which we can
mention the National Institute of Legal
Medicine and the National Institute of
Forensic Expertise, as well as private
entities, commercial companies,
financial-banking institutions, etc.
Thus, the research team can be
temporarily filled with specialists from
other structures with responsabilities in
the field of reference.

It is obvious that behavioral
analysis does not replace investigative
procedures, solve the case solitarily,
and cannot give judgment on a case
where the data is non-existent.

The validity of the behavioral
analysis report drawn up in a criminal
case is given by the moment when it is
delivered, as the new data may change
the complete or partial hypothesis.

From this perspective, the fight
against crime against the person has
always been a priority of the criminal
investigation police and has been
characterized by a permanent concern
for the development of new techniques
and methods of investigation,
commitment and availability on the

part of them, so unobservable, but
very involved.

Most murder offenses are
committed in the face of conflicts,
sometimes older, sometimes
spontaneous, due to alcohol
consumption, lack of education,
especially in some rural areas,
escalation of jealousy, revenge, theft or
sexual intercourse, and extremely rare
cases of murders being committed
between members of criminal groups.

The professionalism of the
specialists made the rate of

identification of the murderers to be
very high, over 98%, which represents
the achievement of the results of the
teamwork and the efforts made, these
being recognized and appreciated
internally as well as external."

Criminal profiling
domains

A segment of the crime
investigation and investigation
activity against the person,
developed by the necessity to solve
cases with elements of foreign or
cross-border character in a quick
manner, is represented by the
foreign police cooperation and the
exchange of operative information
through EUROPOL and the
international judicial cooperation
in criminal matters under the
authority of EUROJUST, in the
handling of European inquiry
orders or international rogatory
commissions.

The fields of behavioral analysis
and criminal profiling are:

a) Offenses of murder / attempted
murder or attempted
offenses committed by
unidentified authors on
one or more victims
suspected of being part
of a series or assuming
penetration into the
victim's / victim's home
in a place public,
seemingly haphazard,
non-motivational,
sexually oriented,
recognized / suspected
as part of a series, and
in which (detached or
cumulative) elements
appear: the mutilation
or destruction of the
corpse; torture; pre and / or post-
mortem actions on the victim, etc.

b) Violence, sexual assaults
committed by unidentified authors,
with abnormal ways of committing
(excessive  violence, piquerism,
introduction of foreign objects into the
body holes, use of the rape kit etc.),
susceptible to or not belonging to a
series , as well as sexual acts with
minors in public places;

¢) Offenses of threats, blackmail or
kidnappings committed by unide-

ntified authors with special operating
modes (multiple authors, kidnapping
from home or public institutions, use
of the internet, use of firearms, request
for redemption, etc.) or on minor
persons;

d) Arson cases susceptible to being
part of a series;

¢) Disappearance of persons under
suspicious circumstances when there is

suspicion of a criminal interest in the
disappearance of the person.

For the conduct of behavioral
analysis reports, the specialists work in
teams of officers experienced in the
investigation of serious offenses
against the person, with both
policemen and psychologists and
sociologists, so each case is analyzed
by at least two or three officers.

Through this  activity, the
contribution of these specialists is to
provide psycho-behavioral data and
other psycho-judicial aspects of
interest to the criminal prosecution
bodies as regards: identifying the
major personality and behavioral traits
of unknown authors who can serve
both to the establishment of the
suspected circle of suspects and of the
presumed victims. It also serves to
prioritize the investigation of suspects;
Providing suggestions for investigation
and interrogation strategies (taking
testimonies of people in the circle of
suspects, people suspected of being
dishonest, who are misleading criminal
prosecution bodies or impeding the act
of justice); assessing the level of risk
of threats against a person or institution
/ organization by analyzing the
documents or records that contain
them.

These actions aim at ensuring
a climate of public order and
safety, as well as preventing and

Decades of joint success
at European level

The National Spanish Police, on
which we have focused our attention
on the pages of the Magazine, have
mostly the same responsibilities with
the Romanian Police, being part of the
Spanish State's Law Enforcement
Forces and Security Corps. They have
competence throughout the national
territory and attributions in all specific
police  fields: public  order,
investigations, antiterrorism
intelligence, borders, migration,
control of the private security sector,
gaming surveillance and inspection,
criminology, issuing identity
documents and passports. They are one
of the foreign structures with which the
Romanian Police have a very
important and diverse collaboration.

