celebrated with joy the first

century from the union of the
great part of the territories inhabited
by its people and their ancestors for
thousands of years between Tisia -
Tiscus (Tisa) and Patiscum, to the
west, to Tyras (Nistru) and Ophius
(Odessa) to the ecast, between
Chernivtsi, Colomia and Hotin, to the
north and Danubius - Ister (Danube)
to the south. All the Romanian from
the former Principalities:
Transylvania of the Dacians and
Dukes Gelu, Glad and Menumorout,
Wallachia of Mircea the Great and
Vlad Tepes and Moldova to Stephen
the Great and Alexandru Ioan Cuza.
In Bucharest, the capital of Romania,
but also in the symbol of the Unirii
from 1600, the Transylvanian city of
Alba Iulia, in the symbolic cities of
the Little Union, as it was called the
Union of the Romanian Principalities
in 1859, Iasi and Focsani, in all the
major cities of the country, organized
military parades or scrolls.

Just over a century ago, on 1
December 1918, the Romanian
provinces and territories joined
together, three times before; with the
first two occasions, by foreign
historical figures and, after only a few
decades, for the first time, in 1600, by
a Romanian leader, the prince Mihai
Viteazu. It was not about annexing,
clinging, anschluss, breaking up (just
temporary) the hinterland, as
somebody recently said on national
television, or anything else, but union,
reunion even by sacrifice and struggle,
according to historical truth. There
have been the same provinces or
territories for the descendants of the
Dacian and the Roman, the Romanian
living here for thousands of years, by
occupation wars, or by treaties
concluded between powers, kingdoms,
or ephemeral empires.

The great moment of Romania was
possible through the efforts of all
Romanian, through the battles of the
elite and political parties of that time,

the members of the Central Romanian
National Council, who proclaimed the

Union, being delegates of the
Romanian Social Democratic Party

and of the Romanian National
Party. It should also be noticed
that all 18 minority minorities
agreed and supported the
Great Union.

The Army and the Police
were the two structures of
power of the administration
that played an important role
both in the period before the
Union, during the First World
War and afterwards, to
consolidate the Kingdom of
Romania. The police and the
Ministry of the Interior, in
their entirety, had already
passed through the reform of
the great minister Vasile
Lascar, who said: ".. any
other reforms we make,
however good and useful,
would be superfluous if we
have no guarantee first the
public order and the internal

security of the state ". It had been a
solid reform, based on solid principles.

The importance of Romanian
policemen was also confirmed by the
fact that all officers were
appointed by Royal Decree,
at the proposal of the Minister
O = hE Interior, the
commissioners being
obligatorily licensed in law.
No one could be appointed to
the service of the police if he
was not a Romanian citizen,
if he had not been part of the
military service, he could not
exercise his full of civil and
political rights, and if he was
not sane.

It should also be
remembered that between
April 14 and 19, 1914, the
General Inspector of Police,
Romulus Voinescu, of the
Kingdom of Romania, was
also a founding member at
the: S COIIOTESS e OEeMe
International Criminal Police
Commission in Monaco.

The history of the Police has also
experienced heavy moments. In the

years of the Great War for the birth of

1917, were also due to the
informative and counter -
informative activity of the '
police, which were at use also
to the Romanian Army,
politicians, ministers and even
King Ferdinand. Romanian
police officers worked as agents,
covered, encoded, obtaining
information and photographs on
the territory occupied by Austrian,
Hungarian, and Bulgarian, risking
being urgently executed or
tortured.

The activity and professio-
nalism of the Romanian policemen
and the leaders of the institution §
were so obvious that, immediately
after the Great Union on January 3,
1919, General Traian Mosoiu, the

‘The Romanian Presidency of Council
of the European Union

The main actors:
EU Institutions

The European Union presents a
distinct institutional set-up, i.e. its
legislative and administrative
architecture is different from any of its
composing member states.

The process begins with the EU's
top priorities being set by the European
Council, bringing together heads of
member states and EU-level leaders
and it continues with representatives of
the national governments defending
their own country's national interests
in the Council of the European
Union. Nevertheless, the
interests of the
European citizens at the
European level are
represented by the

agreement of representatives of
member states on the legislation. As
there are ten different configurations of
the Council , each of them is chaired
by the relevant minister from the
country which holds the rotating
presidency. For example, in our case,
the Justice and Home Affairs Council ‘s
works (JHA) as it is a common
configuration for both ministries, will
be chaired by the Romanian ministers
for Justice, Mr. Tudorel Toader, and
respectively for Internal Affairs, Mrs.
Carmen Daniela DAN, (each session
in a separate day), during the
Romanian presidency.
The presidency also representates
of the Council in relations
with the other EU
institutions. In  this
context it is important
to reach agreements on

members of the (CONSILIU M ‘o tiivees with

European Parliament,

and finally the interests of the
European Union are promoted by the
European ~ Commission,  whose
members are appointed from national
governments. The institutions which
are part of drafting, negotiating and
adopting the EU legislation are: the
Council of the European Union, the
European Commission, and the
European Parliament.

The Council of
the European Union

As there is no permanent chair of
the configurations and the preparatory
bodies of the Council of the European
Union but a rotating presidency, lasting
for six months, every one of the 28 EU
member states presides over this
institution.

This activity is twofold: managing
the agenda and the chairing of the
meetings of the Council and its
preparatory bodies, and obtaining

the the European
Parliament and European Commission.

Continuity at
the EU level: The trio
of Presidencies

In order to make sure of the
continuity in the legislative process
and the works of the Council of the
European Union are achieved, during
each of the rotating six-month
Presidencies, a system was put in place
so that the presiding countries are part
of a “trio”. In other words, three
member states that are to preside over
the Council consecutively prepare and
coordinate their work during the 18-
month process and harmonize their
priorities in order to guarantee
continuity. Estonia, Bulgaria and
Austria are part of the present trio of
the Presidency. Romania will be part
of a trio together with Finland and
Croatia.

National and EU
priorities

At the same time, delivering results
is  important. = The  Romanian
presidency will continue negotiations
that are already in discussion at the
European level, focusing on the
priorities agreed within the trio of
presidencies, together with the
European Commission and the
General Secretariat of the Council of
the European Union. Although 95% of
the initiatives are either inherited from
previous presidencies or set by EU
framework documents and initiatives,
the Romanian Presidency will also
promote two initiatives which have
been already presented during the
meeting of the Ministers of Interior of
the Salzburg Forum Member States
which took place in Bucharest,
Romania, on between the 14th and
15th of June 2018.

European dimension
of Community Policing

Law  enforcement  agencies’
response to the particularities of the
emerging communities at the level of
the Member States should be tailored so
that to develop an enhanced approach
of the "community policing" principles
by attaching a European dimension to
the concept and complementing the
initial mandate of the operational
support officers acting under the Prom
Decisions.

Posting police officers to law
enforcement agencies from Member
States with significant communities of
foreign citizens could channel towards
these agencies know-how, trust and
capabilities, thus adding a substantial
contribution in terms of policing the
diverse communities, while overcoming
biases and difficulties of preventing and
combating crimes and victimization.

In an era of digitalization, in order
to keep up with the dynamics of the
criminal  environment, all law
enforcement authorities should be
open to new approaches for
combating and preventing crime.
An innovative approach of the
“intelligence  led  policing”
concept is represented by the
novel actionable information. The
term emphasizes the need to
develop mechanisms of early
warning against risks and threats

timely, credible and relevant
manner for a  successful
intervention in any incident.

A harmonization of the role played
by the Analysis Units within the
institutional law enforcement
framework might be envisaged, this
being achieved by means of defining
European standards in Intelligence
Analysis in terms of training and by
developing unitary concepts for data
analysis.

the set-up of a multifunctional
command and training centre for the
operational coordination of missions;
organizing training courses necessary
to substantiate the strategic decisions
of the institution's management;
improving the level of
training of Romanian
police officers through
participation in semi-
nars, training sessions,
courses, study visits,
international confe-
rences, good practice
manuals; the development
of IT infrastructure

the fight against fraud.

At the same time, the reaction of
beneficiary structures within the
Romanian General Police Inspectorate
is to continue to participate in
research and development projects
funded by the European Commission
through  the  Horizon 2020
programme, the central element of
which is the exchange of expertise
between the EU legislation. These
projects are  coordinated by
universities or research institutes.

Another  relevant  example,
regarding the professionalism and
involvement of the Romanian police
officers who operate in the fields of
forensics, drug trafficking and
information exchange, can be found
at the level of the results obtained
within the twinning projects funded
through EU programmes.

Competition is a key word in
accessing funds through calls
within the Regional Operational
Programmes, which facilitates the
renovation of police headquarters in
the country. At the same time,
through the Operational Programme
for Large Infrastructure, the traffic
police will increase their operational
capacity both in surveillance
missions and in the field of road
safety education.

An essential step for our

institution is the implementation of
the Competitiveness Operational
Programme, which will strengthen the
administrative capacity to extract,
analyse and exploit in real time the
different types of large volumes of
data.

