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Police force - self awareness of professional
commitment and dedication

The modern police force is built on big souls, professional commitment
and dedication, the love for the other and love for the country, on the strong

belief that the truth and the rule of law are above everything else.

Police officers are the antibodies of society, forming the police force as the

citizen’s shield against wrongdoers, the immune system of society.

A day without the police force would be unconceivable. This is why
Romanian National Police focuses on the teaching institutions that are involved
in building police’s future. Until 1991, the Romanian National Police had not its
own schooling system for higher education. Nowadays, the initial and tertiary
education of police officers and agents is carried out within own education facili-
ties. The pupils and students of police education institutions are enjoying a modern
environment. Nevertheless, the most valuable part of a teaching institution are the
teachers, and the greatest reward comes a lot later, when the community itself

recognizes the merits and the professionalism in policing that community.

Police officers of the future Police
Agents School ,,Vasile Lascar” in
Campina, Prahova County, was estab-
lished on the 1st of February 1968. Its
premises are on a former park donated to
the town of Campina by a well-known
chemist, and during the second World
war it used to be an army building. It
used to be called Military School for
Agents, and in 1998 it received the name
of Military School for Police Agents
,,Vasile Lascar”, name that was subse-
quently changed to Police Agents School
,,Vasile Lascar” in 2002. The school has
an esteemed professional body and a
very good logistics as well. During
almost 100 years of existence, the school
staff trained over 70 generations of
police agents specialized in all lines of
police work. Starting with 2000, women
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are also allowed to take the admission
exam. The school’s motto is Non solum
armis sed libris (Not only force, but also
words).

European school

Police Agents School “Septimiu
Muresan” from Cluj-Napoca city has
recently celebrated a decade of existence,
receiving in 2011 and 2014 the title of
“European School”. It was established
on the 1st of May 2004, considering that
in Transilvania there was no school with
this profile. This education institution
trains police agents for national police
and it organizes courses for local police.
The name of the school comes from the
son of a priest, Septimiu Muresan
(1874-1926), former prefect and chief of

police in Cluyj city.

The school’s motto is Per aspera ad
astra (Through hard ways one can reach
the stars) and starting with 2009 it has
its own emblem. The teaching body
showed high education, dedication and
dynamism in teaching and training the
future police officers. Currently the
school is carrying out several programs
in partnership with schools from other
countries, such as Hungary — Adyliget,
Poland — Katowice, Belgium — Liege,
Germany — Hahn and Boblingen,
Greece, United Kingdom, Austria,
Czech Republic, Slovakia, Portugal. In
March 2010, a conference on “Public
order in Europe between tradition and
modernity” was held at this school,
with participants coming from Moldova
and Italy.

Interview with HE Mr. Hans Klemm, the US Ambassador to Bucharest

@ Your Excellency, we would like to
thank you for kindly accepting to
respond to a few questions on behalf
of “Politia Romana” Magazine. We
would like to begin by asking for
your impression of the Romanian
Police before you began your
assignment and your perception of
our agency now.

Thank you for the invitation to
share some thoughts about Romanian
law enforcement. Our cooperation in
the field of security and combating
crime represents one of the most suc-
cessful components of the strategic
partnership between the United
States and Romania. In fact, pro-
moting security, along with promot-
ing democracy and prosperity, is one
of the overarching goals of our em-
bassy here in Romania. Before tak-
ing charge of the Embassy, I dedi-
cated a lot of time to briefings and
interactions with representatives of
all the agencies that play a key role
in this partnership, including law en-
forcement, investigative, and judicial
entities. The reputation of Romanian
colleagues working alongside their
American counterparts in various
complex criminal investigations or
terrorism cases is excellent. The pro-
fessionalism of investigators from the
Romanian Police, particularly the
Directorate for Combating Organized
Crime, is recognized by my col-
leagues in the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI), the Drug
Enforcement Administration (DEA)
and the United States Secret Service
(USSS). Their efforts-in the fight
against cybercrime and the excep-
tional partnership developed through
the FBI local task force, which has
been-active since 2006, was an over-
arching theme in many of the brief-

ings I had before coming to Romania.
Many complex investigations man-
aged in close collaboration with
Romanian officers have led to im-
pressive operations against drug traf-
fickers in the region. I also heard a
great deal about the very successful

regional collaboration at the
Bucharest-hosted Southeastern
Europe Law Enforcement

Coordination Center (SELEC).

@ Lately we’ve noted an enhanced
level of professional interactions
and cooperation between the
Romanian Police and law enforce-
ment agencies in the United States.
This has led to some remarkable re-
sults in our joint fight against cross-
border crime. How would you rate
the way the Romanian Police has
adapted its activities to the profes-
sional standards of similar agencies
in your country?

Policing work today is as chal-
lenging and complex as the world in
which we live. It requires profes-
sionalism, dedication, integrity,
courage, high ethical standards, but
also a high degree of adaptability to
an ever-changing crime environment.
Dialogue and partnerships are
equally important; hence the need for
continued interactions with peers
around the world. The investigative
and training exchanges between
American and Romanian law en-
forcement have a long history of suc-
cesses and we are very proud that
some of the key changes that we note
in your country today are the result of
these professional dialogues. This
collaboration goes beyond our bilat-
eral interactions as it is often re-
flected in the investigative achieve-
ments that we see in the work of the

various regional law enforcement
agencies represented at Southeastern
Europe Law Enforcement
Coordination Center (SELEC). For
instance, the Center’s operational re-
sults in 2015 included an impressive
case targeting illegal trafficking of
migrants that was worked by the
Romanian Police in conjunction with
colleagues from Bulgaria, Hungary
and Turkey. More than 20,000 infor-
mation exchanges are now handled
annually by the regional investigative
teams deployed at SELEC, which is
yet another proof that partnerships
are essential. The Romanian Police
have made extensive efforts to ac-
quire new operational and technical
skills, to establish specialized teams
in response to new types of crimes or
threats, to adopt a modern leadership
style, and to promote diversity within
the work force. For any organization,
whether based in Romania or abroad,
reform is an ongoing process that re-
quires us to constantly.adapt, react,
and most importantly, remain proac-
tive. Ultimately, what should guide
any law enforcement entity through-
out this process is a complete adher-
ence to a set of values that guarantees
the security of its citizens and com-
munities at large.

@ What do you think are the ad-
vantages of the cooperation between
the Romanian Police and similar in-
stitutions in the US?

Fighting crime in all its forms is
a challenge that we all share, as gov-
ernments, policy makers, members of
the law enforcement community, rep-
resentatives of the judiciary, or even
as corporate entities. As we allocate
human and financial resources to ef-
fectively address this phenomenon,

represent. In addition to the highly
accomplished investigative and tech-
nical skills so often confirmed in
countless complex cases, the strength
of your work also comes from this di-
alogue with the citizenry. Our expe-
rience in the United States has shown

- talk with Mr. Daniel Seiberling Regional Director for Romania,
Ukraine and Moldova - Hanns Seidel Foundation -

@  Sir, Hanns Seidel Foundation is a traditional part-
ner in relation to state authorities and among them being
Romanian Police. Since 1992, the foundation have consis-
tently supported the development of government institutions,
during a coherent, consistent and correct process by reform-
ing them. From this perspective, what can you tell us about
the evolution of the Romanian Police in the area of public
order and safety system?

- In a state of law, democratic and, above all, on the way
to a transformation process, police lies an important function
that goes beyond the proper of mission crime prevention, solv-
ing cases and enforcing law: Orientation of police towards the
rule of law standards and respect of the basic rights of citizens
by police contribute to the prestige of the public employee
statute so each citizen can percept this institution as the most
visible instrument of state authority. Romanian police is a

benchmark in the positive development of the rule of law in
the country: there are areas within the Romanian Police that
would prevail fundamental systemic developments, which
would be inconsistent with democratic norms and the rule of
law. Transition process lasts, as happens in every institution of
large proportions but the Romanian police are in the stage of
development that is adequate for positioning in the European
context.

