In acest an, politistii romani aniverseazi 200
de ani de la primirea drapelului de arma, actul ,,de
nastere” oficial ce constituie Politia ca structura in-
dependentd a administratiei. Dar trecutul sau este
mult mai devreme inradacinat in constiinta roma-
nilor. Necesitatea unei structuri de tip politienesc in
spatiul locuit de acestia, si organizat in acele vremuri
in voievodate, dateaza din perioada lui Neagoe Ba-
sarab si, ulterior, a lui Mihai Viteazul. Se contureaza
prin infiintarea institutiei Agiei. Termenul de ,,Aga“
este mentionat pentru prima oara in documente, in
Tara Roméneasca, in anul 1567.

Continud in timpul domniei lui Mihai Sutu,
cand se organizeaza paza Capitalei, se emit primele
acte de identitate si se reglementeaza portul armelor.
Din anul 1806, organele de paza si ordine din Ca-
pitald primesc denumirea generici de Politie. In cursul
anului 1821, al revolutiei conduse de céitre Tudor
Vladimirescu, acesta acorda scutiri de taxe si impo-
zite celor insarcinati sd mentind ordinea publica si sa
apere proprietatea cetatenilor.

Putem vorbi despre infiintarea, de facto, a
Politiei Romane odata cu acordarea steagului Agiei
in anul 1822, de citre domnitorul (intre anii 1822 si
1828) paméntean al Tdrii Romanesti, Grigore (al IV-
lea) Dimitrie Ghica, Marelui Aga Mihdita Filipescu.
Primul sediu al Agiei Bucurestilor a fost in Casa lui
Paun Islicarul, de pe Podul Targului de Afard, la in-
tersectia Caii Mosilor cu strada Bazaca, pe locul ma-
gazinului Cocor de astizi. In prezent, drapelul se afla
la Muzeul National Militar din Bucuresti.

Politia Roména, ca institutie fundamentald a
Tarii Romanesti, s-a inscris astfel pe traseul evolutiv
al structurilor poli-
tico - administrati-
ve ce vor continua
cu crearea statului
modern roman,
trecand prin toate
etapele sale istorice
glorioase, ce au avut |
ca apogeu Marea |
Unire a Romanilor
din 1918.

Ulterior, prin Regulamentelor Organice din
1831, Agia a devenit Politie, atributiile acesteia fiind
extinse fatd de perioada anterioara. A fost creata si
Politia din Capitald, atributiile fiind apropiate de cele

actuale, cum ar fi: ordinea, paza orasului in timpul
noptii, pastrarea linistii si supravegherea tuturor
persoanelor care intrau in oras.

History of the Romanian Police

This year, The Romanian Police celebrates
the 200th anniversary of receiving the flag of arms,
the official “birth” act that establishes the Police
as a standalone institution of a Romanian state’s
administration. But its past is much earlier rooted in
the consciousness of the Romanians. The need for a
police-type structure in the space inhabited by them
and organized in those times in voivodships dates
from the period of Neagoe Basarab and, later, of
Mihai Viteazul, and it is outlined, by the subsequent
establishment, of the ,,Agia” institution. The term
“Aga’ is first mentioned in documents in Wallachia,
in 1567. It continues during the rule of Mihai Sutu,
when the security of the capital city is organized, the
first identity documents are issued and the carrying
of weapons is regulated.

Since 1806, the security and public order
bodies in the Capital have been given the generic title
of Police. In 1821, during the revolution led by Tudor
Vladimirescu, he granted exemptions from taxes to
those maintaining public order and defending the
property of the citizens.

We can talk about the establishment, de
facto, of the Romanian Police, on the occasion of
the awarding the flag of Agia in 1822, by the ruler
(between 1822 and 1828) of the land of Wallachia,
Grigore (IV) Dimitrie Ghica, to the Great Aga
Mihaita Filipescu. The first headquarters of the
Agia in Bucharest was in Paun Islicarul’s house, on
the Bridge of the Outdoor Fair, at the intersection
of Mosilor Rue with Bazaca Street), on the place of
today’s ,,Cocor” store. Currently, the flag is displayed
at the National Military Museum in Bucharest.

The Romanian Police, as a fundamental
institution of Wallachia, joined the evolutionary path
of the political-administrative structures that will
continue with the creation of the modern Romanian
state, going through all its glorious historical stages,
which culminated in the Great Union of Romanians
in 1918.

Later, through the Organic Regulations of
1831, Agia became the Police, its attributions being
extended, compared to the previous period. The
Capital Police was also created, the attributions being
close to the current ones such as: maintaining public
order, guarding the city during the night, keeping
quiet and supervising all the people who entered the
city.

During the Revolution of 1848, under the
rule of Gheorghe Bibescu, the reorganization of the
police took place, Vel Aga becoming the head of the
Capital Police, to which the Municipal Guard was
subordinated; his title was later changed to “Prefect
of Police”, and, in 1868, to “Prefect of the Capital
Police”. On June 9th, 1850, Ghica Voda issued the
“Police Chronicle” which, in 158 articles, regulated
the tasks of the “high police” and the “ordinary
police”, which was the moment of creating the first
central structure with attributions in organizing and
coordinating the police activities.

Inspired by the model of the French State
Police, the Romanian Police played an important role
in achieving the Union of Romanian Principalities in
January 1859, in carrying out socio-economic reforms
by Prince Alexandru Ioan Cuza and, especially, during
the War for Independence between 1877 - 1878.

Prima lege modernd de organizare a Politiei
Romane poate fi consideratd Legea pentru organiza-
rea Politiei Generale a Statului, votata in anul 1929,
in timpul regimului monarhic. Aceasta stabilea ca
Politia Generala a Statului exercitd autoritatea pe
intreg teritoriul tarii, fiind organul de stat insarcinat
cu asigurarea ordinii interne, pazei, linistii publice si
siguranfei nationale. Competentele organelor de po-
litie au fost extinse, iar raporturile cu celelalte struc-
turi ale statului au fost mult mai bine reglementate.

Dupa cel de-al Doilea Razboi Mondial, Ro-

mania intrd in sfera de influentd a U.R.S.S., situatie
ce duce si la reorganizarea structurii, prin Decretul
nr. 25 din 23 ianuarie 1949, se infiinteaza Militia.

Din 1990, Politia Roména a cunoscut mai multe eta-
pe de transformari menite sd vegheze siguranta per-
soanelor, a colectivitatilor, drepturilor legitime ale

cetatenilor, precum si a altor drepturi previzute in
acte internationale la care Romania este parte. Prin
Legea nr. 40 din 11 martie 2015, Inspectorul General
al Politiei Romane are rang de secretar de stat.

Aliniindu-se standardelor Uniunii Europene,
Politia Romana a intrat intr-un proces de demilitari-
zare, finalizat si concretizat in anul 2002, transfor-
méndu-se intr-o institutie civild in folosul persoa-
nei si comunitatii locale. Legea nr. 360 din acest an
structura institutia in doud corpuri, al ofiterilor si al
agentilor, gradele militare ale politistilor fiind echi-
valate cu grade profesionale.

Dupéd model occidental, noile grade ale ofite-
rilor sunt: subinspector, inspector, inspector princi-
pal, subcomisar, comisar, comisar-sef, chestor, ches-
tor principal, chestor-sef si chestor general. Fostii
maistri militari, sergentul-major si plutonierii devin
agent, agent-sef adjunct, agent-sef si agent-sef prin-
cipal.

Structura organizatoricd actualda a Politiei

Roméne este prevazuta cu aproape 60.000 de functii.
Ca dotari ale cadrelor operative, in decursul existen-
tei Politiei, trebuie sa amintim pistoalele de concep-
tie sau de fabricatie romaneascd, pistolul semiauto-
mat Orita, respectiv pistolul Carpati, apoi pistoalele
Beretta sau actualul Glock si masina oficiald de poli-
tie cel mai des intalnitd, Dacia, cu modelele actuale
Logan si Duster.

In prezent, Politia Romana este in plin proces
de actualizare a personalului, numerosi tineri hota-
rand sa-si realizeze o cariera in randurile sale.

The A.IL. Cuza’s Law on the Organization of the Police,
on November 4th, 1860, which also provided for the
creation of a Traffic Service, which became necessary
following the “multiplication of carriages, carriages,
carts or wagons’, was followed by Vasile Lascar’s Law
from April Ist, 1903, one of the great statesmen of
Romania and a visionary reformer, a minister who
had as his “great desire to make the Ministry of the
Interior a second Judiciary”.

The first modern law on the organization of the
Romanian Police can be considered the Law for the
organization of the General State Police, voted in
1929, during the monarchical regime. It established
that the General State Police exercises authority over
the entire territory of the country, being the state
body in charge of ensuring internal order, security,
public peace and national security. The powers of the
police have been expanded and relations with other
state’s structures have been much better regulated.

After the Second World War, Romania
entered the sphere of influence of the U.S.S.R,, a
situation that also leads to the reorganization of the
structure. By Decree no. 25 of January 23rd, 1949,
the Militia is established.

Since 1990, the Romanian Police has
undergone several stages of transformation aimed
at ensuring the safety of individuals, communities,
legitimate rights of citizens, as well as other rights
provided in international acts to which Romania is a
party. According to Law no. 40 of March 11th, 2015,
the General Inspector of the Romanian Police has
the rank of Secretary of State.

In line with the European Union standards,
the Romanian Police entered a process of
demilitarization, completed and materialized in
2002, transforming itself into a civilian institution,

for the benefit of people and the local community.
Law no. 360 of 2002 established the structure of
the institution in two bodies, officers and agents,
the military ranks of the police being equivalent to
professional ranks.

