In fiecare an, 25 martie este ziua care deschide o
noud fila de istorie pentru Politia Roména. Aceastd
zi a fost instituita prin articolul 49 din Legea nr.
218/2002 privind organizarea si functionarea Politiei
Romane.

Politia este o institutie a administratiei centrale
de specialitate, deci institutie de stat, preocupata
de asigurarea ordinii interne, sigurantei nationale,
linistii publice si chemata sd vegheze la respectarea
prevederilor legilor in vigoare.

Politia Romand isi are sorgintea in vechea
institutie a Agiei, organ administrativ insarcinat cu
mentinerea pazei si ordinii publice. Numele acesteia
isi are raddcinile in cuvantul de obérsie turceasca
»aga“, care desemna in armata otomana pe seful
ienicerilor. In afara de sarcinile militare, serviciile de
politie erau apanajul ienicerilor, considerati politistii
Constantinopolului. La noi, aga era un dregator,
initial, cu atributii exclusiv de naturd militara,
apoi si de natura politieneasca, ,al cdrui nume a
fost imprumutat in a doua jumatate a secolului al
XVlI-lea de la turci’, avdnd sensul de comandant
al ostasilor pedestri. Nu dupa mult timp, titlul de
agd a fost inlocuit cu vel agd. Dregatoria Agiei este
atestatd documentar pentru prima oard, in Tara
Romaéneasca, la 10 decembrie 1567.

Sub domnia lui Mihai Sutu se introduce serviciul
de paza in Capitala, se reglementeaza portul armelor
si se emit primele acte de identitate. Incepand cu anul
1806, organele de pazd si ordine din Capitala pri-
mesc denumirea generica de Politie. Denumirea de
»Politie” isi face aparitia inca din timpul domniilor
fanariote, patrunde pe filiera greacd si sustine
semnificatia de activitate de stat, activitate de interes
public. In cursul anului 1821, al revolutiei conduse
de catre Tudor Vladimirescu, acesta acordd scutiri
de taxe si impozite celor insdrcinati s mentind
ordinea publici si sa apere proprietatea cetatenilor.

Actul ,,de nastere” oficial, ce constituie Politia ca
structura independentd a administratiei, este legat de

un eveniment major inscris in istoria acestei institutii,
si anume inmanarea Steagului Agiei, in anul 1822,
de catre domnitorul piméntean al Tarii Romanesti,
Grigore (al IV-lea) Dimitrie Ghica, Marelui Aga
Mihaita Filipescu. Drept marturie a evenimentului
avem inscriptia scrisa cu litere chirilice negre pe
ambele fete ale steagului: , Facutu-s-au acest steag
al Agiei la prefacerea domnilor dintre padmanteni ai
Tarii Romdnesti, Mdria Sa Grigorie Ghica Voevod,
in anii 1822, prin
epistosia (ingrijirea)
Dumnealui Vel Aga
Mihdita  Filipescu®.
Primul sediu al Agiei

THE HISTORY OF THE ROMANIAN POLICE

Every year, March 25th marks the day that opens
a new chapter in the history of the Romanian Police.
This day was established by Article 49 of Law no.
218/2002 on the organization and functioning of the
Romanian Police.

The Police is an institution of the central
administration, therefore a state institution,
concerned with ensuring internal order, national
security, public tranquility and tasked with ensuring
compliance with the laws in force.

The Romanian Police has its roots in the old
institution of Agia, an administrative body tasked
with maintaining peace and public order. Its name
has its roots in the Turkish word “aga’, which
designated the chief of the Janissaries in the Ottoman
army. In addition to military duties, police services
were the prerogative of the Janissaries, considered
the police of Constantinople. In Romania, Aga
was initially a dignitary with exclusive military
duties, and later with police duties as well, “whose
name was borrowed in the second half of the 16th
century from the Turks’, meaning commander of
foot soldiers. Soon after, the title of Aga was replaced
by Vel Aga. The Agia office is first documented in
Wallachia on December 10, 1567.

Under the rule of Mihai Sutu, the city guard
service is introduced in the capital, the carrying
of weapons is regulated, and the first identity

documents are issued. Beginning in 1806, the guards
and order officers in the capital receive the generic
name of “Politie”. The name “Politie” first appeared
during the Phanariote reigns, entered through the
Greek channel and supports the meaning of state
activity, public interest activity. In the course of
the 1821 revolution led by Tudor Vladimirescu, he
granted tax and duty exemptions to those responsible
for maintaining public order and protecting the
property of citizens.

The official “birth” act of the police as an
independent structure of administration is linked
to a major event in the history of this institution,
namely the handing over of the Flag of Agia in 1822
by Grigore (IV) Dimitrie e
Ghica, the boyar ruler of
Wallachia, to the Great
Aga Mihaita  Filipescu.
The inscription on both
sides of the flag written in
black Cyrillic letters reads:
“This flag of Agia was made S
during the transformation Aga Mihditd Filipescu
of the boyar rulers of Wallachia, His Highness Grigore
Ghica Voivode, in the years 1822, through the care of
Vel Aga Mihaita Filipescu.” The first headquarters
of the Bucharest Agia was located in the house of

Paun Islicarul, on Podul Targului de Afard, at the

Inspirata dupa modelul politiei statului francez,
Politia Roméana a avut un rol important in realizarea
Unirii Principatelor Roméane din ianuarie 1859, in
infaptuirea reformelor social-economice de catre
domnitorul Alexandru Ioan Cuza si, mai ales, in
timpul Razboiului de Independenté din 1877-1878.

Legea de organizare a Politiei a lui Al I. Cuza,
de la 4 noiembrie 1860, ce prevedea si aparitia
unui Serviciu de circulatie, devenit necesar in
urma ,,inmultirii calestilor, birjelor, caretelor sau
a carutelor de povard’, a fost urmata la 1 aprilie
1903 de Legea pentru organizarea Politiei Generale
a Statului elaborata de Vasile Lascar, unul dintre
marii oameni de stat ai Romaniei si un reformator
vizionar, ministru care a avut ,,mare dorintd de a face
din Ministerul de Interne o a doua Magistraturd’.

Generale a Statului”, publicatd in Monitorul Oficial,
nr. 159. Legea a fost elaborata la initiativa prim-
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ministrului si a ministrului de Interne Alexandru
Vaida-Voievod, alaturi de D.R. Ioanitescu, Armand
Cilinescu, Anibal Teodorescu, Vintila Dongoroz s.a.
Considerata prima lege modernd de organizare a
Politiei Roméne, prin aceasta se stabilea ca principalul
organ de stat sa poarte denumirea de Directiunea
Generald a Politiei si sa se ocupe de indrumarea,
coordonarea si realizarea activitatii de ordine si
informatii pe intreg teritoriul tarii, sub autoritatea
si controlul Ministerului de Interne. De asemenea,
Legea consfintea o forma superioara, evoluatd, a
Politiei Politice, aceea a Politiei de Sigurantd de
Stat, cu sarcini precum observarea, supravegherea si
extragerea de informatii.

25
din 23 ianuarie 1949 se infiinteaza Militia.

Din 1990, Politia Roména a cunoscut mai multe
etape de transformdri menite sa vegheze siguranta
persoanelor, a colectivitatilor, drepturilor legitime
ale cetatenilor, precum si a altor drepturi prevazute
in acte internationale la care Romania este parte.
Prin Legea nr. 40 din 11 martie 2015, Inspectorul
General al Politiei Roméne are rang de secretar de
stat.

In prezent, organizarea si functionarea Politiei
Romane sunt legiferate de Legea nr. 218 din
23.04.2002. Astfel, Politia Roména este in prezent
Hinstitufia specializatd a statului, care exercitd
atributii privind apdrarea drepturilor si libertdtilor
fundamentale ale persoanei, a proprietdtii private
si publice, prevenirea si descoperirea infractiunilor,
respectarea ordinii si linistii publice, in conditiile legii”.

Thus, the Romanian Police, as a fundamental
institution of Wallachia, has been inscribed on
the evolutionary path of politico-administrative
structures that will continue with the creation
of modern Romanian state, going through all its
glorious historical stages, culminating in the Great
Union of Romanians in 1918.

During the 1848 Revolution, under the reign of
Gheorghe Bibescu, the Police was reorganized, and
the Vel Aga was replaced by the Chief of the Capital
Police, who was in charge of the court and the
prison, with the task of ensuring order and peace in
the capital city. From 1859, the Chief of the Capital
Police took the title of Prefect of Police.

Inspired by the model of the French state police,
the Romanian Police played an important role in
achieving the Union of the Romanian Principalities
in January 1859, in carrying out the socio-economic
reforms by the ruler Alexandru loan Cuza, and
especially during the Independence War of 1877-
1878.

The Law on the Organization of Police by A.L
Cuza, from November 4, 1860, which also provided
for the establishment of a Traffic Service, became
necessary due to the “multiplication of carriages,
coaches, carts, or burden carts” This was followed
on April 1, 1903, by the Law on the Organization of
the General Police of the State elaborated by Vasile
Lascdr, one of the great statesmen of Romania and
a visionary reformer, a minister who had ‘a great
desire to make the Ministry of the Interior a second
Judiciary’.

After the unification of Greater Romania,
established as a modern country, on July 21, 1929,
King Michael I signed the “Law for the Organization
of the General State Police,” published in the Official
Gazette, No. 159. The law was initiated by the Prime
Minister and Minister of Interior, Alexandru Vaida-
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Voievod, together with D.R. Ioanitescu, Armand
Calinescu, Anibal Teodorescu, Vintila Dongoroz,
and others. Considered the first modern law for the
organization of the Romanian police, it established
that the main state body should be named the General
Directorate of Police and should be responsible for
directing, coordinating, and implementing order
and information activities throughout the country,
under the authority and control of the Ministry of
Interior. Additionally, the law enshrined a superior,
evolved form of the Political Police, the State Security
Police, with tasks such as observation, surveillance,
and information extraction. The State Security Police
was defined as a special branch of the General State
Police, which had the purpose of defending public
order and the safety of the Romanian state.

After World War II, Romania fell under the
sphere of influence of the USSR, which led to the
reorganization of the structure. Decree No. 25 of
January 23, 1949, established the Militia.

Since 1990, the Romanian Police has undergone
several stages of transformation aimed at
safeguarding the safety of individuals, communities,
the legitimate rights of citizens, as well as other rights
provided for in international acts to which Romania
is a party. By Law No. 40 of March 11, 2015, the
Inspector General of the Romanian Police has the
rank of Secretary of State.

Currently, the organization and functioning
of the Romanian Police are regulated by Law No.
218 of April 23, 2002. Thus, the Romanian Police
is currently “the specialized institution of the state,
which exercises responsibilities regarding the defense
of fundamental rights and freedoms of individuals,
private and public property, the prevention and
detection of crimes, respect for public order and peace,
under the conditions provided by law.”
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EVALUAREA ACTIVITATII DESFASURATE

Avand in vedere structura si competentele
Politiei Romdne, obiectivele generale ale institutiei,
pentru anul 2022, au fost asigurarea resurselor
umane, a mijloacelor materiale, financiare si
informationale necesare mentinerii si dezvoltdrii
capacitdtii operationale a institutiei si cresterea
gradului de sigurantd publicd pentru cetdteni
prin protejarea vietii, integritdtii corporale si
a patrimoniului acestora, precum §i sporirea
gradului de sigurantd rutierd si a transporturilor.

De asemenea, obiectivele au vizat combaterea
infractionalitatii grave, organizate si transfrontaliere,
cuaccent pe destructurarea grupurilor infractionale,
cat si asigurarea climatului de legalitate a mediului
de afaceri prin combaterea evaziunii fiscale,
contrabandei, coruptiei, contrafacerii de marfuri,
a infractiunilor din domeniul achizitiilor publice,
precum si prin protectia intereselor financiare ale
U.E.

In anul 2022, politistii au realizat peste 816.500
de interventii la evenimente, la solicitarile venite de
la cetdteni prin Sistemul National 112, fiind salvate
1.022 de persoane.

Pentru prevenirea criminalitatii, au fost
desfasurate peste 22.700 de activitati, de care au
beneficiat 2.078.800 de persoane.
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DE POLITIA ROMANA, IN ANUL 2022

In anul 2022, Politia Romani s-a confruntat cu
riscuri si amenintdri dintre cele mai variate, cu grad
de dificultate crescut, fiind instrumentate, impreuna
cu unitétile de parchet, peste 1,6 milioane de dosare
penale. Conform Ministerului Public, anul trecut,
au fost solutionate 536.556 de dosare, dintre care
50.179 prin rechizitorii si acorduri de recunoastere
a vinovatiei, dispunandu-se trimiterea in judecata a
62.283 de inculpati persoane fizice i 243 de inculpati
persoane juridice. Prin eforturi semnificative, s-a
mentinut siguranta cetatenilor in trendul ultimilor ani.

Astfel, infractionalitatea sesizata este cu 9,3% mai
mica fatd de media ultimilor 10 ani, iar criminalitatea
grava, comisd cu violenta, se mentine la cote reduse,
respectiv 0,2% din totalul infractiunilor sesizate,
inscriindu-se pe un trend descrescator.

In domeniul rutier, in anul 2022, numirul
accidentelor grave a scazut cu 4,2%, fiind inregistrata
cea mai mica valoare din ultimii 10 de ani.