Romania’s accession to the
European Union came after signing the
following two documents in 2006, in
Madrid the “The Convention between
Spain and Romania on cooperation in
the fight against crime” by the
Ministries of the Interior, in which the
detachment of internal affairs attachés
or liaison officers was also recorded in
order to maintain contacts, facilitate
communication and achieve other
forms of technical cooperation with the
competent  authorities, and in
Bucharest the "Joint Action Plan". A
new stage in the development of
bilateral police co-operation began,
after a decade of intense relations in
the new European context.

According to the Spanish National
Police data - General Office for Aliens
and Borders - the number of Romanian
citizens registered as residents in Spain
last year was about 1.2 million while
the number of those detained for
various crimes exceeding eleven
thousand. There are figures and issues
that confirm the interest and need of
the Spanish Police to collaborate as
closely as possible with the Romanian
Police even though the Romanian

minority is not at all the first to
generate criminality, neither in number
nor in value.

In this regard in almost 20
years there has been a significant,
measurable increase in bilateral
cooperation from about 300
operational activities as
intelligence exchanges, support
in joint police operations,
operative meetings etc. to almost
2,000 during last year.

Furthermore, in the
framework of the General
Program for Cooperation and
International Technical
Assistance of the Spanish
National Police, Romanian
colleagues were offered the
opportunity to attend numerous
courses, seminars and study
visits, exchanges of knowledge,
good practice and experience in
such diverse domains as traffic of
human beings, drugs, cars, illegal
migration, intelligence analysis,
economic crime, money
laundering and V.A.T. fraud,
cybercrime and cloning of cards,
money forgery, intellectual and
industrial property offenses,
historical heritage, itinerant
delinquency, operative
surveillance, abductions and
hostages incidents, Romanian
Special Forces, interventions,
community  police, private
security, gender-based violence,
minors, forensic findings of violent
crimes and fires, as well as in cases of
violence and incendiarism in major
catastrophes.

Here is a relevant retrospective of
the Romanian-Spanish collaboration,
which also gave us the opportunity to
remind some of the most important
operational activities and cases solved
by the two countries' police officers.

One of these was the "Operation

RICO", carried in five states and
coordinated by the first Joint
Investigation Team (JIT) EUROJUST,

with the participation of the Spanish
National Police and the Romanian
Police. The action was carried out with
in order to dismantle criminal groups
that commit "boiler-room" financial
frauds and has led to the collapse of 15
unauthorized financial centers in
Spain, responsible for frauds estimated
at several millions of euros.

The targets were private savings,
disguised as false offers of attractive
products. In only a year, 5,000 victims

Operation PIRAMIDE led to the
complete dissolution of a major
criminal group dedicated to the
trafficking and sexual exploitation
of women in Romania.

The group gathered under-aged
girls in Romania, using them in
West  European countries for
prostitution; over 300 women were
trafficked in ten years.

The money gained from the
sexual exploitation of victims,
estimated in millions of euros, was
"washed"  through  companies
operating in car sales.

Operation "PIRAMIDE" resulted
in the arrest of 22 members of the
group and the release of 27 victims

yé'on speeders
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discipline road users and significantly
reduce accidents with serious and
particularly serious consequences. So,
traffic police took out the Trucams,
Autovisions and "Pythons" in the street,
spotting over 53,000 drivers. The results
were... encouraging. Obviously, for the
police, that gave nearly 38,000 fines for
speeding. In the same period, more than
2,200 driving licenses were retained for
the same reason.

The analysis of the results
showed that at that time, the main cause
was, as expected, driving at irregular or
inadequate speed to the road conditions.

On the other hand, the positive
thing was a decrease from 23 cases of
serious road accidents to only 4.
However, they included four deceased
victims, 12 less than before, six
seriously injured, 24 less than before and
just one case of a slightly injured person,
versus 18, previously.

In the current edition
of the magazine, we
continue to present
the activity of
training that the
Romanian policemen
within the Central
Intelligence Analysis
Unit (UCAI) have
provided for the
police officers in
Croatia. This
collaboration is, in
many ways, the most
important external
activity carried out so
far by the specialized
analysis units of the

Romanian Police.