The Romanian Police has
prioritized access to external funds to
increase the performance of existing
systems, while developing new
systems to optimize field policing. In
this regard, the Project Implementation
Unit has put efforts into submitting for
approval, to the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, the latest version of the project
"Developing the Face Identification
System (NBIS) and its interconnection
with EU law enforcement authorities
through sTESTA" , with a total value
of 1,650,000 Euros, aimed at
enhancing the exchange of information
with other EU Member States and
interoperability with existing systems
and databases, namely interconnecting
BNIS with national IT systems (SNRI,
IPOL, SIRENE, AFIS).

Another project under evaluation is
CYBEREX 2 on strengthening co-
operation of the police with private

field of itinerant crime and trafficking
in human beings; strengthening the
operational capabilities of the
Romanian Police for Combating
Money Laundering and Economic
Crime; upgrading, purchasing
equipment and services to increase
AFIS capacity.

The second project concerns the
fight against hate crimes and violent
extremism, especially those targeting
the Roma, as well as increasing the
quality of police service.

The Romanian police has actively
participated in supporting Romania -
Moldova and Romania - Ukraine Joint
Operational Programmes, financed by
the European Union, through the
European Neighbourhood Instrument
(ENI), which addresses the border area
between Romania and the Republic of
Moldova and between Romania and
Ukraine.

Project rounds refer to the regional
cooperation to prevent and combat
cross-border crime in the border
region and are to be approved and
implemented. In this respect, cross-
border cooperation actions are being
pursued for the benefit of non-EU

entities in the fight against cybercrime.

Two subsequent actions are to be
noted for projects that will be funded
under the Norwegian Financial
Mechanism, both of a total value of
approximately 10,000,000 Euros. The
first project involves three stages:
strengthening police cooperation
between Norway and Romania in the

countries and neighbouring countries
outside the EU.

A noteworthy benefit refers to the
Transport Police Directorate, which
received funding of 1,200,000 US
dollars from Philip Morris to increase
its tobacco smuggling capability at
the border with Moldova, Ukraine
and Serbia.

The Independent Service for Special
Interventions and Actions is the
central unit of the Romanian Police,
which manages the activity of special
interventions and actions, a complex
field through the nature of the threats
to which it is exposed. Compatible
with senior elite units of EU Member
States' police, the unit is a member of
the Atlas group alongside 41 other
European Union Member State
police forces. In order to maintain its
level of training and endowment, and
for compatibility with  other
intervention units, the Service often
finds itself'in joint exercises of similar
structures, being involved in many
European-funded projects: SARES -
"Special intervention in limit
situations" , developed in the period
2012-2016, "Strengthening the
Capacities for Improvised Explosive
Devices", 2013-2016, JEROME -
"Capabilities and Interoperability for
the Romanian-Bulgarian  Joint
Specialized Intervention at the
Chemical -Biological - Radiological -
Nuclear - high explosives " -2016-
2018

International Exercise
organized in Romania

The Romanian Police, through the
Service for Special Interventions and
Actions, and the Romanian Gendarmerie
organized on October 10 an international
exercise aimed at verifying how
policemen and gendarmes from the
national and European intervention units
intervene for managing a cross-border
crisis situation, on hostage-taking. During
the exercise in Daia, Giurgiu County,

police from the Special Intervention and
Action Service, the Operational Center,
gendarmes of the Special Gendarmerie
Intervention Brigade, as well as fighters
of EKAM Greece, EAO Cyprus and
SUCT Bulgaria were involved. The
exercise took place without special
events, confirming that the Romanian
special intervention units are
prepared to act undividedly
in case of cross-border crisis
situations, in the field of
public order. The results
generated proposals for
improved intervention and
will be the basis for police
training in special inter-
vention and operational
support units. The exercise
was part of the Atlas
Common  Challenge -
organized at the European
level - held simultaneously
on the territory of seven
states.

The Jerome Project

Taking place in the period November
2016 - May 2018, the project "JEROME
- Capabilities and Interoperability for the
Romanian-Bulgarian Joint Specialized
Intervention at a Chemical-Biological-
Radiological Event - High - Power
Nuclear - Explosives" brought together
the Romanian Police, National Institute
for Research and Development for
Materials Physics and SUCT Bulgaria in
a collaboration whose main objective was
to carry out a transfer of expertise
focusing on cooperation in the event of
an event on the territory of Romania or
Bulgaria. Within the project, the
Romanian Police - Special Intervention

and Special Action Service has benefited
from four wvehicles equipped for
intervention in events involving chemical
- biological - radiological or nuclear
threats as well as for high explosives,
having the ability to take samples and
their transport. The equipment allows the
intervention units to collect data to

evaluate the type of event, its amplitude
thus contributing to the definition of
responsibilities, the control of the
situation and the provision of the
intervention area. Rapid detection of
CBR (chemical, biological, radiological)
contaminants has been provided along
with the necessary means to transfer data
to the authorities responsible for
emergency management, thus allowing
an adequate and effective response. The
project, funded from the European
Regional Development Fund, as well as
from the state budgets of the
participating structures, provides the
means for the implementation of
Decision E.C. 2008/617 / JHA on cross-
border cooperation between Special
Intervention Units in order to achieve
integrated regional CBRN emergency
management.

From the very beginning the
Romanian police officers have worked
together with their Italian and French
colleagues for preventing crime and

Posting police officers
to law enforcement agencies from
Member States where significant
communities of citizens coming from
other ~Member States resided
channelled towards these agencies
know-how, trust and capabilities, thus

substantial
contribution  in
terms of policing the
diverse communities,
while overcoming biases and
difficulties of preventing and
combating crimes and victimization
Previous European initiatives
At the European Union level,

The goal was to
strengthen  the  operational
cooperation between member
states, in order to fight crime
more effectively. Thus, member
states agreed on established
temporary exchanges of
personnel among the law
enforcement  authorities  of
Member States, in particular within the
framework of European police stations
and called on the competent bodies to
make regular evaluations of the
measures set out in these conclusions.

The proposal was based on the
need that certain areas of the European
Union have heavy concentrations of
tourists or are from time to time venues
for major events. Linguistic and
cultural differences were seen as an
obstacles to local police officers
dealing with them satisfactorily. It was
foreseen that these difficulties could be
easily overcome by sending police
officers of the same nationality as the
tourists to work with the police forces
of the host State for the duration of the
event or the tourist season.

Ten years later, the Austrian
Presidency, argues that while migration
indeed makes many European societies
more lively and diverse, it also makes
them more contradictory, more

the possibility to build upon the
instrument provided by PRUM
Decisions, namely to deploy officers
and set up joint operations, by
extending the initial competences of
operational support officers towards a
preventive dimension. Also, it would
like to assess whether this instrument
proved useful in these 10 years, and
explore more flexible financing
possibilities.

Common European Prevention
Policing model would aim to deploy
police officers to particular areas so that
communities can interact with more
familiar authorities in order to prevent
both victimization and criminality. The
main goal would be to improve the
framework of the preventive role of
policing so that the EU security
authorities identify social
developments and security challenges
at an early stage.

Presence of Romanian
Police officers abroad

Currently, the Romanian Police
cooperates with neighbouring states,
strategic partners and other states,
according to the foreign policy
priorities of Romania, according to the
agreements and  protocols  of
cooperation signed with them, as well
as the specific requests. Thus, one of
the main forms of cooperation is to
send, in European partner countries,
operational support specialists who
provide police assistance to local
policemen in documenting criminal
cases concerning the carrying out of
criminal activities by Romanian
citizens.

During 2017, 125 operative
support specialists, in 9 partner states,
were sent by the Romanian Police.

The largest of these cooperation
activities is conducted with the French
Police. Thus, at the request of the
French side, the Permanent Device of

the Romanian Police, was established
for a number of 14 police officers and
operates in Paris, in the Paris region
(Hauts-de-Seine departments, Val-de-
Marne, Seine-Saint- and Lille).

Due to the large number of
Romanian citizens present on the
French territory, it was also agreed to
send teams of 20 police officers to
patrol missions during the periods
(July-August,  December-January)
when a large affluence of tourists was
registered, namely the sending of a
policeman in December at the
Christmas Fair on a short-term mission
to Strasbourg.

State of play
2017-2018

During 2017, 17 activities (73
policemen) were carried out in France,
6 activities (4 policemen) in Germany,
3 activities (3 policemen), 2 on the
task force and 1 on the ITA.RO project
in Italy, 3 activities (5 policemen) in
Spain, 5 activities (5 policemen) in
Switzerland, 1 activity (2 policemen)
in Croatia, three activities (22
policemen) in Bulgaria and 7 activities
(10  policemen) in the United
Kingdom.

Recently, an agreement between
the General Police Inspectorate and
the National Police Council of the
Republic of Finland for the
establishment of a joint cooperative
team (one mission, one policeman, at
no cost other than personnel) was
signed.

Next steps
at the EU level

As the Council of the EU
negotiates and adopts not only legal
acts but also documents such as
conclusions, resolutions and
statements, the Romanian Presidency
of the EU Council will use Common
European  Prevention  Policing
initiative to express a political
position.

This type of document is mainly
used to invite a member state or
another EU institution to take action
on a specific issue, to ask the
European Commission to prepare a
proposal on a specific topic - as
regulated by article 241 of the Treaty
on the Functioning of the European
Union (TFEU) - and to coordinate
member states' actions.

How does it really
work?