@  Over time, you supported international cooperation
actions targeting law enforcement structures, one example
being the annual meeting of the heads of structures for com-
bating organized crime in Southeast Europe, held last year in
September. In light of new realities, Romania is a safe coun-
try, a pillar of stability in the area. In your view, to what ex-
tent was visible Romanian police involvement?

- In aunited Europe, it is important to learn from each other
so that common problems are solved together. International
crime in which there are no solutions can be regulated only
within a Member State or neighboring countries. Example "The
Outlaws Academy" showed us in 2015, the freedom of move-
ment for the criminal groups and their new intelligent approach.
At the same time, it also demonstrated that Romanian Police
is a valuable member of this highly developed network of
European cooperation that led to the successful completion of
its tasks. Romanian police is very well positioned, especially
regarding relations with neighbors of the Eastern Partnership,
mainly with Republic of Moldova and Ukraine. Romanian po-
lice began numerous of successful transformation processes
which proved that it can be considered an important discussion
partner for these countries.

@  What challenges stand in front of Hanns Seidel
Foundation, in the next and
immediate future related to
the partnership with Ro-
manian police? How do you
see this relationship and
what areas still intend to
support?

In the near future it is
going to be organized in
Bucharesta EUROPOL con-
ference. The theme refers to
the protection of witnesses,
but the conference meets
other functions too. It is
recognition of the valuable
partnership that represents
the Romanian police within
the "police family" of
Europe. In the future, the
Romanian Police will be subject to challenges that face all po-
lice forces in democratic societies and policemen are citizens
like any person being affected by economic and social con-
straints existing in a society.

@  As a partner and friend of the Romanian Police,
what message would you like to send to the Romanian po-
lice?

- I grew up in the days when the German Police slogan was:
"The policeman is your friend and your help." These words
sound old-fashioned to modern ears, but, in my opinion, the
model of an officer should be oriented towards citizens, re-
spect the rule of law and order, not least, be a representative
involved, professional and empathetic with the state power. In
closing, I wish the generation of teenagers from Romania to
find such police when they needed the most.

The operational Task Force, established since
2006 in Bucharest, brought together FBI agents and Romanian police officers specialized
in combating cyber-crimes, working in common case with a success rate highly
appreciated at management level of both law-enforcement institutions.

My last visit to Romania was four years ago, and during that visit I
was very satisfied with the progresses Romania had made as regards to law en-
forcement activities. During all this time, the volume of information exchange
between Europol and Romanian law enforcement agencies has doubled and, fur-
thermore, major outcomes have been registered in combating organized crime.
Moreover, there are a lot of Romanian experts working within our agency.

At the Railpol Strategic Conference - European
Network of Railway Police Forces, 33rd edition, held
in Bucharest, attended representatives of local
Railway Police Units and delegations from railway
police forces from France, Belgium, Portugal and
USA.

The experts discussed topics related to preventing
and combating terrorism, security of railway trans-
ports and travellers’ safety, as well as combating the
criminal phenomenon in the field of railway trans-
port. This is the second event in this area of expertise
organized by Romanian Police, the first being held in
Constanta in 2006.

Once the internal borders have been eliminated
and the cross-border criminal phenomenon has
expanded, law enforcement agencies at European
level focused more scrupulously on the networks of
railway transport, sharing responsibility in ensuring
citizens’ safety internationally. By becoming member
of Railpol, Romanian Police, and implicitly the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, committed itself to
support the joint operations organized by this
organization, actively participating in preventing
dangers and threats and improving European
legislation in the field of transportation.

During the conference, Mr. Arend Bannink, president
of Railpol, underlined the fact that in Europe the
transport is considered to be very safe. He stated:

“We are making this distinction between safety
and security, safety is related to the fact that there are
no accidents, no incidents in this respect. Railpol also
has a working group for investigating this kind of
accidents that eventually may occur. On the other
hand, we focus on security and I believe that, from this
point of view, railway transportation is a secure mean
of transportation and this is a developing field in
Europe, by 30 % in the near future.

As regards to security, we are carrying out activities
that will bring the level of intervention at superior
standards. These working groups are extremely
efficient, each working group approaching a specific

topic such as combating criminality, public order,
combating terrorism. Periodically, we organize
specific actions, like Rail Action Days, focusing on
acting together, in the same way, throughout Europe,
when combating criminality within railway environ-
ment. In this context, Romanian Railway Police
represents a very active part”

The chief of Railway Police Directorate within
Romanian National police, Mr Marin Motoc, police
quaestor, in emphasizing the importance of this event,
stated: “The main benefit of these kind of meetings
resides in the fact that there is an intense exchange of
good practices and information in this field, creating
thus the background for a joint action where each
country brings their own expertize.”

Domnule director, cum vdi caracterizati echipa, aflati con-
tinuu pe frontul luptei impotriva crimei organizate §i care
sunt elementele esentiale ale activitatii specifice?

- Ma bucur sa conduc o echipa tanara, cu motoarele functio-
nand din plin. Sunt oameni diferiti, din punctul de vedere al per-
sonalitatii si din perspectiva experientei acumulate. Eu consider ca
acesta este un avantaj, cata vreme fiecare exceleaza intr-un dome-
niu si se completeaza reciproc. Cand vine vorba despre “unitate in
diversitate”, despre operatiuni de anvergura, fiecare isi cunoaste
rolul. Este un rol asumat, indeplinit permanent, pentru ca politistii
de la crima organizata sunt mereu in vartejul actiunilor operative
complexe, care reclama organizare §i sincronizare in teritoriu (se
actioneaza simultan pe raza mai multor judete), coordonare de la
nivel central si deplasare in teritoriu pentru gestionarea eficienta a
actiunilor de amploare.

Asteptarile mele se concentreaza pe capacitatea echipei de a
identifica rapid solutiile cele mai bune. in cautarea acestor solutii,
am evoluat Impreuna, atat pe componenta resursei umane, cat si pe
palierul organizational, structurile de lupta impotriva criminalita-
tii organizate aflandu-se sub marca dinamismului si influentand in
mod pozitiv conceptia de abordare a fenomenului infractional.

Sintetizand, imi place sa spun ca sunt in primul rand coechipier,
parte a unei formule armonioase, energice, entuziaste, orientate
catre succes, mereu in migcare.

In ceea ce priveste problematica de responsabilitate a Direc-
tiei de Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate (traficul de persoane,
traficul de droguri, criminalitatea informatica, spalarea de bani, fi-
nantarea terorismului), aceasta s-a extins si s-a diversificat pe par-
cursul ultimilor ani, actiunile de contracarare la nivel national, re-
gional si international avand eficienta in contextul unei cooperari
permanente intre structurile specializate, la nivel national si inter-
national, abordare care va trebui sustinuta in continuare, fara limi-
tare de resurse.

Expansiunea,crimei organizate constituie 0 amenintare in-
ternationald. Ce masuri se. impun, la nivelul D.C.C.0.,
pentru limitare i combatere?

- Criminalitatea organizatd nu cunoaste frontiere, afectand,
fara discriminare, toate statele lumii, intrucat le erodeaza cli-
matul economico-social. Mi se pare important de subliniat fap-
tul ca infractionalitatea organizata vizeaza domenii ce genereaza
profituri imense si mai ales influenta. Ca atare, noi, politistii de
la crima organizata, suntem obligati sa adoptam o abordare ba-
zata pe stabilitate, profesionalism, consecventa actionala, adap-
tabilitate legislativa, sustinere financiara. Este nevoie, de ase-
menea, sd investim in pregdtirea oamenilor nostri, sa Invatam
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din lectiile trecute, sa fim deschisi la cooperare. Sinu 1n ultimul
rand, trebuie sa avem in vedere unitatea decizionala, care sa in-
tareasca zona operativa, sa furnizeze credibilitate la nivel intern
si international, desigur, prin rezultate, sa genereze eficienta.