According to the Western model, the new

ranks of officers are: subinspector, inspector, principal
inspector, assistant superintendent, superintendent,
chief superintendent, quaestor, principal quaestor,
chief quaestor and general quaestor. Former military
foremen, sergeant major and platoon leaders become
agents, principal agents, deputy chief agents, chief
agents and chief principal agents.
The current organizational structure of the
Romanian Police is provided with almost 60,000
positions. As equipment of the operative personnel,
during the existence of the Police, one must mention
the handguns of Romanian design or manufacture,
the semi-automatic pistol Orita, respectively the
Carpathian pistol, then the Beretta pistols or the
current Glock and the most common official police
car, Dacia, with models Logan and Duster.

Currently, the Romanian Police is in the
process of renewing part of its forces, many young
people deciding to pursue a career in its ranks.

UNIFORMA DE ARNAUT,
CEA MAI VECHE UNIFORMA DIN MUZEU

Uniforma de Arnaut este
specificd inceputului secolului
al XIX-lea. Arndutii se subor-
donau Agai si se imbracau in
uniforme spectaculoase, fru-
mos impodobite, cu motive
orientale aseménatoare celor
albaneze. De altfel, acestia
erau recrutati din randul al-
banezilor, grecilor, macedo-romanilor, dar si al
romanilor. Initial, erau organizati in cadrul gar-
zii domnesti. Ulterior, au primit si alte indatoriri,
cum ar fi: asigurarea linistii si ordinii publice, dar si
strangerea impozitelor si a dérilor de la populatie.
Interesant este cd, pe aceastd uniforma din muzeu,
regasim si cele trei culori intalnite abia mai tarziu
pe drapelul romanesc.

UNIFORMA DE COMISAR DE POLITIE DIN
PERIOADA INTERBELICA

Prin Decretul regal din 1937
se aduc modificari de detaliu.
Uniforma ofiterilor era forma-
ta dintr-un sacou negru, inche-
iat la doua randuri de nasturi,
eghileti impletiti, din matase
alba, fixati pe umarul drept al
sacoului, pantaloni de culoare
neagra, cimasa alba, cravata neagra si caschetd de
culoare neagra. La caschetd era prinsd, in partea
din fatd, stema statului. Insemnele de grad erau
atasate atat la banda de la sapcd, cat si la mangete-
le si epoletii sacoului si mantalei. In Legile Politiei
erau stipulate si conditiile stricte de purtare a uni-
formei. Politistii nu aveau voie sa mearga cu sotiile
de mana sau de brat pe strada. Unii aveau insa voie
sd se casatoreascd in uniforma.

DOROBANTII DE JUDET,
CEA MAI SIMPLA UNIFORMA

Dorobantii  consti-
tuiau o formatiune des-
tinata a asigura paza si
ordinea interna in Tara
Roméneasca, fiind orga-
nizati pe judete (ocarmu-
iri), impartite la randul
lor in plase (ocoale). In
anul 1850, domnitorul
Tarii Romanesti, Barbu
Stirbei, a reorganizat in-
stitutia ~ dorobdnteasca.
Noile uniforme erau simple, fiind compuse dintr-o
tunica neagra din postav, cu guler, mansete, epoleti
si paspoale din postav verde, cu nasturi din metal,
pantaloni din dimie albd, caciuld de model cauca-
zian, neagra, cu calota verde.

UNIFORMA “MILITIEI”

Pe 22 ianuarie 1949,
Politia a fost transformata
in Militia Populara. Uni-
formele erau confectionate
dupa modelul celor sovieti-
ce, fiind de culoare gri-bleu
pentru tinuta de oras si de
serviciu, atat pentru ofi-
teri, cat si pentru subofiteri.
Existau doua feluri de ves-
toane, pe suprafata calotei
nasturilor fiind imprimata, in relief, stema Repu-
blicii Socialiste Roménia. Gradele sunt reprezenta-
te de 1-4 stele mici pentru ofiterii inferiori, de 1-3
stele mai mari pentru ofiterii superiori si de tablite
metalice pentru subofiteri.



Police uniform
— Two centuries in images -

The uniform is the policeman’s ‘contact card”. The clothing has the insignia of state
authority, imposes respect and must be worn and maintained irreproachable. At the National
Museum of Romanian Police we can recall the history, in the colors of our uniform, each

uniform representing a historical stage.

THE “ARNAUT” UNIFORM, THE OLDEST
UNIFORM IN THE MUSEUM

The “Arnaut” uniform is
specific to the beginning of the
19th century. The “Arnautii’
were subordinate to “Aga’, and
they were dressed in spectacular,
beautifully decorated uniforms,
with oriental motives similar to
the Albanian ones. In fact, they
were recruited from among the

Albanians, Greeks, the Macedon-Romanians, and
also the Romanians. Initially, they were organized
within the Ruler’s Guard. They subsequently
received other duties, such as ensuring public order
and safety, as well as collecting taxes and different
fees from the public. The interesting fact is that the
three colors of this uniform from the museum will
be later noticed on the Romanian National Flag.

INTERWAR POLICE COMMISSIONER’S
UNIFORM

The Royal Decree of
1937 provides for detailed
amendments. The officers’
uniform consisted of a black,
two-row key jacket, braided
white-silk gowns, fixed on the
right shoulder of the jacket,
black pants, white shirt, black
tie, and black cap. At the skin
cap he was caught at the front
of the state coat. The rank insignia were attached to
both the thigh band and the cuffs and epaulets of the
jacket and jacket. The strict conditions for uniform
behavior were laid down in the laws of the Police.
Police officers were not allowed to walk on the street
holding the hand or the arm of their wives. Some,
however, were allowed to marry in uniform.

“DOROBANTII” AND THE SIMPLEST
UNIFORM

“Dorobantii” were

a formation designed to

ensure the security and

internal order in the Ro-

manian Country, being

organized by counties

(ocarmuiri), which were

also divided into nets

(ocoale). In 1850, the

Ruler of the Romanian

Country, Barbu Stirbei,

reorganized the Doro-

banti institution. The new uniforms were simple,
consisting of black tunic with a collar, cuffs, epau-
lets and padding of green cloth with metal buttons,
white dimes and black Caucasian cap with a green

cover.

“MILITIA” UNIFORM

On 22 January
1949, the Police was
transformed into the
Popular Militia. The
uniforms were made in
the style of the Soviet
ones, being of gray-blue
color for the town outfit
and service, for both
officers and sub officers.
There were two types
of veined, with the coat
of arms embossed on
the surface of the cap of the Socialist Republic of
Romania. The ranks are represented by 1-4 small
stars for inferior officers, 1-3 larger stars for senior
officers, and metal tops for underofficers.




PRIMELE UNIFORME PENTRU
POLITISTE

In anul 1970 sunt primite, pentru
prima oard, si femeile in Militie. Fatd de
uniforma bérbatilor, existau deosebiri la
sacou si la camasd, acestea incheindu-se
cu partea dreaptd peste cea stangd (invers
decét barbatii), avand pe piept si doua
pense.

PERIOADA MODERNA A UNIFORMEI

Prin Hotarérea nr.
506, din 10 mai 1990,
se aproba trecerea la
noile uniforme mili-
tare pentru cadrele de
politie. Se hotaraste ca
stelele sa fie inlocuite,
corespunzitor gradu-
lui, cu trese.

Uniforma era
compusda din urma-
toarele articole: sapca
(bleumarin), veston,
bluzon  (gri-petrol),
camasa (gri), pantalon (bleumarin), cravatd (bleu-
marin), manta sau scurtd (bleumarin), centura
(bleumarin), pantofi sau ghete (culoare neagra),
accesorii pentru cei de la circulatie (albe), precum
si vesta reflectorizanta. Politistii purtau ecuson si
insigna in piept.

DEMILITARIZAREA POLITIEI SI NOILE
UNIFORME

In anul 2002,
Politia Roména a fost
demilitarizata, gradele
militare fiind inlocuite
cu grade profesionale.

Uniforma de cere-
monie este de culoare
neagrd sau alba si este
purtata de catre ofiterii
de politie cu functii de
conducere, cu ocazia
unor  ceremonialuri,
aniversdri, spectacole
etc. Insemnele de clasd profesionald sunt formate
din benzi aplicate pe ménecile sacoului, din petlite
cusute pe guler si din benzile de pe cozorocul sep-
cilor. Insemnele de grad profesional sunt reprezen-
tate de epoleti pe care sunt brodate stele in 6 col-
turi, de diferite marimi, potrivit clasei profesionale
din care fac parte ofiterii, si se monteazd pe umerii
sacoului sau scurtei de ceremonie.

Portul uniformei este dovada de respect din partea politistului fatdi
de societate, fatd de semeni, fatd de institutia pe care o reprezintd si fatd

de el insusi.

In 2002, the Ro-
manian Police was
demilitarized,  the
military ranks being
replaced by profes-
sional ranks.

The uniform of
ceremonies shall be
black or white and
shall be carried by
police officers in
management posi-
tions on the occa-
sion of ceremonies,
anniversaries, per-
formances, etc. pro-
fessional class marks
shall consist of bands
applied to the sleeves
of the jacket, of small
pieces of cloth sewn
on the collar and of the straps on the visor of the
caps. Professional ranks are represented by epau-
lets on which stars are embroidered in 6 corners, of
different sizes, according to the professional class
of the officers, and are mounted on the shoulders
of the bag or short ceremony.

man to society, to his fellow human beings, to the institution he is repre-

senting and to himself.

The last few years have found the Romanian Police changed. In the central apparatus of the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, but also in the territory, new structures have appeared.

A strong Police force means, first of all, investments in the quality of workers’ training, therefore, the Police
Training Directorate has been set up.

Children are the future, so our care is also directed towards ensuring a safe climate for pupils,
students and teachers. For this purpose, the School Safety Directorate was established.

And last but not least, the Romanian Police is also concerned about the welfare of all animals,
Animal Welfare Directorate being founded for this sole purpose.