Pentru combaterea criminalitatii organizate,
structurile Politiei Roméne au desfasurat, impreund
cu procurorii D.I.I.C.O.T., 1.559 de actiuni operative,
reusindu-se destructurarea a 151 de grupuri
infractionale organizate. In cadrul acestor actiuni, au
fost efectuate peste 5.300 de perchezitii domiciliare,
sub coordonarea procurorilor D.L.I.C.O.T. si in
cooperare cu structuri similare de aplicare a legii,
din Europa sau din alte state ale lumii.

In  domeniul investigirii  criminalititii
economice, accentul s-a pus pe finalitatea judiciara
si pe recuperarea prejudiciului. Complexitatea
investigatiilor sia tehnicilor folosite au fostla un nivel
ridicat in anul 2022, iar rezultatele pot fi apreciate
inclusiv prin valoarea masurilor asiguratorii
instituite pentru recuperarea prejudiciilor, care a
totalizat 865.146.243 de lei.

In domeniul combaterii contrabandei cu tigarete,
au fost capturate peste 56.000.000 de tigarete si
peste 32.500 de tone de tutun. Actiunile intreprinse
in ultima perioada au contribuit la diminuarea
nivelului pietei negre de tigarete, aspect confirmat
de ultimele studii Novel, conform carora, in anul
2022, aceasta a inregistrat cel mai scazut nivel de
la inceputul studiului (2008), respectiv 6,1%, (luna
iulie 2022).

In anul 2022, politistii au actionat si pentru



EVALUATION OF THE ACTIVITY
OF THE ROMANIAN POLICE IN THE YEAR 2022

Taking into account the structure and
competencies of the Romanian Police, the general
objectives of the institution for the year 2022 were
to ensure the human, material, financial, and
informational resources necessary to maintain and
develop the operational capacity of the institution,
and to increase the level of public safety for citizens
by protecting their lives, bodily integrity, and
property, as well as improving road safety and
transportation.

Additionally, the objectives aimed to combat
serious, organized, and cross-border crime, with
a focus on dismantling criminal groups, as well
as ensuring a climate of legality in the business
environment by combating tax evasion, smuggling,
corruption, counterfeiting of goods, crimes related
to public procurement, and protecting the financial
interests of the EU.

In 2022, police officers carried out over 816,500
interventions at events, in response to requests from
citizens through the National System 112, and saved
1,022 people.

To prevent crime, over 22,700 activities were
carried out, benefiting 2,078,800 people.

In 2022, the Romanian Police faced various
risks and threats with increased difficulty, handling
over 1.6 million criminal cases together with the
prosecution units. According to the Public Ministry,
last year, 536,556 cases were resolved, of which
50,179 through indictments and guilty pleas, and
the prosecution of 62,283 physical persons and 243
legal entities were ordered. Through significant
efforts, citizen safety was maintained in line with
recent years.

Thus, reported criminal activity is 9.3% lower
than the average of the past 10 years, and serious
violent crime remains at low levels, accounting for
0.2% of all reported crimes, with a decreasing trend.

In the field of road safety, the number of serious
accidents decreased by 4.2% in 2022, reaching the
lowest value in the past 10 years.

To combat organized crime, the Romanian
Police structures carried out 1,559 operational
actions together with the D.I.I.C.O.T. prosecutors,
resulting in the dismantling of 151 organized
criminal groups. During these actions, over 5,300

home searches were carried out, coordinated by
D.I.I.C.O.T. prosecutors in cooperation with similar
law enforcement structures from Europe and other
parts of the world.

In the field of economic crime investigation,
emphasis was placed on judicial finality and recovery
of damages. The complexity of investigations and
techniques used was high in 2022, and the results
can be appreciated by the value of the asset seizure
measures instituted for the recovery of damages,
which totaled 865,146,243 lei.

In combating cigarette smuggling, over
56,000,000 cigarettes and over 32,500 tons of tobacco
were seized. Recent actions have contributed to
the reduction of the black market for cigarettes,
confirmed by the latest Novel studies, which
reported its lowest level since the beginning of the
study in 2008, namely 6.1% in July 2022.

In 2022, police officers also acted to effectively
counter the illegal possession and use of weapons
and explosives, events that can affect public order
and citizen safety.

Since the illegal possession and use of hazardous
substances poses a particularly serious danger to the
environment, health, and human life, large-scale
actions were also carried out in this area.

publica si siguranta cetateanului.

Intrucat detinerea si utilizarea ilegald a
substantelor periculoase prezintd un pericol deosebit
de grav asupra factorilor de mediu, sanatatii si vietii
oamenilor, au fost desfasurate actiuni de amploare,
inclusiv pe acest segment.

Astfel, au fost indisponibilizate peste 118 tone
de articole pirotehnice, peste 3.000 de arme de
foc, 371.990 de cartuse, aproximativ 240.000 de
tone, precum si peste 144.000 de litri de substante
periculoase si deseuri. Pentru prevenirea si
combaterea delictelor silvice, au fost desfasurate
peste 40.000 de actiuni si controale, fiind confiscati
peste 123.000 de metri cubi de material lemnos,
fiind aplicate 14.288 de sanctiuni contraventionale.

Rezultate importante au fost obtinute si in lupta
impotriva grupurilor infractionale, in special a
celor violente, fiind destructurate, sub coordonarea
procurorilor, importante grupdri implicate in
violente stradale sau in spargeri de seifuri si furturi
din bancomate.

In perioada de referintd, politistii au emis
aproximativ 13.000 de ordine de protectie provizorii,
in scopul diminuarii unor riscuri iminente la adresa
vietii, integritatii fizice ori libertatii unor persoane,
puse in pericol printr-un act de violentd domestica.

Prin Legea nr. 146/2021, privind monitorizarea
electronica in cadrul unor proceduri judiciare si
executional penale, este reglementatd monitorizarea
electronica, pe teritoriul Roméniei, prin intermediul
dispozitivelor de supraveghere electronica, a
persoanelor pentru care se dispun masuri legale.

La data de 1 octombrie 2022, a debutat etapa I
a proiectului pilot pentru implementarea Sistemului
Informatic de Monitorizare Electronica, la nivelul
D.G.PM.B si a inspectoratelor de politie judetene
Tasi, Mures si Vrancea. De la debut si pana la sfarsitul
anului 2022, la nivelul celor 4 unitati teritoriale,
au fost emise 819 instrumente de protectie pentru
victimele violentei domestice, dintre care 563 de
ordine de protectie provizorii si 256 de ordine de
protectie (emise de instantele judecatoresti).

In anul 2022, pentru protejarea politistilor
si imbunatatirea reactiei la evenimente, au fost
achizitionate peste 400 de statii de lucru fixe si
portabile, peste200 deimprimante/ multifunctionale,
2.539 de terminale radio portabile, 352 de statii de
lucru mobile, 4.000 de bastoane telescopice, 310

tablete, 42 de complete de infrastructura de suport
retea securizatd si 6 solutii informatice pentru
analiza tranzactiilor de crypto monede.

Rezultatele in combaterea criminalitatii au
fost obtinute cu aportul structurilor de suport
operativ ale Politiei Roméne, de la aplicarea unor
metode speciale de supraveghere sau cercetare,
la identificarea criminalistica, suportul analitic,
actiuni speciale, protectia martorilor, cooperare
politieneasca internationald sau de alte tipuri de
activitati. Suportul administrativ al structurilor
de financiar, logistic, resurse umane si juridic a
contribuit la cresterea gradului de dotare tehnico-
materiald sila asigurarea resurselor umane, esentiale
in desfasurarea misiunilor operative.

Politia Roména a continuat dezvoltarea unor
relatii de colaborare cu institutiile de aplicare a legii,
precum si cu organismele internationale pentru
prevenirea si combaterea criminalitdtii, precum
INTERPOL, EUROPOL si SELEC.

In ceea ce priveste contextul de securitate si
reformad institutionala in misiunile de mentinere a
pacii, 33 de politisti au participat, in anul 2022, la
astfel de misiuni internationale.

De asemenea, 64 de politisti au fost implicati in
misiuni de sprijin operativ, cu caracter temporar, pe
teritoriul unor state europene. Politia Romana are un
rol activ in crearea legislatiei europene referitoare la
securitatea interna, participand la 60 de reuniuni in
cadrul procesului decizional al UE.

Totodata, a fost consolidatd colaborarea cu
reprezentantii Corpului Atasatilor de AfaceriInterne
si cu ofiterii de legatura acreditati la Bucuresti.




Thus, over 118 tons of pyrotechnic articles, over
3,000 firearms, 371,990 cartridges, approximately
240,000 tons, and over 144,000 liters of hazardous
substances and waste were seized.

To prevent and combat forest crimes, over 40,000
actions and inspections were carried out, resulting
in the confiscation of over 123,000 cubic meters of
timber and the application of 14,288 administrative
sanctions.

Significant results were also achieved in the fight
against criminal groups, particularly violent ones,
as major gangs involved in street violence or safe
cracking and ATM theft were dismantled under the
coordination of prosecutors.

During the reference period, the police issued
approximately 13,000 provisional protection orders
to reduce imminent risks to the life, physical
integrity, or freedom of persons endangered by acts
of domestic violence.

Law no. 146/2021 on electronic monitoring
in certain criminal and enforcement proceedings
regulates electronic monitoring through the use of
electronic surveillance devices of persons for whom
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legal measures have been ordered, on the territory
of Romania.

On October 1st, 2022, Phase I of the pilot
project for implementing the Electronic Monitoring
Information System began at the level of the
Bucharest Metropolitan Police Department and
the police inspectorates of Iasi, Mures, and Vrancea
counties.

From the start of the project until the end of 2022,
819 protective instruments were issued for victims
of domestic violence, including 563 provisional
protection orders and 256 protection orders (issued
by the courts) in the four territorial units.

In2022, over 400 fixed and portable workstations,
over 200 printers/multifunction devices, 2,539
portable radio terminals, 352 mobile workstations,
4,000 telescopic batons, 310 tablets, 42 secure
network infrastructure sets, and 6 cryptocurrency
transaction analysis solutions were acquired to
protect police officers and improve response to
events.

Results in combating crime were achieved with
the support of the Romanian Police’s operational
support structures, from the application of special
surveillance or investigative methods to forensic
identification, analytical support, special operations,
witness protection, international police cooperation,
and other types of activities.

The administrative support of financial, logistics,
human resources, and legal structures contributed
to the increase in technical and material equipment
and the provision of human resources essential to
operational missions.

The Romanian Police continued to develop
collaborative relationships with law enforcement
agencies and international organizations to prevent
and combat crime, such as INTERPOL, EUROPOL,
and SELEC.

Regarding the security context and institutional
reform in peacekeeping missions, 33 police officers
participated in such international missions in 2022.

Additionally, 64 police officers were involved
in temporary operational support missions in
European states.

The Romanian Police plays an active role in
creating European legislation on internal security,
participating in 60 meetings in the EU decision-
making process.

Collaboration with representatives of the Internal
Affairs Attaché Corps and accredited liaison officers
in Bucharest was also strengthened.

Directia de Combatere a Criminalitdtii Organizate implineste, anul acesta, 30 de ani de activitate.
Infiintatd la 1 aprilie 1993, aceastd unitate de eliti a Politiei Romdne a deschis mereu flancuri noi de
apdrare a securitdtii nationale, in lupta cu cea mai inaltd formd de criminalitate: grupurile organizate.

Crimei Organizate a fost primul
nume al acestei structuri care

avea, la inceput, patru servicii:
Informatii, Antidrog, Interventii
si Cercetari Penale. In 1995, in
premiera pentru Politia Romana,
s-a infiintat, la nivel central,
Serviciul Special Anticoruptie.
Intensificarea luptei anticoruptie si
dezvoltarea unor noi capacitati de
actiune au condus la o schimbare
de abordare la nivel institutional.
In 1997, aceastd structuri centrald
a trecut printr-o transformare de
amploare. A devenit Brigada de
Combatere a Crimei Organizate
si a Coruptiei, iar politistii de
aici erau organizati in 12 servicii.
Pe lingd antidrog, anticoruptie,
supravegheri operative, analiza
informatii, investigatii pe linie de
spalare de bani, contrafaceri de
moneda ori trafic cu autoturisme
furate, s-au diversificat activitatile
impotriva traficului de persoane
si pentru combaterea violentei
din sfera criminalitétii organizate.
Totodatd, au fost infiintate si
primele laboratoare de analizd si
profil al drogurilor.

Dezvoltarea acestei structuri a
urmarit sd protejeze comunitatile
de cele mai complexe forme
de manifestare ale infractiunii.
Inceputul anilor 2000 a adus

noi schimbdri in societate, dar
si in forma de organizare a
luptei impotriva criminalitatii
organizate. Astfel, unitatea a trecut
printr-o noud reorganizare. In
2001, numele structurii a devenit
Directia Generala de Combatere
a Crimei Organizate si Antidrog,
ca urmare a cresterii fenomenelor
privind traficul de droguri si
traficul de fiinte umane.