The partnership started in 2015 when the
Romanian Police responded to a request
addressed to all EU member states by the
Croatian Ministry of Interior. The Romanian
proposal had won and the Romanian Police,
represented by the Central Intelligence
Analysis Unit, was involved in the
"CROGIS - Institutional Twinning Project"
- Strengthening capacities for
Implementation of Geographical
Information System with Geographic
Profiling of Serial Criminal Offenders. Its
total value was of 750,000 euros.

The project leader from the Romanian
side was the director at the time of the
Central Intelligence Analysis Unit, Police
Quaestor Wili Apreutesei and the operative
support and coordination of activities in
Zagreb and other Croatian cities were
secured by a 14-month appointment in the
Croatian capital of Chief Superintendent
Mihai Manolescu, Head of the Operational
Analysis Service of the Central Intelligence

Analysis Unit.

The commitment of the efforts of the
highest level of the Unit represents an
indicator of the focus on the successful
ending of the project, as emphasized by the
presence of the Romanian Consul in Zagreb
in many activities. For our policemen, the
project objectives were a challenge, being
diverse and highly complex.

Its stages have been analyzed and
approached with  great care and
professionalism. At first, the data model was
developed and the technical requirements for
the acquisition by the Croatian side of the
project funds of an IT application capable of

collecting and integrating geospatial data
relating to crime were defined. The result
was obtained under the coordination of the
Head of the Data Analysis and Information
Analysis Service of UCAI, superintendent
Bogdan Haiducu, in collaboration with the
specialists Gelu Concea, Andrei lancu and
Ionut Paraschiva from the Communications
and Information Technology Department.
As we said, the partnership was highly
complex, both in terms of logistics and as
of the human resources involved. There
were 14 weekly training sessions where
more than 50 Croatian intelligence
analysts and teachers of the Zagreb
Police Academy learned from our
geospatial specialists in operational,
strategic, multi-source and open-source
analysis. The geographical profiling
method, as the main objective of the
project, developed by Romanian analysts
by taking over and adapting a concept
implemented in the United States, was
presented and demonstrated to the
Croatian analysts. Some of them became
trainers also.

As a corollary of the work done under the
coordination of the head of the Territorial
Unit of Intelligence Analysis in Bucharest,
police superintendent Adrian Juganaru,
Romanian police has developed a 300-page
geospatial analysis handbook while in
Croatia. Operational methodologies and
procedures on the delivery of analytical
products derived from geospatial analysis
and geographic profiling have been
described, including some recommended
measures on how to control the quality of the
geospatial data collected and analytical

Another country where the
presence of Romanian specialists was
registered was Ukraine. They have
shared with us the unpredictable start
of this cooperation. The triggering
factor was the highly appreciated and
meritorious participation of some
officers from UCAI Bucharest and the
Criminal Investigation Directorate
(Mihai Barbutu, Alina Arucsandei and
others) at the EUAM mission -
European Union's Advisory Mission in
Ukraine. Equally important in
convincing the Ukrainian colleagues
was the success of the training
activities developed by the Romanian
analysts in the Republic of Moldova.

Ukraine was at that time, as well as
other international partners who
benefited from the expertise and
competence of the Romanian
intelligence analysts, in the process of
an institutional reform for a possible
path towards access to the European
Union. Thus, starting with 2016, the
efforts of the EUAM mission have led
to the creation of a Criminal Analysis
Department within the Ukrainian
Police, an essential step in the
implementation of the intelligence-led
policing concept, as required by
European law.

In this context, EUAM and the
Ukrainian National Police, invited the
Romanian Police to support their
efforts by providing training sessions

on operational, tactical, strategic,
multi-source and open source data
analysis to the future Ukrainian
intelligence  analysts. The first
activities were carried out in February
and March 2017 and were very
appreciated, so that the
Ukrainian ~ and  European
partners renewed their invitation
for an extensive training session.
Ukrainian  and  European
partners have sent a new
invitation to the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian
Police in order to organize an
extensive training sessions. The
training was held in the
headquarters of the police of
Kiev ~and other major
Ukrainian and offered basic
and advanced courses in
various types of intelligence
analysis.