Before being adopted, conclusions
will pass through three levels at the
Council:

. working party

. Permanent Representatives
Committee (Coreper)

. Council configuration

At working party level, before a
draft text of conclusions is drawn up,
the presidency sometimes submits a
discussion paper or a questionnaire on
the issue.

After collecting the results, the
presidency, assisted by the General
Secretariat of the Council draws up a
draft text of conclusions. Yet, the
political responsibility for the draft lies
with the presidency.

After the representatives of the
Law Enforcement Working Party will
have meet a number of times to
examine the document. Usually, within
the working party, the negotiations of
the text level last around during 2-3
meetings before the conclusions move
to the next level, Coreper for further
consideration. This group, which
consists of the ambassadors of member
states at the EU, examines the
document around two weeks before the
Council meeting, and will make efforts
to solve any political problems.

The  Council  configuration
concerned, in the present case Justice
and Home Affairs, will then adopt the
text. Council conclusions have to be
adopted by consensus between all
member states. If ministers don't agree
with the text, amendments may still be
made. In exceptional cases, the
Council may not be able to agree to the
conclusions. In such cases, the text is
sometimes adopted as 'presidency
conclusions' which do not require the
agreement of member states.

4.La8 iunie 2018, Consiliul a convenit asupra abordérii sale generale privind asa—numitul act de securitate informaticé

he world today is more and

I more digitalized. People use

digital data in their daily life,

which opens new opportunities,

but at the same time creates
vulnerabilities.

The subject of digitalization has
been extensively addressed at EU
level, mostly on how to be better
equipped in the face of

continuously
threats.

A lot has been done at EU level,
from the  publication EU
Cybersecurity Strategy 2013!, the
creation of the European Union
Agency for Network and
Information Security (ENISA), as
a centre of expertise for cyber
security in Europe, in 20142, the
Action plan for the reform of EU
cyber security, in 2017°, to the
Cyber security act in 2018. * It’s
also important to mention the
European Cybercrime Centre in
Europol which supports
cybercrime investigations.

Also there are some networks
which have their main topic related
to IT sector. One that can be
mentioned is ENLETS. It has been
in place since 2008 and has
provided law enforcement partners
across Europe with a platform to
explore how technology is applied
to operational policing and sharing
of good working practices in its
use.

The general approach is to
identify a challenging area of
work, form a small working group
from member states, and meet over
a fixed period of time to develop
the current situation across
partners and seek potential
solutions in use across the law
enforcement community. The
methodology has been successful
in examining and disseminating
useful  information to  the

evolving  cyber

community and assisted in
levelling out the capability gaps
across member states relating to
here and now issues.

Addressing  challenges in
cyberspace is a multidisciplinary
issue, therefore  cooperation

between all formats within the
Council takes place (Working
Group on Cybersecurity, FoP on

hybrid threats, Home Affairs
working parties).

The Romanian Presidency
intends to address the issue of
digital data from the perspective of
the advantages it can bring, linked
to the concept of intelligence-led
policing, as a comprehensive and
coordinated way to the challenges
posed to the internal security of the
EU.

NB: Intelligence-led policing,
as an alternative to the traditional,
reactive model of public policing,
can be traced up to the early 1990s.
At EU level, strategic guidelines
on setting up and implementing a
methodology for intelligence-led
law enforcement first appear in the
Hague Programme’ .

In 2005, the UK Presidency of

the EU Council brought to the
attention of the MS the concept of
the European Criminal Intelligence
Model, aiming to improve
knowledge of serious and
organized crime thorough more
effective collection, exchange and
analysis of information and
increase the effectiveness of
Europol.

In December 2006, the
Council adopted the Framework
Decision on simplifying the
exchange of information and

intelligence between law
enforcement authorities of the EU
MS.

Later on, at the end of 2009,
the Stockholm Programme® , called
for the adoption of an Internal
Security Strategy’. The provisions
were aiming to ensure a higher
level of security in the area of
freedom, security and justice,
calling for prevention and
anticipation, based on a pro-active
and intelligence-led approach.

This approach led to the
development of The Serious and
Organized Crime Threat
Assessment (SOCTA), undoub-
tedly, the most notable analytical
instrument in the fight against
serious and crime at strategically
level.

The Renewed Internal Security
Strategy® (for the period 2015-
2020), stresses the important role
of the EU Policy cycle for the fight

Police School "Septimiu Muresan"
from Cluj-Napoca opened its doors in
2004, under the motto "Per aspera ad
astra". In almost 15 years of work,
4,000 young people have been trained
to become professional police officers
to serve community interests. An
additional three series of trainees
enrolled in their career joined the
fifteen series of students.

The overall objective of
schooling is to prepare pupils to
become police officers capable of
exercising duties to protect the
fundamental rights and freedoms of the

Government. Partners
in the project are the
Institute for Crime
Prevention and Re-
search and the Center
for Resource for
Ethnocultural Diver-
sity in Cluj-Napoca.

The aim of the
project is to promote
ethnic diversity and
ethnocultural equity by encouraging
young minorities to choose a career in
police structures. Thus, for a week,
high school students belonging to

pupils. These are the Adyliget Police
School in Budapest and the Miskolc
Police School, both in Hungary, the
Li¢ge Police School, Belgium, the

individual, private and public property,
discover and prevent crimes and,
respect order and public safety. Future
police officers accumulate basic
notions and skills on communication
and professional co-operation, military
training, public order and public safety
procedures, techniques to prevent and
combat antisocial deeds, knowledge of
finding and sanctioning
contraventions, finding and
investigating offenses, the procedure
of the police intervention.

The educational offer also
includes training courses. Highly
demanded are those in the line of
professional stress management and
shooting skills in the Center of
Excellence, which have already
reached its fifth year of operation, with
hundreds of agents and police officers
being trained in order to increase the
safety of the community, but also of
the police, during the operational
missions. Between 2012 and 2016, the
school from Cluj also organized a
number of initial training courses for
local policemen, each with a duration
of three months. In addition, many
successful  projects enrich the
organizational CV.

Such a project reached the seventh
edition during this Centenary and aims
at promoting non-discrimination,
ensuring equal opportunities and
supporting the access of ethnic
minorities to police education. This is
the Possible Mission Summer School,
a project funded by the Department of
Interethnic Relations of the Romanian

ethnic minorities (Hungarian, Roma,
German, Slovak, Ukrainian) are
initiated in the police profession. At the
2018 edition, there were 49 high
school students from Bihor, Cluj,
Covasna, Harghita, Mures, Satu Mare
and Salaj counties.

Successful European
Partnerships

The presentation of the "Septimiu
Muresan" Police School in Cluj-
Napoca would not be complete without

mentioning the international
partnerships that made it possible to
carry out many exchanges of
experience involving teachers and

Hahn Police Academy and the
Nienburg Police Academy, both in
Germany, the Katowice School of
Police, Poland, the Police School in
Holesov, the Czech Republic, the
Pezinok Police School and the Kosice
Police School, both in Slovakia or the
"Stefan cel Mare" Academy in
Chisinau, Republic of Moldova.

For the school year 2018 - 2019,
the projects of the "Septimiu Muresan"
Police School from Cluj-Napoca aim
to increase the quality of didactic
activities and instructive-educational
activities, by  continuing the

cooperation with the civil society,
especially with educational institutions
from the country and abroad, on the
financing of educational projects.

But the beginnings were different.

During the Second World War, a
German military unit with ammunition
and weapon storage facilities was
installed in those places. After the war,
until 1949, the area became a place of
recreation for the local inhabitants, but
in the barracks built for the German
army, units of the Ministry of the
Interior were relocated. These

The Act of Establishment of the
"Vasile Lascar" School of Police
Agents in Campina was signed in 1968,
when the first 25-day training courses
were started for the specializations:
chiefs of post, chief assistants, railway
transport agents and general guarding
agents.

Since September the Ist of 1973,
the name of the institution has become
the Military School for the Preparation
of Police Agents; the first promotion,
from 1973 to 1975, had 1,176 students,
the training courses being simultanous
to the initial training. Between 1984
and 1989, alongside the students of the

For fifteen years, the
Museum of the Police
Agent is organized
within the school head-
quarters.

Since  September
2007, a new type of
school curriculum has
been introduced, with
the transition from
disciplines to modules
and competencies, the
training being oriented towards the
final results and the
students involved in the
continuous learning and
self-evaluation of
competences.

In the school year
2016 - 2017 the school
received the visit of the
external evaluators of
ARACIP, the result of
the external evaluation
being remarkable: the
best  grades  were
obtained from all the
educational institutions in Prahova
county.

This year, from May 9 to 11, the
50th anniversary of the school was

highest distinction awarded to the
Romanian Police, and the school
principal was offered the plate of honor,
for the special execution of the
missions.

Police agents who have graduated
from Campina School have a
recognition of the quality of their
training from the teams they are
assigned to and from the communities
where they live and work. This is the
merit of the trainees, responsible,
mature, aware of the importance of
their profession, but it also reflects the
effort and quality of the school staff

who, regardless of the time spent, have
constantly prepared and maintained the
high level of training required for
performance.

In the last three years,
more than 500 canine
specimens have been bred to
cover the mneeds of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs.
Canine teams are trained for
initiation, patrolling and
intervention, trace processing,
search and rescue, human
body discovery or explosive
detection, tobacco, narcotics,
etc.