Care sunt obiectivele prioritare vizdnd ofensiva impotriva
marii criminalitafi, in contextul unor amenintiri asime-
trice?

Lumea se schimba in fiecare zi. Ne confruntdm cu noi forme
de manifestare, in mare parte la nivel international, a criminali-
tatii organizate. Infractiunile traditionale au devenit o noua pro-
vocare, prin schimbarea modurilor de operare. Din pricina po-
tentialului iminent de amenintare si producerii de pagube, aces-
tea pot fi privite ca atentate asupra societatii civile mondiale. Apre-
cierea se potriveste in mare masurd si terorismului international.
Coroborat cu radicalizarea, el capata o noua dimensiune de pericu-
lozitate, fiind din ce in ce mai dificil de anticipat si contracarat.

O alta amenintare asimetrica vizeaza utilizarea tot mai frecventa
anoilor tehnologii si mijloace de comunicare, in special a spatiului vir-
tual, in comiterea de infractiuni care vizeaza institutii financiare sau
organisme guvernamentale strategice de catre organizatii non-statale.

In aceste conditii, noi trebuie sa fim pregatiti continuu pentru a
putea raspunde eficient acestor tipuri de amenintari, prin asigurarea
resurselor necesare si participarea la eforturile intreprinse de toate
institutiile cu competente in materie.

Suntem preocupati In permanenta de cresterea gradului de si-
guranta si protectie a cetateanului si ma bucur sa constat ca toate
succesele noastre profesionale au fost primite pozitiv de comunitate.
Facem parte dintr-o institutie credibila si apreciata de populatie.

Ne concentram prioritar asupra prevenirii §i combaterii crimi-
nalitatii organizate transfrontaliere, a terorismului si desfasuram ac-
tivitati de culegere, prelucrare, analiza si transformare de date si in-
formatii in probe, in vederea documentarii activitatii infractionale
desfasurate de gruparile organizate.

Interview with. Chief Commissioner Claudiu Cucu,
Director of the Organized Crime Directorate

Sir, how would you characterize your team fighting con-
tinuously on the front against organized crime and which
are the essential elements of the specific activity?

I'am glad to lead a young team with fully operating engines.
People are different in terms of personality and from the point
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of view of experience. [ believe this is an advantage as long as
each performs in a field and complement each other. When talk-
ing about "unity in diversity" about major transactions, each
knows his role. It 1s a role assumed and performed as the offi-
cers from organized crime are always in the middle of the vor-
tex of complex operational actions, requiring organization and
territorial synchronization (it operates simultaneously across
several counties), coordination at central level and field trips
for effective management of large-scale actions. My expecta-
tions focus on the team's ability to quickly identify the best so-
lutions. During search for these solutions, we evolved together,
both on the human resource component, and at the level of or-
ganizational structures to fight organized crime being branded
as dynamic and influencing positive the approach of criminal
phenomenon. .

Summarizing, I like to say that I am primarily a teammate,
part of a harmonious formula, full of energy, enthusiastic, suc-
cess oriented, always moving. Regarding the issue of respon-

sibility of the Directorate for Combating Organized Crime
(THB, drug trafficking, cybercrime, money laundering, fi-
nancing of terrorism), it has expanded and diversified over the
past few years, actions to counteract at national level, regional
and international having efficiency in the context of standing
between specialized structures at national and international,

approach that it has to be be supported without any

limitation of resources.

The expansion of international organized
crime poses a threat. What measures were
taken at the level of DCCO in order to limit
and combat this kind of criminality ?

Organized crime knows no boundaries, af-
fecting, without discrimination, all countries, as
they erode economic and social climate. I find
it important to emphasize that organized crime
generates huge profits relating to areas and es-
pecially influence. As such, we, the officers
from organized crime, are required to adopt an
approach based on stability, professionalism,
consistency, legislative adaptability, financial
support. It also needs to invest in training of our
people, to learn from past lessons, to be open
to cooperation. And last but not least, we have
to follow the policy of the decision-making
unit, to strengthen the operational area, to pro-

vide domestic and international credibility, of
course, by results, generating efficiency.

What are the priorities regarding offensive against serious
crime, in a context of asymmetric threats?

The world is changing every day. We are facing new forms
of expression, mostly internationally organized crime.
Traditional crimes have become a new challenge by changing
modes of operation. Because of the imminent threat and the
potential damage that is caused, they may be scen as attacks
on civil society worldwide. Findings largely fits and interna-
tional terrorism. Coupled with radicalization, it acquires a new
dimension of increasingly danger and became difficult to an-
ticipate and counteract.

Another asymmetric threat targeted the increasing use of
new technologies and means of communication, in particular
cyberspace, in committing crimes aiming strategic financial in-
stitutions or government bodies by non-state organizations. In
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unei grupari infractionale organizate, specializata in traficul de
migranti de origine turca si araba, pe relatia Turcia — Bulgaria —
Romania, cu destinatia finala Austria, Germania, Franta, Italia,
Norvegia, Finlanda si Suedia.

Gruparea a obtinut profituri financiare substan-
tiale, pentru traficarea unui singur migrant sumele fiind de
5.000-10.000 euro.

Actiunea s-a desfasurat pe raza judetelor Arges, Constanta,
Vilcea, Hunedoara, Arad si in municipiul Bucuresti. In acest caz
a fost emis rechizitoriu, prin care au fost trimisi in judecata 16
inculpati (5 arestati preventiv).

Brigada de Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate lasi a
actionat pentru destructurarea unei grupari infractionale, spe-
cializate in comertul ilicit de produse accizabile (combustibil).

S-au efectuat 53 perchezitii domiciliare pe raza judetelor Bacau,
Braila, Teleorman, IlIfov si in municipiul Bucuresti si au fost
puse in executare 18 mandate de aducere.

Au fost ridicate in vederea confiscarii: 63.950 lei, 14.685
euro, 600 lire sterline,10 laptop-uri, un auto BMW X35, 7 tone
combustibil lichid, hard disk-uri, stick-uri de memorie, docu-
mente financiar — contabile etc. S-a dispus arestarea preventiva
pentru doi inculpati si arestarea la domiciliu a altor doi.

Brigada de Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate Bucuresti
a documentat si probat activitatea infractionala a unui grup or-
ganizat - Operatiunea "JAPONIA” -, specializat in savarsirea de
infractiuni informatice si de spalare a banilor. Au fost identificati
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44 de suspecti, dintre care 13 sunt cercetati in stare de arest pre-
ventiv. Membrii grupului au operat retrageri frauduloase de nu-
merar (38.577 operatiuni, in valoare de 42.600.000 USD in 24
de state - SUA, Belgia, Canada, Columbia, Republica Domini-
cana, Egipt, Estonia, Germania, Indonezia, Italia, Japonia, Le-
tonia, Malaezia, Mexic, Pakistan, Romania, Rusia, Spania, Sri
Lanka, Tailanda, Ucraina, Emiratele Arabe Unite, Marea Brita-
nie), utilizand clone ale unor carduri. in urma perchezitiilor au
fost ridicate: 200.000 euro, 2,5 kg aur (in lingouri), laptopuri,
telefoane mobile, documente etc.