Police Training Directorate

Selection of police-instructors

Setting up teams was an extensive process.
Thousands of candidates set off in a roller coaster
race. The competition tested their limits, the
practical tests being complex and with a high degree
of exigency. In fact, it was the exam with the highest
degree of difficulty ever organized by the Romanian
Police, from the perspective of practical training.

The coordinates were well defined. A rigorous
selection was needed to employ professionals with
proven skills tested thoroughly: physical tests,
endurance, defensive driving, firearms, self-defense,
fighting techniques, intervention techniques. Even
after passing these tests, the contest was not over.

The candidates that opted for the position of
instructor were also asked to prove their teaching
skills, their ability to explain accurately and
consistently. In the end, a select few went through an
instructional process, so that the practice offered, at
national level, came to be exhaustive.

Aninstructoracts, firstand foremost, by the power
of example that should be set at the highest level. The
department is headed by an officer with considerable
experience. Chief Commissioner Marius Balan is an
expert in interventions and combat training; he has
also experience in criminal investigations, but also
in special forces, and proving his leadership qualities
in two international missions. In the field of police
intervention, the Unit is headed by Chief Inspector
Catélin Zevedei, with almost 20 years of experience
in SIAS (Special Actions and Intervention Service).

How will the police training take place

Tens of thousands of officers and non-
commissioned officers will be trained in police
intervention. There will be four training modules:
practical  training, physical education and
self-defense, shooting and driving. Situations
encountered in missions will be simulated in the
shooting range.

Police officers will learn how to keep calm under
pressure in order to take the best decision at short
notice, including when they are face with the need to

School Safety Directorate
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The Romanian Police unconditionally turn their
support to the schools, and the Ministry of Internal
Affairs’ decision to set up, in September 2020, a
structure dedicated to the protection of children, to
their need for support, attention, appreciation and
education is one of the highest forms of evolution of
a public institution.

The involvement of the School Safety Directorate
in the educational units is done in order to prevent
and combat the antisocial deeds that can affect the
safe climate, but also the emotional development
of the children. The specialists of this structure
carry out their activity on two levels. On the one
hand, it manages conflicts that happen inside or
nearby schools, through effective communication
with pupils and students, in order to understand
and combat the phenomenon of psychological
violence (bullying). In the background there is
the ongoing interaction of police officers with the
school environment and with the institutions with
responsibilities in this area.

Every day, teachers from all over the country

request the presence of police officers in the
educational classes. The specialists of the School
Safety Directorate are advising students and parents
related to the legislative field of criminal liability of
minors, the main purpose being to prevent promptly
and effectively escalating conflicts and committing
serious acts of a criminal nature.
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Earlier this year, the School Safety Directorate has
launched the Project for the Prevention of Physical
and Psychological Violence in Schools, and ideas
for solving non-violent conflict were constantly
presented. The concern of the police is also aimed at
streamlining the way the units are guarded, for this
purpose, since last year, a plan of specific measures
has been initiated.

Therefore, the mission of this central structure of
the Romanian Police is based on a primary need of
the society, that of guaranteeing children the right
to education, to protection, to play, so that they can
develop as responsible adults, who can fulfill their
dreams, in the communities in which they live.

Prevenirea si combaterea fap-
telor ilegale indreptate impotriva
animalelor reprezintd o tema de
interes pentru Politia Romana, in
contextul unui trend ascendent
al acestui gen de fapte.

Animal Protection Directorate

Preventing and combating
illegal acts against animals is a
topic of interest for the Romanian
Police, in the context of an upward
trend of this kind of crimes.

The  Animal  Protection
Directorate became operational
at the beginning of 2021, and
its results are remarkable: every
month, at least one hundred
animals were rescued by
extraction from the dangerous
situations in which they were.
The specialized unit within the
General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police has general
territorial competence and it
coordinates, guides, evaluates and
controls the activities in this field.
For the first time in Romania,
those who injured and tortured
animals, organized illegal fights,
held animals captive, subjected
them to cruelty, trained them
for aggression, abandoned them
or even killed animals, were

detained, arrested or convicted.
The key tool, the novelty
that supports police in rescuing
endangered animals, is the 45-
days shelter-in place order. It is
immediately implemented by the
specialized services within the

County Councils.

Within  the  police
intervention team there
is always a specialized
veterinarian officer. 'The
Emergency Ordinance
no. 175/2020 for the
completion of the Law
no. 205/2004, enables the
law enforcement officer to
extract the animal from the
dangerous situation that
it was found in, for both
contravention or criminal |
acts.  The  maximum
sentence for a person guilty |
of animal offenses can be
imprisoned for a period
which may extend to a |
maximum of three years.

“Through the combined
efforts of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs and the
Romanian Police, unit was
built, basically, from scratch
and quickly operationalized.
After the first year of activity, the
results are very good. However,
the activity and the results are to
be improved, but the perspectives
are looking very promising, taking
into account that the police officers
within this unit have a double

vocation, being also animal lovers”
- Police Chief Commissioner

One of the missions of
this new unit is to inform the
population about the existing
rights and obligations of being
an animal owner and also
about the consequences of their
actions towards the animals. The
activity of the animal protection
police units is based on a close
connection with the society,
with the other public competent
institutions in this field, with
non-governmental organizations
and associations, and also with
the partners from other states.

Life in traffic, under the wave of change

The written story of the Traffic
Police and the road traffic with
cars on the streets of Romania,
begins with the first regulations
issued to the Bucharest Police
Headquarters. It was
the early 1900, and the
advent of the automobile
firstly raised concerns in J&
society.

From the documents
of the National Archive,
it appears that, at the
beginning of 1908, there
were 138 cars on the [
streets of  Bucharest, WA/
and the first regulations §&
provided, for example,
the following obligations: “The
maximum speed was 12 km /
h, equal to the trot of horses, at
turns, in crowds, it reached 6
km / h, equal to the step of the
pedestrian.”

The first traffic signs were

introduced in 1913, when 1300
cars were already registered on
the streets. For a long time, the
roundabout was “human’,

made with his own body by the

policeman from “Circulation”

In time, we go forth a hundred
years and reach our days. Now, we
have almost nine million vehicles
registered in Romania, and in the
Headquarters of the Romanian
Police we find a modern Traffic

Police Directorate. In 2022, life on
the road is changing rapidly under
the value of new challenges. As in
an express road race, today we find
legislation adapted to the latest
changes in society, but
' also large-scale projects
that will redefine the role
of the police officer.
Within the Traffic
Police Directorate
there are four services
H designed to cover all
| road issues, including the
elaboration of legislative
projects,  coordination
and monitoring of all
territorial structures of
Traffic Police, traffic prevention
and education, management
of databases “Deviations” or
“EAC”, legality of road transport,
systematization and organization
of traffic.

Education before sanction

The Traffic Police Directorate is making every
effort to fulfill not only its coercive role in traffic, but
primarily that of helping to prevent road accidents
and increase safety on public roads. This mission
is carried out through road education, and the
campaigns have grown in recent years.

The last major project, with access to European
funds, has a value of about 32 million euros and is
developed on two branches. We are talking about
both traffic education and the improvement of work
techniques by modernizing the Traffic Police.

Within it, the activities will run until 2023. There
are campaigns in the media, on the Internet, but
also “face to face” information. With the help of 45
mobile road education laboratories, courses will be
organized both in schools and in public spaces.

“There is a lot to do on Road Education, we can
discuss an evolution of the Road Directorate, a
continuous professionalization, in dynamics, related
to what the EU offers us through the financing

mechanisms. We are constantly interested in prevention,
education, development and regulation, we are increasing
the quality of legislative changes”- Chief Commissioner of
Police Maria Dragnea, Traffic Police Directorate.

The modernization of working techniques will be done
within the project “Mixed Mobile Road Traffic Monitoring’,
which provides for the purchase of 300 trucks, 250 radars
and 45 devices for detecting drivers who use drugs. Four
thousand mobile communication devices will replace the &8
old stations and provide police officers with modern ways =
to query databases, complete electronic reports, including

print them with mobile printers on the list of new equipment
to be equipped with the Romanian Police.

Substantial legislative amendments

Government Ordinance no. 195/2002, also called the “The Traffic Code’, is certainly the law with the
most legislative change initiatives. Substantial changes were made earlier this year. For the first time, traffic
aggression is sanctioned, many sanctions have been tightened, exceed the maximum speed limit is being
well highlighted, the maximum period of suspension of the driver license has been increased and prohibited
maneuvers on the highway are punished.

“Legislative changes were inspired by practice on the road. We do research, analysis, compare with European
legislation. Our main partner is the traffic participant. If we refer to drivers, in recent years, they have been
more disciplined, but some deliberately break the rules, they are very aggressive, their main purpose is to defy
the law. We are intensifying the actions of road education and, in this sense, we have submitted proposals for
the Directorate to evolve by setting up a Circulation Education Office”- Chief Commissioner of Police George
Mihail Grigore, Director of the Traffic Police Directorate.

The Head of the Traffic Police Directorate is also the manager of prevention campaigns, being actively
involved in the missions dedicated to the development of the structure, by identifying European funds,
planning and managing resources, with special attention to adapting to the needs of Romanian society.

Another step towards change is the video surveillance project with automatic reading of vehicle registration
numbers. For a start, the roads leading to the seaside resorts and Prahova Valley will be monitored.

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The unseen face of the criminal investigation

Criminal Investigation is one of the oldest domains

of the Romanian Police. Over the years, at the central
level, the institution has been organized under the
name of the Judiciary Police Directorate, becoming
later the Criminal Police Directorate. Today it is
called the Criminal Investigation Directorate.
The institution has undergone many transformations
that have ensured a continuous correlation between
the needs of society and the evolution of crime and
the ways of responding in the exercise of the role of
coercive authority.