Era anul 2003 cand politistii
de aici s-au specializat si pentru
a raspunde provocarilor unei
societati tot mai conectate din
punct de vedere tehnologic. In
acest scop, a fost creat Serviciul
de Combatere a Criminalitatii
Informatice.

avea $i un compartiment pentru
investigatia migratiei clandestine.



COMBATING ORGANIZED CRIME,
A HISTORY OF THREE DECADES

This year, the Combating Organized Crime Directorate is celebrating 30 years of activity. Established
on April 1, 1993, this elite unit of the Romanian Police has always assured new flanks for the defence of the
national security, in the fight against the most serious type of crimes: organized crime groups.
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The Brigade for Combating
Organized Crime was the first
denomination of this directorate
which, at the beginning, had
four wunits: Intelligence, Anti-
Drug, Interventions and Cri-
minal Investigations. The
Special Anticorruption Unit was
established for the first time in
1995, at the central level of the
Romanian Police. Strengthening
the fight against corruption and
the development of new action
capabilities have led to a new
approach at the institutional level.
In 1997, this central structure un-
derwent a major transformation.
It became the Brigade for Com-
bating Organized Crime and
Corruption, the police officers
being organized into 12 services.
In addition to anti-drug, anti-
corruption,  operational  sur-
veillance, information analysis,
money laundering investigations,
currency  counterfeiting  or
trafficking in stolen cars, the
activities against trafficking in
human beings and combating
violence in the field of organized
crime have been diversified. At the
same time, the first drug analysis
and profile laboratories were also
established.
The development
structure aimed to

of this
protect

communities from the most
complex forms of crime. The
early 2000s brought new changes
in society, but also in the form of
organization of the fight against
organized crime. Thus, the unit
underwent a new reorganization.
In 2001, the denomination of the
structure became the General
Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime and Anti-
Drug, as a result of the increasing
phenomena of drug and human
trafficking.

In 2003, police officers
working in this field started
specialization trainings, in order
to meet the challenges of an
increasingly tech-linked society. It
was for this purpose that the Unit
for Combating Cybercrime was
created.

“The profile of the police officers
combating cybercrime is different.
They are always fighting a battle
on multiple fronts. They assume
the role of a saviour in the fight
against child pornography crimes
through computer systems, but also
of investigators with an advanced
technical profile, in order to be able
to fight the most complex forms
of cybercrime” - says police chief

superintendent ~ Cétdlin ~ Zetu,
head of the Unit for Combating
Cybercrime. For the police
officers working in this field, the
development of technology has
brought increasing challenges.
“The high volume of materials
seized during home  searches
reached the level of tens of Terabytes.
The analysis of photo and video

materials has a great impact. In
cases of child pornography through
computer systems, the police
officer who has to review several
times those abuses, in order to be
able to build the evidence, is also
exposed to a psychological stress”
- says police chief superintendent
Elena Savu, head of the Unit for
Child Pornography Criminal
Investigations through computer
systems.

In order to dismantle criminal
groups operating across borders,
the police officers working with
the Directorate for Combating
Organized Crime knew from
the beginning that they had to
open communication channels
with foreign partners. Since
the ’90s, the unit dealing with
combating trafficking in human
beings also had a department for
the investigation of clandestine
migration.

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“There are no small causes
of migrant trafficking, but only
unexplored elements. That's why we
never settle for less than destroying
the very bottom of the criminal
pyramid. We go further, to the
top. The merit of our team is that
we apply actions in an integrated
manner. We can be quick and
efficient in proving the guilt of
the higher echelon only through
cooperation and development of
investigative methods” - said police
chief superintendent Adrian
Strugariu, head of the Service to
combat human trafficking.

The history of this central
structure of the General In-
spectorate of the Romanian Police
shows that the Romanian police
were permanently concerned with
investigating all levels of organized
crime. In 2016, through a strategic
approach, new lines of action were
created by the establishment of
the Financial Investigation Unit,
the Terrorist Crime Investigation
Unit and the Investigation of
Organized Crime Groups Unit.

“The beauty of working on
the economic line, in a combating
organized crime structure, lies in
the satisfaction of being able to take
the investigation to a higher level.
You no longer see the individual,
but the organization he is a part
of. You investigate the motivation
of a group, not of a single person.
We have files with 2,000 volumes,
investigations being difficult due
to their complexity, but our main
asset is the human resource. Its
not technology that helps you prove

criminal action, but our ability
to predict and act as a team” -
says police chief superintendent
Toma Ionitad, head of the Unit
for Combating Economic and
Financial Macro criminality.

In this world without borders
it was never an easy job, but
Romanian police officers knew
how to continuously adapt,
anticipate and innovate. They
perform their tasks by using
technology, but also their on
intelligence to develop new means
of combating crimes of all kinds.

“Today, the Directorate for
Combating Organized Crime is
the vector image of the Romanian
Police. The media coverage of
our actions has the role of raising
awareness and alerting the general
public against the dangers. Fighting
organized crime is not a job with
a fixed schedule. It requires
adaptation,  flexibility, passion,
because it is a continuous rush.
You cannot be at peace until you
solve the case” - says police chief
superintendent Iulian Merezeanu,

head of the Unit for Combating
Trafficking in Human Beings.

As of today, the Directorate
for Combating Organized Crime
has 10 units. However, the 30-
year history proves us that it
represented the initial nucleus
of several lines of action of the
Romanian Police. The Special
Operations  Directorate,  the
Central Analysis and Information
Unit and the Interventions and
Special Actions Unit emerged and
developed from this structure.

“We still have many lines
of work. We keep in touch with
external partners, make activity
plans, set targets, centralize, make
statistics, we constantly deal with
a high volume of information. It’s
always a race against the clock” -
says police chief superintendent
Adina Varadeanu, head of the
Operational Cooperation Unit.

Police  officers  fighting
organized crime have always
broken new ground by making
use of the most powerful weapons:
their hard work and dedication.
With every investigation they
break barriers, providing
examples of best practice across
Europe and representing, together
with D.LI.C.O.T prosecutors, a
law enforcement force for public
safety.
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REORGANIZAREA STRUCTURILOR DE ORDINE PUBLICA

In istoria Politiei Romane, mentinerea ordinii si
linistii publice reprezintd poate prima misiune. De
la inceputul secolului al XIX-lea, arnautii care se
subordonau Agdi au primit multiple indatoriri: de
la asigurarea garzii domnesti, la mentinerea unui
climat de normalitate in cetate.

Astazi, structurile de ordine publica sunt cele mai
numeroase efective ale institutiei noastre. Politistul de
aici este cel mai apropiat de comunitate si de nevoile
ei. Prin agentul de ordine publica, Politia Romana
este reprezentata si in cele mai izolate localitati
ale tarii. Evolutia a insemnat adaptare continud,
modificari substantiale cu privire la modalitatea de
organizare a activitatilor, diversificarea misiunilor si
dezvoltarea unor noi instrumente de actiune.

Anul 2023 aduce o schimbare de anvergura. Prin
Dispozitia Inspectorului General al Politiei Roméne
nr. 14 este aprobata Conceptia privind managementul
structurilor de ordine publica. A fost regandit intreg
sistemul de resurse pentru a asigura o reactie rapida
si eficientd la evenimente. Un nou mod de abordare
vizeazd organizarea dispozitivelor de mentinere
a ordinii si sigurantei publice. Sectiile de politie
rurala vor fi consolidate cu noi compartimente, care
vor asigura misiunile de patrulare si interventie.
Astfel, agentii de la posturile de politie vor desfasura
activitati preponderent judiciare, iar eforturile lor se
vor vedea in reducerea fenomenului infractional.

Intr-un interviu pentru Revista ,,Politia RomanZ’,
directorul Directiei de Ordine Publicd, comisar-sef
de politie Vasile Armasu, vorbeste despre schimbirile
din activitatea politistilor din aceste structuri.

Domnule Director, care sunt principalele
modificari aduse prin noua conceptie privind
managementul structurilor de ordine publica?

In primul rand, am definit conceptul de ,,situatie
operativa’. Pentru prima oard, am integrat toate
elementele constitutive - teritoriu, populatie, nivelul
infractional si  contraventional, evenimentele
social-economice, politice sau religioase. Am
statuat ce inseamnd dispozitivul de mentinere a
ordinii si sigurantei publice, cum se face controlul
dispozitivelor si, tot in premierd, apare o procedura
privind monitorizarea activitatilor. Pentru ca scopul
principal nu este acela de a sanctiona, ci de a corecta
si a indruma. De asemenea, dupa modelul Directiei
centrale din I.G.P.R.,, au fost organizate, din punct

de vedere structural, toate serviciile teritoriale de
ordine publicd. Daca vorbim despre managementul
structurilor de ordine publicd, se stabilesc linii clare
privind planificarea activitétilor ori documentele care
stau la baza acestei planificiri. Noua conceptie nu
se suprapune cadrului normativ privind activitatea
de management a resurselor umane, atributiile
se regasesc fie in regulamentele de organizare si
functionare ale unitatilor de politie, fie in fisele de
post.

Cum au fost delimitate atributiile structurilor
de ordine publica?

Am plecat de la ideea ca dispozitivele se
organizeazd la fel, atat in mediul urban, cat si in
rural. Sa respecte aceleasi principii, aceleasi criterii.
Am delimitat atributiile pe domenii de activitate.
La nivelul fiecarei sectii de politie rurala apare cate
un compartiment de patrulare si interventie la
evenimente, in total, vor fi prevazute peste 4.000 de
functii noi. PAnd acum, patrularea se faicea cu oameni
de la posturile de politie.

REORGANIZATION OF PUBLIC ORDER STRUCTURES
A NEW CONCEPT, SIGNIFICANT CHANGES

In the history of the Romanian Police,
maintaining public order and tranquility represents
perhaps the first mission. Since the beginning of the
19th century, the “arnauts” who were subordinate
to the Aga received multiple duties: from ensuring
the guard of the ruler, to maintaining a climate of
normalcy in the city.

Today, the public order structures represent the
largest section of personnel of our institution. The
police officer here is the closest to the community
and its needs. Through the public order agent,
the Romanian Police is represented even in the
most isolated localities of the country. Evolution
has meant continuous adaptation, substantial
changes regarding the way of organizing activities,
diversification of missions, and the development of
new action tools.

The year 2023 brings a significant change.
Through the Order of the Inspector General of the
Romanian Police no. 14, the Concept regarding the
management of public order structures is approved.
The entire resource system has been rethought to
ensure a quick and efficient response to events. A
new approach aims at organizing the devices for
maintaining public order and safety. The rural police
sections will be consolidated with new compartments
that will ensure patrol and intervention missions.
Thus, police officers from police stations will mainly
carry out judicial activities, and their efforts will be
seen in reducing criminal phenomena.

In an interview for the “Romanian Police”
Magazine, the Director of the Public Order
Directorate, Police Chief Commissioner Vasile
Armasu, speaks about the changes in the activities of
police officers in these structures.

Mister Director, what are the main changes
brought by the new concept regarding the
management of public order structures?

First of all, we have defined the concept of
“operational situation” For the first time, we have
integrated all the constituent elements - territory,
population, level of criminal and misdemeanor
activity, social-economic, political or religious events.
We have established what the device for maintaining
public order and safety means, how the control
of devices is carried out and, for the first time, a
procedure for monitoring activities appears. Because
the main purpose is not to sanction, but to correct
and guide. Additionally, following the model of the
Central Directorate of the Romanian Police General
Inspectorate, all territorial public order services have
been structurally organized. If we talk about the
management of public order structures, clear lines
are established regarding the planning of activities
or the documents that underlie this planning.
The new concept does not overlap the normative
framework regarding human resource management
activities; the responsibilities are included either in
the organizational and functional regulations of the
police units or in the job descriptions.

How were the responsibilities of the public
order structures delimited?

We started from the idea that the patrols are
organized in the same way, both in urban and rural
areas. They should respect the same principles, the
same criteria. We delimited the responsibilities by
activity areas. At the level of each rural police section,
a patrol and intervention compartment for events
appears, and in total, over 4,000 new positions will
be provided. Until now, patrolling was done with

Concret, pentru politisul din strada ce aduce
ca noutate Dispozitia 14/2023?

Dispozitia aproba Conceptia privind atributiile
structurilor de ordine publicd, intr-o noua abordare
a problematicii, plecdnd de la definirea unor termeni
si continuand cu organizarea structurilor de ordine
publicd si atributiile generale ale acestora. Pentru
politistul de ordine publica sunt clarificate mai multe
aspecte. De exemplu, ce presupune o activitate de
instruire, ce trebuie sd asculte dela politistul desemnat
cu instruirea, cum se organizeaza activitatea de
patrulare, cine face controlul dispozitivelor, dar
si modalitatea de exercitare a controlului. De
asemenea, cum se intocmeste registrul dispozitivului
de mentinere a ordinii si sigurantei publice, cum se
fac planificarile, care sunt regulile in activitatea de
patrulare si multe altele.

Directia de Ordine Publica a trecut recent
printr-o reorganizare, odata cu implementarea
Sistemului  Informatic = de  Monitorizare
Electronica. Ce modificari au fost aduse?