Turkey is another country where
the Romanian policemen can proudly
affirm that they have offered
mentoring to their colleagues in the
field of information analysis. The
experience transfer activity started in
the second half of 2017, when a new
twinning project was won by the
Romanian  Drug  Enforcement
Agency in Romania acting in
partnership with the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police.

Laborator inovativ

Innovative laboratory for police training

The complexity and diversity of
the situations the traffic police officers
face require for them to be
continuously trained. Staff fluctuation
in the recent years have resulted in,
among other things, a decrease in the
number of experienced tutors for those
at the beginning of their career.
Hence, the need to supplement and
share expertise by simulating, first
under laboratory conditions, current
and special situations that a police
officer can be confronted with.

In 2016, a small interdisciplinary
group, made up of specialists from the
Institute of Studies for Public Order of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs , the
Traffic Police Directorate and the
Logistics Department of the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police
have initiated and engaged in the
mission to bring to life an innovative
concept, defined this year.

Together, they set up a project that
would bring about a series of
challenges: designing a lab to simulate
the most realistic conditions in the
field, dealing with different scenarios
such as crisis, interventions or
unforeseen situations, testing and
evaluating the performances.

For this, the solution was to use a
real, fuel-powered car that simulates
running, with the possibility of its total
control.

The project was funded through
the Sectoral Research and De-
velopment Plan of M.A.L. and was
developed in five stages, mainly

focusing on finding constructive
solutions, creating a prototype,
developing a software that will control
the system and, finally, gaining
approval for its use.

The lab aims to improve one's
ability to drive on public roads,

traffic conditions, it also generates the
conditions for realistic driving through
a wide range of scenarios and driving
conditions that highlight the driver’s
qualities and, last but not least, it offers
the opportunity to use a real car for
simulated missions.

The Finnish police, whom we
have had the opportunity to write
about in our Magazine, is the
subject of this article. It is
divided into three decision-
making levels, the highest
authority being the Police
Department of the Ministry of the
Interior. On operational level,
under its authority are the
departments of the police, the
national units, the police training
institutions, the technical center,
the information management
center and the Police of Helsinki
Judicial District.

On a local level, the
distribution is done admi-

nistratively, depending on the
judicial districts, under the
authority of the departments of
the national police, the latter
being headed by a national police

commissioner.

Surveillance and ensuring
order in public places,
community relations, co-

ordination of guardians, custody
of drug or alcohol addicts,
solving immigration problems,
or searching for missing
persons are provided by the
Public Order Police Structure,
criminal offenses, preliminary
criminal offenses, mediation,
personal data verification,
restraining orders, offsetting of
the damages caused by the
offenses and counseling of the
victims of the crimes being
carried out by the Criminal
Structure.

The Licensing Department
of the Finnish Police is
responsible for issuing identity
papers, licenses and permits for
weapons, passports, licenses
and licenses for aliens, lotteries
or money collections, noti-
fications for public meetings
and events, releasing autho-
rizations for security officers
and issuance of parking permits
for people with disabilities.

In Finland, as in Denmark, a
large number of people are used
to ride small bicycles or

i

motorcycles on public roads,
parking them next to other
hundreds or even thousands of
such vehicles, as well as losing or
tangling them. Such cases are
handled by the Lost Objects
Department, which manages the
objects found in public places or
the lost ones of low value. The
References department, even if
the name seems to signify
something else, is in fact an
"internal affairs" structure that
deals with analyzing and solving
complaints about the work of
police employees. Throughout
the  Finnish  territory and
according to the obvious
American model, one of the most
important structures of the
Finnish Police, namely the
National Investigation Bureau,
has attributions and competences
regarding crime prevention and
provision of special services. The
main responsibility in crime
prevention of the National
Investigation Bureau is the fight
against organized crime, both
within the country and in the
local state districts. It carries out
judicial laboratory analyzes, I.T.
investigations, international legal
assistance, intelligence on crimes

prevenirea infractiunilor si furnizarea
unor servicii speciale.