The Center's framework
aims to train canine teams at
European standards and in-
crease their work performance;
for this, they collaborate at the
international level with the
European Agency - FRONTEX
and the Working Group on
Canine Detection of Explosives in the E.U and United States.,
organized under the aegis of the European Commission. Six of the
20 canine instructors certified at the European level by the
FRONTEX Agency work here.

Internally, in the field of anti-terror control, the Sibiu school
collaborates closely with the Romanian Intelligence Service; they
have also concluded public-private partnerships with several non-
governmental organizations in the field of disaster search and
rescue, and collaboration protocols with the Transylvania Salvage
Dogs Association from Cluj-Napoca and the Working Dogs Club
from Bucharest.

An important pillar of the activity of the Training Center is
represented by the specific missions throughout Romania and the
European Union ,carried out by the canine teams of the Mission
Office, at the requests of the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Also, in searches, other assets
suspected of being stolen from the
territory of some  European
countries were identified. The last
two thieves were arrested in
Constanta County, being handed
over to the Spanish authorities. On
the occasion of the arrest, other gold
jewelry and luxury watches that
have been the subject of the three
thefts committed in the Spanish
islands have been found on them
and elsewhere.

Activities carried out on
Romanian territory were attended
by police officers of the Criminal
Investigation Directorate of the
General Police Inspectorate and of
the Criminal Investigation and
Forensic Services of the Constanta
County Police Inspectorate and by
the intervention structures of the
Romanian Police.

The century of speed, as the last
century was named, and the global
modernization came with important
human sacrifices. A tough statistic
reveals that in the world, every six
seconds, a person is seriously hurt
or dies in an accident on public
roads. About the situation in
Romania, we had the opportunity to
find this out on many occasions. In
the period between 1990 and 2018,
the national road network has
experienced a  rather slow
evolution, so this year only 20
percent of kilometers of roads have
been counted as compared to 1990.
During the same period, there is a
remarkable increase in the fleet of
motor vehicles, currently exceeding

5.5 million.

Last year, Romania ranked fifth
among the European states in terms
of the number of deaths resulting
from road accidents, being
overtaken by  France, Italy,
Germany and Poland. An equally
tough analysis says that in one year
the social costs generated by
serious road accidents in Romania
exceed three billion euros.

However, the efforts of the
Romanian traffic police officers
also bring a ray of hope. In the first
nine months of this year, there were
203 less injuries at the national
level, nearly 5.500, resulting in the
death of 1.156 people, down to 60,
and serious injuries to another

5.200, fewer than 210.

Compared to the similar period
of last year, all dynamic analysis
indicators decreased. In the
hierarchy of the major causes of
serious road accidents, the speed, of
over 18 percent, the pedestrian
indiscipline, by almost 18 percent,
and not giving priority to crossing,
a little over 17 percent, continue to
occupy the top three places.

The indiscipline of cyclists is
not far away, with nearly 11
percent. This would be the general
context in Romania, not to different
from the European one. This is why
the European Union has triggered a
strong alarm signal by imposing the
target of cutting by half the number

Specifically, to reach the overall
50% reduction in the number of
deaths by the end of 2020, at the
end of 2018 Romania should not
exceed 1.420 deaths from road
accidents. In 2015 the United
Nations General Assembly adopted
the  Sustainable Development
Agenda 2030, which sets the same
target of decrease.

This objective, the EDWARD
project (European Day without a
Road Dead), promoted by the
European Traffic Police Network -
TISPOL, is also achieved in 2018.
It aims at raising awareness of all
categories of road users about the
risks they face when they do not
comply with road rules, in order for
them to take responsible driving
behavior when traveling on public
roads.

The project, supported by the

European Commission, subscribes
to the "Focus on the Road" action,
also established by T.I.S.P.O.L., at
the level of the European member
countries.

At national level, the Edward
project refers to issues such as
speeding, driving wunder the
influence of alcoholic beverages or
non-use of the seat belt, the
behavior of road users remains the
most  important obstacle to
achieving road safety objectives.
These activities are carried out
within the framework of the
"Choose Life!" National Road
Traffic Education Campaign.

The preventive activities carried
out by the Traffic Police
Directorate, its subordinated
structures and the Institute for
Crime Prevention and Investigation
aim to improve the level of
awareness of road users about the

danger they face when breaking
traffic rules and the importance of
knowing the legal provisions. In
this respect, traffic police officers
will provide information on the
implementation of this project,
which is supported and promoted
by watching a video and signing a
commitment, available on the
https://projectedward.eu/ro/
website.

Finally, we must also recall the
results. So far, at European level,
the decrease in deaths is between 20
and 30 percent. So, in the last years
of the project, in order to reach the
2020 target, between 2018 and 2020
an annual reduction of almost 15
percent is required. It's a hard
target, but Romanian traffic police
officers are determined and firm in
the daily struggle for life.

In this regard, we present the most
recent successful operation made on

companies managed by them. Also, 56
mandates have been put in place to
bring the people under investigation.
As a result of the
activities carried out,
computer units, mobile
phones and documents
have been identified
and taken as evidence
in solving the case.
Those individuals are
suspected of commi-
tting  several tax
evasion offenses com-
mitted on German
territory through a
VAT fraud scheme in
which ghost compa-
nies would have been used in
Romania, Hungary, Slovakia, the
Czech Republic , Poland and Austria.
In fact, cars would have been
purchased through these companies,

October 9, 2018 by joint investigation
teams composed of specialized police
officers within the Cluj County Police
Inspectorate under the coordination of
the Prosecutor's Office attached to the
Cluj Court together with investigators
German tax authorities of the
Nuremberg Fiscal Authority - Fiscal
Fraud Investigation Office.

On this occasion several searches
were carried out at the homes of 56
people suspected of tax evasion in
Cluj, Alba, Arad, Arges, Bihor,
Constanta, Hunedoara, lasi, Salaj,
Sibiu, Teleorman, Tulcea, as well as in
the municipality Bucharest at the
addresses of the suspects and the

thus avoiding VAT being paid to the
German state, but in fact the actual
beneficiaries of the purchases have
been natural persons in Romania.

The joint action of the Romanian
police officers with representatives of
the German authorities is carried out in
accordance with the provisions of the
Convention on Mutual Assistance in

through the Romanian national bureau
from EUROJUST.

The joint investigation team
became operational at the end of May
this year and was set up to facilitate

criminal investigations into criminal
files under the Niirnberg-Fiirth
Prosecutor's ~ Office  and  the

Prosecutor's Office attached to the Cluj
Court together with police officers the
Economic Criminal Investigation
Service from Cluj Police.

The prejudice caused to the
German state as a result of these
offenses is approximately 21,300,000
euros, in this cause are stipulated
measures to be taken in order to ensure
precautionary measures for the
recovery of the prejudice.

As an example of good practice in
international police cooperation, the
involvement of investigating
criminality officers in the "DREAMS"
Operation, organized at European level
through the EMPACT (MTIC) Fraud,
is highlighted. A specialized group on
tax evasion and money laundering was
devised, which was destroyed through
the action coordinated by the Spanish
Police, together with the Spanish Tax
Agency, with the support of
EUROPOL and EUROJUST.

Within  this  operation, the
Romanian police investigated the
commercial companies in Romania
involved in the criminal mechanism
and the financial profile of
their representatives.

The data and infor-
mation thus obtained were
made available to the
Spanish partners at the
operational meeting held in
The Hague.

The investigations under-
lying the destruction of the
group were also carried out
by the other countries
involved, namely Belgium,
Bulgaria, Germany, Hun-
gary, Italy and Portugal.

The network included more than
one hundred commercial companies
(mostly managed by straw people) in
Belgium, Bulgaria, Romania, Spain
and the United States of America.

The group was specialized in

producing false invoices for the
purpose of circumventing VAT in the
electronic commerce of goods and the
import of  luxury cars.
Investigations have shown that
false invoices for goods worth
over 250 million euros have been
created over three years.

The fraudulent scheme
affected several states, including
Belgium, Bulgaria, Germany,
Hungary, Italy,  Portugal,
Romania and Spain.

Total damage to the EU
economy through the criminal
mechanism is worth 60 million
euros.

Between 18 and 20 April, 58
suspects were arrested in Belgium,
Germany, Portugal and Spain, and
101 were searched in several
European countries. There have been
confiscated 52 luxury cars, 400,000
euros, a weapon and several IT

Another example is the
organization by EUROPOL, with the
support of the General Inspectorate
of the Romanian Police, of the
Investigation on Economic Crime
Direction of the strategic meeting of
the members of the EMPACT -
ExciseFraud Working Group on the
2018 Action Plan "ExciseFraud",
within the Cycle of EU Policies 2018-
2021.

The activity took place in
Romania, in Suceava, between June 05
and 06 June 2018, and brought
together representatives of the EU
member states. who belong to this
group, namely the UK, Belgium,
Croatia, Cyprus, Estonia, Hungary,

Ireland, Latvia, Lithuania, the
Netherlands, Portugal, Romania and
Slovakia, as well as specialists from
Europol, O.L.A.F and Ukraine.