Serviciul Antidrog al Directiei de Combatere a Criminalita-
tii Organizate a desfagurat Operatiunea ,, GREEN ARROW”".

in perioada ianuarie - august 2015, autoritatile romane au efec-
tuat activitati specifice de documentare a unei grupari internatio-
nale de trafic de droguri de mare risc, respectiv heroina, ce actiona
pe ruta Turcia/Ucraina — Romania - Europa de Vest. La data de
28.07.2015, la punctul de control si trecere a frontierei Petea, jud.
Satu Mare, a fost identificat un autotren inmatriculat in judetul Val-
cea, 1n care au fost descoperite 342 de pachete continand heroina,
intr-un locas special amenajat in rezervorul mare de combustibil.

Simultan, in municipiul Bistrita, a fost oprit un al doilea au-
totren, Inmatriculat 1n judetul Gorj, in al carui rezervor - intr-un
locas special amenajat, (similar celuilalt autotren), au fost des-
coperite 248 de pachete continand heroina.

Cantitatea totald a drogurilor capturate a fost de 310,76 kg.

Liderul gruparii, un cetatean turc, si alti trei membri (un turc
si doi cetateni romani), au fost arestati pentru savarsirea in-
fractiunilor de trafic de droguri de mare risc, trafic internatio-
nal de droguri de mare risc si constituire a unui grup infractio-
nal organizat.

Cit de importantd este reprezentarea internationala si
cum se realizeaza?

- In contextul in care cooperarea internationald raiméane
“cheia de bolta” a luptei impotriva infractionalitatii organizate
transfrontaliere, este obligatoriu ca structura noastra sa bene-
ficieze de o reprezentare adecvata in dialogul cu partenerii ex-
terni, la nivel european, bilateral, regional ori sub egida orga-
nizatiilor internationale.

Concret, Directia de Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate
coopereaza la nivel international cu agentii cu responsabilitati
similare — in special din randul statelor membre UE, SUA, pre-
cum si cu alte institutii competente in domeniu. Ma refer la Eu-
ropol, Interpol, Organizatia pentru Cooperare Economica in re-
giunea Marii Negre, Biroul Natiunilor Unite privind Drogurile
si Criminalitatea, SELEC, FRONTEX, CEPOL etc. Institutia
ofiterilor de legatura este deosebit de importanta pentru noi, fie
ca ne referim la politistii romani aflati in post in strainatate, fie
ca este vorba despre colegii nostri, politisti straini, care activeaza
la Bucuresti.

in concluzie, mobilitatea si specializarea grupurilor organi-
zate, resursele financiare prin care castiga pozitii de top in so-
cietate, influenta indusa in toate mediile reclama din partea noas-
trd o reactie adaptatd permanent si disponibilitate continua de
cooperare interinstitutionald si internationala. Numai impreuna
cu partenerii nostri putem ajunge la o finalitate judiciara rapida,
in conformitate cu gravitatea faptelor comise si a prejudiciilor.

these circumstances, we must be prepared to effectively re-
spond continuously to these types of threats by providing the
necessary resources and participation in efforts by all compe-
tent institutions in the matter.

We are continuously concerned about the increase safety and
protection of the citizens and I am glad to see that all our profes-
sional successes were positively received by the community. We
are part of a credible institution and appreciated by the public.

We focus primarily on preventing and combating transna-
tional organized crime, terrorism and conducting our gather-
ing, processing, analyzing and transforming data and infor-
mation into evidence in order to document criminal activity car-
ried out by organized groups. We also have the following ob-
jectives: increasing security of individuals / legal entities and
state in cyberspace; preventing and combating macrocrimi-
nality, particularly economic and financial crime and corrup-
tion; development of administrative capacity and operational
structures with responsibility for public order and safety.

Please mention some of the major actions of the Directorate,
which led to the dissolution of organized criminal groups.

In the field of combating trafficking of migrants, the police
Directorate for Combating Organized Crime initiated Operation
"Tenacious" which started with raids on homes of members of
an organized criminal groups specialized in smuggling of
Turkish and Arabic, the relationship Turkey - Bulgaria -
Romania, as a transit Austria, Germany, France, Italy, Norway,
Finland and Sweden. In the period January-April 2015, the
group, well structured, with a broad scope, recruited, housed
and transported more than 150 migrant from Syria and Iraq on
the route Turkey - Bulgaria - Romania and removed illegally
from the country over Romanian-Hungarian border. The group
has obtained substantial financial profits for a single migrant
trafficking amounts being 5.000-10.000 euro.

The action took place in the counties of Arges, Constanta,
Valcea, Hunedoara, Arad and Bucharest. In this case the in-
dictment was issued, and 16 defendants were prosecuted (5 cus-
tody) .

Anti-drug Service of the Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime conducted operation "GREEN ARROW"

In the period January-August 2015, the Romanian author-

ities carried out specific documentation of an international drug
trafficking groups of high-risk, namely heroin, which act on
the route Turkey / Ukraine - Romania - Western Europe. On
07/28/2015 at the checkpoint and border crossing Petya, Satu
Mare county, was found a truck registered in Valcea county, in
which were found 342 packages containing heroin in a specially
designated place (fuel tank). Simultaneously, in Bistrita, was
stopped a second truck, registered in the county of Gorj, in
whose tank - in a seat specially designed (like the other train),
they were found 248 packages containing heroin. The total
amount of drugs seized was 310.76 kg. Group leader, a Turkish
citizen, and three other members (a Turk and two Romanian
citizens) were arrested for drug trafficking offenses as high-risk,
high international drug trafficking risk and establishing a crim-
inal organization

How important is the international representation and how
is it done?

- In the context of international cooperation "the cornerstone"
of the fight against cross-border organized crime, it is imperative
that our structure will benefit from an adequate representation in di-
alogue with external partners at European level, bilateral, regional
orunder the auspices of international organizations. Specifically, the
Directorate for Combating Organised Crime cooperates interna-
tionally with agencies with similar responsibilities - particularly
among EU Member States, US and other competent institutions in
the field. I refer to Europol, Interpol, the Organization for Economic
Cooperation in the Black Sea region, the United Nations Office on
Drugs and Crime, SELECTION, Frontex, CEPOL, etc. Institution
liaison officers is particularly important for us, whether we are re-
ferring to Romanian policemen are in post abroad, be it about our
colleagues, policemen foreigners working in Bucharest

In conclusion, the mobility and the specialization of organized
groups, the financial resources that earn, top positions in society, in-
fluence induced in all environments requires from us a tailored per-
manent and continuous availability of interinstitutional and inter-
national cooperation. Only together with our partners we can reach
a quick judicial finality, according to the gravity of the acts com-
mitted and the damage.

»Ancheta Sigurantei Publice”, efectuatd in parteneriat cu
Institutul National de Statistica, releva perceptia populatiei

asupra activitatii Politiei Romane, a calitatii serviciilor fur-
nizate si a relatiei acesteia cu cetatenii, a nivelului de sigu-
ranta publica, demersul constituind o remarcabila sursa de in-
formatii cu privire la incidenta unor atitudini §i comporta-
mente aflate 1n legatura cu riscul victimal gi/sau infractional
al populatiei.

Cel mai recent studiu de sondare a opiniei publice ce face
trimitere la increderea cetatenilor in institutii, “Barometrul,
Adevarul despre Romania — noiembrie-decembrie 20157,
realizat de INSCOP releva ca pe parcursul anului trecut a
crescut substantial increderea cetatenilor in Politia Romana.

The ongoing challenging European security system, gene-
rated by migration flows, required measures for early counte-
ring of any threat against citizen’s safety and national security.

In order to achieve its goals, Romanian National Police fo-
cused on enhancing cooperation with other partners, at natio-
nal, regional and international level, as well as prioritizing its
actions based ‘on a good understanding of the whole security
environment.