The investigators are those with the “unseen
face”, who are in a permanent fight to prevent and
counter crime, developing new branches of activity.
Thus, Criminal Investigation Police have evolved
from a structure that primarily provided research
into crime against individuals and heritage to a
structure responsible for complex investigations on
criminal groups, the implementation of mandates
and criminal judgments, the apprehension of wanted
persons, the searchingand finding of missing persons,
solving cases in the field of national cultural heritage,
behavioral analysis and operational cooperation or
activities relating to international legal and police
assistance. In order to comply with European rules,
the Office for the Investigation of Hate Crime was set
up at central level in 2021.

If we take the “Fugitive” Unit as an example,
it already has a half-century history. Police
investigators are support for the entire judiciary.

They are partners for the operational police, but
also for prosecutors, in complex cases. The history
of transformation is linked to both the development
of working techniques, including the technology of
databases and to legislative changes.

“20 years ago, on the line of work Prosecutions
there was only one provision in the Code of Criminal
Procedure, according to which, if a person was not
found, he was pursued. What <<pursuit>> meant
and how it was done was not written anywhere. Now,
there are modern databases, effective cooperation and,
compared to what Police means in Europe, Romania
probably has one of the best applicable laws in the
field of Prosecutions” — Chief Police Commissioner
Giorgian Dragomir, head of the “Fugitive” Unit.

Theinvestigators have also opened new channels of
communication. For example, since the last summer,
Facebook has become the partner of the Romanian
Police in the mechanism “Child Abduction Alert”.

The development of an important structure

of the Romanian Police also aims to adapt to the
new challenges. The preservation of history is the
oath of faith of the police of the National Cultural
Heritage Protection Service, established in 2001
and reorganized in 2016. The officers recover assets
of value to humanity. Dacic gold, Roman tabulae,
ancient icons, treasures of Grigorescu, Tonitza or
Luchian, crucifixes, prehistoric weapons, dwarf
dinosaur eggs or the famous “kosoni” - are just a few
of the lost and recovered treasures.

“Would you like your child to go to the museum
and see an empty glass case? I don’t want to. This is
the motivation, I want to see my history, written and

Fighting against organized crime, the constant
concern of the Romanian Police

The modernization and rapid
computerization of society have

always been followed by those of |

organized criminal structures,
which is why police officers spe-
cialized in combating the latter
must be constantly on the alert,
well trained, equipped and armed.
After the Revolution, the afore-
mentioned realities experienced
a continuous acceleration, forc-
ing the change of the approach
and organization strategy of the
Police. Therefore, when it was es-
tablished in 1993, the Brigade for
Combating Organized Crime was
a police unit, with latent potential,
but internal and international de-
velopments have required them
to reorganize into a highly spe-
cialized unit with a multitude of
skills, which needed continuous
operational and logistical support,
as the phenomenon amplified.
Subsequently, in 2004, fol-
lowing the establishment of the
Directorate for the Investigation
of Organized Crime and Terror-
ism within the Public Ministry,
the criminal investigation for the
crimes provided by this law was
given within the competence of
DIICOT, the investigative activ-
ities of effective documentation

being carried out by police officers
fighting organized crime, based
on delegations issued by prosecu-
tors.

The Directorate for Combat-
ing Organized Crime (D.C.C.O.)
is the specialized structure of the

GIRP.  with
general  terri-
torial compe-
tence in the
fight against or-
ganized crime,

having sub-
ordinated 15
brigades for

Combating Or-
ganized Crime

(B.C.C.O.) and 27 county units
(S.C.C.0.) with activity similar to
the central structure, correspond-
ing to the territorial structures of
the D.LI.C.O.T. and investigates
the crimes within the competence
of these institutions.

The activity is coordinated by
a director and two deputy direc-
tors, and among the attributions
we mention: carrying out acts of
investigation and criminal investi-
gation in the field of competence,
collecting, storing and processing
data and statistical information,
carrying out actions to combat
crime in the field of human traf-
ficking, economic and financial

We also mention just a few of
the important operations carried
out in recent years by the police of
the structures of the fight against
organized crime in the coordi-

Shark, West Yorkshire, etc. They
cooperated with the authorities in
Belgium, the Netherlands, Hun-
gary, Mexico, the USA, Austria,
Germany, England, Cyprus, Swit-
zerland, the United Kingdom,
Turkey and the largest heroin sei-
zure in Romania and the second
in The European
Union, which
weighs almost
1.5 tons, tens
of kilograms of
hashish, a bit-
coin factory
were detected in
recent years.

Numerous
organized crime
networks with activities of com-
puter fraud, blackmail, money
laundering, human trafficking,
smuggling, prostitution, which
involved the exploitation of hun-
dreds of people, young people
or minors were also dismantled,
goods and funds of dozen million
euros being preserved.

Regarding the European co-
operation, other than the oper-
ational one, the Director of the
Directorate, the quaestor Alexan-
dru Lambrino, specified to us that
“D.C.C.O. actively contributes to
accessing non-reimbursable ex-
ternal funds, being the beneficiary

at central and territorial level of
several projects carried out within
the IGPR level, which aim at both
equipping the necessary tech-
nique for carrying out operational
activities and training of staff and
joint activities with police officers
from other European states”.

In the last two
decades, the local
police has also defined
their role as a key part
of the public order
police gear.

The special force of the Romanian Police

Devotion, but also sacrifice. Loyalty, complete
dedication and modesty. Hardness, but also gentle-
ness. Courage, tenacity and sometimes... fear. When
all these define one man, then he is the fighter in the
special forces. From the front line, he faces danger
with lucidity and intelligence. The weapon is always
the last tool he would use.

Within the Service for Special Interventions and
Actions (SIAS), the police are prepared at all times
for extreme missions. They represent the elite unit of
the Romanian Police, they never demand the recog-
nition of merits, they are professionals with a noble
purpose, that of defending human lives.

SIAS has a history of almost three decades. In

1993, the first group of interventions was set up,
within the incipient nucleus of the fight against or-
ganized crime since that time. At first, the unit had
only 16 people, recruited from the Brigade for the
Defense of Public Order and Peace. In 1995, the Ser-
vice for Interventions and Special Actions was es-
tablished, which had 62 positions, two intervention
detachments and, subsequently, support offices for
carrying out the activity.

This “special force” located in the central appara-
tus of the IGPR was designed to provide support to
all operational departments of the Romanian Police.
At the territorial level, it trains and coordinates Spe-
cial Action Services.

For the development of response capabilities, adap-
tation has always been needed. All over the world,
the manifestation of crime has been refined, there are
manifestations of the terrorist phenomenon, armed
attacks, but also kidnappings and threats of explosive

devices. Thus, with dedication and perseverance, the
special troops always “reinvented” themselves in the
best shape.

In 2007, SIAS became a member of the ATLAS
group (which emerged as a reaction to the wave of
terrorist attacks, bringing together special interven-
tion structures, the elite of all EU Member States),
which also triggered internal organizational chang-
es.

Several Offices and Groups have been established,
as follows: The Special Missions Office - offers nego-
tiation in crisis situations, but also special protection;
The Operations Office - deals with mission planning;
Intervention support group - for logistical support;
The Sniper Group - snipers for whom high precision
weapons have no secrets.

In the modern world, the threshold of classical
threats has been surpassed, and for this reason in the
S.ILA.S. there is also the CBRNe structure - for neu-
tralizing chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear
and explosive weapons.

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How the elite is formed

The selection of police officers is a broad and
extremely rigorous process. Just like their training.
Because at any time there may be a need to use
assault troops to neutralize an improvised explosive
device or to intervene in a space contaminated with
chemical agents, the human resource must be not
only well prepared, but also well equipped. For SIAS,
crisis situation means an anticipated challenge, and
hard daily training forms their elite skills.

“Training has evolved a lot. Physical training is no
longer mandatory, it is assumed that everyone does it
when they come from missions, it is done rigorously,
especially since there is an annual unannounced
evaluation system. The intervention tactics component,
the shooting instruction, specific training for divers,
climbers - take up most of the time. We also work a
lot on mental training”- Police Quaestor Alexandru
Scurtu, Director of the Service for Interventions and
Special Actions.

The best people in their field of competence are
trained through discipline and sacrifice.

“We are absolutely normal people, with needs,
with fears, family. We are not superheroes, maybe just
people with a higher degree of determination. We must
believe that the generations to come are better than
us and to raise them in this spirit, we must return to
our traditional values, which have given us important

people. If every policeman and every
manager will educate people in the
¥ sense of accepting and embracing
the true value, then we will always
be successful”’- Quaestor of police
Alexandru Scurtu, Director of the
Service for Interventions and Special
Actions.

There is a constant concern
around the world not only for the
training of elite personnel, but
also for keeping it. The Service for
Interventions and Special Actions
proudly represents the image of
the Romanian Police. SIAS forces
are often on joint missions with
the Counter-Terrorism  Brigade
(Romanian Intelligence Service),
a partner that provides support in
managing the most complex situations.

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Criminalistica romaneasca, in avangarda
dactiloscopiei mondiale

Primele notiuni de criminalis-
tica primara pe teritoriul Romani-
ei au apdrut intre anii 1560 - 1580
in pravilele roménesti, iar prima
dintre acestea ar fi Pravila Sfintilor
apostoli. Importante pentru debu-
tul criminalisticii in Romania sunt
doua scrieri, prima fiind “Cartea
romaneasca de invataturd’, scrisa
la initiativa domnitorului Vasile
Lupu in anul 1683, iar a doua, prin
grija mitropolitului Simion Ste-
fan, in vremea domnitorului Ma-
tei Basarab, in anul 1652, “Indrep-
tarea Legii”. Tot aici se pot adduga
»semnaturile” realizate prin depu-
nerea amprentei unui deget pe do-
cumente oficiale, in sensul in care
se cunostea unicitatea desenului
papilar. Un astfel de document se
gaseste in Arhivele Nationale ale
Romaniei, datand din anul 1596,
in care se recunoaste acest lucru
de catre semnatar.