Stiam cd implementarea Sistemul Informatic

de Monitorizare Electronica va presupune o noua
problematicd: alerta de proximitate si asigurarea
interventiei in cel mai scurt timp. De la acest punct
a inceput dezvoltarea. A fost redimensionat sistemul
de resurse necesar pentru interventii rapide si
eficiente. La nivel urban, vor fi primite aproape
800 de functii noi. Dupa dezvoltarea componentei
de resurse umane, am dezvoltat metodologii noi
de lucru, pentru ca fiecare politist sa stie ce are de
facut, fie cd este vorba despre o alertd de proximitate,
de defectiune sau de descarcare a echipamentelor
tehnice din ansamblul definit generic ,bratara
electronica” In prima etapa, proiectul a devenit
functional in Bucuresti si trei judete. Alte 19 judete
vor implementa masurile incepand cu 1 ianuarie
2024, iar ultimele 19, din 1 ianuarie 2025.

Cum vedeti viitorul structurilor de ordine
publica?

Structurile din acest domeniu s-au adaptat
continuu la evolutia societatii, in ansamblul ei, si la
nevoile comunitatilor. Dacéd ne gandim la momentul
infiintarii politiei de proximitate, s-a investit, in
primul rand, in profesionalizare. Au fost schimbari
de perspectivd, pentru a aduce comunitatea langa
noi. Evolutia inseamna si tehnologizare. Patrulele de
ordine publica vor fi dotate cu tablete si imprimante
mobile care vor ajuta la standardizarea multor
proceduri si reducerea considerabild a timpilor de
interventie. De altfel, digitalizarea unor activitati
derulate de politia de ordine publica este inevitabila
si inseamna doar adaptarea la normalitatea zilelor
noastre.

people from the police stations. It is important that
the workers from the communal police stations
mainly carry out judicial activities, master the
operational situation, and the police officers from
the new compartment manage activities related
to public and road order. However, it is a gradual
process, and the allocation of resources is based on
the pilot project for the implementation of S.I.M.E.
and is conditioned by its stages. By Order no.
14/2023, we have created the legal framework and
defined the organization and conduct of activities
related to these compartments.

Can you explain what the new Directive
14/2023 means for the police officer on the street?

The Directive approves the concept of the
responsibilities of public order structures, taking
a new approach to the issue, starting with the
definition of certain terms and continuing with the
organization of public order structures and their

general responsibilities. For the public order police
officer, several aspects are clarified. For example,
what an instructional activity involves, what they
should listen to from the designated instructor, how
patrol activity is organized, who controls them, and
the method of exercising control. Additionally, it
explains how to compile the register of the public
order and safety device, how to plan, what the rules
are during patrol activity, and many other things.

The Public Order Department recently under-
went a reorganization with the implementation of
the Electronic Monitoring System. What changes
were made?

I knew that the implementation of the Electronic
Monitoring System would involve new issues such
as proximity alerts and ensuring quick intervention.
From this point, development began. The necessary
resources for rapid and efficient interventions were
resized. Nearly 800 new positions will be added at
the urban level. After the development of the human

resources component, new working methodologies
were developed so that each police officer knows what
to do, whether it is a proximity alert, malfunction, or
discharge of technical equipment from the generic
defined “electronic bracelet” assembly. In the first
phase, the project became functional in Bucharest
and three counties. Another 19 counties will
implement measures starting January 1, 2024, and
the last 19 from January 1, 2025.

How do you see the future of public order
structures?

Units in this field have continuously adapted to
the evolution of society as a whole and the needs of
communities. If we think about the establishment of
proximity police, the focus was on professionalization
first and foremost. There have been changes in
perspective to bring the community closer to us.
Evolution also means technological advancement.
Public order patrols will be equipped with tablets
and mobile printers that will help standardize many
procedures and significantly reduce intervention
times. Furthermore, digitizing some activities carried
out by the public order police is inevitable and only
means adapting to the normalcy of our days.

THE EXTENT OF THE PROFESSIONAL TRAINING

STRONG TEAMS, SPECIALIZED INTERVENTIONS

A good professional training is the strength of
a team and it considerably influences the quality of
the police officers’ intervention. Moreover, “quality,
not quantity” is the principle that governs the work
of the Professional Training Directorate. In other
words, to do better does not necessarily mean to
do more. Efficiency is given by the ability to act
under the pressure of the mission. The action mode
is the number 1 target of the instructors of the
professional training structures. In the last year and
a half, they have trained tens of thousands of police
officers, in fields such as priority driving, as well as
firearms, tactics and self-defense. The purpose of
the training modules is to form skills and reflexes,
to correct deficiencies, emphasizing the quality of
the act of learning, up to the development of what
specialists call “muscle memory”, which represents
the architecture of a suitable reaction in difficult
conditions. The development of skills is thus
the result of repetition, which is why the pace of
professional training has been intensified.

“Plus value, quality, newness, spot on and efficient -
these are words that best describe the practical training
process. The police officers that intervene in the street
must trust their instructors. These professionals have
received a mission from the head of the Romanian
Police and they fulfill it at a high standard” - reports
the director of the Professional Training Directorate,
Chief Commissioner Marius Balan.

In order to be able to offer professional support
at the highest standard, 20 training courses for
instructors were organized in past year. The aim was
to consolidate knowledge and unitary training in all
areas of police intervention.

“We always convey an important message: let’s
learn to really work as a team. Attention, teamwork is
not about the number of police officers who intervene,
but also about their actions, responsibilities,
principles” - says the chief police inspector Catélin
Zevedei, head of the Training Service in the field of
Police Intervention, within the Professional Training
Directorate.

Practical training courses for police officers

The police training courses were gradually
standardized, at the level of territorial police units,
consisting of several consecutive days in which
police officers go through an intensive program,
without being involved in their usual professional
activities .

“I would sum up the beginning to the message
sent by the commonly used GPS: <<route

reconfiguration>>. Today, after so many training
courses, the police officers’ feedback is not limited to
words, but it is shown through their desire to do such
professional training modules as often as possible”,
says deputy police commissioner Paul Selesan, head
of the Timis Professional Training Service.

The training courses are calibrated to the realities
of the field and the needs of the operative structures.
For example, shooting sessions were organized
in a dynamic manner, simulating real situations,
using different elements (covers, shooting with
the weapon from different positions, angles and at
multiple targets, from variable distances, simulating
field conditions, etc. ).

“We see police officers who would have liked
to shoot at the range every day or who occasionally
drove the police special vehicle, and now they master
complex techniques of driving a car respecting the

And these are only a few
examples that show the evolution” - the chief police
inspector George Fir, head of the Arges Professional
Training Service, tells us.

Defensive driving courses, at the level of all
territorial police units, are executed in a manner
that departs from the classic pattern. Starting from
theory, the instructor moves on to the practical part,
performing different elements in the driving range
to help the learner have better
control of the car.

In fact, the level of defensive
driving, was taken to the next
level. After basic training,
hundreds of police officers
entered an intensive program,
with complex technical elements,
to increase the capacity to
intervene in road incidents.

“Basically, strategic measures gl
were taken, and the results are
visible. We started from the
idea that all heads and their |
subordinates  must  perform
equally. g

A head of local police station
with 25 years of experience |
said he had not done as much |
professional training in his entire

career as he did in the last year. All these activities
lead to an increase in the quality of the police service,
concrete progress being recorded. For example, if we
only take a look at the statistical data, we see that
arrival times for interventions has decreased. And
from the data in the field, we receive daily more and
more examples of good practice, specialized, correct
and safe interventions”, says chief commissioner
Marius Balan, director of Professional Training

There were not a few situations where, after
a training module, the trainees returned to the
instructors to thank them. It was precisely the skills
gained during the training program that helped
them avoid a road accident, get out of a borderline
situation or provide specialized help to those in need

New approaches and investment

in development

With the operationalization of the professional
training structures, established in August 2021, the
management of the Romanian Police ordered the
involvement of specialized personnel in the analysis
of the way police officers intervene in operational
activities. Thus, in order to reduce the risks and to
ensure the optimal framework regarding the intake
of theoretical knowledge and practical skills, at the
level of each police unit, in 2022, a specific trening
sessions for the use of the equipment provided was
carried out in a format that simulates real situations,
starting from the physical exertion and adrenaline of
a mission, to low-light conditions or rough terrain.

“We approached a gradual evolution, we included
in the practical lessons the knowledge that every police
officer must possess, according to the requirements of
their field of work, in order for the trainees to have a
clear picture of what they need to know and be able

to apply. The activity was continuously improved in
order to achieve an effective learning environment” -
the head of the Valcea Professional Training Service,
chief inspector Vasile Babeanu, also conveys to us.

The level of knowledge of the legislation specific
to the use of firearms equally concerned the corps of
instructors, so that digital learning and evaluation
solutions were implemented.

“The instructor’s target is the well-trained police
officer for whom the street, with all its challenges,
demands reaction, action, a complex and coordinated
mode of intervention, the ability to adapt to the
changes that occur, demands safety from self, strength,
determination” - reports Chief Police Commissioner
Bogdana Bizom, head of the Suceava Professional
Training Service.

For police tactics and self-defense sessions, all
professional training structures were equipped, at the
end of 2022, with a complete set of modern materials
and equipment for training. Also, an international
trainer provided expertise for the instructors to
take the training classes to a higher level. The year
2023 started with other internships dedicated to the
improvement of instructors, led by specialists of the
Directorate of Professional Training.

This year, the development strategy foresees the
elaboration of some programmatic documents at

Tocmai de aceea s-a luat masura implicarii
active a instructorilor alaturi de cadrele didactice
si de formatorii institutiilor de invitdmant aflate in
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subordinea Politiei Roméne. Relevanta vine tocmai
din faptul ca instructorii implicati provin din randul
politistilor cu experienta in strada, cu un background
operativ, echipa fiind teoretician - practician. La fel
de oportun este ca instructorii sa pastreze constant
legatura cu domeniul operativ.

the level of the Romanian Police, which will state the
compatibility of some self-defense techniques with
the profile of the police officer acting in the street
segment, so that they are standardized on a large
scale.

“Several levels of development of the Romanian
Police lead to a specialized intervention. The car fleet
was modernized, technical equipment, protection
and intervention equipment were purchased, and
this process is a continuous one. We access training
infrastructure on a scale unprecedented in the history
of the Romanian Police. There are more and more
police officers in gyms rented specifically for their
training, more and more police officers request to
participate in training more often. Why? Because they
like it and find it useful” - says chief commissioner
Marius Balan.

The future of the Professional Training

The professional training of the police officer
starts in school and if a zero T has been assumed,
in all aspects of professional training, then it also
covers initial training.

That is precisely why the measure was taken
to actively involve the instructors alongside the
teaching staft and the trainers of the educational

institutions subordinated to the Romanian Police.
The relevance comes precisely from the fact that
the instructors involved come from among police
officers with experience in the street, with an
operative background, the team being made up of
theoreticians as well as practitioners. It is equally
opportune for instructors to constantly maintain
contact with the operative field.

“Today, the Romanian Police has a rejuvenated
apparatus, with an average age of approximately 35
years. One might notice their initiative, energy, desire
to learn, ability to easily gather information. That is
why we developed the virtual library concept and, for
the first time, the evaluation of the essential specialized
knowledge was supported online, through the Intrapol
platform. We adapt training tools to technological
developments. We send demo videos and get feedback
easily. We are actively engaged in accessing training
solutions in the virtual environment, simulators that
offer practical scenarios, as this is going be the future”
- chief police commissioner Marius Bélan.

If professional training could be measured
exactly like the accuracy of a firearm, then its caliber
would represent its power to reach the highest level,
with strong teams and specialized interventions.

On a symbolic level, the
beginning of the calendar year
brings for all Romanians the joy of
two holidays with deep historical
resonance. The first month of the
year marks two great events of
Romanian culture and civilization,
starting with the 15th of January,
the celebration of the birth of the
national poet Mihai Eminescu
in 1850, and the 24th of January,
the remembrance the first step
towards the the unification of all
Romanians “in a single unbroken
Romanian state”.

Thus, the 24th of January is
the day when “Romanians put
their nationality on the world
calendar”.

The union of the Principalities
in 1859 reflected the national
aspirations of the generation of
young boyars who campaigned
intensely for the preservation
of Romanian traditions, namely
the union in one state of the two
great provinces that lived for
hundreds of years at the periphery
of hostile, antagonistic empires,

from political and religious
perspectives.

On South and East of the
Carpathians, the Romanian

elites decided to think about
their present and future together,
uniting in a movement, which
acted both in Wallachia and
Moldova, as well as on a European
level, managing to attract the
attention of the great actors of that
time, through numerous articles
about the importance of the union
of the Principalities, published in
the major capitals of Europe.

Prince Alexandru Ioan Cuza

During the revolution of
1848, a strong outpouring for the
political union of the Romanians
was created in all the Romanian
Countries. Affirmed for the
first time in the program of the
revolutionaries from Chernivtsi
(“The Desires of the National Party
of Moldova”), it was considered
that the union represents “the
key to the vault without which
the whole national edifice would
collapse”.

In emigration, especially in
France, various political pro-
grams,  manifestos,  publica-
tions were promoted - “Future
Romania” (1850, in Paris),
“Romanian Junimea” (1851) or
“Romanian Republic” (in Paris,
in 1851 and in Brussels, in 1853)
- but also memoirs addressed to
personalities of the time, Napoleon
II1, the French emperor or British
Prime Minister Palmerston.