Principala  responsabilitate a
Biroului National de Investigatii, in
activitatea de prevenire a infractiunilor,
este lupta impotriva crimei organizate,
atat 1n interiorul tarii cat si in districtele
locale de stat. Acesta realizeaza analize
judiciare de laborator, de I.T., asistenta
internationald  legald, informatii

privind infractiunile si  analize
operationale.
Modelul finlandez al Depar-

tamentului Trafic este cunoscut si
recunoscut in intreaga lume, deci si la
nivelul  structurilor noastre de
specialitate poate constitui un model
foarte bun de urmat. Ne referim, mai
ales, la initiativele legislative si la
prevederile legale ce reglementeaza
circulatia pe drumurile publice.

Ori, tocmai despre asta este vorba, in

ceea ce priveste "modelul finlandez".
In urma unor cursuri efectuate de

candidati, scolile de soferi acorda un
permis provizoriu, pe o durata
prestabilita. Daca in acest timp, soferul
nu realizeaza incalcari grave ale
legislatiei rutiere, primeste permisul de
conducere. Dacd '"recidiveazd" in
trafic, este retrimis la scoala, fara

dreptul de a conduce autovehicule pe

aceastd perioada. Un aspect foarte
important este cel legat de
responsabilizarea scolilor de soferi.
Acestea nu pot da “rebuturi” in
pregatirea cursantilor, caci le este
periclitat viitorul. Atunci cand scolile
depasesc un procent, la fel, prestabilit,
ce poate fi de 5 - 10%, de permise
provizorii eliberate dar anulate de catre
Politia Rutiera 1in acel interval,
activitatea le poate fi suspendata, pana
la anularea licentei de functionare.

Tatd, in cele ce urmeaza, cazuri
solutionate de Politia finlandeza.

Recent, aceasta a capturat un tanar
suspectat ca a “trimis” o scrisoare de
amenintare unui centru comercial
important. Trimiterea a fost virtuala, pe
“Internetul intunecat” TOR, dificil de
supravegheat si de verificat din punct
de vedere al activitatilor informatice.

Un alt caz mai vechi dar relevant
prin complexitatea lui a fost "Patria
Group" - o afacere internationala
"grea" de coruptie.

Biroului National de Investigatii
din Finlanda a realizat, in companiile
ce apartin societatii "Patria Group", o
cercetare privind afacerea cu mortiere
dintre aceasta firma si Egipt, in care se
suspecteaza mituirea in forma grava.
Cercetarile au dus la arestarea a patru
angajati.

Politia finlandeza a mai investigat
un alt caz in care a fost implicata
compania "Patria Group". Este vorba
despre o afacere cu vehicule blindate
incheiata cu Republica Slovenia. Si in
acest caz, au fost arestati trei angajati.

The Finnish Department of
Traffic is known and recognized
throughout the world and a very
good model to follow even by our
designated structures. We refer,
above all, to legislative
initiatives and legal provisions
regulating public road traffic.
Apart from the fact that it deals

with the control and observance

of the speed of cars, the
punishment of driving while
under influence of drugs or

alcohol, the control of the use of
safety equipment, the sur-
veillance of high-risk drivers or
the safety of naval traffic, the
Finnish police oversees the
release of driving licenses. This
is precisely what it is about when
talking about the "Finnish
model".

Following some courses atten-
ded by the candidates, driving
schools issue a provisional permit
for a pre-established period. If
during this time the driver does
not commit serious traffic
offenses he receives the driving
license. If he "relapses" in traffic,
he is returned to the school
without the right to drive cars
during this period. A very

important aspect is the
responsibility of driving schools.
If they fail in training the
attendees, their future is
jeopardized. When the schools
exceed a pre-determined percent
comprised between 5-10% of
provisional permits issued but
canceled by the Police in a

certain interval, their activity

may be suspended until the
operating license is canceled.

Following, are some examples
on the cases solved by the
Finnish Police.

Recently, a young man was

captured, being suspected of
"sending" a threat letter to an
important commercial center
called Iso Omena. The menace
was sent via "Darknet" TOR thus
making it difficult to monitor and
verify by the investigators.

Another old but relevant case
for its complexity was "Patria
Group" - a "hard" international
business of corruption.

The Finnish National Bureau
of Investigation has conducted a
research into the bomb business
between Patria Group companies
firm and Egypt, where serious
bribery is suspected. The
research led to the arrest of four
employees.

The Finnish police also
investigated a second case on