On behalf of Romania, officers
from the Economic Crime
Investigation Direction participated, a
unit that ensures the representation
within this working group at Europol
level, as well as representatives of
other institutions with  same
attributions in Romania.

Discussions were held at the
meeting on intensifying activities on
combating smuggling of cigarettes and
tobacco and strengthening

international cooperation between
Member States as well as with third

countries and Ukraine respectively. On
this occasion, along with workers of
the Border Inspectorate General
Inspectorate within the P.T.F. Siret was
organized and presented to the
delegation, a practical
application on the green border
at the border with Ukraine,
which had as main purpose the
presentation of the mode of
action and the difficulties
encountered in the case of the
flagrant arrest of persons
committing offenses in the field
of smuggling of excisable
products, in particular
cigarettes.

In recent years, the
cooperation mode for preventing and
combating economic and financial
crime has made significant progress,
which creates the premises for the
development and improvement of the
level of collaboration with the other
"institutional actors" with attributions
in the field.

provisions, the Directorate for Criminal
Records, Statistics and Operational

The Criminal Records Directorate,
which manages the records of natural
persons and legal persons condemned
or against whom other measures of a
criminal or administrative nature have
been taken in accordance with the
Criminal Code, as well as those against
which criminal-law measures were
ordered, was created as a legal
instrument for the purpose of
preventing and combating the facts
provided for and punished by the
criminal law, as well as a means of
knowing and operative identification of
the persons who have committed crimes
against the person and his / her freedom,
heritage and generally the rule of law.

Unlike other Member States of the
European Union, where the criminal
record is subordinated to the Ministry
of Justice, in Romania, the criminal
record is managed at the level of the

Romanian Police, within the Ministry
of Internal Affairs.

At the central level, the criminal
records are managed and monitored by
the Directorate for Criminal Records,
Statistics and Operational Register,
which functions as a structure without
legal personality, within the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police; at
the local level, the activity is carried out
by the territorial structures.

In a brief presentation, the
Directorate for Criminal Records,
Statistics and Operational Register is
the unit dealing with the whole set of

activities related to the criminal records,
operational databases of the criminal

record, specific database, dactyloscopy,
special rooms for storing evidence and
samples, the archive and the judicial
statistics. It is made up of four distinct
services, a secretariat and a classified

office compartment, subor-
dinated to the director of
the unit.

Over the years, after
Romania's entry into the
European Union, the
free movement of goods
and citizens has imposed
a series of measures at
the national level,
among the priorities
being the enhancement
of the security of the
national territory as well
as the safety of the
citizens residing in

Romania. Therefore, it was
intended to make all the police systems
of" identification and knowledge of
citizens more efficient, especially of
those who might commit crimes or of
those with a criminal record.

In the context of the need to increase
international judicial cooperation on
criminal matters, the the European
Criminal Records Information System -
ECRIS was established ; it functions as
a result of two Community Decisions:
the Framework Decision no. 315/2009 /
JHA and the Decision no. 316/2009 /
JHA, subsequently transposed into
national law. In the application of these

Register has assumed the role of the
Romanian National Central Authority
for the exchange of data from criminal
records, the flow of which has increased
considerably since the ECRIS system
was operationalized.

The specific attributions of this
role are fulfilled daily by the Central
Intelligence Unit of the Criminal
Records Data Division of the
Judiciary and Operative Records
Service.

Romania's commitment regarding
the exchange of data from its criminal
records with the Member States and
the need to improve effectiveness of
the data entry / transmission activity
have led to the need to automate
criminal record work at national level,
therefore, in September 2013 the
criminal record system in Romania
has been completely reformed,
introducing computerized equipment,
thus reducing the difficulties caused
by manual document handling

Through a European-funded
project initiated on November 2009
by specialists from the Directorate
for Criminal Records, Statistics and
Operational ~ Registers of the
Romanian Police, submitted under the
Criminal Justice Program and 69,99%
co-financed by the European
Commission, it became operational at
the national level of the Romanian
Criminal Records Information System
(ROCRIS), on September 10, 2013.

in incidentele critice

In legiturdi cu importanta
activitatii de profil in gestionarea
resurselor umane, doamna comisar
sef Cristina Verza, seful Serviciului
de Psihosociologie, ne-a spus:
”Indiferent de instrumentele,
metodele si tehnicile specifice
utilizate, evaluarea psihologicd in
Politia Romana are ca obiectiv
stabilirea capacitatii individului de
a se integra intr-o activitate
profesionald cu cerinte specifice.
Asadar, evaluarea psihologica a
politistului  releva aptitudinea
acestuia, in raport cu cerintele
functiei, deci in raport cu profilul
psihoaptitudinal al functiei prevazute
in organigrama.

Prin  intermediul  evaludrilor
psihologice, se urmaresc com-
ponentele cognitive si dimensiunile
personalitdtii, —mecanismele de
adaptare la stres i, nu in ultimul
rand, contextul familial, profesional,
social, economic cultural in care se
manifestd  posibilele  probleme
psihologice.

Trebuie sa retinem faptul ca nici
o activitate de psihodiagnostic nu are

vedere o evaluare complexa a relatiei
dintre contexul de viata concret si
modul in care el este reprezentat
subiectiv de catre persoana, pe de-o
parte, iar, pe de altd parte, dintre
vulnerabilitatile psihologice care se
pot activa 1n aceste situatii si
mecanismele de coping de care
dispune. Psihologul testeaza psihicul
nu doar de dragul evaluarilor, ci
pentru a interveni la timp, pentru a
stimula sau echilibra dezvoltarea
psihica dizarmonica. De multe ori,
ulterior evaluarii politistului, pot

o valoare predictiva absoluta
deoarece oamenii au propriile
vulnerabilitati psihologice fara ca
acestea sa conduca inevitabil la
comportamente neadaptate  sau
antisociale. Atunci cand incercam sa

explicam cauzalitatea unor
comportamente trebuie sa avem in

aparea contexte de viata trauma-
tizante care pot activa anumite
vulnerabilitati. Acesta este momentul
in care cei din jurul nostru sunt foarte
importanti. In viata de fiecare zi,
intr-o oarecare masura, fiecare este
un psiholog intuitiv, el putand sesiza
trairile celor din jurul sau,

interrelatiile sociale ale celorlalti.
Ghidarea catre psiholog a celui de
langa noi, care are nevoie de sprijin
specializat, reprezintd o modalitate
sandtoasd de a acorda ajutor.

Psihologii din Politia Romana au
competenta de a desfasura interventii
psihologice prin intermediul cédrora
pot acorda masuri de prim ajutor
psihologic in situatii de criza (de
exemplu pierderi semnificative,
dificultati n relatia de cuplu etc.).

Managementul  stresului  in
incidentele critice - care presupune
un ansamblu de masuri prin care se
asigurd interventia psihologica
timpurie pentru persoanele care au
fost implicate 1n evenimente
traumatice - reprezintd o componenta
importantd a activitatii de asistenta
psihologica. Acest tip de activitate
poate sa se desfasoare individual sau
la nivel de grup, dupa caz, si se
adreseaza victimelor unui eveniment,
membrilor familiilor victimelor gi
personalului propriu de interventie.

Ca tehnicd in managementul
stresului la incidentele critice,
folosita, in special, pentru politistii
expusi la evenimente traumatice,
este debriefing-ul psihologic, care
are ca scop restabilirea rapida a
echilibrului emotional, imbuna-
tatirea coeziunii grupului si a
eficientei actiunilor sale, reducerea
stresului, reluarea rapida a ac-
tivitatilor curente si, nu in ultimul
rand, prevenirea instalarii
stresului posttraumatic”.

Management
of stress in critical
incidents

Regarding the importance of the
activity in the field of human
resources  management,  Chief
Commissioner Cristina Verza, head of
the Psychosociological Service, told
us: "Regardless of the specific
instruments, methods and techniques
used, the psychological evaluation in
the Romanian Police aims at
establishing the individual's capacity
to integrate into a professional
activity with specific requirements.
Therefore, the psychological
evaluation of the policeman reveals
his / her aptitude, in relation to the
requirements of the job requirements,

thus in relation to the psycho-
functional profile of the job post
provided in the organigram.

One must remember that no
psychodiagnostic  activity  has
absolute predictive value because
people have their own psychological

vulnerabilities without inevitably
leading to unadjusted or antisocial
behaviors. When trying to explain the
causality of behaviors, we need to
consider a complex assessment of the
relationship between the concrete life
context and the way it is subjectively
represented by the person on the one
hand and the psychological

INTERV

vulnerabilities that can be activated in
these situations and his/her coping
mechanisms. The psychologist tests
the psyche not only for the sake of
evaluations but to intervene in time to
stimulate or balance disharmonic
psychological development. Many

times, after the policeman's
assessment, traumatic life contexts
may arise and may trigger certain
vulnerabilities.

This is the moment when those
around us are very important. In
everyday life, to a certain extent, each
is an intuitive psychologist, he can
sense the feelings of those around
him, the social interreclations of
others. Guiding the psychologist to
someone next to us who needs
specialized support is a healthy way
to help.

Psychologists in the Romanian
Police have the competence to carry
out psychological interventions
through which they can provide
psychological first aid in crisis
situations (eg significant losses,
difficulties in the couple
relationship, etc.).