Its efforts for achieving a high level of security for Roma-
nian nationals resulted in twio major facts: for the last 8 years
it was reported the lowest levelof crimimality and the criminal
phenomenon had been reducedfor thefourth year in a row.

A vote of confidence
for Romanian Police

Preventing and combating the criminal phenomenon are
activities that are carried out by Romanian Police, with a focus
on the citizens’ priorities with respect to their safety, target-
ing the most frequent criminality and adjusting the police ap-
proach taking into consideration the singularity of each local
community.

,,Public Security Investigation”, carried out in partnership
with the National Institute of Statistics, reveals the population’
perception on the activity of the Romanian Police, on the qual-
ity of the services provided and its relationship with the citi-
zens, on the level of the public safety. The approach represents
a remarkable source of information regarding the incidence
of certain attitudes or behaviors related to the victim/crime risk
undertaken by the population. The analysis of the results re-
vealed a positive perception of the citizens, both as regarding
the level of public safety and the activity of the Romanian
Police.

It is important to mention the high degree of trust of the in
the Police (68.3%) and of its activity (87.2%). Also, over 80%
of the citizens have declared themselves highly safe in their
registered town. The most recent survey regarding the popu-
lation’s trust in public institutions, “The barometer, Truth about
Romania — November — December 2015”, made by INSCOP
reveals a higher level of trust of the population in the Romanian
Police achieved last year.

The lowest value of the street criminality in the last decade

Preventing and countering street criminality represented a
priority last year, manifested by thousands of specific actions
carried out by police officers from the Public Order units.




Cea mai mica valoare

Prevenirea si combaterea criminalitatii stradale reprezinta
o prioritate materializata pe parcursul anului trecut prin mii de
actiuni specifice, desfasurate de catre politistii din structurile
de Ordine Publica

in acest context, s-a intervenit pe mai multe planuri, prin
perfectionarea sistemului de ordine si siguranta publica, la care
se adauga prezenta activa a politistilor in zonele si mediile cu
risc victimal, precum si prin apropierea de comunitate §i pre-
gatirea antiinfractionala a cetatenilor.

Un rol important in gestionarea judicioasa a resurselor alo-
cate 1n acest sens l-a avut planificarea activitatilor operative
pe baza produselor analitice incidente. Acest mod de lucru a
permis indeplinirea obiectivului, in sensul ca, la sfarsitul anu-
lui trecut, infractionalitatea comisa in mediul stradal s-a dimi-
nuat. Specificul acestui gen de criminalitate consta in perico-
lul social redus care, insa, poate conduce la un adevarat dis-
confort si la nesiguranta in randul cetatenilor.

Pe acest plan, s-au diminuat atat infractiunile de talharie
stradala, cat si cele de furt.

Infractionalitatea in mediul rural reprezinta o treime din to-
talul infractiunilor sesizate la nivel national.
Infractiunile de furt scad, aceasta categorie de fapte avand

o pondere semnificativa la nivelul criminalitatii spe-
cifice in mediul rural. Totodata, numarul infractiunilor
impotriva vietii s-a diminuat semnificativ.

70.000 de actiuni pentru
diminuarea riscului rutier

Vizibila din iuresul intersectiilor sau in puncte - cheie de pe
traseele ticsite de masini, activitatea ofiterilor si a agentilor de
la Rutier reprezinta cel mai vizibil tronson al activitatii poli-
tienesti. Cu tenacitate, oamenii legii cu atributii in domeniu
continua sa pledeze pentru viata, ne indeamna la precautie, la
tolerantd, la intelegere fata de semeni.

Ritmul dezvoltarii sistemului rutier §i sporirea complexi-
tatii acestuia impun autoritatilor focusarea atentiei asupra cres-
terii gradului de sigurantd pe drumurile publice, cu atat mai
mult cu cat, la nivel european, se discuta tot mai intens ca re-
ducerea mortalitatii rutiere cu 50%, 1n acest deceniu, sa fie du-
blata de un nou obiectiv strategic ce face trimitere la diminua-
rea numarului persoanelor ranite grav in accidente de circula-
tie.

La nivel national, structurile Politiei rutiere au desfasurat
peste 70.000 actiuni, ce au vizat combaterea principalelor ele-
mente care genereaza riscul rutier.

Se constatd o mentinere la valori scazute a accidentelor
grave, raportat la evolutiile anterioare, fiind pentru al III — lea
an consecutiv cand, de la inceputul anilor '90, numarul per-
soanelor decedate in urma accidentelor de circulatie se afla sub
valoarea de 2.000, in conditiile unui context rutier total diferit.

Situatia incidentei accidentelor rutiere este cauzata de cres-
terea parcului auto si a numarului posesorilor de permis de
conducere, toate acestea raportate la o infrastructura insufi-
cient modernizata.

In this context, the public order and safety system was im-
proved, moreover the police officers were actively present in
the victim risk areas and environments, as well as they were
close to the community and were involved in citizens’ anti-
crime training.

Planning the operational activities based on analytical prod-
ucts played an important role in managing the resources. At the
end of last year, street criminality diminished (both street rob-
bery and theft), the social risk, citizens’ lack of comfort and
safety were thus reduced.

Projects for rural environment

Criminality committed in the rural environment represents
the third part of the total number of crimes committed at the
national level. The thefts and crimes against life significantly
diminished.To improve the institutional capacity and increase
the citizens’ level of safety in the rural environment, European-
funded solutions were identified, two major projects being cur-
rently implemented: “Promoting the police concept within rural
communities, especially in Roma and poor communities”, fi-

nanced by the Swiss Cohesion Fund; “Integrated approac
preventing the victimization within Roma communities” im-
plemented with the Norwegian authorities. Also, the partner-
ships with the community and local authorities were continued
with a view to solidifying the relationship policeman — citizen.

70.000 actions for reducing
the traffic risk

In the important cross-roads and key points in the heavy
traffic, the activity of the traffic police represents the most vis-
ible part of the police activity. The police officers competent
in the field constantly plead for life, precaution, tolerance and
understanding.

The rhythm of the road system development and its in-
creased complexity lead to a focus on increasing the level of
safety on public roads. Moreover, at European level, besides
reducmg the number of deaths on pubhc roads with 50%, in

cidents.

celor mici.
Evolutiile inregistrate in ultimii ani nu evidentiaza fluc-
tuatii importante, neinregistrandu-se cazuri cu urmari grave.

At the national level, traffic police units carried out
over 70000 actions, aiming at countering the main
elements generating the traffic risks.

The number of serious accidents is maintained low,
compared to previous years, being for the 3rd consecu-
tive year since the beginning of the ‘90s, the number of
persons deceased in traffic accidents is under 2.000, in a
totally different traffic context.The situation of the traf-
fic accidents is caused by the increased number of vehi-
cles and the number of driving license holders, all being
reported to an insufficiently modernized infrastructure.

Railway, sea and air transportation

The main objective was reducing the specific criminality.
Therefore the preventive actions and those carried out together
with the institutional partners became more intense.The re-
sults of the Romanian Police in this field were: reducing the
criminality in the field, reducing the judicial crimes, mainly
thefts and robberies.

Proximity police The proximity police contributed both to
the development of the preventive component in managing
criminality and to the strengthening of the public safety feel-
ing, being the main link in relating with the citizens and thus
becoming aware of the latter’s problems.

Last year, two national programs were implemented,
namely “The program for preventing crimes against patri-
mony” and “The program for preventing juvenile delinquency
and minors’ victimization”, during which the proximity police
cooperated and carried out preventive activities inside the com-
munity together with the prevention officers.

They cooperated with the representatives of the local

public authorities, of social assistance services or several
NGOs, during preventive campaigns for countering school
drop-off, beggary or domestic violence.