Prima scriere dedicata crimi-
nalisticii se pare ca este "Condica
criminaliceascd’, scrisa de Ioni-
ta Sandu Sturdza in anul 1820,
la Tasi. Aceasta a fost revizuita si

adaugata o altd parte in anul 1826,
“Partea intaiu si a dooa a Condi-
cii criminalicesti. Ce s-au alcétuit
in scurt pentru multa feliurime a
faptelor criminalicesti’, aparuta in
anul 1826, tot la Iasi.

In anul 1841 apare “Condi-
ca criminaliceascd si Condica de
procedura criminaliceasca” tipa-
ritd in Bucuresti, prin care este
introdus un principiu nou: “nicio
pedeapsa fara lege, nicio abatere,
nicio vina, nicio crima nu va fi
supusa la pedepse care nu vor fi
hotarate de lege inaintea sivarsirii

»

lor”.

Primul indreptar de cercetare a
locului faptei apare in anul 1882 la
Bucuresti, la initiativa si sub for-
md de "Circulara Dlui Procuro-
re General al Curtei de Apel din
Bucuresci catre toti comisarii si
subcomisarii de politie, procurori,
oficerii si suboficerii de gendarmi,
judecdtorii de instructie, primarii
si ajutorii lor, judecdtorii de ocoa-
le, in fine, toti oficerii politiei ju-
decétoresci din circumscriptiunea
D-sale”, in care erau prevazute in-
structiuni clare cu privire la efec-
tuarea cercetdrii la fata locului in
cazul infractiunilor.

O alta piatra de temelie este
pusd in anul 1904 de catre Nicolae
Minovici pentru Medicina Legala
si Criminalistica, publicand o se-
rie de lucrari de referintd pentru
aceste domenii, cea mai importan-
ta fiind Manual tehnic de medici-
nd legald, in care sunt descrise si
tehnici criminalistice. La acestea,
a fost adaugat Manualul teoretico
- tactic de politie judiciara, avand
ca autori pe [.Gr. Perieteanu si L. A.
Dumitrescu, care constituie prima
lucrare de Criminalistica tactica si
metodologicd din tara noastra.




Romanian forensics, at the forefront
of world fingerprinting

The first notions of primary
forensic on the territory of Ro-
mania emerged between 1560
and 1580 in the Romanian rules,
and the first of these would be the
Rule of the Holy Apostles. There
are two important writings for the
beginning of forensic science in
Romania, the first being ,,Roma-
nian book of teaching”, written
at the initiative of Prince Vasile
Lupu in 1683, and the second, by
the care of Metropolitan Simion
Stefan, during the reign of Matei
Basarab, in 1652, ,The Right Law”.
One must also mention the ,,sig-
natures” made by placing the fin-
gerprint on official documents, in
the sense that the uniqueness of
the papillary design was known.
Such a document can be found in
the National Archives of Roma-
nia, dated 1596, in which this is
acknowledged by the signatory.

The first known writing dedi-
cated to criminology seems to be
“The Criminal Code”, written by
Ionitd Sandu Sturdza in 1820, in
Tasi. This was revised and anoth-
er part was added in 1826, “ Part
One and Part Two of The Crimi-
nal Code. What were made up in
short for the great variety of crim-
inal deeds”, published in 1826,
also in Iasi. In 1841, the “Criminal
Code and the Criminal Procedure
Code” were published in Bucha-

rest, introducing a new principle:
“No unlawful punishment, no of-
fense, no guilt, no crime it shall
not be subjected to punishments
which are not determined by law
before they are committed.”

The first crime scene investiga-
tion handbook appeared in 1882
in Bucharest, at the initiative and

in the form of a: “Information of
the Attorney General of the Bu-
charest Court of Appeal to all po-
lice commissioners and deputy
commissioners, prosecutors, offi-
cers and non-commissioned gen-
darmerie officers, the mayors and
their assistants, the districts judg-
es, finally, all the judicial police
officers from his constituency’, in
which clear instructions were pro-
vided regarding the conduct of the
on-site investigation in the case of
crimes.

Another milestone was laid in
1904 by Nicolae Minovici who
published a series of reference
works for these fields, the most im-
portant being the Technical Man-
ual of Forensic Medicine, which

also describes forensic techniques.
To these was added the Theoret-
ical-Tactical Manual of Judicial
Police, with 1.Gr. Perieteanu and
I.A. Dumitrescu, which is the first
work of tactical and methodolog-
ical forensics in our country. The
first dactyloscopic expertise in
our country dates back to 1914,

being performed by Nicolae Epi-
scopescu. Also during the same
year the work ,Graphics exper-
tise” (Paleography. Industrial
chemistry was published. Analyt-
ical chemistry. Graphology. Cryp-
tography. Procedure in graphic
expertise)”, signed by Captain L
T. Ulic. The first scientific police
school was established in 1920, in
Bucharest.

It can be said that the mod-
ernization of Romanian foren-
sics began in 1951, with the first
Romanian forensics course at
the Faculty of Law in Bucharest,
under the tutelage of Dr. Camil
Suciu. This modernization is con-
tinued by a number of prominent
figures in the field for a period




Prima expertizd dactiloscopica
din tara noastra este datatd in anul
1914, fiind efectuatd de catre Ni-
colae Episcopescu. Tot in acest an
apare lucrarea "Expertiza grafica”
(Paleografia. Chimia industria-
la. Chimia analitica. Grafologia.

Criptografia. Procedurd in exper-
tiza graficd), semnata de catre ca-
pitanul I. T. Ulic.

Prima scoald de politie stiintifi-
cd apare in anul 1920, la Bucuresti.
Se poate spune ca modernizarea
criminalisticii romanesti a ince-
put in anul 1951, odata cu primul
curs romanesc de criminalisticd la
Facultatea de Drept din Bucuresti,
sub tutela dr. Camil Suciu. Aceasta
modernizare este continuata de o
serie de personalitdti marcante in
acest domeniu pentru o perioada
de aproape doua decenii. In anul
1968, prin reorganizarea fostului
Serviciu tehnico-stiintific, a luat
fiinta Institutul de Criminalistica
din Inspectoratul General al Mili-
tiei, impreuna cu serviciile crimi-
nalistice judetene si al Municipiu-
lui Bucuresti.

Se poate vorbi de un sistem
romanesc de organizare a carto-
tecii dactiloscopice decadactilare
si monodactilare, Roménia fiind
apreciatd in perioada anilor 1976
- 1980 ca a treia tard la nivel mon-
dial din punct de vedere al stadiu-
lui avansat in clasificarea si codi-
ficarea dactiloscopica. Mai exact,
Serviciul Criminalistic al Politiei
Capitalei a brevetat la Oficiul de
stat pentru Inventii si Marci ,,Car-
toteca urmelor papilare palmare”.

Eforturile post decembriste ale
Politiei Romane si ale Institutului

de Criminalisticd au fost canali-
zate in concordanta cu cerintele
practicii judiciare privind identifi-
carea dactiloscopica spre adopta-
rea unor solufii moderne in pas cu
progresul tehnologic, solutii care
au condus, in iulie 1996, la apa-
ritia si utilizarea sistemelor auto-
mate de identificare a amprentelor
AELS. (Automatic Fingerprint
Identification System).

In cadrul Institutului functi-
onau laboratoare de analize fizi-
co-chimice ale probelor materi-
al, unde se utilizau instrumente
analitice moderne avand la baza
spectrometria de absorbtie/emisie
moleculara si atomica.

Un moment important pen-
tru istoria recenta a Institutului
de Criminalistica 1l-a constituit
integrarea Romaniei in Uniunea
Europeand, din care a rezultat ne-
cesitatea indeplinirii conditiilor
impuse pentru aderare Ministe-

rului Administratiei si Internelor,
incluse in Strategia de moderni-
zare a Politiei Roméne pentru pe-
rioada 2004 - 2007 ,,Politia Roma-
na - Politie Europeanad”.

De asemenea,
a fost desemnat Punct National de
Contact pentru Romaénia si se afla
in pragul implementarii sistemu-
lui de interoperabilitate din cadrul
SIS.

of almost two decades. In 1968,
through the reorganization of the
former Technical-Scientific Ser-
vice, the Forensic Institute of the
General Inspectorate of the Mili-
tia was established, together with
the forensic services of the county
and of the Municipality of Bucha-
rest.

One can speak of a Romanian
system for organizing the decadac-
tyl and monodactyl
fingerprint library,
Romania being ap-
preciated during the
years 1976 - 1980 as
the third country in
the world in terms of
the advanced stage
in fingerprint clas-
sification and cod-
ing. Specifically, the
Forensic Service of
the Capital Police
patented at the State
Office for Inventions
and Trademarks the
»Index of the palm
papillary traces”. The post-Decem-
ber efforts of the Romanian Police
and the Institute of Forensics were
channeled in accordance with the
requirements of judicial practice
on fingerprint identification to
adopt modern solutions in step

with technological progress, solu-
tions that led, in July 1996, to the
emergence and use of automated
systems A.ELS. (Automatic Fin-
gerprint Identification System).
The Institute operated physi-
co-chemical analysis laboratories
for material samples, using mod-
ern analytical instruments based
on molecular and atomic absorp-
tion/ emission spectrometry. An
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important moment for the recent
history of the Institute of Forensics
was Romanias becoming member of
the European Union, which resulted
in the need to meet the conditions for
accession to the Ministry of Admin-
istration and Interior, included in

the Modernization Strategy of the
Romanian Police for 2004-2007,
»Romanian Police - European Po-
lice” In 2005, the National Institute
of Forensic become member of
the European Network of Forensic
Science Institutes (ENFSI). A year
later, the LN.C. has implemented
the Quality Management System
in accordance with the European
Standard ISO 17025/2005 and has
obtained the accreditation of labo-
ratories for its own fields of exper-
tise.