The unionist movement in
the country and the intense
activity of Pashoptist emigration
abroad made the Union of the
Principalities a problem of
European importance, being
included on the agenda of the
Paris Peace Congress in 1856.

“However, no people fought
more than the Romanians for
supporting its national goals” - the
American historian T.W. Riker
wrote on this regard.

By signing the Paris Peace
Treaty on March 30, 1856, which
thus ended one of the must un-
necessary conflicts of the 19th
century, but from which the
Romanians took full advantage,
certain aspects of the problem
of the Principalities could be
seen resolved: the two countries,

placed under the suzerainty
of the Ottoman Empire, but
also under the guarantee of the
powers, were protected by “some
particular right of interference in
their internal affairs”; they were
guaranteed ‘an independent and
national administration, as well as
full freedom of worship, legislation,
commerce and navigation”; they
were allowed to defend themselves
with a “national force” and it
was established - a particularly
important stipulation - that no
armed intervention could take
place “without a prior agreement
between the powers”, i.e. without
the consensus of all of them, a
condition, practically, almost
impossible to achieve.

Defeated, the Russian Empire
submitted to Article XX of the

treaty, which established the
retrocession by the Czar of
the southwestern extremity of
Basarabia, along the lower Prut
and the Lower Danube to the
Black Sea. At the same time, by
declaring the neutrality of the
Black Sea, Russia was forbidden
to keep a fleet in this sea. But
the target was further: by fixing
this prohibition in the treaty,
the victorious powers aimed to
establish international control
over this water basin. For the same
purpose, a European Commission
of the Danube was created,
through which the signatory
powers took under supervision
the lower course of the Danube,
especially the navigation from
the river delta to the sea, while a
Commission of the Riverside had

the task of following the naval
traffic on the rest of the river.

At the Paris Peace Congress,
it was decided, among other
things, to consult the Romanians
regarding their future organi-
zation. As a result of Article
XXIII, a special commission
was established which had to
go to Bucharest to “find out
about the current situation of the
Principalities and propose the
basis for their future organization”.
Meeting in September 1857 in
lasi and Bucharest, the ad-hoc
assemblies - meant to “represent
the interests of all classes of
society” - had to “express the
wishes” of the people. As such,
the nation’s demands were to
be clearly expressed in “the five
fundamental points, formulated by
the ad hoc divans on October 7 and
9, 1857: respect for capitulations,
union of the principalities, a ruler
from a hereditary dynasty from
a sovereign family of Europe,
neutrality ~ guaranteed by the
Powers and the constitutional
system’.

Following the activity of the
ruling counc1ls and the unionist

with the elect1on of Cuza,

electoral committees, the union of
the Principalities was sealed by the
election of the Moldavian colonel
Alexandru Ioan Cuza, former
prefect of Galati, as sole ruler.

On Romanian lands, the
situation was one of patriotic
exuberance. The crowd sang and
danced “Hora Unirii, walking
along the streets of the capital
with torches, to the sound of
brass bands and bells. The houses
were brighter than usual, and
the fiddlers everywhere played
patriotic and cheerful songs. The
army itself had mingled with the
crowd, rejoicing. Cheers rang out
from everyone’s chests: “Long live
the Union!”, “Long live Cuza-Voda,
the chosen one of Moldova and
Muntenia!”, “Long live Romania,
one and undivided!”

“I have never seen such
enthusiasm,” observed D. A.
Sturdza, an eyewitness of the
event, and another contemporary
noted that, through that election,
“the most alive, most ardent, most
general desire of the entire nation
was fulfilled” (Nicholas Gane).
Mihail Kogdlniceanu noted that,
‘the

Romanian nationality itself has
risen”, which wanted “a new law, a
new man’.

The Austrian consul’s report
states that the boyars voted for
Cuza out of fear “that they would
not leave the meeting hall alive,
it they did not decide on this
vote, for union’, while the French
consul Victor Place would write
in his report that he “came to the
helm as a natural representative of
the ideas, desires and needs whose
clock had rung..”.

“The vote on the 24th of January
was in the nature of things, it was a
logical consequence of of national
feelings; every Romanian has the
rzght to claim it”, wrote lon Ghica.
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Steoa Dundrei. Zimbrulu
and Vulturulu,
issue from January 24, 1859

Vasile Alecsandri, who was in
Paris at the time, congratulated
the new ruler, making significant
assessments of the significance of
the event: “Brought to rule by a
true acclamation, your majesty is
not only a Romanian prince; your
choice takes on the proportions
of a political statement; it is a
national protest against foreign
encroachments. Alexandru Cuza
can and must be the true founder
of Romanian nationality, whose
first cry for freedom was the
Union of Principalities”

'This was the
wisest and best answer to give
to all the intrigues from outside
and inside that sought to make
candidates odious to the country
win.  Moreover, through this
double election, the Moldavian-
Wallachians once again express
their desire in favor of the Union,
which is almost a fact today. Honor
to you, brave Romanians, dear and
good friends”.

was the result of the people’s
struggle for economic and
social-political progress. As it
was shown in the columns of the
newspaper “Tribuna Roméand’,
in the days of January 1859,
“popular  pressure created the
ruler of the United Principalities”.
Mihail Kogalniceanu asserted,
in the session of the Parliament

on February 9, 1863, that “The
Unification - the nation has done
it!”

The histories of Romania
and Moldova finally begin to be
written on the same page, the two
countries appear for the first time
together on the geographical map
of Europe, the coats of arms, in
which the Moldavian eagle and
the mountain eagle end up being
merged into a single heraldic
shield.

At the same time, the customs
services were merged, the currency
rate, the military organization
were unified, a commission
for legislative unification was
established, and  Bucharest
became the unique capital of
the United Principalities. Full
political and administrative union
with a single government and a
single legislative assembly - was
accomplished on the 24th January
1862, when Alexandru Ioan Cuza
opened the first single assembly of
the new state, called Romania.

After a few months, it was confirmed: the new
team was evaluated in one of the toughest tactical
competitions in the world. The most successful
teams of fighters, from dozens of countries, entered
the competition organized at the end of August
in Hungary. The police officers from our Service
prevailed in all the tests, held both individually and
in teams. Such an objective, complex and rigorous
assessment showed that the reconstruction stage has
reached another level.

Since success is not a wheel of fortune, but hard
work, the process of specialization in different
lines of work began. The training of negotiators,
for example, followed a modern and revolutionary
procedure.

“The course was not a conformist one. We had a
complex team of lecturers, we asked for the support
of Romanian Intelligence Service and National
Administration of Penitentiaries. After the selection
organized following the interviews, we participated in
role-playing games and we worked on specific cases.
The trainees had to deal with different situations in
order to capitalize on the negotiator’s role in concrete
cases, so as to respond to current needs. Beyond the
basic principles, it was important to assimilate the
necessary skills of a negotiator” - police quaestor
Alexandru SCURTU, Director of Intervention and
Special Actions Service.

A new important step has been taken in order to
increase performance. All special action teams have
been equipped with state-of-the-art equipment and
techniques. There is no longer a door that cannot be
opened in a few seconds and many other features
have been transformed in line with international
standards.

“It was a year with no breaks in what concerns
the strengthening of special action services. The
human resources training process was doubled by a
strengthening of the response capacity, of the resilience
of the Romanian Police in special conditions. We
are constantly looking for solutions to increase
performance. In 2023 we are already working on the
development strategy of our line of work, a new way of
thinking about how our services can offer the correct
institutional response, regardless of the situation” - the
Director of Intervention and Special Actions Service
also conveys.

The experience defines a fighter, which is
why the actions take place in continuous fire. An
operational activity always starts with a briefing.
Once at the application site, the fighter first reacts to
the visual stimulus. As in an automatism that helps
him to outline, in just a few seconds, the scenarios
and solutions. Acquiring such special and necessary
skills is completed with unimaginable efforts, which
these police officers never talk about. Because that’s
their way of being. Always modest, always motivated
by a noble duty: to save lives, aware that in many
situations they can be the last line of defense.




CONSUMUL $I TRAFICUL DE DROGURI - FENOMEN

IN DEZVOLTARE CE NECESITA REACTIE PUTERNI(R
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Lupta cu flagelul drogurilor este una deosebit de
complexa, care necesitd actiuni pe mai multe paliere,
iar efortul nostru trebuie sa fie conjugat si concentrat.
Din punct de vedere al combaterii traficului de

droguri, actiunile investigative desfasurate de
politisti impreuna cu procurorii D.II.C.O.T. au avut
ca rezultat confiscarea a peste o tond de droguri si
aproximativ o jumétate de milion de comprimate.

Peste 1.000 de persoane au fost arestate preventiv,
iar aproximativ 90 de culturi ilegale de droguri
au fost descoperite si desfiintate. Desigur, pentru
combaterea fenomenului, am intensificat controale
in trafic, peste 3.200 de persoane fiind depistate la
volan sub influenta substantelor psihoactive, ceea ce
inseamna tot atatea pericole mai putin pe strada.

Pe linia combaterii traficului de droguri, in
anul 2022, au fost inregistrate 8.451 de sesizari de
natura penald, fiind desfasurate activititi in 25.814
ordonante de delegare emise de céitre procurorii
D.IIC.O.T.

Atat pentru combaterea fenomenului, cat si
pentru destructurarea grupurilor de criminalitate
organizata, peaceastalinie de munca au fost efectuate
846 de actiuni operative, au fost destructurate 58 de
grupuri infractionale organizate si au fost trimise in

judecatd 2.323 de persoane pentru savarsirea a 3.636
de infractiuni, ca urmare a rechizitoriilor emise si a
acordurilor de recunoastere a vinovatiei incheiate de
cdtre procurorii D.I.I.C.O.T.

Actiunile operative sunt completate de cele
preventive si de informare, atat in mediul scolar, cat
si la festivaluri sau alte evenimente publice, pentru
realizarea obiectivului nostru - diminuarea traficului
si consumului de droguri, dar si destructurarea
grupdrilor infractionale care actioneaza in acest
domeniu.

Structurile de cercetare s§i prevenire a
criminalitatii au desfasurat peste 7.000 de activitati
pentru 460.000 de beneficiari in scopul prevenirii
consumului si traficului de droguri si alte substante
interzise. Campania nationald ,,Dincolo de aparente”
avizat atadt minorii, cat si adultii care au fost informati
cu privire la legislatie, consecinte si riscuri asociate,
precum si institutii cdrora le pot solicita sprijin si
consiliere.

DRUG CONSUMPTION AND TRAFFICKING — A GROWING
PHENOMENON THAT REQUIRES STRONG REACTION

The fight against the scourge of drugs is a
particularly complex one that requires actions on
multiple fronts, and our efforts must be coordinated
and concentrated.

Regarding the fight against drug trafficking, the
investigative actions carried out by police officers
together with prosecutors from the DIICOT
(Directorate for Investigating Organized Crime and
Terrorism) have resulted in the seizure of over one
ton of drugs and approximately half a million tablets.

Over 1,000 people have been detained in
custody, and about 90 illegal drug crops have been
discovered and dismantled. Of course, to combat the
phenomenon, we have intensified traffic controls,
with over 3,200 people being caught driving under
the influence of psychoactive substances, which
means that there are that many fewer dangers on the
streets.

In 2022, there were 8,451 criminal reports related
to drug trafficking, and activities were carried out
in 25,814 delegation orders issued by DIICOT
prosecutors.

Both for combating the phenomenon and

for dismantling organized crime groups, 846
. .

operational actions have been carried out on this
line of work, 58 organized criminal groups have been
dismantled, and 2,323 people have been prosecuted
for committing 3,636 crimes, as a result of the
indictments issued and the guilty plea agreements
concluded by DIICOT prosecutors.

Operational actions are complemented by
preventive and informational ones, both in schools
and at festivals or other public events, in order to
achieve our objective - reducing drug trafficking
and consumption, as well as dismantling criminal
groups operating in this field.

Crime investigation and prevention structures
have carried out over 7,000 activities for 460,000
beneficiaries aimed at preventing the use and
trafficking of drugs and other prohibited substances.
The national campaign “Beyond Appearances”
targeted both minors and adults who were informed
about legislation, associated consequences and risks,
as well as institutions they can seek support and
counseling from.

Also, in 2022, the structures for school safety
carried out over 3,200 activities aimed at preventing
and combating the illicit trafficking and consumption
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dintre care aproximativ 100.000 de elevi si 12.000 de
cadre didactice.

Tot in acest domeniu, la data de 7 decembrie
2022, Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane
a efectuat distrugerea a aproximativ 4.300 de

143/2000 privind prevenirea si combaterea traficului

Pentru aceste activititi, multumiri revin
partenerilor institutionali impreuna cu care sunt
desfasurate activitati constante in acest domeniu.
Politia Roméana va continua actiunile pentru
prevenirea si combaterea traficului si consumului
ilicit de droguri.

of drugs or other prohibited substances, targeting
over 112,000 beneficiaries, including approximately
100,000 students and 12,000 teachers.

In the same area, on December 7, 2022, the
General Inspectorate of the Romanian Police
destroyed approximately 4,300 kilograms of
drugs (heroin, cocaine, cannabis, cannabis resin,
amphetamines, opium, MDMA, drug-contaminated
items,and other combinations of narcotic substances)
with the support of an authorized operator for the
destruction of hazardous substances. Among these,
a significant amount of narcotics, namely 2.9 tons of
cannabis, were the subject of a single criminal case.