The management of stress in
critical incidents - which involves a
set of measures to ensure early
psychological intervention for people
who have been involved in traumatic
events - is an important component
of psychological assistance. This
type of activity can be carried out
individually or at group level, as
appropriate, and addresses to victims
of an event, members of the families
of victims and their own intervention
staff.

As a technique in stress
management at critical incidents,
especially for police exposed to
traumatic events, psychological
debriefing is aimed at rapidly
restoring  emotional  balance,
improving group cohesion and
efficiency, reducing stress, resuming
rapid activities and, last but not
least, the prevention of post-
traumatic stress.

The criminal investi-
gation Police, one of the
oldest branches of the
Romanian Police, have been
present in the society from the
earliest ages, having an extremely
important role in maintaining a
favourable climate for a good

development of inter-human and
institutional relationships. By the
Organic Law of 1831, this structure
have permanently evolved , the
transformations ensuring a continuous
correlation of the societal needs, of
criminality evolution with the
competences and the reaction
modalities in the execution of its role
of coercive authority. Therefore,
besides its basic attributions — ensuring
order and security during night-time,
surveillance of the persons who
entered into the cites, like in the case
of Bucharest — during time, new
branches with attributions in protecting
the rights and freedoms of the persons,
as well as property.

Therefore, from a structure which
had its main task to investigate
criminality against persons and
propriety, the Criminal Investigation
Police have been given responsibilities
in investigating crimes against national
cultural heritage, ensuring judicial and
police international cooperation for

structures, at cities and towns levels or,
in the case of Bucharest, sectors or
areas of these sectors.

Action leader

On the international level, in the
context of which, starting with the year
2010, the FEuropean Union have
established policy cycles meant to

The capacity of the Romanian
criminal investigation police officers
have led to assuming, under the

other states, looking for and finding the
pursued or disappeared persons, as
well as identifying persons and corpses
with unknown identity, monitoring and
ensuring the enforcement of judicial
verdicts by which preventive measures
under judicial control have been given
or home arrest, conducting behavioural
analysis.

From the organizational point of
view, currently, the Criminal
Investigation Police has a pyramidal
structure, ensuring a very efficient
cooperation both vertically and
horizontally, by central level
structures, county level or Bucharest

offer continuity to the fight against
international criminality and serious
organised crime, several priority areas
have been identified aiming to counter
the most pressing threats. Therefore,
the Romanian criminal investigation
structures have assumed as a priority
to combat the criminality against
property attributed to itinerant
organised crime groups. In this way, in
the last years, the involvement of the
Romanian  officers have been
continuous and characterised by
professionalism and availability, so
that, currently, Romania has the quality
of co-driver of the expert group settled
at the level of the project EMPACT —
OPC (European multi-disciplinary

action under the issue of investigating
organised itinerant crime groups,
specialised in committing qualified
thefts and robberies from commercial
enterprises (shops/deposits, ATMs,
jewellery) and homes, located on the

territory of European Union states,
together with Europol - A.P.
FURTUM.

Starting with 2019, an distinct
action have been created regarding the
investigation of the organised itinerant
crime  groups  specialised in
committing  thefts/robberies by
extraordinary operation techniques at
jewellery shops, at which Romania
will have, as well, the quality of co-
leader, next to Greece, Switzerland,
Norway, Austria and A.P. — FURTUM,
action leader being in this case, Spain.
Moreover, the engaged structure have
assumed the quality of action leader in
the field of financial investigations
towards the members of the organised
itinerant crime groups specialised in
committing crimes against property,

La nivel european, structurile de
investigatii criminale si-au consolidat

Punct unic de contact
cu A.P. MONITOR

Directia de Investigatii Criminale a
devenit si punct unic de contact pentru
relatia autoritatilor romane cu A.P.
MONITOR din cadrul EUROPOL, in
domeniul monitorizarii gruparilor
criminale organizate de motociclisti si
combaterii  criminalitatii  atribuite
membrilor acestora.

in plan intern, politistii de
investigatii criminale duc o lupta

committing crimes, respectively
opening parallel investigations for
committing crimes of money
laundering, with representatives from
Bulgaria, Lithuania, France, Italy,
Netherlands and Moldova having
participated.

Cooperation with
non-EU countries

Another field where the action
leader role have been assumed,
with the support of France as co-
leader, regards support for the
international police cooperation
with non-EU countries from the
Balkans area, Romania being
responsible for consolidating the
police links with the Republic of
Moldova.

Regarding the development of
bilateral cooperation relationships, the
Criminal Investigations Directorate
have identified similar organizations at
the level of law enforcement
authorities  from  states where

Romanian criminality has registered
increases in the last years. With this
organizations, the partnership, both
strategic and operational, have been
strengthened, by signing several

common documents like the situation
of the Cooperation Protocol between
the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police and the General
Directorate of the French National
Gendarmerie regarding the
strengthening of the cooperation
between  Criminal Investigation
Directorate and the Central Office for
Combatting Itinerant Criminality,

signed at Bucharest in December 2015
and of the Cooperation Protocol
between the General Inspectorate of
the Romanian Police and the General
Directorate of the Spanish Police

regarding the intensification of

the cooperation in the field of
itinerant criminality, between Criminal
Investigation Directorate and the
General Commissariat of the Judicial
Police under National Police, signed
at Bucharest in February 2016.

At the European level, criminal
investigation organizations have
consolidated their position also
under the framework of several
informal European networks, like in
the case of CARPOL - in the field
of combatting international motor
vehicles trafficking, ENFAST — in
the field of searching, finding and
catching international pursued
individuals, EU-CULTNET — in the
field of combatting international
mobile cultural goods trafficking,
DIAMOND - in the field of
combatting thefts and robberies
against jewellery and luxury
watches shops and METAL — in the
field of combatting metal thefts.

Single point
of contact with
A.P. MONITOR

The Directorate for Criminal
Investigations became also single point
of contact for the relationship of the
Romanian authorities with
A.PMONITOR under EUROPOL
framework, in the field of monitoring
motorcycle gangs organised crime
groups and combatting the criminality
attributed to their members.

On the domestic side,
criminal  investigation
police  officers  are
waging a permanent fight
for keeping under control
the criminality against
the person, investigating
on behalf of criminal
prosecutors, a lot of
homicide cases. In this
context, reference is
made to crimes
committed by request or
because of a patrimonial
interest, up to crimes
committed by passion, revenge or
amid spontaneous conflicts. Moreover,
the investigations in the field are
targeting also other crimes against
persons, like illegal deprivation of

De o deosebita importanta este
combaterea traficului international cu
bunuri culturale mobile, sens in care a
fost necesard intensificarea continua a
cooperarii judiciare si politienesti
internationale, fapt ce a condus la
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solutionarea unor cazuri semnificative,
prinderea si tragerea la raspundere a
unor infractori specializati, dar si la
recuperarea unor bunuri de o valoare
inestimabild  pentru  istoria  si
patrimoniul romanesc.

Din perspectiva transformarilor si
evolutiilor geo-politice la nivel
european, dar si a accentuarii
migratiei criminalitatii, carac-
terizatd de o mobilitate
deosebita, politistii s-au

specializat in combaterea criminalitatii
transfrontaliere. ~ Rezultatele n-au
intarziat sd apard, prin cooperare
judiciard  internationald, obtinandu-se
succese remarcabile in instrumentarea
unor dosare complexe care privesc
infractiuni comise in mod individual sau
in grup organizat pe teritoriile altor state.
Un exemplu 1l constituie destructurarea
unui grup autointitulat “Academia
infractorilor” - cu o structurd de tip
paramilitar i cu un mod de organizare si
actiune extrem de bine pus la punct -
tinta fiind magazinele de comercializare
a bijuteriilor si ceasurilor de lux din
diferite orage din strainatate.

Atributii multiple

Politistii de investigatii criminale au
asigurat §i formalizat o activitate de
cooperare institutionala cu Ministerul
Justitiei pentru localizarea minorilor ce
fac obiectul rapirilor internationale de
copii, conform acceptiunii Conventiei
de la Haga din 1980.

Analiza comportamentala este una
dintre noile ramuri ale politiei de
investigatii criminale, constituite la nivel
central si cu beneficii atat la nivel de
Parchet, cat si de Politie, ca suport in
anchetarea unor cazuri deosebite vizand
infractiuni de mare violenta indreptate
contra persoanei. Specialistii in domeniu
- ofiteri de politie experimentati,
psihologi si sociologi - furnizeaza astazi
ofiterilor investigatori date psiho-
comportamentale privind: trasaturile
majore de personalitate, respectiv
comportamentale, ale autorilor
necunoscufi, care pot servi atat la
stabilirea cercului de persoane banuite,
cat si cel al prezumtivelor victime;

sugestii pentru ancheta si strategii de
interogatoriu (audierea persoanelor din
cercul de banuifi, a persoanelor
suspectate a fi nesincere, care induc in
eroare organele de urmarire penala sau
care impiedica Infaptuirea actului de
justitie); evaluarea nivelului de risc al
amenintarilor indreptate impotriva unei
persoane sau institutii/organizatii, prin
analizarea  documentelor sau a
inregistrarilor ce le contin.