Safety in schools —
integrated interventions

Police officers, as parents, as well as experts of our insti-
tution, by dedication and effort, substantially contribute to the
education of the young generation, safety representing a cen-
tral element in shaping destinies. Preventing juvenile delin-
quency and minors’ victimization represent priorities of the
Romanian Police, a significant chapter in policing this social
group, especially when minors’ protection is involved and also
the protection of educational units from violent crimes. The
educational process is very important in every family’s life.
Therefore, police represent a remarkable resource of experi-
ence in shaping characters, behaviors and attitudes and in send-
ing the information necessary for protecting children. The evo-
lution in the recent years does not reveal any significant
fluctuations, no serious cases having been registered.

The criminality prevention policy focuses on
the following directions: drafting criminology
studies for strengthening preventive approaches,
sociological studies for understanding citizens’
perception on police activity, as well as the fac-
tors influencing this perception, population’s
anti-criminal and anti-victimization training, se-
curing the areas to reduce vulnerability to victi-
mization, implementing a common methodology
for assessing the prevention activity, dissemina-
ting best practices, monitoring the implementa-
tion of criminality prevention policy at the local,
regional and national level, training and stren-
gthening the national network of criminality pre-
vention, developing partnerships with the com-

munity.

The Institute’s researchers analyze the etio-
logy of criminality and its manifestations, draft
periodical studies and analyses on criminality
trends, preventive actions and the efficiency of
the preventive measures, develop and implement
programs/projects/campaigns for criminality pre-
vention which tackle all sorts of crimes.

Last year, 82 surveys were conduc-
ted to identify the risk of victimization,
the incidence of certain types of crimes
and for measuring the degree of safety
for the citizens.

In the same period, similar cam-
paigns were conducted nationwide, rea-
ching different goals: the prevention of
juvenile delinquency and victimization
of minors and the prevention of thefts
and violent crimes.

“A childhood without delin-
quency” represents a stage, developed
in partnership with the National Autho-
rity for Child’s Rights Protection and
Adoption together with Internal Affairs
Ministries of Bulgaria and Czech Repu-
blic, funded by the grants program of
the European Commission “Preventing
and Crime-Fighting” (ISEC), that aims
to increase the awareness on pre-delin-
quent behaviors and delinquencies of
minors under 14 of age. The campaign
was conducted over a six-month period
at national level and the target audience
consisted of students under 14, parents
and teachers.

“Creative and Preventive” cam-
paign had as a goal the prevention of
victimization of minors, having as an
audience the members of the artistic and
scientific circles from the National Chil-
dren’s Palace.

“You can become a police-officer
too!” The initiators of this project have
as a goal to promote the police-officer
profession and the specialized educatio-
nal offer to high-school students.

“Marcel Gentoiu” campaign led by
ICPC, Railway Police Directorate and
Information and Public Relations Cen-
ter, aimed at increasing safety for trave-
lers, the main character being “Marcel
Gentoiu”, a talking-travelling bag that
moves near passengers and talks with
them, drawing attention on how they su-
pervise their luggage.

The week of Crime-Prevention
The event, now in its 10th edition,

takes place nationwide. During this time,
the police officers are working in
schools, centers for minors, pensioners
clubs and public places, providing pre-
ventive recommendation and informa-
tional materials.

Education for safety

The project focuses on informing pu-
pils and students about prevention, victi-
mization and criminal behavior, and to

test in practice kits with preventive ma-
terials for students.

The night of researchers

This is a project initiated by the Eu-
ropean Union, with the purpose of pro-
moting science, research and educatio-
nal activities among the young genera-
tion. The event is being held in Romania
since 2008. The Crime-Prevention and
Research Institute has participated at all

The theft of archeological objects and pieces of art, “an old habit”, but systematic in
the modern world, made its presence felt in Romania in the last 25 years, democratic in
speech and chaotic in deeds, with a faulty legislation, permitting such things.

Once upon a time, as a Minister of Culture, we tried to correct the faulty legislation
in the heritage field. I cannot say we’ve accomplished that, because there still are, wit-
hout official reactions, foreign specialized agencies that make subtle invites to ar-
chaeological poaching in Orastie Mountains, as the best example.

This is why I salute an informational guide, like that offered by “Foundation
Collegium XXI”, the fruit of collaboration with the General Inspectorate of Romanian
Police, which shows us the results of the work done by distinguished experts and spe-
cialized officers, during a decade and a half (2000-2015).

Bracelets and other Dacian ornaments, the famous “kosoni”’, Roman “tabulae”, pre-
historically and oriental weapons, orthodox “engolpions” and ancient Romanian wri-
tings, icons from the final period of the Middle-Ages, pictures signed by Grigorescu and
Luchian, by Tonitza, Iser and Baba, mine flowers and paleontological remains — all sto-
len from museums, churches or private collections and recovered due to the National
Police.

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Conversation with Quaestor Liviu Vasilescu Director of Special Operations

Mpr. Director, the unit you manage en-
ters under the incidence of high-risk ac-
tions, ensuring for the Ministry of Inte-
rior and the General Inspectorate of Ro-
manian Police the informative support,
tactical-operational, technical and spe-
cialized assistance. In this context, what
can you say about the coordinates of the
activity profile?

- Special Operations Directorate ac-
tivity is focused mainly on professional
and specialized support, offered to the
law enforcement structures in Romania,
as well as international ones. In a global
context of technological trend evolution,
the criminal “modus operandi” diversify
rapidly and members of criminal organi-
zations got specialized as "offenders", our
unit provides components which are
never spoken in public about, just
guesses, in order to provide documenta-
tion, evidence and facilitate the charges
against those commiting criminal acts.

To solve the most complex factual sit-
uations which are the largest consuming
material, human and time resources, the
activity ofthe Special Operations Depart-
ment is based on the most modern tech-
niques, methods and special means pro-
viding a technological advantage against
the actions of "bad guys", but in the midst
of these important assets is located the
specialized officer of our Directorate, the
one acting rationally and impartially to
identify, monitor and catch offenders in
the act.

When referring to police officers spe-
cialized in this line of work, we think of
people who are unseen but essential in-
volved in completing a specific task. How
does, in fact, look your team from the per-
spective of the profession and of the mis-
sions?

- In this direction, no activity is non
solitary, all intertwine and results in a
mixture of features that we call simple
"operation." The officers of the Special
Operations Police Department are those

who do not appear at press interviews,
that you do not recognize on the streets
and does not claim some merits or suc-
cess, although they are entitled to.You
won’t see them boasting at newscasts of
their special methods of work they use to
catch criminals, nor will you hear them
talking about operations because they be-
lieve that "risk trade" is natural. These
people do not bear the wristwatch to
know when the program ends, but to be
able to report the exact time when they
intervened in the act to capture the crim-
inals.They are immune to the adrenaline
of the operational moments, managing to
control their emotions, feelings and just
focusing on successful completion of the
mission and safe return "to base” of the
whole team. Professionalisation of the
team was, is and always will be the pri-
ority of our unit covering most area of
activities.

What are the criteria for selection of
officers and agents from the Special Op-
erations?

- For the selection of policemen from
the Special Operations we use a range of
methods of knowledge and selection, fol-
lowed by a review in detail of the recruit-
ment and employment opportunity.
Among the most important assets we
search for : seriousness, intelligence,
spontaneity, responsiveness, excep-
tional physical training, special intel-
lectual skills and, not least, a positive
police experience. The policemen iden-
tified with such qualities are to be
tested also to some other chapters, such
as driving on public roads, firing the
guns and use of special communica-
tions, and advanced psychological test-
ing.

The officer from Special Operations
has an observant spirit highly developed,
is clever, patient, sociable and a keen ob-
server of human behavior, a good orator,
is responsive, intelligent, full of energy
and intuitive, with a strong personality,

professional, dedicated 100 % to his job
and loyal to the unit he belongs to. Such
people are the ones who make the differ-
ence between achievement and success.