In recent years, the National In-
stitute of Forensics has had a high
dynamic of change, a dynamic,
flexible and efficient management,
with 65 areas of analysis, expertise
or technical-scientific finding. It
has also been designated a Na-
tional Contact Point for Romania
and is the part of implementing
the interoperability system within
SIS.

»The current and future de-
velopment of the National Institute
of Forensics will
allow the entry
into new orbits
of the science of
forensics by ap-
proaching new
methods  and
techniques  of
work.

Din anul 2021, functioneaza si Serviciul pentru in-
vestigarea infractiunilor la regimul drepturilor de pro-
prietate intelectuald. In vederea atingerii obiectivelor,
Serviciul pentru documentare, planificare si strategii
de combatere a criminalitdtii economice, dar si Ser-
viciul pentru coordonare si cooperare operativa asi-
gura un management operational de calitate. Anual,
Directia stabileste prioritatile de actiune tindnd cont
de evolutia societatii. De exemplu, in timpul pande-
miei COVID-19 au fost investigate inclusiv fraudele
comise in procesul de vaccinare.

Fighting against economic crime

In the history of the Romanian Police, the fight
against economic crime has always been a top-prior-
ity motivated by precise goals: prevention of crimes
in the domain, protection of the financial interests
of the Romanian state, individuals and legal entities,
but also ensuring an adequate economic climate, the
well-being of citizens. The Directorate for Economic
Crime Investigation within the General Inspectorate
of the Romanian Police leads, coordinates and sup-
ports the activities of the territorial structures orga-
nized as Services within the inspectorates of county
police and the General Police Directorate of the Mu-
nicipality of Bucharest. For an efficient economic po-
lice, at the central level, there are seven Units.. Thus,
in 2014, the Complex Investigation Unit was estab-
lished, carrying out informative operations, investi-
gative and criminal investigation activities to combat
large-scale criminal phenomena.

In order to strengthen the role of the state, includ-
ing the financial sector, the Financial Investigation
Coordination Unit was established in 2017, with re-
sponsibilities for identifying assets that may be sub-
ject to precautionary measures, in order to ensure
the balance between estimated and recovered dam-

ages. The central structure also includes the Unit for
the Investigation of Crime Regarding Public Funds
and Corruption, as well as the Unit for the Investi-
gation of Tax Evasion and Money Laundering. Also,
in 2021, becomes operational the Unit for the Inves-
tigation of Intellectual Property Rights Crimes. In
order to achieve the objectives, the Unit for Docu-
mentation, Planning and Strategies for Combating
Economic Crime, as well as the Unit for Coordination
and Operational Cooperation ensures a quality opera-

tional management. Annually, the Directorate sets the
priorities for action, taking into account the evolution
of society. For example, during the COVID-19 pan-
demic, the frauds committed during the vaccination
process are also : .
being investigat-
ed.

In such a
complex  field,
the management
of this structure
identifies  suc-
cess with a key
element: human
resource.

braconajul cinegetic si activitatea
desfasurata de persoanele juridice
autorizate sa detina, sd foloseasca
si sa efectueze operatiuni cu arme
si munitii, acoperind segmentul
operativ si problematica ce de-
curge din gestionarea aplicatiei
R.N.A.i.

Weapons, Explosives and Hazardous Substances,
from tradition to modernization

POLITIA ROMANA
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The Directorate Weapons, Ex-

plosives and Hazardous Substanc-
es is a central structure within the
General Inspectorate of the Ro-
manian Police that coordinates
and guides the territorial struc-
tures for weapons, explosives and
hazardous substances within the
County Police Inspectorates and
has responsibilities in preventing
and detecting crimes regarding
guns and ammunition control
laws, authorization of natural
and legal persons for possession
of firearms and ammunition, ap-
proval of import-export opera-
tions of firearms and ammuni-
tion, ensuring compliance with
the legal provisions on the regime
of hazardous substances and plant
protection products, criminal in-
vestigation, regulation, authoriza-
tion and control of nuclear activi-
ties.
The Directorate drafts legislative
initiatives in this field and coop-
erates with similar institutions
abroad and with international or-
ganizations.

Given the variety of lines of work
(firearms, explosives, hazardous
substances, CBRNe, poaching,

illegal firearms etc.) and the vast
legislation in the field, the spe-
cialists of the Directorate are con-
stantly concerned to harmonize
internal legislation and rules with
international ones and to fix any
inaccuracies that may occur.
Officers from the Director-
ate of Firearms, Explosives and
Hazardous Substances are devel-
oping and carrying out national
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or regional activities and actions
related to the illegal possession
of weapons and ammunition,
poaching and the activity carried
out by legal entities authorized to
own, use and carry out operations
with weapons and ammunition,
covering the operative segment
and issues derives from the man-
agement of the RNAI application
(Integrated National Firearms
Register) and the authorization
segment for natural and legal per-
sons, non-compliance with the re-
gime of hazardous substances and
waste, plant protection products,
pyrotechnic articles and explo-
sives.

During the communist period,
the structure functioned within
the General Inspectorate of the
Militia, in the form of an indepen-
dent specialized service. After the
Revolution of 1989, until 1998, it
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le este Directia Arme, Explozivi si
Substante Periculoase, care are in
subordine Serviciul Arme si Ser-
viciul Substante Periculoase.

In istoria directiei si a struc-
turilor subordonate, numeroase
actiuni nationale sau regionale au
vizat administrarea probatoriilor
in dosare penale instrumentate ca
urmare a activitatilor de coopera-
re internationala cu autoritati de
aplicare a legii din alte state mem-
bre U.E.

De asemenea, au fost realizate
actiuni de cooperare stransa a sta-
telor din zona Balcanilor de Vest,
a statelor membre U.E. si a altor
agentii europene si internationale
in lupta impotriva traficului ilegal
de arme si munitii, a migratiei ile-
gale si a traficului de droguri.

Unele actiuni ale directiei
Arme au fost organizate in toa-
te punctele de trecere a frontierei
amplasate pe granita non U.E., in
Porturile Constanta si Constanta
Sud Agigea, precum si in punc-
tele vamale de pe frontiera non
U.E,, respectiv Ucraina, Republica
Moldova si Serbia, pentru eficien-
tizarea luptei impotriva traficului
si comertului ilegal cu produse de
protectie a plantelor contrafacute

sau neomologate, sau pentru pre-
venirea, identificarea si sanctio-
narea faptelor de natura penala si
contraventionald ce privesc opera-
tiunile cu substante care deprecia-
za stratul de ozon.

In cadrul activititii de parte-
neriat european, din postura de
coparticipant, Directia Arme, Ex-
plozivi si Substante Periculoase a
dezvoltat in comun cu coordona-
torul Empact Firearms, proiectul
Project Focal — SE prin care au
fost obtinute fonduri ISF neram-
bursabile de 200.000 de euro pen-
tru dotarea Punctelor Nationale
Focale pe linie de arme din Spa-
nia, Portugalia si Romania.

E-arm este un alt proiect, un
sistem de implementare si de
gestionare a bazelor de date din

domeniul armelor si explozivi-
lor dedicat extinderii sistemului
bazei nationale de date pentru
precursori de explozivi. Obiec-
tivul general al acestuia este op-
timizarea proceselor decizionale
la nivelul Politiei Roméne pentru
debirocratizarea si simplificarea
serviciilor acordate cetdtenilor si
mediului de afaceri in domeniul
armelor, explozivilor si substante-
lor periculoase si are o valoare to-
tala de aproape cinci milioane de
lei (peste un milion de euro).

Un alt program important de-
rulat este si Programul operatio-
nal Infrastructura Mare care are ca
obiectiv consolidarea capacitatilor
de pregatire si management al tra-
seului deseurilor pe teritoriul na-
tional, consolidarea capacitatii de
monitorizare si reactie a structu-
rilor cu atributii in implementarea
Planului National de Gestionare a
Deseurilor.

”Prin acesta, s-a considerat ne-
cesard consolidarea capacitatilor
Politiei Romaéne prin accesarea
fondurilor din cadrul Programu-
lui Operational Infrastructura
Mare 2014 - 2020 pentru imbu-
natatirea reactiei de interventie la
evenimente din domeniul infrac-
tionalitatii de mediu”, a spus di-
rectorul Directiei Arme, Explozivi
si Substante Periculoase, comisa-
rul sef Marian Bucur.

Marius TOMA
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was organized as an Independent
Unit for Explosives and Toxic
Substances. In the early 2000s, the
activity was organized in the form
of a Directorate of the same title.

From 2009 until now, the title is
the Directorate for Firearms, Ex-
plosives and Hazardous Substanc-
es, which coordinates the Fire-
arms Service and the Hazardous
Substances Unit.

In the history of the Director-
ate and its subordinate structures,
numerous national or regional
actions have focused on the ad-
ministration of evidence in crim-
inal cases investigated as a result
of international cooperation ac-
tivities with law enforcement au-
thorities from other EU Member
States. Actions have also been
taken to cooperate closely with
the Western Balkan states and the
EU Member States and other Eu-
ropean and international agencies
in the fight against illicit firearms
and ammunition trafficking, ille-
gal migration and drug traffick-
ing.

Some actions of the Director-
ate were organized in all border
crossing points located on the
non-EU border, in the sea ports
of Constanta and Constanta Sud
Agigea, as well as in the custom
points on the non-EU border, re-

spectively Ukraine, Republic of
Moldova and Serbia, to enhance
the fight against trafficking and
illicit trade in counterfeit or unap-
proved plant protection products,
or for the prevention, identifica-
tion and sanctioning of criminal
and misdemeanor acts concern-
ing operations with ozone-deplet-
ing substances.