The destroyed drugs were the subject of
confiscations related to the period 2014 - 2022, in
641 criminal cases definitively resolved by the courts
and prosecutor’s offices. According to the provisions
of Article 17 of Law no. 143/2000 on the prevention
and combating of illicit drug trafficking and use,
“drugs seized for confiscation purposes shall be
destroyed.”

For these activities, thanks go to institutional
partners with whom constant activities are carried
out in this field. The Romanian Police will continue
its actions to prevent and combat illicit drug
trafficking and use.

SPECIAL OPERATIONS OFFICERS,
THE PEOPLE WHOM WE NEVER SEE

“We are an elite police unit,

one without which things,

despite moving, will move a lot less swiftly!”

They work in the shadows, collect information,
document, act. They are the special operations police
officers, always present where needed, an enigma for
many, but essential to any defence, public order and
national security system. Considering the myriad
range of operations in which they are involved,
they are aware that no mission will resemble the
next, so they have undertaken permanent training
and preparation. Visibility or notoriety would make
them vulnerable. We could only imagine their
actions, as such are and should remain secret. The
special operations police officer will never enter the
scene as Agent 007 would. S/he follows strict rules
and boundaries, is not a lonely wolf and will never
decide on his/her own. S/he is human, just like the
rest of us, but intensively trained in his/her field of
work, highly determined and remarkably capable of
succeeding and continuously reinventing himself/
herself.

They are the police officers whom one can
neither see, nor hear about on TV, who know that
good things do not happen overnight, that good
things require patience and intelligence. They are
the police officers who experience neither routine,
nor stereotype, and their results prove commitment
and dedication, emotional self-control under
adrenaline rush; they are even charismatic, given
their persuasive abilities, self-confidence or thanks

to their special abilities to concentrate all their inner
force to achieve success in the mission. At the end
of a day or week away from their families, these
police officers cannot tell where they have been and
what they have done. But it is their very silence that
adds value to their actions. In their fight against evil,
which can assume many names and forms of crime,
they are deeply committed to society. We cannot
begin to fathom in what way the good has come to us
as result of these people’s actions. Special operations
police officers are known only by the right people,
who support and protect them. In an interview for
“The Romanian Police” Magazine, the director of
the Special Operations Directorate, Police Quaestor
Vasile Costea, talks about the general coordinates of
this elite unit.

Mister Director, who are the people you never
see, the Special Operations police officers?

First of all, they are people characterized by
modesty and common sense, essential intrinsic
values in our line of work. To select police officers
for our special operations units, we use several
knowledge-based methods. We have special classes
within the Police Academy, but we also recruit from
other Academies belonging to the defence, public
order and national security system, and, of course,
from the Police Agents Schools. When we talk about
the special operations police officer’s profile, the

mandatory minimum requirements are that they
should be disciplined, loyal and display initiative
in fulfilling the assigned missions. Skills upgrade
is a priority of our institution. In fact, our main
objectives are the human resource and the technical
development.

How do you define the role of the Special
Operations Directorate within the Romanian
Police?

We are an elite police unit, one without which
things, despite moving, will move a lot less swiftly.
Today, we could not imagine building criminal cases
without the contribution of the Special Operations
Directorate. It is more than a support structure. There
are situation when a piece of information emanates
from us, the beneficiary capitalizes on it and in the
end we finalize the case together. This means that
the effort is put into from the very beginning. The
contribution of the Special Operations Directorate
is paramount. The police officers do their jobs under
hardship conditions. In a year, we can talk about tens
of thousands of missions. They have no schedule,
they are just there around the clock — day and night,
again and again.

What is “special” about their mode of action?

They are endowed with an exceptional ability to
observe, make connections between things which, at
first sight, could be deemed as completely opposed.
They have remarkable flair. They are empathetic,
including with the subject of the action, so that they
may be able to anticipate their subject’s moves and
reactions. Predictability is accompanied by empathy
and ability to anticipate. The special operations
officers have a good capacity for analysis. As a
matter of fact, preparation and review of mission
are mandatory steps, from which we extract what is
needed for the success of the next mission.

Are there many female police officers in this
special line of work?

We have female colleagues in all fields of action,
from sting operations, to operational support,
technical support, mission coordination. There are
no purely male structures. There are female officers
who run departments or are heads of specific teams.
In many cases, they bring a different approach and
vision, which are helpful. There is no difference
between male and female police officers, they have
the same stock of knowledge, take part in the same
missions. Depending on the situation, the manner
in which they tackle an issue may be a little different
from that of a male officer’s. I am pleased that, from

a professional perspective, they are all involved one
hundred percent and display utmost respect to their
profession.

How does a mission end for a special operations
police officer, what thoughts do you think cross
his/her mind when s/he arrives home?

They are, perhaps, a little bit more motivated,
satisfied with a “job well done”. They are certainly
proud of the mission and eager to do more good to
society, pleased to have helped in apprehending a
criminal

The operations in which these police officers
take part are complex; what can you tell us about
the risks they are exposed to in their line of work?

Primarily, we diminish them by identifying the
people who meet the profile. Risks are everywhere
and anywhere, in any field of work. Each situation
is treated very seriously, any potential risk must be
removed immediately, we must have uniform and
balanced approaches to every case. When talking
about field work, we act as a team, and the difference
is made by the practice sessions we undergo, the
organizational culture, as well as the constant
preparation and training.

What is your message to the police officers
whom one can never “see”?

Don't get seen! Those who should see them,
will see them! They will definitely see and support
them. Take care of yourselves! Be modest, do your
job safely and maximize results! Seldom have I met
so many good people brought together! Success is
achieved through them, above all, as well as through
team unity, understanding all the means employed
and keeping their actions covert. They are governed
by the “do not stand out” principle.

Analistul de informatii din Politia Romand
lucreaza cu franturi de informatii, umple goluri,
face legaturi, schiteaza harti, prelucreaza noi si noi
informatii, evalueaza, reevalueaza, dezvoltd ipoteze,
verifica, emite concluzii, predictii, estimari. In
acest tipar sunt elaborate documente esentiale atét
in gestionarea situatiilor operative, cat si pentru
fundamentarea celor mai importante decizii cu
impact major in planul ordinii, sigurantei publice si
al securitatii nationale.

Analistul are rolul esential de a focaliza pe
informatiile care aduc lumini. In analizele sale
strategice, tactice, operationale sau situationale,
lucreazd mereu dupa un plan de colectare a
informatiilor. De complexitatea si acuratetea analizei
sale depinde, nu de putine ori, rezultatul unei actiuni.
Asadar, specialistul Unitatii Centrale sau Teritoriale
de Analiza a Informatiilor este cel care, desi lucreaza
cu un volum covarsitor de date, nu se pierde in detalii
inutile si nici nu trage concluzii pripite. Calitatea sa
principald este aceea cd vede in ansamblu, filtreaza
riguros si redd beneficiarului esentialul.

Pentru a intelege cine este acesta si ce
face, venim cu doar citeva exemple ipotetice, menite
sd prezinte aria larga de expertiza.

Sd ne imaginam ca este luni dimineatd. De
putind vreme, un oras al Romaniei se confruntd cu
un fenomen infractional nou. Nu sunt cunoscute
schimbari majore la nivelul comunitatii, nu se
cunosc nici autorii, asadar explicatiile pentru
aceste schimbari par greu de gasit. Pe masa
sefului Politiei Orasenesti se regasesc rapoarte
complexe si detaliate. Cu toate acestea, sunt doar
date primare din investigatie.

The information analyst in the Romanian
Police works with fragments of information, fills
gaps, makes connections, sketches maps, processes
new and new information, evaluates, re-evaluates,
develops hypotheses, verifies, issues conclusions,
predictions, estimates. In this pattern, essential
documents are elaborated both in the management
of operational situations, as well as for the basis of
the most important decisions with a major impact
on public order, public safety and national security.

The analyst has the essential role of focusing on
the information that brings light. In his strategic,
tactical, operational or situational analyses, he
always works according to a plan for collecting
information. The complexity and accuracy of his
analysis often determines the outcome of an action.
Therefore, the specialist in the Central or Territorial
Information Analysis Unit is the one who, although
working with an overwhelming volume of data, does
not get lost in unnecessary details and does not draw
hasty conclusions. His main quality is that he sees
the big picture, filters rigorously, and delivers the
essential to the beneficiary.

“We sometimes only receive one end of the thread.
The rest is missing. Nevertheless, on many occasions, at
the end of our mission, we manage to put the “mouse”
on the perpetrator. With our technical and human
resources, we give shape to the data, making it easy
to understand, and we combine data and information
to make sense of the situation. We add value to the
data already possessed by the structures that require
our support”, says Chief Police Commissioner Ionut-
Catalin Bacioiu, Deputy Director of the Central Unit
for Information Analysis.

There are countless situations where the street
policeman or the policeman with decision-making
power in a certain area benefits from the support
of the information analyst. To understand who
they are and what they do, let us provide just a few
hypothetical examples, designed to present the
broad range of expertise.

Let us imagine that it is Monday morning.
For a little while now, a city in Romania has been

facing a new criminal phenomenon. There are no
major changes in the community, and the authors
are not known, so explanations for these changes
seem hard to find. On the desk of the Chief of
the Town Police, there are complex and detailed
reports. However, these are only primary data
from the investigation. In such a case, the role of
the information analyst is precisely to organize the
information in such a way that his analysis will lead
the investigation to the final step. The analyst will
connect the information using specific methods and
techniques that will help him gather more data that
he will represent graphically. Thus, he will fill in the
information gaps, use statistics, identify patterns
in events, the factors underlying the appearance of
the criminal phenomenon, and develop hypotheses
and conclusions. The contribution of the analyst is,
therefore, essential.

With its risk maps and operational reports, the
information analyst can “travel” with the agent
from one railway police structure to all the stations.
Since the police officer cannot be in multiple places
at once on multiple routes, information analysis
provides a comprehensive view, providing the officer
with all types of crimes that occur, as well as their
peculiarities.

How does the information analyst help the local
police officer? Through tactical or risk analysis,
which is useful for the automatic identification of
areas where criminal phenomena are concentrated.

Another example is that the information analyst

Rapoartele sale sunt clare, concise si impartiale. Desi
lucreaza dupa un plan, pentru a putea elabora un
produs valoros in complexitatea situatiilor abordate,
analistul trebuie sd dea mereu dovada de imaginatie
si originalitate.

JIncercim continuu sd dezvoltdm. Concepem
<<the board manager>>, am putea sd-l numim un
panou de comandd, cu surse de date importante. Cu
ajutorul lui, in orice moment, factorul de decizie va
putea sa vada situatia operativd pe anumite sectoare
de infractionalitate, pentru a crea dispozitivele de
siguranta publicd.

vazdubh, care distinge mai usor petele de culoare decat
detaliile relationale dintre indivizi si problemele lor
punctuale.

can highlight fake news before it gains traction in
the public sphere or can establish the early impact of
a civic action.

And these are just a few of the missions. The
role of the information analyst is also important in
investigations targeting criminal activity through
the virtual environment. With the support of the
analyst, anonymity becomes identity and is thus
known.

“Criminality has moved a lot online, so the
intelligence analyst is indispensable. We are the main
vectors on the open source, intelligence, searches in open
sources component, meaning in a bottomless pit with
unlimited possibilities. The whole process is complex.
The respective data must be validated, corroborated
with the certain data, in order to give value to the
information”, says police chief commissioner Ionut-
Catalin Bacioiu.

The intelligence analyst systematically explores,
improves knowledge and understanding of reality,
formulates hypotheses and creates thinking models.
Their reports are clear, concise, and impartial.
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Although they work according to a plan, in order
to produce valuable and complex products, the
analyst must always demonstrate imagination and
originality.

“We are constantly trying to develop. We are
designing the ‘board manager,; which we could call a
dashboard with important data sources. With its help,
at any time, the decision-maker will be able to see the
operational situation in certain areas of criminality,
in order to create public safety devices. It is a dynamic
technical solution that offers the optimal solution of
the moment”, says the deputy director of UCAI,
police chief commissioner Ionut-Cétélin Bécioiu.

With all its well-defined roles in the police
structure, the intelligence analyst is more likely to
be born than trained through thematic training
programs, say specialists who speak of analysis
as an art and of the analyst as the hawk in the sky,
who distinguishes spots of color more easily than
the relational details between individuals and their
specific problems.

Romanian-Spanish police cooperation is very
well known, therefore the names of complex joint
actions in the field of drug trafficking, financial
crimes or human trafficking were featured in the
public opinion of the two countries in the last few
years.

Extensive articles about the Romanian and
Spanish Police were published in the specialized
publications of the two institutions. In the framework
of this excellent collaboration, the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police recently hosted
a delegation of the Spanish National Police, led by its
general director, Mr. Francisco Pardo Piqueras.

The Spanish colleagues were received by the
general inspector of the Romanian Police, Mr.
Benone-Marian Matei.

During the meeting, the two delegations
discussed ways to intensify bilateral cooperation,
especially in the field of preventing and combating

itinerant crime, economic crime, as well as organized
crime.