Lupta politistilor de investigatii
criminale nu se rezumd insd la
investigarea si anchetarea infractorilor,
ci si la asigurarea punerii In executare a
unor mandate privind masuri privative
de libertate, fie ele preventive sau
executorii, avand 1n competenta
cautarea, gasirea §i incarcerarca
urmaritilor national si international, la
cautarea i gasirea  persoanelor
disparute, la identificarea unor persoane
si cadavre descoperite.

Un punct forte in acest domeniu,
vizand cautarea minorilor disparuti n

liberty, blackmail, rape and so on.

However, the biggest challenge of
the criminal investigation police
officers is represented by the
identification of the authors of the
large number of thefts committed
throughout the whole territory of the
country both against individuals as
well as companies from the most basic
delicts to thefts of and from ATMs,
from homes or stores selling valuables
(luxury watches, jewellery and so on),
of motor vehicles, as well as
documenting and de-structuring the
organised crime groups committing
such crimes.

Besides these challenges, during
the last years, new ones have emerged
and  developed, with certain
specificities, which have requested
sustained investment in human
resources and as well material
resources, having been necessary to
hire specialists, in the same time with
starting some permanent activities of
training and appropriate equipping.
One example of this is the field of
protecting national cultural heritage,
area which covers a large array of
categories of goods, from real estate
(heritage buildings, archae-
ological sites, historical
monuments,  places  of
worship) to goods with an
extraordinary  value like
public or private collections,
paintings, icons, jewels, coins
and so on. Of an
extraordinary importance is
combatting international
trafficking of mobile cultural
goods, because of this being
necessary the continuous
intensification of the judicial
and police international
cooperation, resulting in
solving some significant
cases, catching and bringing to
liability some specialised criminals,
but also to the recovery of some goods
of an inestimable value for the
Romanian history and heritage.

From the perspective of the geo-
political transformations and
evolutions at European level, but also
of the intensification of the migration
of criminality, characterised by an
extraordinary mobility, the police
officers have specialised themselves in
countering cross-border criminality.
The results did not delay to appear, by

international judicial cooperation great
successes having been obtained in
handling some complex files regarding
crimes committed individually or in an
organised group on the territories of
other states. One example is
represented by the de-structuring of a
group which was named by itself ’The
Academy of the criminals” — having a
paramilitary type structure and a way
of organising and action extremely
well designed — the target being stores
selling jewellery and luxury watches
from different cities from abroad.

Multiple attributions

Criminal investigation police
officers have assured and formalised
an institutional cooperation activity
with the Ministry of Justice for the
localization of the minors who are the
subjects of international children
kidnapping, according to the
provisions of the Hague Convention
from 1980.

Behavioural analysis is one of the
new branches of the criminal
investigation police, constituted at
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central level and with benefits both at
Prosecution Service level and Police,
as support in investigating some
unusual cases targeting crimes with a
high degree of violence against
individuals. The field specialists —
experienced police officers,
psychologists and sociologists — are
providing  nowadays to  the
investigating officers psychological
and behavioural data regarding: major
personality  traits,  respectively
behavioural ones, of the unknown

perpetuators, which could be
used both at the establishing of
a circle of suspected individuals
and also of the alleged victims;
suggestions for the investigation and
interrogation strategies (hearings of the
individuals from the suspected circle,
of the individuals suspected of not
telling the truth, who are misleading
the criminal prosecution bodies or who
are preventing making the act of
justice); the evaluation of the threats
risk level against one specific
individual or institution/organisation,
by analysing the documents or the
recordings contained.

However, the fight of the criminal
investigation police officers is not
limited to the investigation and
prosecution of the criminals, but also
assuring compliance to some judicial
warrants regarding deprivation of
liberty measures, regardless of being
preventive or executory, having under
competency the search, finding and
jailing of the nationally or
internationally pursued individuals, at
the search and finding of missing
individuals, at the identification of
some individuals and
corpses discovered.
One of the strong
points in this field,
tackling the searching
of the minors missing
under suspecting
circumstances, is the
commissioning and
development of the
system *’Alert — child
kidnapped”.

Besides these attri-
butions, taking into
consideration the
criminal law and the
criminal procedural law which
suffered modifications, starting with
2014, criminal investigation police
officers have also been given tasks
involving the surveillance of the
individuals against which the judicial
control measure have been taken as
well as the measure of the judicial
control on caution or home arrest,
activity which involves a direct and
permanent collaboration both with
Prosecution Service units and with the
Romanian courts.

Directia de  Combatere a
Criminalitatii Organizate este structura
specializata din cadrul Inspectoratului
General al Politiei Romaéne, fara
personalitate juridicd, cu competenta
teritoriala generala in combaterea
infractiunilor de criminalitate
organizata.

Directia este condusa de un
director si doi directori adjuncti si are
in coordonare 15 brigazi, un serviciu
de combatere a  criminalitatii
organizate porturi maritime si 27 de

teritoriale ale D.I.I.C.O.T, D.N.A si
D.G.A. si investigheaza infractiunile
din competenta acestor institutii.

Directia ~de  Combatere a
Criminalitatii Organizate este
organizata in nouad servicii centrale, un
birou si un compartiment de
documente clasificate si secretariat.

Serviciul de combatere a traficului
de persoane este structura de

specialitate care desfasoara activitati
de combatere a criminalitafii pe
domeniul de competentd in baza
procurorului

delegarii competent,

de urmarire penald si monitorizare, a

traficului de migranti, persoane,
organe, tesuturi si celule de origine
umana.

Serviciul de combatere a macro-
criminalitatii economico-financiare

desfagoara activitati investigative si de
urmdrire penald pentru combaterea
infractiunilor complexe din sfera
macrocriminalitatii financiare, infrac-
tiuni de spdlare de bani, infractiuni
vamale, contra patrimoniului si de
serviciu.

Serviciul de combatere a
criminalitatii informatice desfagoara
activitati investigative si de cercetare
penald pentru combaterea infrac-
tiunilor informatice cu mijloace de
platd electronice, infractiunilor
contra confidentialitatii si integritatii
datelor, a celor privind sistemele
informatice si pornografie infantila.

The Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime is the specialized unit
within the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian  Police, without legal
personality, with general territorial
competence in the fight against organized
crime.

The Directorate is headed by a director
and two deputy directors. It has 15 brigades
under coordination, a maritime organized
crime service and 27 county services with
lines of work corresponding to the central
structure, in a similar way to the territorial
structures of DIICOT, DNA and DGA.
Furthermore, it investigates offenses within
the jurisdiction of the institutions
mentioned beforehand.

The Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime is organized in nine
central services, an office and a
compartment of classified documents and
a Secretariat.

Unit for combating trafficking in
human beings is the specialized unit that
carries out activities in combating
trafficking in human beings, based on the
delegation of the competent prosecutor, in
accordance with the law. It also deals with
investigative activities, criminal
investigation and monitoring, trafficking of
migrants, persons, organs, tissues and cells
of human origin.

Cybercrime  unit  carries  out

Unit for combating organized crime is
the specialized structure in charge of

Unit for combating economic and
financial macro-criminality carries out
investigative and criminal investigation
activities in order to combat complex
crimes in the sphere of financial macro-
crime, money laundering, and customs

conducting investigative and criminal
investigations of organized crime matters,
having a large number of members acting
both internally and externally, by
committing a wide range of offenses.

The Central Analytical and Drug

is conducting investigative and procedural
activities on the properties of the persons
investigated for committing criminal

offenses, susceptible to  criminal
proceeding in criminal cases, as well as
investigating the perpetration by these
persons of money laundering crimes.

The National Anti-Counterfeiting
Office performs investigative and criminal

investigation activities to combat
counterfeit money.

The unit of operational cooperation
ensures the  operational  quality

management and effective control of the
operational situation, based on real data,
objective and relevant analyzes. It also
ensures the coordination, support and
control of the international cooperation
activities, European affairs matters and
programs at the level of its own structures.

At territorial level, the specific
activities on the fight against organized
crime are carried out through the 15
Brigades for Combating Organized Crime
and the Unit for Combating Maritime Ports
Organized Crime.

The Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime works especially for the
achievement of the main established
objectives, such as increasing security and
protection for citizens by protecting the
person, preventing and combating
organized and cross border crime and

It also deals
with preventing and combating organized
crime and terrorism, improving
international cooperation in regards to
combating cross-border organized crime,
trafficking in human beings, including also
raising awareness of vulnerable social
categories and protecting victims of
trafficking in human beings. The
Directorate is also in charge of increasing
the capacity to respond to the problems
faced by the citizens and the businesses in
the cyberspace, fight against illegal
migration, development of a suitable return
policy, preventing and combating tax
evasion and other forms of economic and
financial crimes. Another important activity
of the Directorate is to take part in
international events and to link action plans
to strategies that have been developed at
European level.

The Romanian Police is also present in
the EMPACT Project, initiated by
EUROPOL — EC3 (European Cyber
Crime Center), which has 3 priorities in
regards to cybercrime: fighting credit card
fraud, cyber-attacks and combating child
pornography through computer systems.