The performances obtained over the
years have been noted by most major law
enforcement structures in Romania. To
what extent the collaboration with other
specialists in the field leads to the success
of the operations you unfold?

- The cooperation involves at least
two partners, both interested in the evo-
lution of their own level of knowledge
and therefore of developing their own ca-
pabilities, current and future. Special Op-
erations Directorate cooperates with all
law enforcement structures in Romania,
therefore the evolution of our own level
of expertise bear the marks of our partner
institutions, which are true benchmarks in
their field of expertise. The success of the
operations of our unit is the result of this
evolution, of this cooperation, based on
a desire to progress and unwavering per-
formance.

Please refer to the objectives and
challenges of 2016.

- Special Operations Directorate ob-
jectives for 2016 are closely related to
the technological developments and to
adapt the working methods to the latest
news from our specialty. Thus we aim
mainly to finance equipment purchases
from European funds, to update the stan-
dard procedures and the most important,
ensuring optimal conditions for achiev-
ing the specific activities so that at the
end of the operations, all our officers to
be able to return unharmed back home
to the loved ones.

The challenges of 2016 are directly
connected with the evolution of crimi-
nality, the most important remains as or-
ganized crime, high-violence groups and
monitoring elements with criminal po-
tential.

Due to rapid circulation of scientific and cul-
tural values, rapid global progresses in science and
technology have come to Romania also, especially in
the second half of the nineteenth century. The first
data about applying the fingerprint identification
method in Romania, at the end of the nineteenth cen-
tury, are mentioned by dr. Constantin Turai in the
paper “‘Enigmas of fingerprints”, in which he wrote
“all the statements that were taken from the investi-

were signed, as the custom was Ba_c'k”? then, by put-
ting their finger on the paper, after the contents were
read to them”. In September 1886, the Law on aut-
hentication of documents, Art. 16 and 18, prGVided
the way the illiterate can sign documents “they will
put the finger on the document, or by stamping or
seal”, the police knowing the procedures, of course.
The police commissioners of forensic teams and
their secretaries knew that the procedure required at-
tention, to be able to get a clear impression of the
lines of that finger.

In 1895, prof. Dr. Mina Minovici founded the Judicial Iden-
tification Service and Accounting of Offenders, that used ant-
hropometric charts containing “the dactyloscopic formula of the
person, the stature, iris description from the left eye, apparent
age and the fingerprints from both hands, in a group or isola-
ted.”

In Romania, during 1894-1986, Dr. Nicolae Minovici was
the first scientist to have studied and written papers on dacty-
loscopy and finding the offender based on the fingerprints iden-
tification.

In 1914, our country adopted the fingerprint identification
system based on ten-print fingerprint classification of the crimi-
nal record files of known offenders, with the work of famous
speciélists Mina Minovici, Nicolae Minovici, Andrei Tonescu
and Valentin Sava, a faster and more precise system of identifi-
cation, of which an author stated: “finding a certain file was a
matter of minutes and it is done with great precision.”

Dr. Andrei Ionescu was the main “architect” of the new fin-
gerprirft criminal record. Once the new classification of ten-print
fingerprints records was in place, researching the files became
possible. On the method of classification invented by the Ar-
gentine Vucetich (1901), dr. Andrei Ionescu added the idea of
Latin nomenclature of the types of drawings after the number of
patterns, done at Madrid by the Spaniard Oloritz (1904), and the
conception proposed by the Norwegian Daae (1906), so that the
first element of the fraction from the classification formula to be
represented by the index fingers. For this decision were consi-
dered the observations made on fingerprint drawings from index
fingers of Romanians, where Daae’s idea that the variation of
types of drawings of these fingers is higher than that of the other
fingers.

" Valentin Sava presented in his paper named “Manual for dac-
tyloscopy”, published in 1943, examples of custodial sentences
given by the court based on the forensic evidence which refer-
red to analysis of the signatures by placing the finger on aut-
hentic documents.

In 1937, Dr. Constantin Turai organized the first collection of
one-print fingerprint records of the criminal records at the pre-
fecture of Capital’s Police. Subsequently, he published a series
of papers with high value for Romanian dactyloscopy: “Foren-
sic elements and Crime Technique (Scientific Policing)”, “Dac-
tiloscopy” , “Fingerprints”, * Identification File”, “Dactylosco-
pic expertise”.

On 23rd of January 1949, the General Direction of Militia
was created, inside which functioned the Technical-Scientifical
Militia Direction, with offices at Capital’s Militia and County’s
Militia. In 1968 the above-mention direction was transformed
into the Forensic Institute within General Inspectorate of Mili-
tia, an institution that focused on scientific research, accomplis-
hing papers of high value for the Romanian forensic science,
among which “Practical Treaty of forensics” — 5 volumes (1976-
1985) and the paper “Dactyloscopy”. Regarding fingerprint
identification in Romania, it was created a new system of orga-
nizing the one-print and ten-print fingerprints records that were
extended nationwide in 1974. During 1976-1980, Romania was
appreciated as the third country in the world by its level of ad-
vancement in classifying and coding of fingerprints.

In the year 1976, dr. Ion Anghelescu, the director of the Fo-
rensic Institute, presented at the O.1.P.C. — INTERPOL the scien-
tific paper “The Method of Scientific Processing of Fingerprints
in Romanian Forensics” and col. (r) engineer Sorin Alexandru
Ionescu presented at the Romanian Academy the paper in the
field of robotics called “The Beginning of the Evolution of the

Eforturile post-decembriste ale Politiei Romane si Institu-
tului National de Criminalistica au fost canalizate In concor-
danta cu cerintele practicii judiciare privind identificarea dac-
tiloscopica spre adoptarea unor solutii moderne in pas cu pro-
gramul tehnologic; solutii care au condus la aparitia si utiliza-
rea sistemelor automate de identificare a amprentelor, denu-
mite generic A.E.L.S. (Automatic Fingerprint Identification
System).

in 1996 a fost realizata in Romania prima identificare prin
intermediul sistemului AFIS, tehnologia devenind accesibila
structurilor criminalistice din Politia Romana.

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Technical Means of Examination and
Identification Through Fingerprints in
Romania” that underlined the beginning
of informatization of the dactyloscopy by
using the informatics system called
“FILM DATA II” in coding the finger-
prints.

In 1978 the Forensic Unit from Capi-
tal’s Police patented an organizational and
functioning system of filing cabinets of
palm traces, to facilitate the fingerprint
identification of a person that committed
a crime.

After the year 1990, the forensic sys-
tem in Romania received a series of im-
provements, to be adapted to the new con-
ditions in Europe and world-wide. The fo-
rensic expertise based on fingerprints do-
main is sustained by the positive trend of
results in scientific research, materialized
in the development of new equipment and
software dedicated to improve the finger-
print’s examination in forensic laborato-
ries.

The combined efforts of forensic and
computer specialists materialized in the
creation of systems for automatic identi-
fication of fingerprints.

The post-revolution efforts of the Ro-

manian Police and National Institute of
Forensics were channeled in accordance
with the demands of the judicial practice
on fingerprint identification to adopt mo-
dern solutions in line with the technolo-
gical program; these solutions led to the
development of the automatic fingerprint
identification system or A.F.L.S.

The first identification using AFIS in
Romania was made in 1996, this techno-
logy becoming accessible to forensic

units in the Roma-
nian Police. Used
efficiently, as pro-
ved by the results
obtained by the fo-
rensic specialists
from the National
Institute of Foren-
sics, after the first
3 years of forensic
examination, the
Romanian Police’s
management deci-
ded to extend the
AFIS system to
more forensic labs
from the county
police inspectora-
tes and the Capital’s Police, the system
being extended nationwide in 2007.