As part of the European part-
nership, the Directorate for Weap-
ons, Explosives and Hazardous
Substances along with the coor-
dinator Empact Firearms jointly
developed the Project Focal - SE,
project which led to obtaining
non-reimbursable ISF funds in
the amount of 200,000 euros for
the endowment of National Focal
Points on weapons in Spain, Por-
tugal and Romania.

E-arm is another project, a sys-
tem for implementing and man-
aging of weapons and explosives
databases dedicated to the expan-
sion of the national database sys-
tem for explosives precursors. Its
general objective is to optimize
the decision-making processes at
the level of the Romanian Police
for eliminating bureaucracy and
simplifying the services provided
to citizens and the business envi-
ronment in the field of weapons,
explosives and hazardous sub-

stances and has a
total value of almost
five million lei (over
one million euros).
Another import-
ant program is the
Large Infrastruc-
ture  Operational
¥ Program, which
! aims to enhance the
capacity of prepara-
tion and manage-
ment of the waste
route on the na-
tional territory, to
strengthen the monitoring and
response capacity of the struc-
tures with responsibilities in im-
plementing the National Waste
Management Plan.

»Through this, it was considered
necessary to strengthen the capa-
bilities of the Romanian Police by
accessing funds from the Large In-
frastructure Operational Program
2014-2020 to improve the response
to events in the field of environ-
mental crime,” said the director of
Directorate Firearms, Explosives
and Hazardous Substances, Po-
lice Chief-Commissioner Marian
Bucur.
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Politia Transporturi,
pilon de referinta al Politiei Romane

Prin pozitia geografica si prin reteaua de infras-
tructuri, Roménia indeplineste indiscutabil rolul de
placa turnantd a transporturilor continentale si in-
tercontinentale pe principalele traiecte geografice
Vest - Est si Nord - Sud.

Reteaua de cai navigabile de 1.779 km, din care
1.075 km sunt pe Dundrea navigabila internationala,
se situeaza in intregime in partea de sud si sud-est
a Romaniei, fiind exploatata prin trei porturi mari-
time, sase porturi fluvio-maritime si 26 de porturi
fluviale.

Reteaua aerianad, cu patru aeropor-
turi cu trafic intern si international si
13 de interes local - aeroportul Inter-
national Bucuresti - Otopeni fiind cel
mai mare, cu 75 % din traficul interna-
tional de célatori si marfa - este con- |
stituitd din spatiul aerian al Romaniei, |
facand legatura cu cele mai importan-
te orase din lume.

Acestea sunt zonele de competenti
ale celor trei servicii din componenta
Directiei Politiei Transporturi (Servi-
ciul de Transporturi Navale, Serviciul
de Transporturi Aeriene, Serviciul de
Transporturi Feroviare) si ale structu-
rilor teritoriale subordonate.

In plan intern, politistii de la Trans-

porturi au ca obiectiv siguranta si securitatea persoa-
nelor si a bunurilor in domeniul transporturilor, in
ariile de competentd, in plan extern Directia Politie
Transporturi reprezentand Polifia Roména in cadrul
RAILPOL, AQUAPOL si AIRPOL.

De la infiintare si pana in prezent, aceasta struc-
tura a Politiei a suferit mai multe modificari, functi-
onand si numindu-se, initial, Servicii Independente
de Politie Transporturi, Brigdzi de Politie Transpor-
turi, Inspectorate de Politie Transporturi sau Servicii
Judetene de Politie Transporturi (in structura orga-
nizatorica a I.P.J-urilor teritoriale).

Pand in anul 1989, a fost organizatd in Servicii
Independente de Militie Transporturi pentru fieca-
re Regionala de Cai Ferate; din 1989 Serviciile In-
dependente de Militie Transporturi devin Servicii
Independente de Politie Transporturi pentru fiecare
Regionald de Cii Ferate.

Din 1990 acestea din urma devin Directii Regio-
nale de Politie Transporturi, iar din 1991 Directiile
Regionale de Politie Transporturi devin Inspectorate
de Politie Transporturi.

Activitatea de politie in domeniul transporturilor
are o activitate mult mai indelungatd, tinand pasul cu
aparitia, imediat la inceputul celei de a doua jumatati
a secolul al XIX-lea si dezvoltarea retelei de cai ferate
din cea de a doua jumaitate a secolului trecut.

Transport Police, reference pillar of the
Romanian Police

Due to its geographical position and the network
of infrastructures, Romania indisputably fulfills the
role of the hub of the continental and intercontinen-
tal transports on the main geographical routes West
- East and North - South. It is one of the reasons for

the establishment and existence of the Transport Po-
lice, which last year celebrated 40 years of existence
as a specialized structure of the Romanian Police.

The 1,779 km network of waterways, of which
1,075 km are on the international navigable Danube,
is located entirely in the southern and southeastern
part of Romania and is operated by three seaports,
six river and sea ports and 26 river ports.

The air network, with four airports with domes-
tic and international traffic and 13 of local interest
(Bucharest - Otopeni International Airport being
the largest, with 75% of international passenger and
freight traffic) is made up of Romania’s airspace, con-
necting with the most important cities in the world.

These are the areas of competence of the three ser-
vices of the Directorate for Transport Police (Naval
Transport Service, Air Transport Service, Railway
Transport Service) and of the subordinated territo-
rial structures.

Internally, the Transport police officers have the

objective of maintaining the safety and security of
persons and goods in the field of transport, in the
areas of competence, externally the Directorate for
Transport Police representing the Romanian Police
within RAILPOL, AQUAPOL and AIRPOL.
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Since its establishment and until now, this struc-
ture of the Police has undergone several modifica-
tions, functioning and being called, initially, Inde-
pendent Transport Police Services, Transport Police
Brigades, Transport Police Inspectorates or County
Transport Police Units (in the structure organization
of territorial County Police Inspectorates).

Until 1989, it was organized into Independent
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terului Afacerilor Interne. Ulterior, sunt constituite
si primele structuri ale politiei transporturi denu-
mite in acea perioada “politiile de géri”. In anul 1936,
este infiintatd prima Legiune de jandarmi C.ER.
constituita din doi ofiteri, 22 de subofiteri si 199 de
militari. Anul urmator, Legea 118 de exploatare si de
politie a Cdilor Ferate Romane, prevedea constatarea
infractiunilor de catre Politia cailor de comunicatie
in gdri si in porturi.

Generald a Securitatii Statului, avand in structura
"Directia de Politie Transporturi” avea atributiuni in
descoperirea actelor de spionaj ori sabotaj economic
in domeniul Transporturilor CFR, fluviale, maritime
si aeriene. In decrete din 1952 si din 1953 era men-
tionata Directia Transporturi, iar in legi din 1969

si din 1971, erau prevazute ca structuri specializate
Biroul si, ulterior, Serviciul Independent al Militiei
Transporturi.

La 15 octombrie 1981 a fost infiintata ,,Brigada de
Militie Transporturi” cu structuri corespunzatoare la
cele opt regionale de cale ferata, aceasta fiind consi-
deratd data infiintdrii Politiei Transporturi ca struc-
tura moderna specializata.

In prezent, ,,Polifia Transporturi reprezintd, prin
efectivul de aproximativ 1900 de politisti si prin atri-
butiile pe care le dezvoltd, un pilon de referintd in ca-
drul general al Politiei Romdne”, a spus comisarul sef
Laurentiu - Mihai Petrache, directorul Directiei.

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Transport Militia Services for each Regional Railway
and since 1989 the Independent Transport Militia
Services have become Independent Transport Police
Services for each Regional Railway. From 1990 the
latter become the Regional Directorates of Transport
Police and from 1991 the Regional Directorates of
Transport Police become Inspectorates of Transport
Police.

Police activity in the field of transport has a
much longer activity, alongside with the emergence
- immediately at the beginning of the second half
of the nineteenth century - and the development of
the railway network in the second half of the last
century.

After the Great Union of December 1918, the new
police structures under the Ministry of the Interior
were established. Later, the first structures of the
transport police, also called ,station police”, were set
up. In 1936, the first C.ER. Gendarme Legion was
established consisting of two officers, 22 non-com-
missioned officers and 199 soldiers.

The following year, the Law 118 on the operation
and police of the Romanian Railways, provided for
the finding of crimes by the Police of communication
routes in stations and ports. After the Second World
War, the crimes committed on passenger trains, es-
pecially on freight trains, increased continuously,
and the newly established militia failed to cope with
them.

Between 1946 and 1948, the
police underwent a series of chang-
es, under the observation and con-
trol of Soviet militia advisers, so
that in 1948 the CFR Gendarme In-
spectorate was transformed into the
| Communications Security Brigade
1 and the CFR gendarme legions into
s Security Communications Brigade.
B In 1949, the CFR Militia Directorate
was established within the General
M Directorate of the Militia.

: By the reorganization of
March 30, 1951, the General Direc-
torate of State Security, having in its
structure the ,Transport Police Di-
rectorate” had responsibilities in the
identification of acts of espionage
or economic sabotage in the field of
CEFR, river, sea and air transport.

In the text of decrees from
1952 and 1953 the Directorate of
Transport was mentioned, and in
laws from 1969 and 1971, the Unit and, later, the In-
dependent Unit of the Transport Militia were pro-
vided as specialized structures.

On October 15, 1981, the ,Transport Militia Bri-
gade” was established with structures corresponding
to the eight regional railways, this being considered
the date of the establishment of the Transport Police
as a modern specialized structure.

Currently, ,the Transport Police represents,

through the staff of approximately 1900 police workers
and the attributions they develop, a reference pillar in
the general framework of the Romanian Police”, said
Chief Commissioner Laurentiu - Mihai Petrache, di-
rector of the Directorate.