A special emphasis was placed on combating
trafficking in human beings, targeting sexual and
labor exploitation.

The initiative of the Spanish National Police to
carry on an international awareness and prevention
campaign against trafficking in human beings was
highlighted during the meeting.

On the other hand, the representatives of
the Spanish National Police acknowledged the
professional value of the Romanian police officers,
involved in joint actions and operational support
missions which, starting from 2016, take place
annually on the territory of the Spain.

Principal Quaestor Benone-Marian Matei
thanked the Spanish partners for the fruitful
cooperation and for the constant support given in
the activity of dismantling criminal groups.

PENTRU PREVENIREA $1 COMBATEREA TRAFICULUI DE PERSOANE

Din punct de vedere al combaterii traficului
de persoane, actiunile investigative desfasurate
de politistii D.C.C.O. impreuna cu procurorii
D.II.C.O.T. la nivel national s-au materializat in
desfasurarea a 154 de actiuni operative pentru
destructurarea unor grupari infractionale active
in domeniul traficului de persoane si de minori,
efectuarea a 504 perchezitii domiciliare pentru
prinderea suspectilor, completarea materialului
probator si indisponibilizarea profitului infractional,
fiind retinuti 244 de suspecti, dintre care instantele
au dispus arestarea a 184, fiind emise totodata si
15 mandate de arestare in lipsd pentru suspecti.
Numarul total al controalelor judiciare dispuse de
magistrati a fost de 110.

Dintre actiunile sus mentionate, 67 au fost
de amploare, iar 32 au vizat destructurarea unor
grupuri infractionale organizate.

Au fost emise 103 rechizitorii, prin care au fost
trimisi in judecatd 380 de inculpati. Totodata, prin
rechizitoriile emise de DIICOT, au fost destructurate
28 de grupuri infractionale organizate, fiind trimise
in judecatd 216 persoane pentru savarsirea de
infractiuni de constituire a unui grup infractional
organizat, trafic de persoane, trafic de minori,
proxenetism, spalare de bani si infractiuni conexe.

Traficul de persoane reprezinta o infractiune
complexa, care are un pronuntat caracter
transfrontalier, insa jumdtate din investigatiile
efectuate in ultimul an au avut in vedere traficul
intern de persoane.

Astfel, din totalul de 1.279 dosare penale in care
Directia de Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate

a efectuat investigatii in cursul anului 2022, sub
delegare, 693 au vizat fapte de trafic international de
persoane, respectiv 54,2 % din total, iar 586 trafic
intern, reprezentand un procent de 45,8 %.

Se remarca pastrarea zonelor de impact ale
activititii infractionale de trafic de persoane
transfrontalier consacrate anterior, respectiv tdrile
de destinatie in care actioneaza suspectii roméni si
unde sunt exploatate cu prevalentd victimele sunt
in ordine: Germania (32,03%), Marea Britanie
(24,09%), Italia (20,49%), Spania (9,66%), Elvetia
(8,36%), Franta (7,93%), Austria (7,21%), Olanda
(5,05%), Belgia (4,32%), urmate de alte state, in
procent mai mic, precum Irlanda, Danemarca,
Suedia, Grecia, Cipru, Ungaria, Portugalia, Norvegia
etc.

In ceea ce priveste exploatarea victimelor in
plan intern (45,8% din totalul investigatiilor), sunt
preferate victimele minore datorita faptului cd sunt
facil de recrutat si exploatat, in special prin obligarea
la practicarea prostitutiei si nu este necesara calatoria
externa/trecerea frontierei.

Se constata existenta modurilor de exploatare
clasice, respectiv exploatarea sexuala (din totalul de
1.279 de dosare, 1.119 vizeaza exploatarea sexuala
- 87,5%), exploatarea prin muncd (99 de dosare,
respectiv 7,74%), constrangerea la savarsirea de
infractiuni marunte si obligarea la practicarea
cersetoriei (66 de dosare, respectiv 5,16%).

Nu s-au inregistrat modificdri in procesul de
recrutare a victimelor si mijloacele de constrangere
uzitate, mentindndu-se falsele promisiuni de
obtinerea unor locuri de munca bine plitite,
castigarea increderii victimelor prin aservire si
dependentd sentimentala (,,lover boy”), impértirea
castigului - cointeresarea, abuzul §i santajul
emotional, confiscarea si retinerea documentelor,
inducerea temerii unor represalii asupra lor sau
a membrilor de familie in cazul in care vor cere
ajutorul politiei, dar §i forme variate de violenta, in
special in faza exploatarii.

Metoda Loverboy a devenit in ultimii ani
mai mult decat o metoda preferata de recrutare si
exploatare in cea mai mare parte a cauzelor de trafic
de persoane in scopul exploatarii sexuale, traficantii
neezitdnd sa se casatoreascd cu victimele si chiar
sa aiba copii cu acestea, obtinand astfel control si
pozitia de manipulare a victimelor, dar si ,,garantia”
ca acestea nu vor apela la sprijinul autoritatilor,



STRONG REACTION OF ROMANIAN AUTHORITIES

TO PREVENT AND COMBAT HUMAN TRAFFICKING

Regarding the fight against trafficking in
persons, the investigative actions carried out by the
D.C.C.O. police officers together with D.I.I.C.O.T.
prosecutors at the national level have resulted in
the implementation of 154 operational actions
to dismantle criminal groups active in the field of
trafficking in persons and minors, conducting 504
home searches for apprehending suspects, collecting
evidence and seizing criminal profits. 244 suspects
have been detained, of which 184 have been arrested
by the courts, and 15 arrest warrants have also been
issued in absentia for suspects. The total number of
judicial controls ordered by magistrates was 110.

Of the above-mentioned actions, 67 were
extensive, and 32 aimed at dismantling organized
criminal groups.

103 indictments were issued, which resulted
in the prosecution of 380 defendants. Moreover,
through the indictments issued by DIICOT, 28
organized criminal groups were dismantled, and
216 persons were prosecuted for offenses such as
organizing a criminal group, trafficking in persons,
trafficking in minors, pimping, money laundering,
and related offenses.

Human trafficking represents a complex crime
with a pronounced cross-border character, but half
of the investigations carried out in the last year
focused on domestic human trafficking.

Thus, out of a total of 1,279 criminal cases in
which the Directorate for Combating Organized
Crime conducted investigations in 2022, 693 targeted
international human trafficking, representing 54.2%
of the total, and 586 were focused on domestic
trafficking, representing 45.8%.

The impact areas of cross-border human
trafficking activity previously identified remain

significant, with the destination countries where
Romanian suspects operate and where victims are
predominantly exploited being, in order: Germany
(32.03%), the United Kingdom (24.09%), Italy
(20.49%), Spain (9.66%), Switzerland (8.36%),
France (7.93%), Austria (7.21%), the Netherlands
(5.05%), Belgium (4.32%), followed by other states
in smaller percentages, such as Ireland, Denmark,
Sweden, Greece, Cyprus, Hungary, Portugal,
Norway, etc.

Regarding the exploitation of victims within the
country (45.8% of the total investigations), minors
are preferred due to being easily recruited and
exploited, especially through forced prostitution,
without the need for external travel or crossing
borders.

The existence of classic forms of exploitation is
evident, namely sexual exploitation (out of a total
of 1,279 cases, 1,119 concern sexual exploitation
- 87.5%), labor exploitation (99 cases, or 7.74%),
and forcing individuals to commit minor crimes or
begging (66 cases, or 5.16%).

There have been no changes in the process of
recruiting victims or the means of coercion used,
with false promises of obtaining well-paid jobs,
gaining the victims’ trust through servitude and
emotional dependency (“lover boy” method),
sharing of profits - joint interest, emotional abuse and
blackmail, confiscation and retention of documents,
inducing fear of reprisals against themselves or
family members if they seek police help, as well as
various forms of violence, particularly during the
exploitation phase.

The Loverboy method has become more than a
preferred method of recruitment and exploitation
in most cases of human trafficking for sexual
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fiind astfel creata dependenta totala sentimentala si
psiho-sociala a victimei fata de traficant despre care
am mentionat.

Ca si in anii precedenti, Romania rdmane,
in principal, o tard de origine pentru victimele
traficului de persoane, din cauza unor conditii
de vulnerabilitate crescuta a unor segmente de
populatie in cdutare de oportunititi mai bune de
viata (push factors).

Majoritatea victimelor de cetdtenie romana sunt
recrutate in tard, pentru ca mai departe exploatarea
sa aiba loc pe teritoriul altor state, in special in state
unde exista cerere pentru fortd de munca ieftina,
pentru servicii sexuale sau unde exista contextul si
se tolereaza faptele de cersetorie, creandu-se astfel
premisele victimizarii (pull factors).

Din numadrul victimelor traficului de persoane
identificate anual si raportate catre ANITP,
aproximativ jumatate sunt victime exploatate in
straindtate, insa detectate si identificate formal de
politistii romani din cadrul D.C.C.O., motiv pentru
care apreciem ca eforturile lucratorilor antitrafic
sunt semnificative, in masura in care victimele
se afla pe teritoriul statelor care genereaza cerere
de servicii ce pot constitui scopul exploatarii
(demand countries).

Identificarea proactivdi a victimelor este
o atributie permanenta si continud, inerentd
activitatii investigative a structurilor de combatere
a traficului de persoane. Structurile anti-trafic
din cadrul D.C.C.O. sunt un partener activ si
apreciat in eforturile de combatere a criminalitatii
transfrontaliere si de limitare a efectelor generate de
traficul de persoane sau de minori.

Autoritatile roméne sunt deja de peste 14 ani un
partener de incredere in relatie cu agentiile europene
din domeniul justitie si afaceri interne, respectiv
Europol si Eurojust, se numadra printre principalii
contribuitori de informatii, cazuri de succes si
reprezinta un exemplu de bune practice si expertiza
pe linia combaterii traficului de persoane, la nivel
european, atit cantitativ, dar si calitativ.

Eforturile si experienta autorititilor romane
in activitatea de cooperare internationald sunt
subliniate si exemplificate inclusiv in Raportul
EUROJUST, ce a fost publicat in anul 2021, ce
se axeaza pe experienta practicd, prin analizarea
investigatiilor la nivel european pe linia traficului
de persoane, in perioada 2017-2020, Romaénia fiind
lider in ceea ce priveste numarul de echipe comune
de anchetd de succes, respectiv intr-o perioada
de 4 ani, Romania a initiat sau a raspuns pozitiv
la constituirea a 44 de astfel de echipe comune de

investigare, cel mai eficient instrument de cooperare
judiciara la nivel european din perspectiva traficului
de persoane, pentru ca, asa cum am mai mentionat
de nenumarate ori, exploatare are loc pe teritoriul
statelor de destinatie, din Vestul Europei, iar fara
probele privind exploatarea, o investigatie este
ineficienta.

Totodata, in cadrul platformei de cooperare
EMPACT, la nivelul EUROPOL, D.C.C.O. a participat
in rolul de co-driver al prioritatii THB (Trafficking
in Human Beings), inscriindu-se anual in actiunile
comune europene in domeniul prevenirii si
combaterii traficului de persoane, prin realizarea
anuald unor activitati denumite generic (Joint Action
Days): respectiv European Action Day THB Labour
Exploitation, European Action Day THB Child
trafficking si Large Scale European Action Day THB.

Asa cum rezultd si din statisticile Directiei de
Combatere a Criminalitatii Organizate, C.S.M. si
D.IIL.C.O.T., cauzele penale nou inregistrate anual
se mentin la un nivel descendent, ceea ce denota
ca eforturile luptei anti-trafic sunt constante si
consecvente.

Reactia ferma si prompta a autoritatilor roméane
pe linia prevenirii si combaterii traficului de
persoane primeste constant aprecieri pozitive din
partea organismelor internationale si a omologilor
europeni.

Recomanddam, asa cum o face si Strategia
Europeand Antitrafic din anul 2021, promovarea
notiunii de reducere a cererii in tdrile de destinatie,
pentru abordarea astfel a fenomenului in dualitatea
sa (cerere-oferta), impactul fiind reducerea traficului
de persoane.

O masurd eficienta de descurajare si reducere
a cererii constd in incriminarea folosirii serviciilor
persoanelor exploatate, masura adoptatd de tara
noastra si care ar trebui sa existe in toate statele
care genereaza cerere si care nu au implementat in
politicile penale pedepsirea beneficiarului serviciilor
victimelor traficului.

Pentru ca lupta impotriva traficului de persoane
s fie eficientd, sunt necesare eforturile nu numai ale
autoritatilor din tarile sursa, pe linia combaterii,
prevenirii si protectiei victimelor, dar mai ales a
autoritatilor din tara de destinatie, acolo unde
exploatarea are loc.

Multumim partenerilor institutionali impreuna
cu care desfasuram activititi constante in acest
domeniu §i vd asiguram ca Politia Roméand va
continua actiunile pentru prevenirea si combaterea
traficului de persoane.

social dependence of the victim on the trafficker, as
mentioned above.

As in previous years, Romania remains primarily
a country of origin for human trafficking victims,
due to increased vulnerability of certain segments
of the population seeking better life opportunities
(push factors).