Representatives of the Romanian
Police take part in the EMPACT Project
with two representatives of the Directorate.
One of the representatives is a DRIVER in
the Priority Credit Cards Fraud. He
coordinates and assures the logistics

matters of the activities at European level.
The other representative is a CODRIVER
in the Priority of IT Attacks. Moreover, the
Directorate  participates ~ with  a
representative within the Priority for
Combating Child Pornography through
Computer Systems. At operational level
there have been numerous cases in which

EUROPOL — EC3 cooperated in several
criminal cases of cybercrime where
Romanian citizens and private institutions
were both the authors and victims of
criminal activities. The collaboration
between EUROPOL and Romanian
institutions consisted of an exchange of
data, information and holding operative
meeting with other Member States or third

parties.

In regards to the Priority of Combating
Trafficking in Human Beings, Romania
has assumed the role of the co-leader of the
Operational Action within the
framework of the OAP THB
2018 (Action Plan 2018) for
sexual exploitation and labor,
in some joint investigative
activities, taking also part in
Joint Action Days (JAD).

As for the sub priority
Cannabis, Cocaine and
Heroin, Romania is in the
position of a co-leader for
»cyber patrolling” and ,,the
fight against drug trafficking”
on the Internet, within the
Operational Action Plan 2018
in the field of combating
international drug trafficking, together with
EUROPOL.

In the sub priority ,,synthetic drugs”,
Romania is a participant in the Operational
Action Plan 2018 in the field of combating
international drug trafficking.

The evolutions of the organized crime
phenomenon at European and international

level require an implication of Romania in
the dialogue with our partners within the
European, bilateral, regional framework, or
under  international  organizations.

Strengthening regional cooperation and
solidarity in the field of home affairs
requires a unilateral global approach of the
European and Euro-Atlantic community.
The Directorate works in such a way

as to ensure a partnership and balanced
relations on all its activities. It always has a
coherent and integrated perception of the
issue raised and of the measures it
undertakes or plans are always in
accordance with the matters it encounters.

Alongside foreign liaison officers
accredited in Bucharest or covering the
territory of Romania with which the
Directorate for Combating Organized
Crime cooperates frequently and
efficiently, we also mention the main
international law enforcement agencies
with which D.C.C.O. Collaborate:
Interpol, Europol, UNODC, FRONTEX,
BSEC, SELEC Center, CEPOL, Secret
Service, and FBI, US State Department.

It is also important to mention the
change in the field of cooperation in
criminal matters, in the sense of a
tendency to diminish cooperation
through rogatory commissions to the
detriment of JITs (Joint Investigation
Team), where permanent coordination
meetings take place at the level of
Eurojust and joint procedural activities are
carried out on the territory of the signatory
States.

The General Police Inspectorate
(IGPR), through the Transport Police
Directorate, is affiliated to the
professional associations RAILPOL
(according to the Government Decision
No. 229/ 07.03.2007) and AQUAPOL
(based on the Government Decision No.
26/09.01.2008).

RAILPOL is the platform for cross-
border police cooperation for preventing
and combating crime and managing
incidents on passenger’s safety in the rail
transport system. Its mission is to
contribute to achieving a safe transport
environment on railways along Europe's

main rail freight corridors.

The Romanian Transport Police is
actively involved in the operational
activities carried out under RAILPOL
on a European level, such as Rail Action
Day "24 Blue" or "Active Shield" which
aims at preventing and combating crime
in the railway environment.

Each year, RAILPOL organizes an
EXFT exercise called RAILEX,
involving police intervention teams
from the Member States - Belgium,
Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Switzerland,
France, Germany, Italy, Latvia,
Netherlands, Portugal, Romania,
Slovakia, Spain and Hungary. During
these exercises, international teams
operate in an integrated system to solve
scenarios related to supporters or violent
demonstrators,  active  assailants,

hostage-taking, etc., all of which take
place in passenger trains or railway
stations. In situations where police
structures in the organizing state also
have competence in the subway, then the
exercise involves scenarios that can also
be carried out in underground transport.

For 2019, in the context of
taking over the Presidency of the EU
Council by Romania, the IGPR
leadership approved that the RAILEX 9
exercise be carried out in Cluj-Napoca
21st-22nd of May, 2019. The Member
States that have announced their
participation are Bulgaria, France,
Slovakia, Hungary and possibly Serbia -
as a new member of the RAILPOL
Professional Association. Romania will
be represented by two teams: one of the
Romanian Police and the other one of
the Romanian Gendarmerie, the latter
being the institution designated by law
to ensure public order in the case of
public demonstrations and large
agglomerations of people on the
occasion of cultural- sports events (e.g.
football supporters).

AQUAPOL is the cooperation
platform for law  enforcement
institutions in the field of shipping
(shipping and port authorities) in
Europe. The Romanian Police, as a
member of this professional association,
coordinates the activities of the Danube-
Black Sea HUB, which includes the
Directorate of Border Surveillance and
Control within the General Border
Police Inspectorate, the Romanian
Naval Authority and the Border Police
General Directorate of Bulgaria.

In addition to the main objectives of
the HUB, such as the safety and security
of navigation, the prevention and
combating of tax evasion, smuggling of
excise goods, illegal migration and
illegal fishing, a new priority has been
identified represented by ensuring rules
of environmental protection along the
Danube River. Regarding this last aspect
and taking into account the directives of
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the European Union Strategy for the
Danube River, members of the Danube-
Black Sea HUB agreed to organize a
multi-agency control (MACO-Multy
Agency Control Operation) involving
multinational forces and riparian states,
irrespective of being members of the
European Union.

The duration of this operation with
international participation is planned for
two weeks (in May 2019) with the
participation of the competent
institutions from the riparian states of the
Danube River, the General Police
Inspectorate through the Transport
Police Directorate (as a national contact
point), together with the Inspectorate
General of the Border Police. The main
operational support will be provided by
the Romanian Naval Authority, the
National Environmental Guard, the
Environment Protection Authority and
other similar institutions in the riparian
states of the Danube River.

Operations will be named "Clean
Waters 2019" and will have as main
objectives the observance of the
environmental protection rules on the
Danube, the prevention of intentional
discharges of bilge pumps and
hydrocarbon water from ships passing
through the Danube River and any other
activities that pollute the Danube, illegal
fishing and, in general, preventing and
combating crime specific to the Danube
River.

anulate, 105 au fost suspendate;
valabilitatea a peste 11.100 de
permise a fost prelungita. Au fost
indisponibilizate 4.851 de arme, din
care 118 provin din contrabanda, 130
de arme letale au fost depistate ca
fiind detinute in mod ilegal.

In ceea ce priveste activitatea

desfasuratd de Serviciul Substante

Mai mult, 136 de persoane au fost
autorizate in vederea desfasurarii de
activitdti cu materiale explozive de uz
civil, iar alte 564 de persoane fizice si
juridice au fost autorizate sa desfasoare
activitati cu articole pirotehnice.

Substances (DAESP) is one of
the directorates of = the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police
whose main objective is to prevent and
combat offenses related to arms and
munitions, hunting poaching,
unauthorized possession and use of
explosive  substances, hazardous
substances, plant protection products
and chemical, biological, radioactive
and nuclear agents.

DAESP has two units: The Arms
Unit and the Dangerous Substances
Unit, both having national jurisdiction.

At the international level, the
DAESP operates in cooperation with
other domestic and international
institutions with competence in
licensing and performing operations
with weapons, explosives, dangerous

The Arms Unit registered over
1,300 activities related to arms, of
which 608 were carried out against
hunting poaching, have been organized

pieces of ammunition have been
dispensed.

At the DAESP level was created
the Firearms National Focal Point. Its
role is to establish the traceability of
weapons used to commit crimes on the

Romanian territory or weapons
confiscated due to illegal possession of
arms.

It is fundamental to highlight the
importance of the database established
at the DAESP level. The role of
databases is to keep records of the legal
owners of weapons, natural and legal
persons and all the operations carried
out by them.

DAESP carried out a multitude of
operative activities materialized in the

"explosive”

303 searches, 317 fircarms licenses
were issued for weapons import,
3,348 fircarms passes issued and
simultaneously, 3,125 firearms passes
were canceled, 105 firecarms passes
were suspended and the validity of

over 11,100 firearms passes was
prolonged. 4,851 weapons have been
dispensed, of which 118 from
smuggling, 130 deadly weapons a s a
result of illegal possession. 742 lethal
weapons were legally possessed, but
dispensed because have been used to
commit crimes. If we refer to non-
lethal weapons, 3,240 arms have been
dispensed, of which 220 were
identified as illegally possessed and
74 being smuggled. About 75,000

With respect of the Dangerous
Substances Unit activity, a total of
576 activities have been undertaken
during the reporting activity, out of
which 224 on explosives and
pyrotechnic articles, 344 activities on
toxic substances, hazardous waste,
products for plant protection and 8
activities related to chemical,
biological, radiological and nuclear
material.

Furthermore, 136 people were
authorized to undertake activities
with explosive materials for civilian
use; 564 natural and legal persons
were authorized to carry out activities
with pyrotechnic articles. Also, have
been issued 220 licenses for activities
with plant protection products,
classified as toxic or very toxic.

As a result of the above mentioned
activities, have been confiscated over
600 kg of explosives, 2,800 kg of
pyrotechnic products, nearly 330t of
plant protection products, nearly 20t
of hazardous waste, 200 kg of
radioactive/nuclear materials, 176 kg
of mercury and 463 grenades and
projectiles.
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