Starting with 2006, in the forensic ac-
tivity was implemented the Quality Ma-
nagement System, in accordance with the
international standards ISO 17025:2005,
one of the objectives was the accredita-
tion of forensic laboratories in Romania
by the end of 30 November 2015, in ac-
cordance with the recommendations in
the Framework Decision 2009/905/JAI.
The accreditation contri-
butes to assuring the
quality of forensic re-
ports, to maintain the
professional skills of fo-
rensic workers, the acti-
vity in forensic labs to
be carried out based on
specific procedures
which regulate in a uni-
fied way the criminal
expertise done at all fo-
_ rensic units in the Ro-
manian Police.

The AFIS system fa-
cilitates, since 2013, the
automatic exchange of
forensic data with the EU MS under
Community legislation (Council Decision
nr. 2008/615/JAT about border coopera-
tion, particularly in fighting terrorism and
cross-border crime, and Council Decision
2013/229/UE from 14th of May 2013
through which Romania was declared
operational for the automatic forensic-
data exchange. The national legal frame-
work was provided by the government
Ordinance nr. 10 from 25 july 2012 re-

garding automatic data searches between
the Member States of the European Union
and the assurances of the recognition of
laboratory activities regarding forensic
data (published in the Official Gazette nr.
536 - 1 august 2012 ) approved by the
Law nr. 22 — 4 march 2013.

The National Institute of Forensics of
the Romanian National Police does the
forensic expertise at a high-scientifically
level, the experts being helped by the ad-
vanced IT technological development and
a continuous training at an international
level in the work-groups of INTERPOL,
EUROPOL, and the European Network
of Forensic Institutes — ENFSI.

The concern for the specialized trai-
ning of forensics experts and their techni-
cal facilities represented the foundation
for running two projects financed by Eu-
ropean funds, through which 550 Roma-
nian forensics experts were trained in the
field of knowing and applying the inter-
national standards ISO 17025:2005 and
ISO 17020:2012, the acquisition of the
equipment in the field of forensics, te-
chnical-scientifical investigation of the
crime scene and victim’s identification in
the case of natural disasters or terrorism-
related crimes, the training in the domain
of sketching with renowned international
specialists, the acquisition at a nationwide
level of IT equipment needed in this field
and the editing of the Manual “Quality
Management in Forensic Science” with 4
volumes (1626 pages in English) that in-
clude scientific papers written by the Na-
tional Institute of Forensics, among which
research about fingerprints.

Today’s environment of international po-
lice cooperation is a complex one, in which
a large array of cooperation channels, EU
legal instruments, operative databases etc.
yailable, offering thus an extensive co-
101'1"1"r;9 complex criminal investigations
with elements of extraterritoriality. This is
very relevant since all but a few of the crim-
inal cases today have significant extraterri-
toriality components, especially those related
to organized crime and terrorism.

There are a number of channels available
today which ensure the exchange of infor-
mation. The International Police Coopera-
tion Center has developed a procedure of its
own which establishes which channel is used
for each specific type of situation — this is

still a problem that has not been settled yet at
European level — with the single aim of of-
fering the fastest and most precise informa-
tion for the operative structures, the ultimate
goal being to increase the level of safety and
security for all citizens.

So, if we say European Arrest Warrant,
we say SIReNE which has ensured putting
into force of more than 1500 warrants, on
average, every year, and if we say extradi-
tion, we say INTERPOL. Furthermore, a
very efficient cooperation with the Roman-
ian judicial authorities and with the Ministry
of Justice means that no destination whatso-
ever is remote or exotic enough for criminals
to avoid being brought to trial or prosecuted.

Serious cases of organized crime are the
responsibility of EUROPOL, the most im-
portant law enforcement agency in EU and
its system of information exchange, its task-
forces and joint investigations teams coordi-
nated by prosecutors, often with the in-
volvement of EUROJUST and SELEC.

Moreover, Romanian Police has applied
to EMPACT for the financing of a number of
complex operative activities.

And let’s not forget the very urgent and
very serious cases, or even the crisis situa-
tions, in which the home affairs attaché’s in-
volvement proves to be crucial.

The operational circumstances have fun-
damentally changed in a short time: the un-

of refugees and migrants
arri urope in just a couple of months,
the terrorist attacks in Paris and the conflict
in Syria lead to a reality that we have not
imagined before. In the era of asymmetrical
threats, the role of police cooperation has not
decreased, but on the contrary, it has in-
creased. Concerning migration, the Interna-
tional Police Cooperation Centre monitors
carefully the phenomenon through the per-
manent contact with the similar structures
from the countries which represent the main
migration route, but also with the Romanian
home affairs attachés. The Centre supplies
the Romanian police structures and other
LEAs with real time information regarding
possible threats, the way partner countries
manage the challenges are confronted with,
both when receiving migrants flows, as well
as subsequent actions taken once the mi-
grants are relocated.

Regarding the terrorist threat, relevant el-
ements as police cooperation 24/7 working
schedule, available instruments, secure com-
munication channels and specific data bases
are often used by the structures dealing with
prevention and combating of terrorism.

International Police Cooperation Centre
together with its foreign partners has the ca-
pacity to protect the interests of the citizens,
using the newest advanced European and in-
ternational instruments of cooperation.

Suntem pe un drum
bun, si acest lucru este vizibil in reactia
oamenilor, in comentariile lor, in mulfu-
miri §i aprecieri.

Keeping-up to the future

First was the media. And it was
good. Then the Internet came. And
it was good, but not enough for
everyone. When Social Media ap-
peared, everything began to meta-
morphose. Most Romanians have
access to the internet at any time,
either through a computer or mobile
or tablet and, given all that free
time has apparently diminished, it's
wise to be where the audience is. It
is the natural course of evolution.
Technology changes, but the desire
of interaction remains intact. The
goal that I set out on Facebook in
2014 was to provide public infor-
mation quickly and correctly, to be
always connected with people who
looking for official information ...
and for this reason we use our
strengths: critical thinking, strate-
gic vision, creativity, relevant im-
ages that draws the eye and capture
attention at any message.

The impact of a message we post
on Facebook is measured by the ef-
fects that it has outside the social
network. TV stations take over fre-
quently over the news our material

posted on Facebook. Sometimes we
hear on TV "the campaign initiated
by the Romanian Police over
Facebook", "Police announcement
on Facebook," "The police have in-
formed via social network ...".

Facebook is the most popular so-
cial network in the world. By en-
couraging such journalism, in social
media, we hope to see visible
changes in society. We are on the
right path, and this is visible in peo-
ple's reaction, in their comments, in
their good feedback and apprecia-
tions.

Let’s be useful: this is our edi-
torial strategy expressing stake that
our institution has already set for
this medium of communication: we
want people to be properly in-
formed, so we publish posts about
police investigations or Infotrafic
results. We want them to know
about the backstage of the police
profession, so we publish stories
around man - cop, we want young
people to know how they can be-
come policemen, so we publish the
conditions for admission to police

schools, we do prevention so we
offer advices to people on how to
take care for their property or the
people around them, about nonvio-
lence. Through the power of the
words, we want to make a better
world.

For us, the success on Facebook
does not mean thousands of reac-
tions every day, from any message
posted on the page, but the fact that
we can give people the information
they need, we focus on the moments
when, indeed, have something to
say, on the moments when we can
support people. There are messages
showing people’s reaction, mes-
sages they need ... and we publish
it with a useful content, with per-
manent updates.

We engaged in this online space
to be present where people are.
Romanians' interest and apprecia-
tion received from a distance of
several clicks or taps on the screen
of a mobile device, we feel it by the
number of likes, comments of the
people who came to our online com-
munity.
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