Crime prevention - an element in the ﬁght against crime

The Institute for Crime Re-
search and Prevention-ICPC, was
founded in 1995, as the Preven-
tion Unit. As of 1st of June, 1998,
it was reorganised into ICPC
within General Inspectorate of
the Romanian Police. ICPC has
territorial units at the level of each
Inspectorate of the County Police.

The staff has professional ex-
perience in the legal, sociologi-
cal or psychological fields being
responsible with monitoring and
controlling the activity of crime
prevention carried out by the Ro-
manian Police at central and terri-
torial level.

The main activities focus on
analysing the etiology of crime
and its forms of manifestation,
conducting research and regular
analysis on crime trends, actions
and effectiveness of preventive
measures, development and im-
plementation of programs, proj-
ects or crime prevention cam-
paigns that address various types
of crimes.

In cooperation with
specialized police de-
partments, government
institutions and non-gov-
ernmental organizations,
ICPC participates in im- @
plementation of preven-
tion projects in various |1
fields of interest.

Considering ICPC
general objectives, the in- :
stitute is focused on conducting
criminology studies and socio-
logical research that serve as basis
for preventive measures, studying
relationship between police and
community, road safety, anti-vic-
tim and anti-crime training of the

i

population, developing partner-
ships with the community, dis-
seminating good practices and
monitoring the implementation
of crime prevention policy at lo-
cal, regional and national level.
ICPC’s activity involves tack-
ling crime using modern princi-
ples, such as scientific, sociologi-
cal and psycho-social analysis of

the issue of preventive activities,
development of social partner-
ships, adjustment of actions to
community diversity, efficient use
of communication techniques and
complementary interaction with

target groups in order to eliminate
or reduce the criminogenic po-
tential, causes and conditions that
generate or favour the criminality.

From the point of view of the
crime research activity, it focus-
es mainly on the investigation of
criminal phenomena that pro-
vides the information necessary
for the organization and dimen-
sioning of police inter-
ventions, both in terms
of crime prevention and
countering of crime.

Since 2007, the In-
stitute for Crime Research
and Prevention from the
General Inspectorate of
= the Romanian Police rep-
resents Romania, as a full
member in the European
Crime Prevention Net-
work (EUCPN).

During the first semester of the
year 2019, when Romania held
the Presidency of the CONS EU,
the EUCPN works were presided
by the National Representative of
Romania to EUCPN.

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The analysis of the informa-
tion is often the engine of an in-
vestigation. It provides important
resources to make faster the jour-

operational structures of the Ro-
manian Police, in criminal cases
targeting all criminal areas.

The role of the Data and In-

ney towards the final destination, formation Analysis Service is to

to solving of the case. At the same
time, it helps the investigator to
easily see the light at the end of
the tunnel and it increasingly be-
comes the key to major investiga-
tions.

Thus, in the 21st century, when
many people live most of their
lives virtually, when false online
identities are validated easier and
faster than the original, the role of
an intelligence structure proves to
be essential for any public order
system, national security and de-
fense.

In the Romanian Police, the
intelligence structure functioned,
firstly, within the Directorate for
Combating Organized Crime. In
2005, the first independent core,
the Central Information Analysis
Unit appeared. Nowadays, it has
15 integrated territorial units and
27 bureaus.

At the central level, the unit
has four services and one bureau.
The Operational Analysis Service
provides analytical support to the

ensure the management of the
Integrated Information Analy-
sis System through the data base
management. The Open Source
Intelligence Service provides ana-
lytical support using information
from open sources and collating
information with databases man-
aged by the Romanian Police and
other public institutions.

The Permanent Analytical Sup-
port Center provides 24/7 support
by preparing analytical products
in case of incidents or serious
criminal acts or large-scale events.
The Multi-Source Analysis Office
coordinates at national level the
activities of all the structures in
the field and carries out activities
in the field of tactical analysis, risk
analysis (strategic, tactical and op-
erational) and multi-source analy-
sis.

“Can one apprehend the thief
with a computer? The answer
is YES! The thief is now virtual,
no longer working in plain sight.
Therefore, if you cannot see him,
how can you identify him, how
can you catch him?! The Informa-
tion Analysis Central Unit brings a
valuable product to the table of the
operational police officers, but also
to their institutional partners.

The analysis of the information
bases the decisions on all levels
(strategic, operational and tacti-
cal), from the decisions that guide
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an investigation, to the most im-
portant decisions taken by the
staff with management positions.

Analytical products are also
valuable for crime prevention.
Thus, more and more Romanian
state institutions request analyti-
cal support from the Intelligence
Central Unit.

Information is also a key el-
ement of partnerships with Eu-
ropol, Interpol, SELEC, OLAE
SPP, SRI or SIE.

Because information and anal-
ysis means ,intelligence” - verified
information, on the basis of which
action can be taken - such struc-
tures become vital in strengthen-
ing the security of whole Europe,
their role being like the circulato-
ry system, which transports all es-
sential nutrients to a healthy body.

pachete capcand, evadati periculosi), notita speciald
ONU-INTERPOL (referitoare la persoanele si enti-
tatile supuse sanctiunilor ONU dispuse impotriva Al
Qaeda si a Talibanilor).

In calitate de tard membrd fondatoare a organizatiei, Romania a organizat evenimente de amploare in
context INTERPOL, respectiv cea de-a 16-a Adunare Generald din 1938 de la Bucuresti, cea de-a 23-a Confer-
intd Regionald Europeand din 1994, la Sinaia si cea de-a 43-a Conferintd Regionald Europeand din 2015 de la
Bucuresti, ceea ce a evidentiat importanta Politiei Romdne ca partener responsabil al Secretariatului General
al INTERPOL. Romania, prin Politia Romand, participd constant la operatiunile INTERPOL si la implemen-
tarea tuturor programelor si instrumentelor puse la dispozitie, inclusiv prin alimentarea bazelor de date.

On the steps of Interpol history

The International Criminal Police Organization -
INTERPOL has a long history, the need to react to the
development of international crime being felt by the in-
ternational law enforcement community from almost a
hundred years ago.

The principles and mechanisms of international po-
lice cooperation, as they are carried out within the In-
ternational Criminal Police Organization - INTERPOL,
have been progressively developed, the main stages
started on April 14, 1914, when the first judicial police
congress took place in the Principality of Monaco, with
the participation of legal counsellors and police officers
from 14 countries, including Romania, where the
possibility of setting up a central international file of
prosecuted criminals and unifying extradition proce-
dures was examined.

In 1923, the second judicial police congress was held

in Vienna, which decided to create the International
Criminal Police Commission (ICPC), with the head-
quarters in Vienna. That was considered the day of es-
tablishment of INTERPOL, among the founding mem-
bers being also Romania. 23 years later, a conference
held in Brussels contributes to the rebirth of the Interna-
tional Criminal Police Commission, the headquarters of
the commission being transferred to Paris.

In 1956, in Vienna, the International Criminal Po-
lice Commission was transformed into the Internation-
al Criminal Police Organization - INTERPOL and the
new state of the organization was adopted. In 1973, also
in Vienna, the 50th anniversary of the organization was
celebrated, on which occasion Romania returned to In-
terpol, and in 1989 the new headquarters of the orga-
nization in Lyon / France is inaugurated. In 2022, the
O.IPC. - INTERPOL has 195 Member States.

Colored notes

In order to achieve its goals, the Organization
makes available to the Member States, as collaborative
tools, the Interpol communications network, which is
perfectly secure and allows the instantaneous dissem-
ination of data and images in all 195 Member States,
police databases, organized and kept up to date by the
General Secretariat.

Currently, INTERPOL
databases contain more
than 100 million travel
documents stolen in blank
or reported stolen / lost
after issuance in Member
States, more than 220,000
persons known as perpe-
trators in Member States,
of which almost 70,000 are
being wanted internation-
ally and more than 7 mil-
lion stolen vehicles from
member countries, making Romania a major contrib-
utor to the Organization’s operational activity.

Today, INTERPOL notices are published electroni-
cally and can be accessed from anywhere in the world

Cooperation.

The INTERPOL National Bureau was set up on January
10, 1973, in preparation for returning to the organization.
Since 6 June 2005, the INTERPOL National Bureau has
been operating within the Center for International Police

The INTERPOL National Bureau is the national point of

support for international police cooperation, cooperat-
ing with each member state of the International Criminal
Police Organization - INTERPOL, through the Nation-
al Central Bureaus. At the same time, it coordinates the
verifications and investigations carried out in Romania at
the request of the other member countries of the Interna-
tional Criminal Police Organization - INTERPOL.

via the secure worldwide I-24/7 police communica-
tions system. They are issued by the General Secretari-
at, at the request of member countries, and are known
as the red notice (for the arrest of a person for extradi-
tion or surrender, on the basis of a warrant for pre-tri-
al detention or the execution of a prison sentence), the
blue notice (for obtaining
information on the identi-
ty of a person or his crimi-
nal activity), the green no-
tice (which warns Member
States against dangerous
offenders), the yellow no-
tice (for locating missing
persons), the black notice
(for identifying corpses of
unknown identity), the or-
ange notice (which warns
on concealed firearms, trap
packages, dangerous es-
capees), UN-INTERPOL special notice (on persons
and entities subject to UN sanctions against Al Qaeda
and the Taliban).

As a founding member country of the organization, Romania has over time organized large-scale

events in the context of INTERPOL, namely the 16th General Assembly in 1938 -Bucharest, the 23rd Euro-
pean Regional Conference in 1994 - Sinaia and the 43rd European Regional Conference in 2015 - Bucharest,
which highlighted the importance of the Romanian Police as a responsible partner of the General Secretariat of
INTERPOL. Romania, via the Romanian Police, constantly participates in INTERPOL operations and in the
implementation of all programs and tools provided, also by loading its databases.
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