Most Romanian victims are recruited
domestically, with the exploitation taking place
in other countries, particularly in countries where
there is a demand for cheap labor, sexual services, or
where begging is tolerated, creating the conditions
for victimization (pull factors).

Of the annual number of identified and reported
human trafficking victims to ANITP, approximately
half are victims exploited abroad, but detected and
formally identified by Romanian police officers
within D.C.C.O., which is why we appreciate the
efforts of anti-trafficking workers, to the extent
that victims are in countries that generate demand
for services that may constitute the purpose of
exploitation (demand countries).

Proactive identification of victims is a continuous
and permanent responsibility that is inherent in the
investigative activities of anti-trafficking structures.
The anti-traficking structures within the Directorate
for Combating Organized Crime and Terrorism
(D.C.C.0O.) are an active and highly valued partner
in efforts to combat cross-border crime and limit the
effects generated by human or child trafficking.

Romanian authorities have been a trusted
partner for over 14 years in relation to European
agencies in the field of justice and internal affairs,
including Europol and Eurojust. They are among
the main contributors of information and successful
cases and represent an example of good practices
and expertise in combating human trafficking at the
European level, both quantitatively and qualitatively.

TheeffortsandexperienceofRomanianauthorities
in international cooperation are highlighted and
exemplified, including in the EUROJUST report
published in 2021. The report focuses on practical
experience by analyzing investigations at the
European level on human trafficking from 2017
to 2020. Romania leads in terms of the number of
successful joint investigation teams formed during a
period of four years. Romania initiated or responded

positively to the formation of 44 such teams, the
most efficient instrument of judicial cooperation at
the European level regarding human trafficking. As
mentioned multiple times, exploitation occurs in
the destination countries in Western Europe, and
without evidence of exploitation, an investigation is
ineffective.

Furthermore, within the EMPACT cooperation
platform at the EUROPOL level, D.C.C.O.
participates as a co-driver in the THB (Trafficking in
Human Beings) priority, annually joining European
joint actions in preventing and combating human
trafficking through annual activities called Joint
Action Days, including the European Action Day
THB Labour Exploitation, European Action Day
THB Child trafficking, and Large Scale European
Action Day THB.

As indicated by the statistics of the Directorate
for Combating Organized Crime, C.S.M. and
DIILC.O.T., the number of newly registered
criminal cases annually remains at a declining
level, indicating that the efforts to combat human
trafficking are constant and consistent.

The firm and prompt response of Romanian
authorities in preventing and combating human
trafficking constantly receives positive feedback
from international organizations and European
counterparts.

Werecommend, asthe European Anti-Trafficking
Strategy of 2021 also does, the promotion of the
notion of reducing demand in destination countries
to address the dual nature of the phenomenon
(demand and supply), with the impact of reducing
human trafficking.

An effective measure to discourage and reduce
demand consists of criminalizing the use of exploited
persons’ services, a measure adopted by our country
and which should exist in all countries that generate
demand and have not implemented punishment for
the beneficiaries of the services of trafficking victims
in their criminal policies.

In order for the fight against human trafficking
to be effective, efforts are needed not only from
authorities in source countries, in terms of
combating, preventing, and protecting victims,
but especially from authorities in the destination
country where exploitation occurs.

We thank our institutional partners with whom
we carry out constant activities in this field and
assure you that the Romanian Police will continue
its actions to prevent and combat human trafficking.
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SIGURANTA IN TRAFIC,
MISIUNILE CARE SALVEAZA VIETI

Actiunile din trafic sunt unele
dintre cele mai vizibile misiuni
ale Politiei Romane. Dincolo
de activititile privind com-
baterea infractionalitatii in zona
drumurilor publice, in ultimii ani,
politistii rutieri au fost puternic
implicati si in derularea unor
actiuni preventiv-educative si de
combatere a cauzelor generatoare
de accidente. Importanta acestor
misiuni este relevatd prin una
dintre cele mai imbucurétoare
statistici.

In mod sustenabil, cresterea
gradului de siguranta rutiera se
face prin responsabilizarea tuturor
cetatenilor.

LIFE-SAVING MISSIONS

Traffic actions are some of
the most visible missions of
the Romanian Police. Beyond
activities related to combating
crime on public roads, in recent
years, traffic police have been
heavily involved in carrying out
preventive-educational  actions
and combating the causes of
accidents. The importance of
these missions is reflected in
one of the most encouraging
statistics. If in 2012 there were
nearly 10 thousand serious road
accidents, by 2022 their number
had halved. Using these two years
as a reference, we can see that over
400 lives have been saved. As for
the number of people seriously
injured, there has been a decrease
of over 50%. This clearly indicates
the need to continue these actions
and diversify them, as well as
integrate them into extensive plans
with a strong impact on society,
to reduce the number of victims
in road accidents. This is also
the priority of the Traffic Police
Directorate within the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian
Police.

Raising awareness of risks
is the basic process in traffic
education. A well-internalised
lesson, translated into concrete
preventive action, is the step
that brings about change. To
start out with healthy knowledge
about traffic on public roads,
hundreds of traffic police officers
from across the country have
dedicated numerous activities to
students. They have conducted
traffic education classes in the
most appealing way possible,
with  information, real life

examples, and competitions to
challenge students to enrich
their knowledge. For example,
the national competition “Traffic
Education - Education for Life”
brings together thousands of

children every year.

Among adults, the national
campaign “A Plus Drivers” enjoys
real success every year. It consists
of distributing preventive articles
in the online environment and
organizing a raffle with prizes for
drivers who have not received
any traffic violations in the
last 12 months. The campaign,
carried out by the Traffic Police
Directorate in collaboration with
anon- governmental organization,
is the only one in Romania that
rewards preventive drivers. In
2022, over 120,000 people viewed
the campaign messages, with more
than 15,000 drivers registered for
the prize competition.

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Sustainable improvement in
traffic safety is achieved through

the accountability of all citizens.
The project “Traffic education
- shaping the human factor
through the accountability of
traffic participants for increasing
traffic safety”, part of the Large
Infrastructure Operational
Program, continued in 2022. With
a budget of over 31 million lei, it is
the first non-repayable European-
funded project aimed at traffic
education implemented by the
Romanian Police.

As part of this project,
45 mobile traffic education
laboratories were received in

2022. They reached all traffic
police structures and, with their
help, almost 500 activities were
carried out by the end of 2022.
Educational materials and digital
presentations were used to convey
messages. The activities took place
in educational institutions as well
as other locations, in diverse
environments (rural-urban,
disadvantaged areas, etc.), and
the audience consisted of both
children and adults. Police officers
address the discussion topics
taking into account the specifics
of the area, the causes of serious
road accidents in the respective
area, the profile of the victims, as
well as the developments recorded
at the regional level regarding
traffic safety.

Five national media campaigns
were launched as part of the same
project, with the sixth and final
campaigntakingplacethisyearand
targeting vulnerable categories,
such as children and the elderly.
The first five campaigns addressed
several themes, including drug
use while driving, pedestrian and

bicycle/scooter rider misconduct,
speeding and highway driving, as
well as driver distraction, failure
to secure free way or signal, and
other issues. Additionally, an
educational caravan equipped
with a crash simulator and a
vehicle driving simulator will be
acquired.

With the help of non-re-
payable external funds, the
technical intervention capabilities
of traffic police have been streng-
thened. In the project “Develop-
ment of a mobile mixed system
for monitoring road traffic
violations,” the Traffic Police
Directorate will benefit from
modern equipment such as police
vehicles, data collection systems
for traffic safety, radar machines,
mobile systems for detecting
narcotics, mobile printers, and
more.
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Strengthening action capa-
bilities to reduce road accident
victims is also achieved through
improving legislation or providing
professional training for traffic

police. Each vyear, the Traffic
Police Directorate develops a
calendar of activities to be carried
out with a great number of

CRIME RESEARCH AND PREVENTION

“One way of preventing a disease is worth fifty ways of healing it!”

Prevent before combating and sustainably
combat through prevention. This mode of action is
one of the most effective methods to keep evil away
from the community and build a shield of protection
against criminal activity. Every year, the Institute for
Crime Research and Prevention and the specialized
police officers at the territorial level carry out tens of
thousands of informative and preventive activities,
and their messages reach millions of people. The
choice of directions of action is closely linked to
the research on the manifestation of criminality in
Romanian society.

Consequently, during year 2022 the activities
were aimed at preventing crimes against the person,
with a focus on preventing victimization of minors,
domestic violence, sexual assault, missing children,
as well as preventing crimes against property and
cybercrime.

“The activity of crime prevention represents the
set of legal measures meant to reduce or contribute
to the reduction of the risk of crime or harm caused
by it, with the ultimate goal of increasing the level
of citizen safety. In 2022, 324 crime prevention
programs, campaigns, and projects were implemented
at the national, regional, and local levels, which
resulted in over 22,000 prevention activities that had
over 2 million beneficiaries. The activity of crime
prevention, based on scientifically grounded evidence
and a good understanding of the social and criminal
context, represents our goal of development in this
field, in collaboration with internal and international
partners,” says the Director of the Institute for
Crime Research and Prevention, Chief Police
Superintendent Sorin Stanica.
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The “Unwanted Touches” campaign was
carried out in partnership with the Child Helpline
Association and with the support of the US Embassy

in Bucharest. Over 1,700 activities were carried out
for 40,000 minors and almost 10,000 adults, and the
actions were presented together with the messages
and recommendations of specialists in almost 350
articles and radio-TV broadcasts. The campaign
won four awards: the gold medal at the international
Digital Communication Award competition, the
2nd prize at the Civil Society Gala - Communication
Campaigns on Social Issues Section, Campaign of
the Year at the European Excellence Awards - Video
Section, and the Silver Award for Excellence at the
Romanian PR Awards Gala.
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The project “Tedi Safety School”, implemented
in partnership with the Ministry of Education
and Maspex Romania, was carried out in over
1,000 educational units. In total, over the 7 years
of implementation, more than a quarter of a
million students have benefited from online/offline
informative and preventive activities, as well as
practical lessons aimed at reducing the risk of
victimization among children.

Specialists selected social
media posts to draw attention to the dangers of

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were described. In addition, effective ways to prevent
home burglaries were presented.

To prevent cybercrime,
over 1,600 activities we-
re carried out. Among
them: the “Online Safety”
campaign - initiated and
implemented in partnership
with the National Cyber-
security Directorate and
the Romanian Bank’s Asso-
ciation; the  campaign
within the “RO Cyberex -
Improvement, cooperation,
and prevention in the fight
against cybercrime” project; the “Internet Heroes’
project in the field of online safety for children,
carried out in partnership with Google Romania
and the Adfaber Association.

Nearly 2,000 informative and preventive activities
were dedicated to preventing crime associated with

domestic violence. Two national projects were also
been developed. The “Bright Sky” project, carried
out in collaboration with the Vodafone Romania
Foundation, was aimed at victims of domestic
violence, as well as other victims of gender-based
violence. In the same vein, the “Sensitive response
to domestic violence cases” prevention project
was implemented in partnership with the Sensiblu
Foundation and funded by the British Embassy in
Romania.

Police attention was directed towards preventing
discrimination and hate-motivated crimes. Thus,
the Prevention of Discrimination campaign was
developed in partnership with the Romani Culture
Center, the Prevention of Discrimination and
Victimization of Children from Disadvantaged
Environments “Hopscotch” campaign, carried out in
partnership with the Ovidiu Ro Association, as well
as the “No discrimination!” project, in partnership
with the National Council for Combating
Discrimination. Over 7,000 activities were carried
out to prevent drug use and trafficking. As part of the
“Beyond Appearances” campaign, minors, as well as
adults, were informed about legislation, associated
consequences and risks, as well as institutions to
which they can turn to for support and counseling.

In 2022, the specialists of the Institute also
conducted an analysis of malware attacks, presented
the results of a national study on risks and
vulnerabilities of students in the online environment,
and continued to analyze road events in a
comprehensive manner, providing the Road Safety
Bulletin - a useful tool for implementing measures
necessary to reduce the risk of road accidents.

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INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE IN THE FIELD
OF COMBATING FOREIGN CURRENCY

Between February 27th and March 2nd, the
General Inspectorate of the Romanian Police
organized the international conference regarding
theimplementation of the ASPASIA project - “The
7 seas conference and staff exchange between
South-East European countries and non-euro
E.U. Member States”, carried out between 2020
and 2023, initiated by the Romanian Police and
financed through the Pericles 2020 program.

It consisted of 3 days of training, attended
by police officers, prosecutors, partners from
EU and non-EU states, representatives of the
European Commission and Europol, as well
as representatives of national banks in partner
countries.

The main topics addressed during the
conference were the importance of cooperation
and the rapid exchange of information, as well
as the organization of task forces, involved
in combatting the phenomenon of currency

The overall objective of the project is
to increase experience and strengthen the
cooperation between the competent authorities of
the participating countries by creating a network
of specialists in the field, as well as to share the
experience and knowledge gained regarding
various techniques used in the fight against
money laundering.

The specific objectives of the project are to
increase the experience of the participants in
the field of combating currency counterfeiting,
to share the experience and knowledge gained
regarding different techniques used in the fight
against money laundering, to organize joint
training sessions and exchange the know-how in
the field.

The project included 2 days of staff-exchange
visits in Moldova, Hungary, Turkey, Greece,
