Politia, de la mostenirea Antichitatii,
la realitatile Epocii Moderne

martie este ziua care a deschis o noua fila
2 5 de istorie pentru Politia Roméana. Aceasta

zi a fost instituitd ca zi a armei prin
articolul 49 din Legea nr. 218/23.04.2002 privind
organizarea si functionarea Politiei Roméne.

In acest numir special, consacrat Zilei Politiei
Romadne, ne-am propus sa trecem in revistda mici
istorii din istoria mare a acestei vechi si prestigioase
institutii nationale.

Deseori ne intrebim cum aratau odinioara
Politia si politistul. Pentru inceput, este important sd
aruncam o unda de lumina asupra acestor termeni.
In ceea ce priveste etimologia termenului de politie,
exista mai multe opinii. Unii specialisti sustin ca
originea acestui cuvéant se afla in cuvantul grecesc
»polis” cu semnificatia de oras, cetate. Potrivit
autorilor ,Vocabularului juridic”, editat in 1987 in
Franta, cuvantul ,politie” provine din latinescul
»politia” care reprezintd organizarea politicd, admi-
nistrativd, precum si grecescul ,politeia” care in-
seamnd actiunea de guvernare a unei cetati.

La greci, un numar de cetateni alesi se ocupau
cu conducerea si administrarea cetdtii precum si
cu activitatea de politie. Unii cetédteni ai politiei, cu
un nivel mai ridicat de cunostinte sunt considerati
ca potentiali ,,candidati” la primele demnitati ale
cetatii, dupa ce si-au ficut ucenicia in arta de a
guverna oamenii. Mari filosofi sau istorici ca Platon,
Aristotel, Demostene, Epaminonda sau Plutarh au
ocupat un asemenea post in orasul lor inainte de a
ajunge la rangul care i-au plasat in panteonul istoriei
pentru generatiile urmatoare.

La greci si apoi la romani, politia a fost consi-
derata totdeauna ca o institutie de elitd. Ea se bucura
de mare prestigiu si era considerata ca fiind sufletul
cetdtii, asa cum a denumit-o Socrate, marele orator
si savant al Greciei antice, deoarece se ingrijea
de tot ceea ce era de trebuintd oamenilor, facea s
domneasca ordinea, binele public, prin inliturarea
tuturor fenomenelor antisociale. In Antichitate,
serviciile publice din orasele-state erau indeplinite
de o clasa specializata de functionari ai cetatii ,,polis’,

de unde si notiunea de ,,politisti” care, in timpurile
moderne, s-a pastrat numai pentru o categorie de
functionari.

Pe teritoriile roménesti, necesitatea respectarii
vietii si demnitatii umane a aparut odatd cu relatiile
obstei gentilice si era asiguratd prin contributia
intregii colectivitati, in special prin raportarea lor
la normele morale. La inceputurile organizarii sta-
tale, fruntasii satului, ,o0amenii buni si batrani”
si capeteniile ostirii erau cei care aveau in sarcind
aducerea la judecata a nelegiuitilor, siguranta
locuitorilor, linistea in provincie, paza bunurilor,
prinderea celor ce savéarseau faradelegi.

Cele mai vechi atestari scrise cu privire la
rolul celor destinati sd asigure ordinea si linistea
publicd dateaza din perioada Evului Mediu cand,
pe langa voievodul conducitor, in suita dregatorilor
desemnati sa asigure functionarea statului feudal
roman, Marele Vornic exercita atributiuni privind
paza si ordinea, precum si judecarea pricinilor.
In subordinea acestuia, mentiona chestorul Pavel
Abraham intr-olucrare a sa, se afla vataful de vandtori
care ,,supraveghea oamenii fdard cdpdtdi, reprima pe
cei gdlcevitori, exercita controlul asupra cdlatorilor de
prin hanuri si in special asupra strdinilor”, atributii
péstrate pand in zilele noastre. Functia de vitaf de
vdndtori a fost infiintata la Curtea lui Radu cel Mare
in jurul anului 1508. Primul caruia i s-a incredintat
aceasta functie a fost Neagoe Basarab, care a devenit
ulterior domn al Tarii Romanesti (1512 - 1521).
Marele Vornic era unul dintre dregétorii de frunte
ai domnitorului. Cu 500 de vanitori in subordine, el
raspundea de asigurarea pazei Curtii domnesti, de
procurarea vanatului necesar familiei voievodului,
de vinderea surplusului vandtorilor, de supraveghere
si control al pietelor publice. Vornicia era cea mai
importantd dregatorie romaneasca a acelor vremuri.

Datoritd importantei functiei sale, Marele Vornic
dispunea in teritoriu de o intreaga retea de subalterni,
cum ar fi vornici de tinut, vornici de sat etc., iar in
Sfatul domnesc avea un cuvant important de spus
in luarea hotararilor domnului. Printre vornici intal-
nim si numele lui Isaia, cumnatul lui Stefan cel Mare,
care pentru tradare a fost pedepsit cu taierea capului.
Sarcini asemdnatoare indeplineau la judete, in Tara
Romaneasca ispravnicii, iar in Moldova pdrcdlabii.
Unii autori, analizand insédrcinarile pe care le-a avut
Marele Vornic, au apreciat ca acesta era un adevarat
sef al politiei si al sigurantei statului.

»Atributiile dregitorilor, in acceptiunealui Romeo
Paul Postelnicu, (vornic, staroste, pdrcdlab) au sporit,



The Police, from the heritage of Antiquity,
to the realities of the modern era

March 25th is the day that marked a new chapter
in the history of the Romanian Police. This day was
established by article 49 of Law no. 218/23.04.2002
on the organization and functioning of the Romanian
Police. In this special issue of our publication,
dedicated to the anniversary of the Romanian Police,
we chose to share with you some short stories from
the great history of this old and prestigious national
institution.

We might have wondered what the “Police” as
an institution and the “police officers” used to look
like in their beginning. But first of all, it is important
to shed some light on the terms. There are several
accounts for the etymology of the term “police”
Some specialists claim that the origin of this word
is in the Greek word “polis”, meaning “city/fortress”.
According to the authors of the “Legal Vocabulary”,
edited in 1987 in France, the word “police” comes
from the Latin “politia” which means “civil
administration”, as well as the Greek “politeia” which
means “the action of governing a city”.

Among Greeks, a number of elected citizens
were in charge of the leadership, administration
and applying the law in the citadel. Some citizens
with a higher level of knowledge were considered
as potential “candidates” for the first ranks of
the administration, after they have served their
apprenticeship in the art of governing people. Great
philosophers or historians such as Plato, Aristotle,
Demosthenes, Epaminondas or Plutarch occupied
such positions in their cities before reaching the
rank that placed them in the pantheon of history for
generations to come.

In Greek and then Roman societies, the
police was always considered an elite prestigious
institution. It was also considered to be the “soul of
the city”, as Socrates, the great orator and scholar of
ancient Greece stated, as it catered for the people
and maintained public order by dealing with the
antisocial factors that disrupted the well-being of the
society. In Antiquity, in what was then called “polis”,

public services were performed by a specialized class
of city officials, hence the notion of “policemen”
which, in modern times, has been preserved only for
a category of officials

In the territory of modern day Romania, the
need to respect human life and dignity arised
simultaneously with the earliest and simplest forms
of socio-political organizations. This was ensured
through collectivity-wide contributions, particularly
by enforcing moral norms. At the beginning of the
state organization, the leaders of the village, (the
Elders’ Council) and those of the armies were the
ones who had the task of bringing the lawless to
justice, ensuring the safety of the inhabitants and
the peace in their territory, guarding the goods, and
catching those who committed crimes.

The oldest written attestations regarding the role
of those destined to ensure public order and security
date from the Middle Ages when, in addition to the
leading voivode, among of governors appointed to
ensure the functioning of the Romanian feudal
state, the Great Vornic exercised powers such as
regarding security and order, and judging the
causes. In his coordination, the quaestor Pavel
Abraham mentioned in one of his works, there was
a group of hunters who “supervised the homeless
people, repressed the swindlers, exercised control
over the travelers from the inns and especially over
the foreigners”, attributions kept until Nowadays.
The function of chief of hunters was established at
the Court of Radu cel Mare around 1508. The first
person to be entrusted with this function was Neagoe
Basarab, who later became lord of the Romanian
Land (1512 - 1521). The great Vornic was one of the
ruler’s leading officials. With 500 hunters under his
command, he was responsible for guarding the Royal
Court, procuring the game needed by the voivode’s
family, selling the hunters’” surplus, supervising and
controlling the public markets. Vornicia was the
most important Romanian headquarters of those
times.

Due to the importance of his position, the Great
Vornic had a whole network of subordinates in the
territory, such as land wardens, village wardens, etc.,
and in the Princely Council he had an important
say in making the lords decisions. Among the
Vorniki we find the name of Isaiah, the brother-
in-law of Stephen the Great, who was punished by
beheading for treason. Similar tasks were performed
in the counties, in Wallachia by the administrators,
and in Moldova by the pdrcdlabi. Some authors,
analyzing the assignments that the Great Vornic
had, appreciated that he was a true head of the police
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astfel incat din secolul al XVII-lea acestia controlau si
actele administratiilor oraselor. Puterea lor in secolele
al XVI-lea si al XVII-lea era destul de mare. Astfel
ei aveau in subordine cea mai numeroasd fortd de
represiune in tinut si chiar in orase, avdnd in acelasi
timp si intinse atributii administrative (repartizarea
ddrilor fiecarui ordsean din suma globala datoratd de
oras domniei, sechestrarea si vinderea bunurilor celor
rdi platnici etc.), autoritatea lor extinzandu-se asupra
oraselor si asupra tinuturilor. Ei reprezentau cea mai
importantd institutie locald a puterii centrale”. Cu
trecerea vremii, indatoririle véitafului de vandtori au
inglobat mai toate functiile politiei actuale, el putand
fi pe drept cuvant considerat ca premergitorul
prefectului de politie de mai tarziu.

In vremea Imperiului Otoman, véitaful de vand-
tori a primit numele de agd, desi multa vreme vor
mai fi folosite denumirile de agd si vdtaf. Numele
a fost imprumutat in a doua jumatate a secolului
al XVI-lea de la turci, unde are acceptiunea de
comandant. Miron Costin - ca si Evliya Celebi si
Dimitrie Cantemir - il aseamdna cu ienicer-aga,
comandantul ienicerilor.

In timpul domniei lui Mihai Viteazul, pentru a
consolida disciplina in unitatile constituite in cea mai
mare parte din straini, domnul a schimbat termenul
de vdtaf de vandtori in acel de agd, ce avea un inteles
mai cuprinzator chiar decét acela de céapitan sau de
mare capitan. Agii s-au numarat printre cei mai viteji
demnitari ai sdi. Se stie chiar cd aga Farcas comanda
la 1593 pedestrimea Valahiei.

Dregatoria apare in a doua jumatate a secolului
al XVI-lea, inainte de Mihai Viteazul, si anume la 10
decembrie 1567. Insusi el a fost mare aga, in timpul
lui Stefan Surdul (1591 - 1592). Marele nostru istoric
Nicolae lorga considera ca aga este un dregdtor
militar al lui Mihai Viteazul, care, pentru a stapani
besliii din armata sa, avea nevoie de un turc ,,al cdrui
titlu e acesta de agd, obisnuit la Constantinopol, unde
insemna orice ofiter al seraiului’.

Incepand cu anul 1620, domnitorul muntean
Radu Mihnea instituie dregatoria oficiala de aga
data sefului politiei, care, la rindul ei, se numea Agie.
Voievodul numeste in aceastd demnitate membri ai
unor mari familii. Titulatura apare, ulterior, si in
Moldova. Acesta avea in subordine straji la mahalale
si la barierd, o inchisoare si un tribunal.

Intr-una din lucririle sale importante, Gheor-
ghe Costachi ne aduce detalii suplimentare din
Enciclopedia Romdniei in 2 volume, publicatd la
Bucuresti in 1938, in completarea celor expuse an-
terior: ,Aga devine comandantul orasului Bucu-
resti, ingrijind si priveghind de paza bunei ordini.
El hotardste pretul obiectelor de indestulare in toate
orasele, priveghiaza sd fie mdsurile drepte, umbld prin
orase cu vergi si cu falangd de pedepseste pe cei ce se
abat de la ordine si priveghiazd pentru a-i prinde...

El are strdji prin mahalale si pe la bariere... El are
inchisoare deosebitd si tribunal”. Autorul adauga:
»Aga are sub dansul pe capitanii de dorobanti, pe
polcovnicul de Targoviste, pe polcovnicul de oras, pe
polcovnicul de vandtori, pe logofitul agdi, pe ius-
basa de Divan si ius-basa de Harem si pe cdpitanul
nemtilor. Mai tdrziu ca maestru al politiilor aga a
ajuns prefectul de politie al capitalei”.

Nicolae Stoicescu, autorul lucrarii Sfatul domnesc
si marii dregdtori din Tara Romdneascd si Moldova
(sec. XIV-XVII), ofera amanunte interesante si
anume: ,,aga ocupa o dregitorie «mare §i mdnoasi»
(officium magnum, utileque), comanddnd ostasii
pedestri: dorobanti, seimeni, lefegii si scutelnici.
El avea venituri insemnate din slujba sa, primind
daruri de la dorobanti, care-i faceau si diverse munci:
cladeau case, cdrau lemne, sdpau iazuri «si altele
asemdndtoare». « Dupd marele spatar, aga are castzgul
cel mai insemnat si cel mai imediat». In aceastd vreme,
aga nu fdcea parte dintre membrii sfatului, ci dintre
dregdtorii care asistau la sedintele acestuia. In afard
de atributiile sale de comandant de oaste, aga avea
si drept de judecatd, fiind folosit uneori de domnie ca
ispravnic in diverse pricini sau in diferite alte misiuni
de incredere. In Moldova, marele aga este amintit ceva
mai tdrziu, in ultimul deceniu al secolului al XV1I-lea,
adicd o datd cu aparitia slujitorilor, cand probabil
hatmanul a devenit comandantul cildrasilor, iar aga,
ajutorul sdu, mai marele dorobantilor”.

Cuvantul ,,politie” a intrat in uzul curent la noi,
dupa toate aparentele, in epoca fanariota, datoritd
influentei grecesti. In timpul domniei fanariote,
Alexandru Ipsilanti (1774 - 1782), ridicd ,,Agia” la
rangul de institutie a statului. Atributiile ,,Agiei” au
fost stabilite de catre acesta la 1775. Tot in timpul
domniei sale, a fost creat un tribunal pentru cauze
cu caracter politienesc - Judecatoria Ot Vel Aga - ale
carei hotarari nu puteau fi atacate decat la divan.

In secolele al XV1I-lea si al XVIII-lea, se vorbeste
deseori in documentele vremii despre ,,politie”, cu
intelesul de ,activitate de stat” si chiar cu acela de
»stat” propriu-zis. Este de inteles ca aceasta notiune
s-a referit mai intai la activitatea Domnitorului si
a ,obladuitorilor Tarii”, dat fiind cd acestia aveau
»datoria... ca unii ce sunt niste pdrinti ai Patriei, a se
sili, a se nevoi, nu numai pentru ceea ce aduce folos
la o parte, ci mai ales pentru ceea ce s-ar cunoaste
cd este de obste folos norodului si de podoaba si fald
patriei”, afirma chestorul Lazar Carjan intr-unul din
volumele sale.

In secolele XVII-XVIII, Vel Aga, dupi unii
autori seful politiei Capitalei, avea atributiuni
foarte variate, pe langa asigurarea pazei si ordinei
publice revenindu-i si supravegherea comertului,
a cafenelelor si localurilor publice, igiena orasului,
pedepsirea celor care ,fdceau vorbire rea despre
Domnie”, controlul strainilor etc. ,Prin mahalalele



and state security.

“The duties of the prefects, according to Romeo
Paul Postelnicu, (vornic, staroste, pdrcdlab) increased,
so that from the 17th century they also controlled the
acts of the city administrations. Their power in the
16th and 17th centuries was quite large. Thus they
had under their command the most numerous force
of repression in the land and even in the cities, having
at the same time extensive administrative duties
(distribution of the contributions of each citizen from
the global sum owed by the city to the reign, seizure and
sale of the goods of bad payers, etc.), their authority
extending over cities and lands. They represented the
most important local institution of central power”
Over time, the duties of the chief of hunters came
to encompass nearly all functions of the current
police force, making him rightfully considered the
precursor of the later police prefect.

During the time of the Ottoman Empire, the
vataf (chief) of hunters was called ‘agd, although
the terms ‘agd and ‘vataf’ continued to be used for
a long time. The term was borrowed in the second
half of the 16th century from the Turks, and it meant
‘commander. Miron Costin, as well as Evliya Celebi
and Dimitrie Cantemir, likened him to the ‘jeniser-
aga, the commander of the janissaries.

During the reign of Mihai Viteazul, to strengthen
discipline in units mostly composed of foreigners,
the ruler changed the term ‘chief of hunters’ to ‘aga,
which had a broader meaning than that of a captain
or a great captain. The agas counted among his
bravest dignitaries. It is even known that Aga Farcas
commanded the infantry of Wallachia in 1593.

The office of ‘agd’ appeared in the second half
of the 16th century, before Mihai Viteazul, namely
on December 10, 1567. He himself was a grand
agd during the time of Stefan Surdul (1591 - 1592).
Our great historian Nicolae Iorga considered the
aga to be a military officer of Mihai Viteazul, who
needed a Turk “whose title is that of agd, customary
in Constantinople, where it meant any officer of the
palace”, in order to control the beylerbeys in his
army.

Starting in 1620, the Wallachian ruler Radu
Mihnea established the official office of agd as the
head of the police, which in turn was called Agie.
The ruler appointed members of prominent families
to this position. The title later also appeared in
Moldavia. He had under his command guards in
neighborhoods and at barriers, a prison, and a
tribunal.

In one of his important works, Gheorghe
Costachi provides additional details from the
Encyclopedia of Romania in 2 volumes, published in
Bucharest in 1938, supplementing those previously
mentioned: “The “Aga becomes the commander of
the city of Bucharest, taking care and ensuring the
maintenance of public order. He determines the prices
of essential goods in all cities, ensures fair measures,

walks through cities with rods and with a phalanx,
punishes those who deviate from order, and watches
to catch them... He has guards in neighborhoods and
at barriers... He has a separate prison and tribunal’
The author adds: “The Aga has under him the captains
of the dorobanti, the colonel of Targoviste, the city
colonel, the colonel of hunters, the logofit of the Aga,
the ius-basa of the Divan and the ius-basa of the
Harem, and the captain of the Germans. Later, as the
master of the police, the Aga became the prefect of the
capital”

Nicolae Stoicescu, the author of the work “The
princely council and the great dignitaries of Wallachia
and Moldavia (14th-17th centuries)”, offers interes-
ting details, namely: “the aga held a great and labo-
rious’ office (officium magnum, utileque), comman-
ding foot soldiers: dorobanti, seimeni, lefegii, and
scutelnici. He had significant income from his service,
receiving gifts from dorobanti, who also did various
tasks for him: built houses, carried wood, and dug
ponds ‘and other similar tasks’. After the great spdtar,
the aga has the most significant and immediate
gain’. During this time, the aga was not among the
members of the council but among the dignitaries
who attended its sessions. In addition to his duties
as a military commander, the aga also had judicial
powers, sometimes being used by the ruler as a judge
in various cases or in various other missions of trust.
In Moldavia, the grand aga is mentioned somewhat
later, in the last decade of the 16th century, that is,
with the appearance of servants, when probably the
hetman became the commander of the cavalry, and
the aga, his assistant, the chief of the dorobanti.”

The word “police” entered common usage in
Romania, apparently, during the Phanariot era,
due to Greek influence. During the Phanariot rule,
Alexandru Ipsilanti (1774 - 1782) elevated the “Agia”
to the rank of a state institution. The duties of the
‘Agia’ were established by him in 1775. Also during
his reign, a tribunal was created for cases of a police
nature - the Ot Vel Aga Court - whose decisions
could only be appealed to the divan.

In the 17th and 18th centuries, there was often
talk in contemporary documents about “police’,
meaning ‘state activity” and even Sstate” itself. It is
understandable that this notion initially referred
to the activity of the ruler and the ‘governors of
the country, since they had ‘the duty.. as those
who are like parents of the Fatherland, to strive, to
endeavor, not only for what brings benefit to one part,
but especially for what would be known to be for the
common benefit of the people and for the adornment
and glory of the country”, as stated by the treasurer
Lazar Carjan in one of his volumes.

In the 17th-18th centuries, Vel Aga, according
to some authors the chief of police of the capital,
had very diverse duties, including ensuring the
security and public order as well as supervising
trade, cafes, and public places, the hygiene of the

indemnau la razmerita, nu ficeau cuvenita curatenie
langa pravalii, vindeau cu lipsa la cantar, cleveteau
contra domnitorului, aveau sd cunoasca din plin
pedeapsa loviturilor la falanga ale marelui aga, mai
ales ca, din 1775, se infiinteaza Tribunalul Agiei. La
1776, armasii erau cei care aveau insarcinarea de a
prinde talharii, care erau adusi legati la temnita cu
toate lucrurile gésite asupra lor.

La 1 septembrie 1782, Voda Nicolae Caragea a
dat un pitac domnesc prin care a oprit conversatiile
politice in cafenele, iar pentru a opri iesirea din
tara a celor nemultumiti, a infiintat ,,pasusul” adica
pasaportul. Tot el a oprit sub grele pedepse portul
ilegal de arme, uniforme si ,,caiafete”, de teama unor
miscari si razmerite. Pentru agentii fortei publice
care umblau prin judete cu orice fel de treaba, a
dispus ,,sd se poarte cu bldndete cdtre locuitori si a
nu-i necdji cu fapte si urmdri fdrd de cale si fard de
oranduiald”.

Acesta a dispus o serie de dispozitiuni de natura
edilitard cum ar fi curatarea cosurilor (pitacul din
22 august 1782), respectul igienei publice, politia
podurilor de peste Dambovita si a drumurilor din
Bucuresti, politia cafenelelor si a hanurilor, controlul
strainilor la intrarea in capitald etc. Masurile, care
constituie un fericit inceput in opera de modernizare
a politiei, au fost inmultite si intarite de Mihai Sutu.

Sub Voda Mihai Sutu se dau Instructiuni
pentru prevenirea infractiunilor si avertismente de
sanctionare a neglijentei organelor de executare.
Tot sub Voda Sutu se dd in 1784 primul Pitac
domnesc care prevede cenzura tiparului. Agia se
transforma in politie in timpul ocupatiei rusesti din
1806 - 1812. Vel Aga raspundea de paza si ordinea
Capitalei si era direct subordonat domnitorului, in
timp ce periferiile cddeau in grija marelui spatar.
Strajerii (dorobantii) asigurau paza prin posturi
fixe si patrulari sub supravegherea zapciilor. Vel aga
fixa preturile produselor alimentare si supraveghea
respectarea acestora, a ordinii publice in localuri,
intocmea orarul de functionare al magazinelor si se
ocupa de curdtenia orasului.

In timpul Regulamentului Organic, este numit
un adjunct denumit pomojnic. In 1798, a luat
fiinta functia de mare vornic si se reglementeaza
inchiderea cafenelelor. Feldmaresalul Prozorovschi
creeazd in Bucuresti o noua institutie politieneasca
numita Comitetul Politiei care, prin atributiile ei,
a incilcat pe cele ale Agiei. In timpul celei de-a
treia ocupatii rusesti (1820 - 1834), generalul Pavel
Kiseleff hotaraste o noud organizare a Politiei.

Pana la 1774, teritoriul orasului Bucuresti era

impdrtit, din punct de vedere politienesc, in doua
sectoare circulare concentrice: un sector circular
central, pus sub jurisdictia unui vel aga, si un sector
circular periferic, care cuprindea toatd periferia
orasului si restul Térii Romanesti si era pus sub
jurisdictia marelui spatar. Incepand cu anul 1774,
sectorul circular central al agiei este impdrtit in
cinci plasi, fiecare fiind condusa de un vataf de plasa
sau zapciu. Dupa anul 1808, denumirea de plasa se
schimba in aceea de ,,culoare’, iar vataful de plasd ia
denumirea de comisar sau pristav.

Regulamentul Organic prevedea ca ajutori ai
Domnului tarii sase ministri, in a céror ierarhie
ministrul trebilor dinlauntru (Marele Vornic) se situa
pe primul loc, era prezidentul Sfatului Administrativ,
avea un rang superior si primea un salariu mai
mare decat ceilalti ministri, lui subordonandu-
i-se nemijlocit carmuitorii (prefectii) de judete.
Ministrului de Interne ii reveneau foarte largi
raspunderi, intre care: ,,carmuirea a toata politia din
launtru”, asigurarea sandtatii populatiei, intocmirea
recensamantului (catagrafiilor), privegherea pentru
hrana locuitorilor si pentru a fi belsug in tard, tinerea
in bunastare a drumurilor si functionarea postelor.

Printre cauzele aduse in fata Tribunalului Agiei
in 1832 mentiondm: impreunarea in sild (viol),
muscatura de caine, tentativd de rapire, stricarea
unor haine etc.

In unele desene ale lui Gheorghe Pompilian
(Tintuirea de urechi, Bdtaia la tdlpi, Bataia la spate,
Bdtaia femeii si Scoala), intalnim céateva dintre pe-
depsele corectionale aplicate vinovatilor in prima
jumatate a secolului al XIX-lea: tintuirea de urechi,
bataia la falanga sau bétaia cu nuiaua. Acestea au
fost imblanzite odata cu adoptarea Regulamentului
Organic.

Actul ,,de nastere” oficial ce constituie Politia ca
structurd independentd a administratiei este legat de
un eveniment major inscris inistoria acestei institutii,
si anume inmanarea Steagului Agiei in anul 1822,
de catre domnitorul paméntean al Tarii Romanesti,
Grigore (al IV-lea) Dimitrie Ghica, Marelui Aga
Mihdita Filipescu. Drept mdrturie a evenimentului
avem inscriptia scrisa cu litere chirilice negre pe
ambele fete ale steagului: ,,Fdcutu-s-au acest steag
al Agiei la prefacerea domnilor dintre pdmanteni ai
Tarii Romanesti, Mdria Sa Grigorie Ghica Voevod, in
anii 1822, prin epistosia (ingrijirea) Dumnealui Vel
Agd Mihdita Filipescu”.

Istoria acestei institutii nationale ne oferd
material istoric interesant care merita analizat si luat
in considerare, cu atdt mai mult cu cét, in evolutia
si in transformarea ei pemanentd, poate servi drept
sursa importanta validatd in timp in gasirea unor
solutii viabile.

city, punishing those who “spoke ill of the Ruler”,
controlling foreigners, etc. “Through the peripheral
neighborhoods and even in the center, besides the
barking of dogs, in the deep darkness, only the cries
could be heard: Stop! Who's there? I see you, I see you!
of the guards and the passersby”, historian George
Potra tells us in The oldtimes Bucharest. Those who
incited rebellion did not maintain cleanliness near
their shops, sold with false weights, slandered against
the ruler, would fully experience the punishment of
the blows from the great aga, especially since, from
1775, the Agia Tribunal was established. In 1776,
“armagii” were in charge of catching the robbers,
who were brought bound to the dungeon with all the
things found on them.

On September 1, 1782, Voda Nicolae Caragea
wrote a command letter by which he stopped
political conversations in cafes and established the
“pasus”, that is the passport, in order to prevent
the dissatisfied from leaving the country. He also
stopped the illegal carrying of weapons, uniforms
and ‘caiafete”, for fear of movements and riots.
He ordered the law enforcement authorities who
handled the county matters “to behave gently towards
the inhabitants and not to trouble them with facts
without results and order”.

He ordered a series of dispositions of an urban
nature such as the cleaning of chimneys (the decree
of August 22, 1782), respect for public hygiene, the
police of the bridges over Dambovita and the roads
in Bucharest, the police of cafes and inns, the control
of foreigners at the entrance to the capital. The
measures, which constitute a happy beginning in
the work of modernizing the police, were multiplied
and strengthened by Mihai Sutu.

Under the influence Voda Mihai Sutu, instruc-
tions for preventing crimes and warnings for
sanctioning the negligence of enforcement bodies
are given. In addition, during the same reign, the
first royal decree was issued, which provided for the
censorship of printing, in 1784. “Agia” turned into
the police during the Russian occupation from 1806
to 1812. Vel Aga was responsible for the security and
order of the Capital and was directly subordinate to
the ruler, while the outskirts were managed by the
great ‘spdtar”. The guards (‘dorobantii”) provided
security through fixed posts and patrols under the
supervision of the “zapcii”. Vel aga fixed the prices of
food products and supervised them, the public order
in the restaurants, compiled the opening hours of
the shops and took care of the cleanliness of the city.

During the Organic Regulation, a deputy called
‘pomojnic” is appointed. In 1798, the position of
great vornic was created and the closing of cafes was
regulated. Field Marshal Prozorovschi created a new
police institution called the Police Committee, in
Bucharest, which, through its attributions, violated
those of “Agia”. During the third Russian occupation
(1820 - 1834), General Pavel Kiseleff decided to

reorganize the Police.

Until 1774, the territory of Bucharest was divided
into two concentric circular sectors: a central
circular sector, under the jurisdiction of a “vel aga’,
and a peripheral circular sector, which included the
entire periphery of the city and the rest of Wallachia
and was placed under the jurisdiction of the “great
spatar”. Starting from 1774, the central circular
sector of the agia is divided into five “plasi’, each
being led by a “vdtaf de plasd” sau “zapciu”. After
the year 1808, the name of “plasd” changed to that of
‘color”, and the “vdtaful de plasd” took the name of
commissar or pristav.

The Organic Regulation implied that six
ministers were assistants to the Lord of the country,
in whose hierarchy the minister of internal affairs
(“Marele Vornic”) was the first, he was the president
of the Administrative Council, had a higher
rank and received a higher salary than the other
ministers, the governors (prefects) of the counties
being subordinate to him directly. The Minister
of internal affairs had a broad responsibility,
including: “managing all the police from within”,
ensuring the health of the population, compiling
the census (catagraphies), watching over the food of
the inhabitants and to be abundant in the country,
keeping the roads in good condition and the post
offices operational.

Among the cases brought before the “Agia
Tribunal” in 1832, should be mentioned:
unconsented relations (rape), dog bite, attempt to
kidnapping, spoiling of clothes, etc.

In some of Gheorghe Pompilian’s drawings (Ear
pinning, Soles beating, Back beating the back, Woman
Beating and School), there can be noticed some of
the correctional punishments applied to the guilty
in the first half of the 19th century: pinning the ears,
beating the phalanx or beat with the stick. These
were softened with the adoption of the Organic
Regulation.

The official “birth” act that constitutes the Police
as an independent structure of the administration
is linked to a major event recorded in the history
of this institution, namely the handing over of the
“Agia” Flag in 1822, by the earthly ruler of Wallachia,
Grigore (IV) Dimitrie Ghica, “Marele Agd” Mihaita
Filipescu. As a testimony of the event, we have the
inscription written in black Cyrillic letters on both
sides of the flag: “This flag of Agia was made at the
request of the lords from the land of the Romanian
Land, His Majesty Grigorie Ghica Voevod, in the
years 1822, through epistosia (the care) to Mr. Vel
“Aga” Mihditd Filipescu”.

The history of this national institution offers us
interesting historical material that deserves to be
analyzed and taken into account, all the more so in
its evolution and permanent transformation, it can
serve as an important source validated over time in
finding viable solutions.

THE OFFENSIVE

ON ORGANIZED CRIME GROUPS

In modern societies, spectacular developments
bring both opportunities and vulnerabilities. We
enjoy technological progress with undeniable
benefits, but it is the very emergence of cyber space,
defined by the absence of borders, which keeps
latent the hazard of various threats becoming real.
The sphere of organized crime embraces nowadays
a variety of criminal activities, with poly-criminality
becoming a feature of groups operating around the
globe.

Dismanlting criminal networks is an assiduous
struggle, generating individual and collective
security. Therefore, strengthening the efforts of
law enforcement agencies must be doubled, at
national level, by a strengthening of the public
authority, a process that cannot be accomplished
without increasing the trust in those who devote

their time, knowledge and all their energy to
stop drug aggression, to recover the victims of
human trafficking or to halt the atrocities of child
pornography.

The Directorate for Combating Organized Crime
(D.C.C.0.) is the specialized unit of the Romanian
Police, which coordinates, at national level, the
activity of combating drug trafficking, human
and migrants trafficking, economic and financial
macro-criminality, cybercrime. It also conducts
large-scale financial investigations and fights against
counterfeiting of currency.

Under the coordination of the prosecutors from
the Directorate for Investigating Organized Crime
and Terrorism (D.I.I.C.O.T) and in cooperation with
internal and external partners, the efforts to combat
organized crime groups yield consistent results each

institutii. Dincolo de implicarea in campanii de
constientizare a riscurilor, politistii antidrog au
contribuit la formarea de specialisti in identificarea
cazurilor de consum sau trafic de stupefiante, oferind
expertiza in cadrul cursurilor organizate de Agentia
Nationala Antidrog. De asemenea, ofiterii antidrog
au oferit suport colegilor din alte structuri, inca din
faza constatarii unei fapte de consum, detinere sau
trafic de droguri.

Cu privire la segmentul stradal, actiuni concen-
trate vizeaza reducerea ofertei.

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SCHOOL, STREET, SOCIETY

The actions of the D.C.C.O. police officers involve
large-scale investigations, as well as strengthening
the response capacity by adapting and innovating
working methods. The school, the street and the
society are fundamental landmarks in the entire
system of actions taken to prevent and combat
organized crime.

At the level of the Supreme Council for County’s
Defense, drug consumption in the premises or in
the area of educational institutions, as well as the
availability of the substances in the environments
frequented by pupils and students, have been
identified as real threats to their safety and health,
including to the stability of the educational system
in Romania. Thus, in the year 2023, the structures

for combating organized crime carried out activities
for the implementation of the objectives contained
in the National Framework Action Plan for School
Safety, in an integrated system with other structures/
institutions. Beyond involvement in risk awareness
campaigns, anti-drug police officers have contributed
to the training of specialists in identifying cases of
drug consumption or trafficking, offering expertise
during the courses organized by the National Anti-
Drug Agency. Additionally, anti-drug officers offered
support to colleagues from other structures, even
from the stage in which a case of drug consumption,
possession or trafficking was ascertained.

Regarding the street segment, focused actions
are aimed at reducing supply. In 2023, the anti-drug
structures executed more than 3,000 house search
warrants in almost 900 operational actions, with
more than 4,000 individuals being investigated. The
previous year, 59 criminal groups involved in drug
trafficking were dismantled nationwide. Society can
be protected by strengthening the capabilities of these
structures, which is why the organizational charts
have been supplemented, and courses are regularly
held, both at the national and international level, in
order to provide quality professional training.

»CRIME AS A SERVICE”

The phenomenon of computer crime in Romania
is closely related to the European and global trend.
Across the globe, technological development is
leading to the emergence of crimes committed
through modus operandi characterized by
complexity, dynamism, asymmetry or cross-border
traits.

On the online black market, crime as a service
(CaaS) opens a Pandora’s box. Basically, people with
technical skills sell cyber attack tools. Automated

“Kits” can be easily used by those without digital
expertise. Computer attacks such as ransomware,
PHISHING, malicious links that invade electronic
devices or fraudulent investment schemes bring new
challenges in the fight against crime.

A huge challenge for the structures fighting or-
ganized crime is the exponential increase in the
number of Investment Fraud cases, committed by
groups that have the specialized technical infras-
tructure, usually located in countries other than the
country where the victims live. They use deep fake
materials to promote investments in fake platforms,
but also technical tools such as caller id spoofing
(i.e.falsifying the identity of the caller), to mislead
potential victims.

Computer systems are also used in the atrocious
phenomenon of child pornography. To combat
forms of computer crime, in 2023, D.C.C.O. police
officers carried out activities in 11,378 delegation
orders, issued by D.II.C.O.T. prosecutors

When tense moments set the rhythm of life, the
comfort brought by routine disappears.

You follow all forms
of training, you assimilate knowledge, and only then
can you respond to any emergency situation,” states
the director of the Special Operations Directorate.
Police quaestor Vasile Costea coordinates all special
operations structures nationwide. Even within
these structures, the generational shift is felt, which
is why there is always an exchange of expertise.
The young bring new technological skills, and the
mode of action is standardized within professional
training sessions, constantly carried out in all areas
of competence.

Tens of
thousands of missions define the activity of the
Special Operations Directorate each year.

DISCIPLINE AND RESPONSABILITY

Police officers within special operations brigades
and those of the central directorate know that
their duty is to act, regardless of the time of day or
night. Missions follow one after another at a pace in
which only discipline and endurance can keep them
perfectly focused. Field actions involve a lot of effort
and come with personal deprivation. However, the
source of their energy is precisely the fulfillment
brought by the result of their work. For the entire
Romanian Police force, their contribution holds
significant value. The construction and resolution
of large-scale criminal cases would be unimaginable
without the contribution of these individuals
dedicated to their profession.

Governed by the principle of not standing out,
they pursue their tasks with the enthusiasm that
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their support also contributes to achieving good.
Only in this way, in the most difficult moments, do
they find their intuition and creativity.

“In all our special operations structures, we have
found dedicated individuals. They are driven by the
impulse to better themselves. Their profession is not
easy. They must anticipate, think ahead, but the
satisfaction is immense when one saves lives, captures
criminals, or helps in building and solving a complex
criminal case. That is why the development of these
structures is vital on two central pillars - human
resources and advanced technical equipment,” states
police quaestor Vasile Costea, director of the Special
Operations Directorate.

The accomplishments of these police officers
keep the front pages of the newspapers.

His eyes have witnessed the most heinous human
acts. Atrocities that instinct compels you to close
your eyes in pain. However, he keeps them wide open
and carefully searches, examining every patch of the
criminal field, analyzing with the help of science and
technology. His expertise significantly contributes to
finding the long-sought answer. Judicial truth brings
the peace he needs to tackle another case. And then,
always another one.

At every crime scene, the Forensic Expert
of the Romanian Police lives through the entire
unfolding of events. The weight of discovering the
truth rests on his shoulders. But he never shows it.
He pursues his vocation with patience, calm, and
meticulousness. He will not create scenarios, even
though vivid memories of each case linger in his
mind. Only science guides him, and when a career
follows a passion, there is a hard-to-explain calling
whose expression we find in high-value expertise in
the justice system.

The National Institute of Forensics (INC) is the
elite unit of the Romanian Police that coordinates

the scene investigation activities nationwide,
conducts expert analyses, forensic examinations,
digital searches, and activities specific to criminal
identification, in criminal cases and only at the
request of judicial authorities. The experts, aware
of the importance of their work, maintain the
reputation of the Institute, not just nationally but
internationally, through rigorous quality mana-
gement following international standards.

The contribution of forensic structures to the
overall effort of identifying and proving perpetrators

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“It’s a colossal effort every year! We constantly fight
to respond to all types of crimes. We are continuously
involved in projects, not just for the Institute but for all
forensic structures in the country. We need to improve
and develop new technical and scientific means in all
areas, from crime scene investigation to databases.
In our field, technology has brought remarkable
innovations, albeit costly. Forensics lives in times
when it needs state-of-the-art technology to excel” -
Police Quaestor Romica POTORAGC, director of the
National Institute of Forensics.

Police Quaestor Romicd Potorac has been
working at the Institute since 2000. An expert with
fabulous professional expertise, he was part of the
teams that modernized Romanian forensics. He
witnessed the pioneering era of judicial genetic
analysis and the beginnings of genetic and fingerprint
data exchanges through computer databases. As a
manager, he led the Institute in large-scale projects
with direct effects on the work of all forensic
experts and applied scientific research. Today, the
National Institute of Forensics has a complex team
of specialists, increasingly advanced technical
equipment, and laboratories unique in Romania. For
example, the two departments in the fields of biology
and physical-chemistry serve the entire Romanian
Police. In the field of biology alone, the number of

expert analyses and forensic findings increased by
almost 240% in 2023 compared to 2012.

ART AND TECHNOLOGICAL
INNOVATION

The beauty of forensics lies in the mastery of
combining knowledge from all sciences to collect and
examine evidence. However, beyond this art, every
investment in technology has multiple effects. For
instance, the Automated Fingerprint Identification
System (AFIS), one of the oldest databases of the
Romanian Police, was hardware and software
modernized and updated at the end of 2022. A year
later, nationally, the results showed a 25% increase in
the number of people identified through fingerprint
data examination in crime scene investigation cases.

The field of judicial ballistics has recently

undergone significant technological evolution.
Since 2022, all national and international checks
of cartridge tubes and bullets fired from firearms,
for the purpose of identifying the weapon from
which they were fired, have been performed by an
automatic ballistic examination system, acquired
through a European-funded project.

In 2023 alone, the National Institute of Forensics
was involved in the implementation of 8 non-
refundable external financing projects. Constantly,
new project proposals are submitted for funding,
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cadrul unui proiect cu fonduri europene.

Crime, incendii, explozii, dezastre, accidente
rutiere sau catastrofe aeriene - toate implica si
prezenta criminalistului in echipa de cercetare. Ex-
pertizele sunt complexe, la fel si echipele de politisti.
Pentru aflarea adevérului judiciar, specialisti in
chimie, biologie, in reconstructii faciale ori experti
poligraf vor lucra alaturi de criminalistul care a oferit
»izvorul probelor” prin cercetarea la fata locului.
»Incercdm sd fim un nucleu care schimbd abor-
darea. Munca noastrd vine cu cea mai inaltd recom-
pensd. Indiferent de locul in care mergi sd cercetezi,
legi un puzzle pentru aflarea adevdrului. Stii ce vrei
sd afli, dar cum ajungi sd reconstitui faptele tine de
fiecare dintre noi.

unor activitati artistice, culturale sau sportive. Alex
Porosanu cantd intr-o trupa rock, alti colegi sunt
dansatori profesionisti, picteaza ori scriu poezii.

Institutul National de Criminalistica este o
unitate de elita si pentru cd oamenii care lucreaza
aici sunt permanent interesati de dezvoltare profe-
sionald. Cei mai multi dintre ei merg la cursuri in
strainatate, iar cand se intorc impdrtdsesc cunos-
tintele colegilor din tard. De exemplu, intr-un amplu
exercitiu care a avut loc in septembrie 2023, zeci
de criminalisti, din mai multe judete, au parcurs
unul dintre cele mai dificile scenarii: cercetarea
unui accident aviatic.

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and possibilities for development are analyzed so
that the Romanian Police can respond to as many
societal needs as possible and remain a constant
support in the act of justice.

ALWAYS IN SEARCH OF THE TRUTH

Crimes, fires, explosions, disasters, road
accidents, or plane crashes - all involve the presence
of a forensic expert in the investigation team. Expert
analyses are complex, and so are the teams of police
officers. To discover the judicial truth, specialists
in chemistry, biology, facial reconstruction, or
polygraph experts will work alongside the forensic
expert who provided the “source of evidence”
through crime scene investigation.

“We try to be a nucleus that changes the approach.
Our work comes with the highest reward. Regardless
of where you go to investigate, you piece together a
puzzle to find the truth. You know what you want to
find out, but how you reconstruct the facts depends on
each of us. When you work with mind and soul, you
give and receive information. This connection helps
you understand where and how to search, to find the
traces of the perpetrator who did not want to be found.”
— says Police Superintendent Alexandru Porosanu,
Head of the Crime Scene Investigation Department.
To avoid being affected by what they see in the field
or analyze in the laboratory, many experts from
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the National Institute of Forensics dedicate some
of their free time to artistic, cultural, or sports
activities. Alex Porosanu sings in a rock band, while
other colleagues are professional dancers, painters,
or poets.

The National Institute of Forensics is an elite
unit because the people working here are constantly
interested in professional development. Most of
them attend courses abroad, and when they return,
they share their knowledge with colleagues in the
country. For example, in a comprehensive exercise
in September 2023, dozens of forensic experts from
multiple counties went through one of the most
challenging scenarios: investigating an aircraft
accident. The procedure for investigating the victims
adheres to international standards, and the DVI
(Disasters Victims Identification) teams included
prosecutors, forensic doctors, police officers from
various structures, as well as firefighters.

Many times, the success of criminal investigation
depends on the work of police officers from
all forensic structures, not only for Romanian
investigators but also for those abroad. Through the
Implementation Agreement of the Priim Treaty and
accession to the Schengen area, the Romanian Police
has interconnected the forensic databases with EU
member countries and is a trusted partner for law
enforcement agencies worldwide.
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PREVENIREA VIOLENTEI DOMESTICE,
OBIECTIV PRIORITAR AL POLITIEI ROMANE
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Prevenirea si combaterea violentei domestice
este un palier de actiune deosebit de important
pentru Politia Romand, iar, pentru combaterea
acestui gen de infractionalitate, sunt alocate resurse
institutionale importante. In anul 2023, la nivel
national, politistii au intervenit la 108.831 de cazuri
de violenta domesticd, dintre care 51.690 in mediul
urban si 57.141 in mediul rural. In 94.710 de situatii,
politistii au intervenit ca urmare a sesizarilor prin
SN.UA.U. 112.

In urma analizelor efectuate de specialisti, a
fost sesizat un numar mare de infractiuni din sfera
celor de violentda domesticd, ceea ce aratd amploarea
fenomenului si necesitatea de a interveni cu toate
mijloacele legale pentru diminuarea lui. Dar, in
acelasi timp, acest numadr indica faptul ca victimele
violentei domestice au din ce in ce mai mare
incredere sd sesizeze Politia Romana.

Astfel, pe parcursul anului trecut, numarul
infractiunilor care constituie fapte penale din
sfera violentei domestice a fost de 57.851, cele mai
multe fapte, 35.897, fiind de loviri sau alte violente.
Totodata, au fost emise de catre politisti 13.231
de ordine de protectie provizorii, iar instantele
judecatoresti au emis 11.887 de ordine de protectie,
5.386 din totalul acestora fiind provenite din ordine
de protectie provizorii emise de céitre politisti.

In ceea ce priveste unititile care au intrat in
etapa I a proiectului pilot, pentru implementarea
S.I.LM.E. (Directia Generald de Politie a Municipiului
Bucuresti si inspectoratele de politie judetene Iasi,

Muressi Vrancea), au fost emise 3.656 de instrumente
de protectie pentru victimele violentei domestice,
dintre care 2.411 ordine de protectie provizorii si
1.245 de ordine de protectie (emise de instantele
judecatoresti). In 468 de situatii, victima a fost de
acord si a fost pusa in aplicare masura ,obligarea
agresorului de a purta permanent un dispozitiv
electronic de supraveghere”.

Utilizarea sistemelor electronice permite urma-
rirea modului de respectare a masurilor dispuse
in cadrul unor proceduri judiciare, insd nu repre-
zintd o masura de constrangere, ci o metoda de
monitorizare/supraveghere in vederea respectarii
drepturilor persoanelor protejate de lege.

Numai in mésura in care va fi generatd o alerts,
care notificd incalcarea unei reguli stabilite, va fi
posibila asocierea identificatorului dispozitivului cu
datele cu caracter personal. Acestea vor fi preluate in
mod automat, odata cu generarea alertei. Ulterior,
vor fi transmise, impreuna cu alte date de interventie,
catre dispeceratul S.I.M.E. si 112 si, astfel, catre cel
mai apropiat echipaj din randul fortelor de ordine,
pentru interventie.

A doua etapa de implementare a Sistemului
Informatic de Monitorizare Electronica a inceput la
data de 1 ianuarie 2024, sistemul fiind operationalizat
in Bacdu, Brasov, Caras-Severin, Cdlarasi, Cluj,
Constanta, Covasna, Galati, Giurgiu, Harghita, Ilfov,
Mehedinti, Neamt, Prahova, Sibiu, Satu Mare, Salaj,
Teleorman, Vaslui si Valcea.

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Preventing Domestic Violence, a Priority Objective for the Romanian Police
-Electronic Monitoring Information System-

Preventing and combating domestic violence
is an exceptionally important area of action for
the Romanian Police, and significant institutional
resourcesareallocated to address this type of criminal
activity. In 2023, nationally, the police intervened in
108,831 cases of domestic violence, 51,690 of which
occurring in urban areas and 57,141 in rural areas.
In 94,710 situations, the law enforcement forces
responded based on reports through the Emergency
Call Service 112.

Specialist analyses revealed a high number of
offenses related to domestic violence, indicating the
extent of the phenomenon and the need to intervene
using all legal means to reduce it. Simultaneously,
this number reflects the growing trust of domestic
violence victims in reporting to the Romanian
Police.

Throughout the past year, the number of crimes
falling under the scope of domestic violence was
of 57,851 offenses, with the majority, i.e. 35,897,
involving assaults or other violent acts. Additionally,
the police issued 13,231 provisional protection
orders, while the judicial authorities issued 11,887
protection orders, with 5,386 originating from
provisional protection orders issued by the police.

Regarding units entering Phase I of the pilot
project for implementing S.I.M.E. - Electronic
Monitoring Information System, (General Police
Directorate of Bucharest and the police inspectorates
of lasi, Mures, and Vrancea counties), 3,656

protection instruments were issued for domestic
violence victims, including 2,411 provisional
protection orders and 1,245 protection orders
(issued by judicial authorities). In 468 situations,
the victim agreed to and implemented the measure
of “requiring the aggressor to wear a permanent
electronic surveillance device.”

The use of electronic systems allows monitoring
the compliance with measures ordered within
judicial procedures but does not constitute a coercive
measure. It serves as a method of monitoring/
surveillance to ensure the rights of individuals
protected by law.

Only if an alert is generated, notifying a violation
of a specified rule, will it be possible to associate
the device identifier with personal data. These will
be automatically collected upon alert generation
and subsequently transmitted, along with other
intervention data, to the S.I.LM.E. (Electronic
Monitoring Information System) and 112 dispatch
center, and thus, to the nearest law enforcement
team for intervention.

The second phase of implementing the Electronic
Monitoring Information System began on the 1% of
January, 2024, with the system being operationalized
in Bacdu, Brasov, Caras-Severin, Cdlarasi, Cluj,
Constanta, Covasna, Galati, Giurgiu, Harghita, Ilfov,
Mehedinti, Neamt, Prahova, Sibiu, Satu Mare, Salaj,
Teleorman, Vaslui, and Valcea.

It is not by chance that the words of the American
writer William Faulkner open the Guidelines for the
criminal investigations police officer. A handbook
addressed to the thousands of police servants in
the judicial police structures. “Being better with
yourself”, in such a complex field, means the ability
to strike through the most difficult moments, to keep
as a reference all that is authentic, to find the inner
resource that brings success to an investigation.

central level. However, criminal investigations
represent one of the oldest branches of activity in
the Romanian Police. With each process of adapting
to the new trends in society, to the emerging forms
of crime, once with the specialization in new lines of
work and professional transformation, these police
officers have learned what it means to be better with
themselves in order to get to the truth, this being the
good necessary after the commission of particularly
serious acts.

The challenges

of the criminal investigation officer

In complex cases, an impressive amount of
activities leads to the identification of perpetrators.
Murder cases, for example, trigger a strong reaction
in society and have a major media impact. The
officers of the Service for combating crimes against
the person are the ones who coordinate the most
difficult homicide investigations and, at the same

time, provide support to colleagues in the territory
to solve cases with special modus operandi. At the
level of our country, serious crime committed with
violence remains low (only 0.05% of all reported
crimes).

Also, in 2023, the Service for combating crimes
against patrimony and criminal groups placed
special importance on complex cases registered at
national level, in order to identify the perpetrators of
serious crimes or of crimes committed with special
modus operandi. Operational actions targeted the
dismantling of several groups known in the public
space as representing underworld clans, investigated
by the police for committing crimes of usury,
blackmail, attempted murder, pimping, money
laundering or illegal organization of gambling.

Joint investigation teams,
under the auspices of EUROPOL

The Directorate for Criminal Investigations has
an important role in the activities carried out at
EUROPOL level, as well as a very good collaboration
with the European partners in the EMPACT projects.

In what concerns preventing and combating
crimes against the national cultural heritage, in 2023
the Pandora VIII action plan was implemented. At
nationallevel, 123 crimes were detected (108 criminal
files), and 146 cultural assets were confiscated.

At the same time, at the end of the previous
year, the Hate Crimes Investigation Bureau
coordinated, at national level, the action organized
by EUROPOL- JAD 2023 HATE CRIME, to combat
the dissemination of racist, xenophobic, religious
intolerance etc. messages and propaganda in the
online environment. Within the projects with non-
reimbursable external funds, specialist officers were
involved in several training sessions, as well as in
workshops with representatives of NGOs working
to observe the rights of the Roma and LGBTQ+
community.

Cross-border crime and fugitives tracking

Through the Service for International Judicial
and Police Assistance, the Romanian police are
leaders in three operational actions managed at
European level against organized itinerant crime
groups that commit crimes against the patrimony.
At the same time, in 2023, activities were carried out
in 20 European investigation orders and 2 requests
for international rogatory commissions, submitted
by foreign authorities.

In the activity of the Service for Fugitives
Tracking, the exchange of intelligence, through
EN.EAS.T. (the European Network of Fugitive
Active Search Teams), has led to special results and
to the appreciation of external partners, the number
of traced persons detected being 3,442. Regarding
the cases of missing children, the police continued to
use the MARC (Child Abduction Alert Mechanism)
application.

In the field of criminal investigations, police
actions require concentrated efforts and multi-level
activities. These officers investigate about 40% of all
crime committed nationally, and complex situations
are handled centrally.

For example, the Judicial Delegation Service
coordinated the activities for the resolution of
serious cases, with a strong echo in society, such
as the generically named “old-age homes of
horror”. Also, in the case of the “cardiac stimulators
taken from corpses’, far-reaching activities were
undertaken, and for the professional way in which
the investigation was carried out, the service was
awarded with the honorary plaque of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs, on the occasion of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs’ Day.

Strengthening the investigative teams and
having special intelligence resources bring success
to investigators, who have understood to conduct
their missions with perseverance and responsibility.

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ROAD SAFETY MISSIONS

The Traffic Police Directorate aims to achieve
the general objective of the Romanian Police -
to increase the degree of safety and protection for
citizens. The main objective is aimed at reducing
the victimization of the population through road
traffic accidents. The importance of these missions
is revealed by one of the most gratifying statistics.

In the road traffic sector, in 2023, the number of
serious accidents decreased by 4%, while the number
of people deceased from accidents dropped by 5.4%
and of the people seriously injured by 4.3%, these
being the lowest values recorded in the last 10 years.

At national level, in 2023, there occurred 4,525
serious road accidents, resulting in the death of
1,545 people and the serious injury of other 3,535. In
recent years, a decrease in all analysis indicators has
been observed. Beyond statistics, these important
changes translate into lives saved. In 2012, for
example, at national level, almost 10,000 serious road
accidents were registered, in which 2,042 people lost
their lives on Romanian roads. It is noted that the
indiscipline of the pedestrians and non-compliance
with the legal speed regulations are the main causes
of road tragedies.

Forsoase rinite grav

In order to combat these risks that put lives at
risk, traffic police structures throughout the country
applied, in 2023, a number of 1,903,407 sanctions
for non-compliance with traffic rules.

In 2023, the police retained 225,887 driver’s
licenses for both contraventions and traffic offenses.

Beyond these actions, in order to prevent /

combat risk situations and maintain an optimal
climate of order and public safety, the police teams
have been supplemented during actions such as the
BLOCKADE, organized by order of the leadership
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs. In the second half
of the previous year, 56,491 actions were organized.

Campanii media cu acoperire nationald, par-
teneriate cu societatea civild, ore de educatie rutiera
in scoli si numeroase activitati in spatii publice,
precum si la evenimente de mare amploare sunt
desfasurate constant de politistii rutieri.

Anul trecut, au fost organizate 20.537 de
astfel activitati, fiind incheiate 212 parteneriate in
domeniul educatiei rutiere.

Totodata, proiectele ,,HeliPol — Actiune integratd
pentru cresterea sigurantei traficului rutier” si ,,Dez-
voltarea unui sistem mixt mobil de monitorizare
a traficului rutier privind incdlcarea regulilor de
circulatie” au intarit semnificativ capacitétile Politiei
Romane de a interveni si a preveni accidente
rutiere. Cu fonduri externe nerambursabile, au fost
achizitionate patru elicoptere, 515 autospeciale, 75
de motociclete, 244 de sisteme electronice mobile
de detectare a substantelor stupefiante in saliva,
800 de etilometre, 250 de aparate pentru masurarea
vitezei de circulatie a autovehiculelor, 200 de kituri
de semnalizare si 200 de kituri de cercetare la fata
locului.

De asemenea, au fost achizitionate 1.000 de
seturi de lampi de avertizare, 1.000 de statii de lucru,

dintre care 200 grafice, 200 de statii de comunicatii
portabile, 50 de soft-uri pentru tahograf, 50 de
laptopuri, 4.000 de dispozitive mobile si accesorii,
1.400 de imprimante mobile termice, un sistem
de colectare a datelor pentru siguranta in trafic, o
solutie de comunicatii satelitare si o platforma IT.

Cu toate ca inregistram progrese semnificative in
siguranta rutiera, inca avem mii de persoane care isi
pierd viata, pe soselele din Romania. In acest context,
este necesar ca noi toti, atat institutiile cu atributii in
domeniu, cat si societatea civila, sd formam o echipa
si sd avem o implicare activa, in modelarea factorului
uman si in respectarea legii.

Educational-preventive activities

and modern endowment

Media campaigns with national coverage,
partnerships with the civil society, traffic education
classes in schools and numerous activities in public
spaces, as well as at large-scale events are constantly
carried out by the traffic police.

20,537 such activities were organized last year,
and 212 partnerships were concluded in the field of
road traffic education.

At the same time, the projects “HeliPol -
Integrated action to increase road traffic safety”
and “Development of a mixed mobile road traffic
monitoring system regarding the violation of traffic
rules” significantly strengthened the capacities of
the Romanian Police to intervene and prevent road
accidents. With non-reimbursable external funds,
four helicopters, 515 special vehicles, 75 motorcycles,
244 mobile electronic systems for detecting narcotic
substances in saliva, 800 breathalyzers, 250 devices
for measuring the speed of motor vehicles, 200
signalling kits and 200 crime scene investigation kits
have been purchased.

In addition, 1,000 sets of warning lamps, 1,000
workstations including 200 graphics, 200 portable

communication stations, 50 tachograph software, 50
laptops, 4,000 mobile devices and accessories, 1,400
mobile thermal printers, a traffic safety data collection
system, a satellite communications solution and an
IT platform have also been purchased.

Although significant progress is being registered
in road traffic safety, we still have thousands of
people who lose their lives on Romanian roads. In
this context, it is necessary for all of us, both the
institutions with responsibilities in the field and
the civil society, to form a team and have an active
involvement, in shaping the human factor and in
abiding by the law.

Directia Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase
este o structura centrala a Politiei Romane, directie
in cadrul IGPR, care are atributii pe doua linii
principale: cea a armelor si explozivilor si cea a
substantelor periculoase.

Pe linia de arme, Politia Roména, prin Directia
Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase, a
desfasurat actiuni pentru depistarea persoanelor care
detin ilegal arme si pentru prevenirea si combaterea
braconajului cinegetic. Anul trecut, la nivel national,
au fost indisponibilizate peste 3.000 de arme de foc,
43 de autovehicule folosite la braconajul cinegetic,
fiind constatate aproximativ 2.400 de infractiuni.

In aceeasi perioadd, politistii au urmadrit
scoaterea din circuitul civil aarmelor letale si neletale
detinute ilegal, stabilirea trasabilitatii si a modului
de procurare si introducere pe teritoriul national a
armelor si indisponibilizarea armelor, munitiilor si
autovehiculelor folosite la savérsirea infractiunilor
de braconaj cinegetic, au scos din circuitul ilegal
peste 3.000 de arme de foc, dintre care peste 1.400 au
fost letale, peste 1.500 neletale supuse autorizarii si
peste 200.000 de piese de munitie, au indisponibilizat
7,6 tone de carne de vanat, aproape 500 de trofee de
vanat, 154 de capcane si 43 de autovehicule folosite
la braconajul cinegetic.

La nivel national, au fost constatate aproape
2.400 de infractiuni specifice, cu aproape 4% mai
multe fata de anul precedent.

Un exemplu ar fi cel in care politistii Directiei
Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase si colegii
lor de la arme explozivi si substante periculoase din
Bistrita - Nasaud, impreuna cu procurori bistriteni
si reprezentanti ai Guardia Civil din Spania si ai
Europol, au efectuat 28 de perchezitii la persoane
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banuite de furtul sau procurarea ilegala de arme
din Spania sau din alte tari ale Uniunii Europene,
vanzarea lor in Romania si de trafic de droguri.

Cu aceasta ocazie, au fost descoperite si
indisponibilizate zeci de arme letale si neletale
detinute ilegal, arme de vanatoare detinute legal,
suspicionate cd au fost utilizate la braconaj, mii de
cartuse letale, detinute ilegal, arme furate din Spania,
droguri s.a.

Membri ai grupului infractional organizat se
ocupau si cu vanzarea canabisului si cocainei.

Activitatile operative comune au fost desfasurate
cu sprijinul EUROPOL, in cadrul unui proiect
finantat prin granturile de valoare redusa EMPACT,
privind traficul ilicit, comercializarea si utilizarea
armelor, implementat de cdtre Inspectoratul de
Politie Judetean Bistrita-Nasdud, cu sprijinul
Directiei Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase,
in parteneriat cu CITCO - Centro de Inteligencia
contra el Terrorismo y el Crimen Organizado din
Spania.

In ceea ce priveste cooperarea europeans,
IGPR a implementat proiectul E-ARM - Sistem de
implementare si gestionare a bazelor de date din
domeniul arme si explozivi si extindere a sistemului
bazei nationale de date precursori de explozivi, cu
un buget de aproape 4,9 milioane de lei, dintre care
4,2 milioane de lei finantare nerambursabila si cu o
perioada de implementare cuprinsa intre 18 martie
2021 si 18 decembrie 2023.

Obiectivul principal a fost optimizarea proceselor
decizionale la nivelul Politiei Roméne pentru
debirocratizarea si simplificarea serviciilor acordate
cetdtenilor si mediului de afaceri in domeniul
armelor, explozivilor si substantelor periculoase.

Un alt proiect al IGPR, cu perioadd de
implementare 2020 - 2023 si cu un buget total de
770.000 de euro, dintre care 693.000 de euro au fost

The Directorate of Arms, Explosives and
Hazardous Substances is a central structure of the
Romanian Police, a directorate within the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, with duties
on two main lines: arms and explosives, on the one
hand, and hazardous substances, on the other.

In what regards arms, the Romanian Police,
through the Directorate of Arms, Explosives and
Hazardous Substances, carried out actions to detect
people who bear arms illegally and to prevent and
combat game poaching. Last year, at national level,
more than 3,000 firearms, 43 vehicles used for game
poaching were seized, and approximately 2,400
crimes were detected.

In the same period, the police officers pursued
to remove from the civil circuit the illegally
possessed lethal and non-lethal arms, to establish
the traceability and the method of procuring and
introducing arms into the national territory, and
the seizure of arms, ammunition and vehicles used
to commit game poaching crimes. They removed
from the illegal loop more than 3,000 firearms, of
which more than 1,400 were lethal, more than 1,500
non-lethal subject to authorization and more than
200,000 pieces of ammunition, seized 7.6 tons of
game meat, almost 500 game trophies, 154 traps and
43 vehicles used for game poaching.

At national level, almost 2,400 specific crimes
were detected, almost 4% more than the previous
year.

An example would be the one in which the police
officers of the Directorate of Arms, Explosives and
Hazardous Substances and their colleagues from
explosive arms and hazardous substances in Bistrita
- Nasdaud, together with prosecutors from Bistrita
and representatives of the Spanish Guardia Civil
and Europol, carried out 28 searches to persons
suspected of the theft or illegal procurement of arms
from Spain or other European Union countries,
their sale in Romania and drug trafficking.

On this occasion, dozens of illegally owned lethal
and non-lethal arms, legally owned hunting arms
suspected of being used for poaching, thousands of
illegally owned lethal cartridges, arms stolen from
Spain, drugs etc. were discovered and seized.

Members of the organized crime group were also
involved in the sale of cannabis and cocaine.

The joint operational activities were carried out

with the support of EUROPOL, in the framework
of a project financed by EMPACT low-value grants,
on the illicit trafficking in, trading and use of arms,
implemented by Bistrita-Ndsaud County Police
Inspectorate, with the support of the Directorate
of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous Substances, in
partnership with CITCO - Centro de Inteligencia
contra el Terrorismo y el Crimen Organizado from
Spain.

In terms of European cooperation, the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police implemented
the E-ARM project - a System for the Implementation
and Management of the Arms and Explosives
Databases and the Extension of the System for the
Explosives Precursors National Database, a project
implemented between March 18,2021 and December
18, 2023, with a budget of nearly 4.9 million lei, of
which 4.2 million lei non-refundable financing.

The main objective was to optimize the decision-
making processes at the level of the Romanian Police
in order to simplify and make less bureaucratic
the services provided to citizens and the business
environment in the field of arms, explosives and
hazardous substances.

Another project of the General Inspectorate of
the Romanian Police, spanning 2020 - 2023, with
a total budget of 770,000 euros, of which 693,000
euros represented the financing of the European
Commission and 10% the co-financing of the
partners, was FOCAL SF - Fight Organized Crime
Against Light Small Firearms, implemented by a
consortium formed by Fundacion Internacional y
para Iberoamerica de Administracion y Politicas
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Obiectivul principal a fost imbunatatirea
coordonarii intre diferite actiuni si initiative in
lupta impotriva traficului de arme si in dezvoltarea
interoperabilitatii intre bazele de date relevante,
acordand o atentie speciala rezultatelor initiativelor
comune si actiunilor operationale intre statele
membre UE si tari terte, indeosebi cele din Balcanii
de Vest.

Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane, prin
Directia Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase,
a beneficiat, ca urmare a implicdrii in proiect, de
modernizarea bazei de date RNAi si de dotarea
Compartimentului Punctul National Focal pe linie
de arme cu logistica, inclusiv tehnica IT.

Pe durata desfasurdrii proiectului, au fost
realizate mai multe activititi care au contribuit
la dezvoltarea relatiilor de cooperare intre statele
implicate. De exemplu, in perioada 9 - 10 mai 2023,
la Bucuresti, IGPR, prin intermediul Directiei Arme,
Explozivi si Substante Periculoase, a primit, cu ocazia
desfasurarii Sedintei de inchidere a Proiectului,
o delegatie compusa din 33 de reprezentanti ai
autoritdtilor de aplicare a legii din Statele Membre,
Comisia Europeand, Grupul Expertilor Europeni in
Arme de Foc (EFE), CEASEFIRE, Europol, Interpol,
CEPOL si compania Arquebus, din Regatul Unit. La
intalnire au participat si reprezentanti terti precum
Serbia, Kosovo, Albania si Republica Moldova.

Pe linia verificarii respectarii regimului sub-
stantelor periculoase, al produselor de protectie
a plantelor, precum si asupra altor materii supuse
autorizarii, impreuna cu alte institutii cu atributii
similare, politistii Directiei Arme asigura si
respectarea prevederilor legale referitoare la
protectia mediului in legatura cu domeniile aflate in
responsabilitate.

Anul trecut, politistii Serviciului Substante
Periculoase au desfasurat cinci actiuni nationale la
care au participat politistii Serviciului de Investigare
a Criminalitatii Economice Calarasi, ai Structurii
Arme chimice, biologice, radiologice, nucleare si
explozivi cu randament inalt (CBRNE) din cadrul
Serviciului pentru Interventii si Actiuni Speciale al
Politiei Romane si reprezentanti ai Garzii Nationale
de Mediu.

Cu aceastd ocazie, au fost constatate aproape
1.400 de infractiuni specifice, au fost depistate,
fiind detinute ilegal, aproape 145 de tone de articole
pirotehnice, peste 715 tone si peste 81.600 de litri de
substante periculoase, 265 de tone si aproape 5.100
de litri de produse de protectie a plantelor, 833 de
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tone si circa 165.000 de litri de substante periculoase
devenite deseuri, 120 de kilograme de mercur si 315
kilograme de explozivi de uz civil.

La nivelul Inspectoratului General al Politiei
Romane, in anul 2023, prin Directia Arme, Explozivi
si Substante Periculoase, au fost implementate doud
planuri de actiune.

Primul, ,FITOS 2023”, s-a desfasurat la nivel
national in perioada 21 februarie - 21 aprilie 2023,
avand ca scop prevenirea, constatarea si sanctionarea
faptelor de natura penald si contraventionald la
regimul produselor de protectie a plantelor.

Actiunea a avut ca scop imbunitatirea sigurantei
si sandtatii cetatenilor, prevenirea si combaterea
faptelor de natura penald si contraventionald la
regimul produselor de protectie a plantelor si
protectia mediului, prin verificarea modului de
efectuare a operatiunilor cu produse de protectie a
plantelor si a conditiilor in care se desfasoara aceste
operatiuni de catre agentii economici.

Planul a urmarit optimizarea activititii de pre-
venire si investigare a infractiunilor din domeniul de
competentd, pe fondul cooperirii interinstitutionale
dintre specialistii IGPR, ai Autoritatii Nationale
Fitosanitare, ai comisariatelor Garzii de Mediu
si ai inspectoratelor teritoriale de munca, pentru
identificarea vulnerabilitatilor din domeniul de
referinta.

Au fost verificati aproape 4.300 de operatori
economici care desfisoara operatiuni cu produse
de protectie a plantelor si circa 1.400 de persoane
fizice si juridice care efectuau operatiuni cu acest tip
de produse, ocazie cu care au fost constatate 278 de
fapte de natura penala.

Cel de-al doilea, Planul de actiune ,OZONUL
2023”, care a avut loc in perioada 21 august - 1
octombrie 2023, a fost initiat si coordonat de
Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane, prin
Directia Arme, Explozivi si Substante Periculoase,
in cooperare cu Inspectoratul General al Politiei de



Publicas (FIIAPP) of Spain, as project leader,
Ministerio del Interior (MININT-GC) of Spain,
Ministerioda AdministracaoInterna(M.ADMINIST
INT) from Portugal and the General Inspectorate of
the Romanian Police, as partners.

The main objective was to improve the
coordination between different actions and
initiatives in the fight against arms trafficking and
in developing interoperability between relevant
databases, paying special attention to the results of
joint initiatives and operational actions between EU
Member States and third countries, especially those
in the Western Balkans.

As a result of the involvement in the project, the
GeneralInspectorate ofthe Romanian Police, through
the Directorate of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous
Substances, benefited by the modernization of the
RNAI database, as well as equipping the arms line of
work within the National Focal Point Department
with logistics, including IT technique.

During the project, several activities were
carried out that contributed to the development
of the cooperation relations between the involved
states. For example, between May 9 - 10, 2023,
in Bucharest, the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police, through the Directorate of Arms,
Explosives and Hazardous Substances, received,
on the occasion of the closing conference of the
Project, a delegation composed of 33 representatives
of the enforcement authorities in the Member
States, the European Commission, the Group of
European Firearms Experts (EFE), CEASEFIRE,
Europol, Interpol, CEPOL and the UK company
Arquebus. The meeting was also attended by third
party representatives, from countries such as Serbia,
Kosovo, Albania and the Republic of Moldova.

In what regards verifying compliance with the
regulations on hazardous substances, and plant
protection products, as well as other matters subject
to authorization, the police officers of the Directorate
of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous Substances
together with other institutions with similar
responsibilities, also ensure compliance with the
legal provisions related to environmental protection
in relation to the areas under their responsibility.

Last year, the police officers of the Service for
Hazardous Substances carried out five national
actions, alongside with police officers from Calarasi
Economic Crime Investigation Service, police officers
from the Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear
and High Yield Explosive Arms Structure (CBRNE)

within the Special Actions and Interventions Service
of the Romanian Police and representatives of the
National Environmental Guard.

On this occasion, almost 1,400 specific crimes
were ascertained, and the following were detected:
almost 145 tons of pyrotechnic articles, more than
715 tons and more than 81,600 liters of hazardous
substances, 265 tons and almost 5,100 liters of plant
protection products, 833 tons and about 165,000
liters of hazardous substances turned into waste,
120 kilograms of mercury and 315 kilograms of civil
explosives.

At the level of the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police, in 2023, through the Directorate
of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous Substances, two
action plans were implemented.

The first plan, “FITOS 20237, took place at
national level between February 21 and April 21,
2023, with the aim of preventing, detecting and
sanctioning crimes and contraventions infringing
upon regulations on plant protection products.

The action was aimed at improving the
safety and health of the citizens, preventing and
combating crimes and contraventions infringing
upon regulations on plant protection products and
environmental protection, by checking the manner
in which plant protection products are operated and
the conditions under which these operations are
carried out by economic units.

The plan sought to optimize the activity of
preventing and investigating crimes in the field
of competence, based on the inter-institutional
cooperation between the specialists of the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, the National
Phytosanitary Authority, those of the Environmental
Guard commissariatsand those of the territorial labor
inspectorates, in order to identify vulnerabilities in
the reference field.
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Almost 4,300 economic units carrying out
operations with plant protection products and
around 1,400 natural and legal persons carrying out
operations with this type of products were checked,

- si asigurarea conformarii cu prevederile Regu-
lamentului (UE) nr. 1005/2009 privind substantele
care diminueaza stratul de ozon si Regulamentului
(UE) nr. 517/2014 al Parlamentului European
si al Consiliului din 16 aprilie 2014 privind
gazele fluorurate cu efect de serd si de abrogare a
Regulamentului (CE) nr. 842/2006 au facut parte
din obiectivele actiunii.

Au fost implicate structuri din cadrul Inspecto-
ratului General al Politiei Roméne - Directia Arme,
Explozivi si Substante Periculoase, Directia Generald
de Politie a Municipiului Bucuresti, inspectoratele
de politie judetene prin structurile arme explozivi
si substante periculoase, ordine publica, serviciile
de investigare a criminalitatii economice si rutiere
si sectiile regionale de politie transporturi, Serviciul
de Politie Transporturi Maritime, Biroul de

Politie Transporturi Feroviare Bucuresti, Serviciul

de Politie Transporturi Aeriene, Inspectoratul
General al Politiei de Frontierd, prin structurile
sale, comisariatele judetene ale Gérzii Nationale de
Mediu si Autoritatea Vamald Romana a Ministerului
Finantelor.

Actiunea a verificat starea de legalitate a modului
de efectuare a operatiunilor cu substante care depre-
ciaza stratul de ozon sau gaze fluorurate cu efect
de sera si a operatiunilor cu substante periculoase
si deseuri, a conditiilor in care se desfasoara aceste
operatiuni de catre agentii economici.

Au fost aplicate 210 de amenzi in valoare totala
de peste 2.000.000 de lei.

during which 278 crimes were ascertained.

The second plan, “OZONE 2023”, which took
place between August 21 and October 1, 2023, was
initiated and coordinated by the General Inspectorate
of the Romanian Police, through the Directorate
of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous Substances,
in cooperation with the General Inspectorate of
the Border Police, the General Commissariat of
the National Environmental Guard, through the
county environmental commissariats and with the
Romanian Customs Authority within the Ministry
of Finance.

The aim of the action was to increase citizen’s
safety and combat criminality in the field, by
verifying the legality of the operations carried
out by natural and legal persons who sell and
use substances that diminish the ozone layer or
fluorinated greenhouse gases, as well as by verifying
compliance with the legislation pertaining to the
regulations on hazardous substances and waste, as
well as observance of the conditions in which these
operations are carried out by economic units.

At the same time, the identification of the
common problems faced by the authorities, the
appropriate planning of controls to ensure that
they are carried out with maximum efficiency
and to prevent the leakage of information to
the economic units involved, encouraging the
operational exchange of information between the
competent authorities at national level and ensuring
compliance with the provisions of Regulation (EU)
no. 1005/2009 on substances that deplete the ozone
layer and Regulation (EU) no. 517/2014 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of April 16,
2014 regarding fluorinated greenhouse gases and
repealing Regulation (EC) no. 842/2006 were part of
the objectives of the action.

Structures from the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police were involved - the Directorate
of Arms, Explosives and Hazardous Substances,
the General Police Directorate of the Municipality
of Bucharest, the county police inspectorates
through the structures of arms, explosives and
hazardous substances, public order, economic
crime investigation services and road and regional
transport police departments, the Maritime
Transport Police Service, the Bucharest Railway
Transport Police, the Air Transport Police Service,
the General Inspectorate of Border Police, through
its structures, the county commissariats of the
National Environmental Guard and the Romanian

Customs Authority of the Ministry of Finance.

The action verified the legality of the manner in
which operations with substances that depreciate the
ozone layer or fluorinated gases with a greenhouse
effect and operations with hazardous substances
and waste were carried out, as well as the conditions
in which these operations were carried out by the

economic units.

More than 820 actions took place in total, of
which about 500 by the Romanian Police, and others
in cooperation with the National Environmental
Guard, on which occasion more than 5,200 legal
entities and 81 natural persons carrying out
operations with this type of products were checked,
and 182 criminal acts were ascertained.

The result was the seizure, for confiscation
or neutralization, of over one hundred tons and
over 1,300 liters of hazardous and non-hazardous
substances, over seven hundred tons and almost
100,000 liters of hazardous and non-hazardous
metal, plastic, and glass etc. waste.

210 fines totaling over 2,000,000 lei were
imposed.

Regarding the cooperation between the police
structures, at the level of the Transport Police
Directorate, the police officers of the eight regional
sections and the Maritime Transport Police Service
acted to implement the measures from the action
plan initiated by the Directorate of Arms, Explosives
and Hazardous Substances, in order to check the
legality of the operations carried out by natural and
legal persons who trade and use substances that
diminish the ozone layer or fluorinated gases with a
greenhouse effect, as well as to observe compliance
with the legislation pertaining to the regulations on
hazardous substances and waste.

FortheRomanian Police, the International Police
Cooperation Centre (C.C.PI.) is the connecting
node for everything that means data exchange and
international police intelligence. The direction
brings together five channels of cooperation:
INTERPOL National Bureau, EUROPOL National
Unit, SELEC liaison officers (Southeast European
Law Enforcement Centre), Schengen Information
System /SIRENE and the National Focal Point.

The fascinating world of cooperation has created
bridges to bring people and resources together. It
is natural to energetically respond to demanding
and increasingly sophisticated challenges when
you analyse and act regionally or globally. The

development of the cooperation hasled to results that
once were unimaginable. You can unite countries
in common efforts, you can make discoveries
thousands of kilometres away and, what is important
for the evolution of any partnership, you can bring
together specialists to share knowledge and working
methods.

Moreover, the international surveillance activity
is permanently marked by premieres. In 2023, the
Interpol National Bureau succeeded in arresting in
Iraq of a Turkish citizen, pursued by the Romanian
authorities for committing crimes of formation of an
organized criminal group and migrant trafficking in
a continuous form. At the same time, it was possible
to track and arrest a Belgian-Lebanese citizen on the
territory of Romania, wanted for committing crimes
related to terrorism, at the request of the American
judicial authorities.

Police cooperation fully proves its worth when
results translate into lives saved. “Global Chain”
Operation (n.r.: global chain), against human
trafficking, may demonstrate the meaningfulness
of the united efforts and resources at all levels. The
joint operation carried out by Interpol, Frontex and
Europol and led by Romania and Austria, ended last
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grup infractional organizat si trafic de migranti in
formd continuata. Totodata, s-a reusit localizarea
si arestarea pe teritoriul Romaniei, la solicitarea
autoritatilor judiciare americane, a unui cetatean
belgiano-libanez, cautat pentru comiterea unor
infractiuni conexe terorismului.

PROFESSIONAL TRAINING,
A NEW DIMENSION

The beginning of a career is marked by
enthusiasm, energy, motivation, but also many
unknowns. To fully understand the potential for
action, professional development is always needed.
Naturally, each stage comes with its challenges. This
is precisely why continuous development matters as
much as a good start.

For the Romanian Police, the Professional
Training Directorate has developed complex
programs dedicated to graduates of police officer
schools. The “beginners” were included in training
courses adapted to the peculiarities of the line of
work, with the aim of adaptation and integration
into operative work, immediately after they obtained
the rank of agent.

The theoretical training sessions also had an
important professional ethics and anti-corruption
part, including information on handling classified
documents.

From a practical perspective, the instructors
from the professional training structures aimed
to help the young people to form valuable skills in
what concerns the intervention mode. Tactics and

self-defense modules, shooting sessions with the
supplied weapons and training in driving vehicles
with priority traffic regime offer another dimension
of professional training.

The third stage of training courses aimed at the
integration of the graduates. The introduction to
job peculiarities was explained by police officers
and agents specializing in public order, traffic and
criminal investigations.

“Starting from the initial training in schools,

we came up with these dynamic internships to
refine knowledge and skills. For a new dimension of
professional mentoring, teaching staff and instructors
from police officer schools will also be involved in
trainings. The practical training of police officers
and the professional training project are supported
by the leadership of the Ministry and by the Chief
of the Romanian Police. No effort was too great for
our organization when it came to police development
and performance improvement. The transition from
novelty to natural, in terms of training, happened
quickly and, in my opinion, irreversible” - conveys
the director of the Professional Training Directorate,
police chief commissioner Marius Bélan.

»TRAIN THE TRAINER”

The training outlines a proper environment
for development, and - as a proof of responsibility
towards those they train-, the instructors from
territorial professional training structures regu-

DEZVOLTARE SI VALORIFICARE

larly attend training programs. Actions are cen-
trally coordinated in order to have a unified
vision. Since the establishment of the Professional
Training Directorate, in August 2020, more than
30 internships and training programs have been
organized, dedicated exclusively to instructors.

Training in the field of police intervention
includes four segments: tactical training, shooting
with the weapons provided, driving service vehicles,
physical education and self-defense.

This spring, priority driving trainers are training
at a Hungarian police training center, renowned in
Europe. The knowledge acquired there will later be
shared with all instructors within the Romanian
Police. As usual, more police training sessions will
follow. Last year, for example, over 700 agents and
officers from the Traffic Police structures trained on a
circuit in Targu Mures, with a unique infrastructure
in Romania, intended for sports driving. Thus,
situations encountered by police officers in high-risk
missions could be simulated.

DEVELOPMENT AND VALORIZATION

The discipline to develop new professional
training programs and to capitalize on multiple
knowledge leads to the formation of skills that
stand out in police missions, but also in citizens’
perception. That happens because good habits turn
into attitudes, and the training of police officers
follows the society trend. Digitalization began to
be used for police training assessment, and new
projects aim at the technologization of some training
procedures.

“In high-risk missions you only have a few
seconds to make a decision. The professional training
component adapts to the need to accurately simulate

field situations in the training process. In the field of
shooting with the weapons provided, for example,
all the police officers in the operational structures
participated in dynamic training. Later, the knowledge
evaluation was supported on the computer platform,
where we tackled the use of weapons based on cases
taken from the case history. In a very short time, just
like in a real mission, the police officers were made
to identify the legality and appropriateness of the use
of lethal force. The results were gratifying, we will
continue such efforts. Our desire is to develop the
alternative solution based on virtual reality in the
training of all police officers. We are also looking for
solutions so that the virtual library, operationalized
last year, can be accessed by the police officers anytime,
anywhere, not just at the office” - says the director of
the Professional Training Directorate.
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Police tactics remain one of the most specialized
fields. Many of the instructors who train their
colleagues in the use of coercive means provided
by the Romanian Police have also had a career in
various contact sports. During the training sessions,

SCHOOL SAFETY, A PRIORITY
FOR THE ROMANIAN POLICE

Ensuring an optimal safety climate in the school
environment represents a national priority, being
transposed in the National Framework Action Plan
for school safety, a strategic document developed by
the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in cooperation with
several ministries and the Department of Romanians
Everywhere.

 B——

In order to increase the safety level in pre-
university education units and develop a positive
climate in the educational environment, both at
the central and territorial level, the structures for
school safety have developed partnerships with the
authorities and public institutions with attributions
in the field, but also with civil society (associative
forms of students and parents). Based on the ongoing
campaigns, information and prevention activities
were organized in the educational units.

Police officers run such campaigns during school
holidays. As an example, in order to help young
people be aware of the risks of cyberbullying and
violation of privacy, police officers went to camps
with students, participated to cultural or sports
events and organized outdoor activities, sharing
significant advice and examples.

Activities to increase the safety level

The police officers speak to the children openly,
creating a relationship based on friendship and
respect. For teachers and parents, they represent
partners in the activity of creating and maintaining
a safe learning environment. The intense activity is
also reflected in the statistics.

Preventing drug use in schools

Considering the National Framework Action
Plan for school safety, but also the Plan of measures
to prevent and combat illicit drug trafficking and
consumption, ongoing at the level of the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, school safety
police officers carry out activities during class hours
to prevent drug abuse.

Most of the activities bring in a form of education
through the awareness of risks, vulnerabilities and the
consequences of these facts. Police officers manage
the relationship with students in accordance with
their age-specific knowledge needs. Teenagers may
be vulnerable to risks, but also have the capacity to
assimilate a lot of information and become receptive
to messages and recommendations. Creating a
connection with the police officer dressed in uniform,
in a pleasant environment where information is
exchanged, can help the teenager understand the
consequences from another perspective, to develop
a self-protective behavior and an ethical conduct in
society .

For each event reported inside or in the premises
of the educational units, the school safety police
officer prepares a post-causal analysis, which aims
at identifying all the circumstances that led to
the occurrence of the event and establishes the
intervention measures that must be adapted to the
specifics of each case.

Compared to 2022, there can be noticed
a decrease in reported crimes at the level of
educational institutions, including a decrease in
cases of psychological violence such as bullying.
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“As a result of the inter-institutional collaboration
with the Ministry of Education, we contributed to
the development of the Procedure regarding the
management of cases of violence against toddlers/
preschoolers/students and the staff of the educational
unit, as well as other related situations, in the school
environment. The procedure also covers cases where
there is a suspicion of violence against children
outside the school environment. At the same time,
in order to improve the activities provided for in
the National Framework Action Plan for school
safety, and to reduce the drug use, at the level of the
General Directorate of Police Bucharest and at the
level of each county police inspectorate, a working
group was established, made up of representatives of
several police structures. Thus, the operative situation
is constantly known, in order to arrange measures in
order to maintain an optimal school safety climate. We
want to be close to the school environment at all times,
which is also the reason why we are initiating steps
to operationalize an information channel, through the
domain sigurantascolara.ro” — claims Police Chief
Superintendent Alexandru Leutu - Cotroceanu,
Director of School Safety Directorate.

Although the School Safety Directorate is a
new structure, having been established in 2020, the
activity of the police officers has actively contributed
to the consolidation of an optimal safety climate
in pre-university education units, developing the
level of cooperation and collaboration between the
education units and the Police.

In the year 2023, the Institute for Crime Research
and Prevention has carried out several studies on

the criminal phenomena and the police-community
relationship, on which to base the foundation and
direction of the activities for the prevention and
fight against crime.

In the field of crime prevention, during the
past year, at national level, 24,250 crime pre-
vention activities were carried out, which had
1,668,341 beneficiaries. At the same time, national/
regional projects/campaigns were developed and
implemented.

Thus, between January and December 2023,
several projects/campaigns were implemented, such
as:

« The national project to prevent the victimization
of minors “Tedi Safety School”, in partnership with
the Ministry of Education and Research and Maspex
Romania.

o “Safe at home”, in partnership with the
Romanian Association for Security Technique -
ARTS. and the National Union of Insurance and
Reinsurance Companies of Romania - UN.S.A.R.

o The Bright Sky national project on preventing
domestic violence, in partnership with Vodafone
Romania Foundation.

o “Internet Heroes” - a national campaign to
prevent online minor victimization, in partnership
with ADFABER Association, with the support of
Google Romania.

o The campaign ‘A fake call to 112 puts lives at
risk! Call responsibly!” was aimed at preventing acts
of abusively alerting the authorities.

o The gender violence prevention campaign
“Safety is everyones right” was carried out, in
partnership with Sensiblu Foundation.

« The national project to prevent child missing
cases and voluntary departures, called “Leaving
home is not a solution”, in partnership with the Child
Phone Association, with the support of the Embassy
of the United States of America in Romania.

Un an de parteneriat interinstitutional
in campanii nationale si europene

Un alt bilant al unei structuri importante a
Politiei Romane a fost cel al Politiei Transporturi,
cu structurile sale navale, aeriene si feroviare. In
perioada anului anterior, politistii de la transporturi
au desfdsurat, independent sau in cooperare cu alte
structuri, peste 5.600 de actiuni pentru prevenirea
si combaterea criminalitatii specifice si pentru
mentinerea ordinii si linistii publice in statiile de
cale feratd, in trenurile de calatori, in porturi si in
aeroporturi.

Au fost constatate aproape 5.000 de infractiuni,
au fost cercetate aproape 2.000 de persoane, au fost
date peste 75.500 de amenzi, in valoare de peste
23 de milioane de lei, au fost indisponibilizate
sute de autovehicule, ambarcatiuni, motoare de
ambarcatiuni, 1,3 tone de cereale, 25 de tone de
produse petroliere, peste jumdtate de milion de
tigari, circa 3.330 de metri cubi de material lemnos
si aproape 800 de unelte de pescuit, au fost confiscate
peste cinci tone de peste, printre care 76 de kilograme
de sturion, 131 de kilograme de icre, dintre care peste
patru kilograme de icre negre, bunuri contrafacute
in valoare de aproape 1,4 milioane de lei si bunuri
de altd natura in valoare de aproape patru milioane

In ceea ce priveste activititile de parteneriat
international, in saptdimana 3 - 9 aprilie a anului
trecut, politistii de la transporturi au desfisurat,
la nivel national, operatiunea ,Watersec 20237,
pentru cresterea sigurantei navigatiei pe fluviul

Dundrea, protejarea ecosistemului de pe tot cursul
Dunarii, combaterea evaziunii fiscale, prevenirea si
combaterea pescuitului ilegal si a migratiei ilegale.
Aceasta a fost realizatd concomitent in mai multe
state riverane fluviului Dunarea: Austria, Bulgaria,
Croatia, Romania, Slovacia, Ucraina si Ungaria.

Actiunile comune au vizat respectarea regi-
mului juridic al frontierei de stat, prevenirea si
combaterea migratiei ilegale, verificarea legalitatii
functiondrii societatilor care desfisoara activitati
de transport cu bacurile, prevenirea si combaterea
consumului de alcool la bordul navelor, controlul
documentelor navelor si persoanelor de la bordul
navelor, prevenirea si combaterea pescuitului ilegal,
a detinerii si folosirii uneltelor de pescuit interzise,
precum si a valorificarii fairda documente legale a
pestelui si produselor piscicole.

In perioada 28 - 30 iunie a anului trecut, politistii
din cadrul Sectiilor Regionale de Politie Transporturi
si Serviciului de Politie Transporturi Maritime au
derulat actiunea Rail Action Day - Active Shield,
organizatd la nivel european, sub egida RAILPOL, la
care au participat politisti, jandarmi, politisti locali
si echipaje canine care au efectuat verificdri in peste
500 statii de cale feratd si in peste 800 de trenuri de
calatori.

Au fost legitimate aproape 2.500 de persoane,
controlate o sutd de bagaje, au fost efectuate verificari
la case de bagaje si la dulapuri pentru depunerea
acestora.

Politistii au constatat patru infractiuni si au
aplicat 404 sanctiuni contraventionale, in valoare de
110.000 de lei.

O altd operatiune realizata de Inspectoratul
General al Politiei Romane, prin Directia de Politie
Transporturi, la nivel europeran a fost ,,Safe Waters
2023” din perioada 3 iulie - 31 august, in cooperare
cu Inspectoratul General al Politiei de Frontiera si cu
Autoritatea Navald Romand.

Activitatile comune de verificare si control
au avut ca scop cresterea sigurantei si securitatii
activitatilor pe apa in zona de litoral a Marii Negre,
a fluviului Dundrea, pe luciurile de apa navigabile si
protejarea ecosistemului acestor zone.



Transport Police

One year of inter-institutional partnership
involvement in national and European campaigns

Another annual target review of an important
structure of the Romanian Police was that of the
Transport Police, with its naval, air and railway
departments.

During the previous year, transport police
carried out independently or in cooperation with
other entities, more than 5,600 actions to prevent
and combat specific crimes and to maintain public
order in railway stations, passenger trains, ports and
airports.

Almost 5,000 crimes were detected, with appro-
ximatively 2,000 people being investigated and
more than 75,500 fines issued, amounting to more
than 23 million lei; hundreds of vehicles, boats
and boat engines were seized, as well as 1.3 tons
of grain, 25 tons of petroleum products, over half
a million cigarettes, about 3,330 cubic meters of
wood and almost 800 fishing tools, over five tons
of fish (including 76 kilograms of sturgeon) were
confiscated, 131 kilograms of roe (of which over four
kilograms of black roe); they also seized counterfeit
goods that worth almost 1.4 million lei as well as
other goods that worth almost 4 million lei.

Regarding the international partnership activi-
ties, during the week of April 3 - 9 of last year, the
transport police carried out, at national level, the
“Watersec 2023” operation, aiming to increase the
safety of navigation on the Danube River, to protect
the ecosystem along the entire course Danube,
combat tax evasion, but also to prevent and combat
illegal fishing as well as illegal migration.

This was carried out simultaneously in several
states bordering the Danube River: Austria, Bulgaria,
Croatia, Romania, Slovakia, Ukraine and Hungary.

The joint actions aimed at observing the legal
regime of the state border, preventing and combating

illegal migration, verifying the legality of companies
carrying out transport activities with ferries, pre-
venting and combating alcohol consumption on
board ships, control of ship documents and people
on board ships, preventing and combating illegal
fishing, possession and use of prohibited fishing
gear, as well as exploitation of fish and fish products
without legal documents.

Last year, between 28" and 30™ of June, police
officers from the Regional Transport Police
Departments and the Maritime Transport Police
Service carried out the Rail Action Day - Active
Shield Action, organized at European level, under
the auspices of RAILPOL, in which participated
police officers, gendarmes, local police officers and
canine teams that carried out checks in more than
500 railway stations and 800 passenger trains.

Almost 2,500 people were registered, a hundred
pieces of luggage were checked, and controls were
carried out at baggage lockers, where the luggage
can be stored.

The police detected four crimes and applied 404
contravention sanctions amounting 110,000 lei.

Another operation performed by the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, through the
Transport Police Directorate, at European level, was
»Safe Waters 2023, from 3™ of July to 31°*' of August,
in cooperation with the General Inspectorate of the
Border Police and the Romanian Naval Authority.

The joint verification and control activities
were aimed at increasing the safety and security
of water activities in the coastal area of the Black
Sea, the Danube River, on navigable waterways and
protecting the ecosystem of these areas.

The operation aimed at complying with the
legislation in the field of naval passenger transport
and nautical leisure, the checking of sailing personnel
and boat drivers on the line of consumption of
alcoholic beverages, the launching of ships with the
minimum safety crew on board, the prevention and
combating of thefts on board vessels, illegal fishing,
compliance with the legal regime of the state border
and preventing and combating illegal migration.

Between 18" of September and 1% of October
2023, the General Inspectorate of the Romanian
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Operatiunea a vizat respectarea legislatiei in

In perioada 18 septembrie - 1 octombrie 2023,
Inspectoratul General al Politiei Romane, prin
Directia de Politie Transporturi, in cooperare
cu Inspectoratul General al Politiei Frontiera,
Autoritatea Navald Romana si Garda Nationala de
Mediu, a initiat, organizat si coordonat, operatiunea
desfasurata la nivel european Multi Agency Control
Operation ,,Clean Waters 2023, in cadrul Asociatiei
Europene a Politiilor Navale si Autoritatilor Navale
(AQUAPOL).

Au participat mai multe state riverane fluviului
Dunarea - Germania, Austria, Slovacia, Croatia,
Ungaria, Bulgaria, Ucraina si Roménia -, iar acti-
vitatile comune de verificare si control au urmarit
cresterea sigurantei si securitatii navigatiei pe fluviul
Dunirea, protejarea ecosistemului de pe tot cursul
Dundrii, combaterea evaziunii fiscale, prevenirea
si combaterea pescuitului ilegal, a criminalitdtii la
regimul mediului si a migratiei ilegale.

In acest interval, in ziua de 20 septembrie
2023, in Portul Giurgiu a fost desfasurat Exercitiul
international cu forte in teren (LIVEX) ,,AQUAEX
2023 Scenariul principal, la care, alaturi de politisti
ai Directiei de Politie Transporturi a IGPR, au
participat si politisti din cadrul Directiei Generale
a Politiei de Frontierd Ruse, a prevazut moduri
de interventie si raspuns politienesc la un ipotetic
incident CBRN de la bordul unei nave pe fluviul
Dunarea. A douaziaavutloc cea de-a doua reuniune
a membrilor HUB-ului ,Dundre-Marea Neagrd’,
la care au participat reprezentantii structurilor
de prevenire si de combatere a criminalitatii in
domeniul naval din statele membre ale HUB-ului.

La nivel european, au fost verificate aproape
1.400 de nave si aproape 20.000 de membrii de
echipaj si pasageri, fiind aplicate 44 de sanctiuni
contraventionale.

Exercitiul a presupus parcurgerea unor scenarii
de cétre fortele de aplicare a legii din Romania si
Bulgaria, care intervin pentru gestionarea unor
presupuse incidente CBRNe (cu substante chimice

periculoase), la bordul unei nave, pe fluviul Dundrea,
necesitand coordonarea eforturilor structurilor
Ministerului Afacerilor Interne si Ministerului
Transporturilor, prin actiunile comune pentru
gestionarea unor situatii create.

Au participat si cooperat structuri din cadrul
sau din subordinea Inspectoratului General al
Politiei Romane - Directia de Politie Transporturi,
Serviciul pentru Interventii si Actiuni Speciale
si Serviciul Arme, Explozivi si Substante Peri-
culoase al Inspectoratului de Politie Judetean
Giurgiu -, specialisti ai I.T.PE Giurgiu din cadrul
Inspectoratului General al Politiei de Frontiera, ai
Autoritatii Navale Romane si parteneri din cadrul
Directiei Generale a Politiei de Frontierd Ruse a
Politiei de Frontiera din Bulgaria.

Trebuie s reamintim ca organizarea AQUAPOL
este realizata in mai multe HUB-uri, Politia Roméana
asigurand presedintia si secretariatul HUB-ului
de navigatie interioard/maritimd ,Dundre-Marea
Neagra”, prin Directia de Politie Transporturi,
incepand cu anul 2016 pani in prezent. In aceastd
perioada, s-a reusit dezvoltarea acestuia, prin inclu-
derea de noi membri, pornindu-se de la doua state,
Romaénia si Bulgaria, ajungandu-se azi la opt state
riverane Dundrii si/sau Marii Negre: Romania,
Bulgaria, Germania, Austria, Slovacia, Ungaria,
Croatia si Ucraina.

Decizia ca, incepand cu anul 2023, la nivelul
asociatiei sa se organizeze anual exercitiul cu forte
in teren ,,AQUAEX’, la care sd participe echipe de
interventie si alte autorititi din domeniul naval
din cadrul statelor membre, precum si observatori
si reprezentanti ai echipei manageriale din cadrul
Jandarmeriei Fluviale Franceze, a fost luata la
Consiliul AQUAPOL din anul 2022.

Ultima actiune, Rail Action Day ,,24 Blue” - Active
Shield, pe care o amintim este cea desfasurata in
perioada 14 - 17 noiembrie a anului trecut, de catre
politistii din cadrul Sectiilor Regionale de Politie
Transporturi si Serviciului de Politie Transporturi
Maritime. Aceasta a fost derulatd la nivel european,
sub egida RAILPOL si au participat politisti si
angajati ai companiilor de transport feroviar, care
au efectuat verificari in peste 600 de statii de cale
feratd, in peste 1.200 de trenuri de célatori si in 80 de
trenuri de marfa, au fost legitimate aproape 2.000 de
persoane, au fost verificate 140 de centre de colectare
metale, ocazie cu care au fost constatate sase fapte
de naturd penala si au fost date 640 de amenzi, in
valoare totala de peste 150.000 de lei.



Police, by means of the Transport Police Directorate,
in cooperation with the General Inspectorate of the
Border Police, the Romanian Naval Authority and the
National Environmental Guard initiated, organized
and coordinated the activity carried out at European
level, Multi Agency Control Operation ,,Clean Waters
2023”, within the European Association of Naval
Police and Naval Authorities (AQUAPOL).

Several states bordering the Danube River -
Germany, Austria, Slovakia, Croatia, Hungary,
Bulgaria, Ukraine and Romania - participated, and
the joint verification and control activities aimed at
increasing the safety and security of navigation on
the Danube River, protecting the ecosystem along
the entire course of the Danube, combating tax
evasion, preventing and combating illegal fishing,
environmental crime and illegal migration.

In this period, on 20" of September 2023, the
International Field Force Deployment Exercise
(LIVEX) “AQUAEX 2023” was held in Port of
Giurgiu. The main scenario, in which, police
officers from the Transport Police Directorate of the
General Inspectorate of the Romanian Police, also
participated together with police officers from the
General Directorate of the Russian Border Police,
provided ways of intervention and police response
to a hypothetical CBRN incident on board a ship on
the Danube River. The next day took place the second
meeting of “Danube-Black Sea” HUB members,
which was attended by the representatives of the
structures for preventing and combating maritime
crime of the HUB member states.

At European level, almost 1,400 ships and almost
20,000 crew members and passengers were checked,
and 44 contraventional sanctions were applied.

The exercise involved going through some
scenarios by law enforcement forces from Romania
and Bulgaria, which intervene to manage alleged
CBRNe incidents (with dangerous chemical sub-
stances), on board a ship, on the Danube River,
requiring the coordination of the efforts of the
structures of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the
Ministry of Transport, through joint actions for the
management of created situations.

Structures within or subordinated to the General
Inspectorate of the Romanian Police participated
and cooperated - the Transport Police Directorate,
the Intervention and Special Actions Service and
the Weapons, Explosives and Hazardous Substances
Service of the Giurgiu County Police Inspectorate-,
specialists from the Giurgiu Border Police Territorial

Inspectorate of the General Inspectorate of the
Border Police, the Romanian Naval Authority and
partners from the General Directorate of the Russian
Border Police of the Bulgarian Border Police.

It is important to mention that AQUAPOL is
organized in several hubs, the Romanian Police
holding the presidency and secretariat of the
“Danube-Black Sea” Inland/Maritime Navigation
HUB, by means of the Transport Police Directorate,
starting from 2016 until nowadays. During this
period, it succeeded to develop, with the inclusion
of new members, starting from two states, Romania
and Bulgaria, and reaching a total of eight Danube
and/or Black Sea riparian states: Romania, Bulgaria,
Germany, Austria, Slovakia, Hungary, Croatia, and
Ukraine.
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The decision to annually organize the field
exercise “AQUAEX” at the association level since
2023, with the participation of the intervention
teams and other naval authorities from the member
states, as well as observers and representatives from
the French River Gendarmerie’s management team,
was made at the AQUAPOL Council in 2022.

The latest action, Rail Action Day “24 Blue” -
Active Shield, which took place between the 14th
to the 17th of November 2023, was carried out by
police officers from the Regional Transport Police
Stations and the Maritime Transport Police Service.
This operation was conducted at the European
level under the auspices of RAILPOL, involving
police officers and employees of railway transport
companies who conducted checks in over 600

a operatiunilor cu agenti refrigeranti, au fost
desfasurate sapte actiuni ale Politiei Transporturi,
precum si trei actiuni in comun cu Garda Nationala
de Mediu, in care politistii de la transporturi au
verificat 22 de persoane juridice care efectuau
operatiuni cu agenti refrigeranti.

Politistii de la transporturi au mai initiat 30 de
actiuni proprii si 13 actiuni in comun cu Garda
Nationala de Mediu pentru verificarea legislatiei
privind regimul deseurilor si substantelor pericu-
loase.

In urma acestora, au fost identificate 77 de
persoane juridice, au fost verificati 91 de operatori
economici si zece persoane fizice care au ca obiect
de activitate colectarea de deseuri de metale; doar de
la o astfel de societate, au fost recuperate aproape 7,5
tone de materiale.

freight trains. Nearly 2,000 people were checked, 140
metal collection centres were inspected, resulting in
the identification of six criminal acts, and 640 fines
were issued, amounting over 150,000 lei.

Regarding internal cooperation, within the
Transport Police Directorate, police officers from
the eight regional sections and the Maritime
Transport Police Service acted to implement an
action plan initiated by the Weapons, Explosives,
and Hazardous Substances Directorate to verify
the legality of operations carried out by individuals
and legal entities trading and using substances that
deplete the ozone layer or fluorinated greenhouse
gases, as well as to ensure compliance with legislation
regarding hazardous substances and waste.

The operations aimed to eliminate risks related
to operations involving substances that deplete

the ozone layer or fluorinated greenhouse gases,
hazardous substances, and waste to enhance citizen
safety.

In order to verify the legality of operations with
refrigerants, there were conducted seven actions by
the Transport Police and three joint actions with the
National Environmental Guard, in which transport
police officers checked 22 legal entities conducting
operations with refrigerants.

Transport police officers initiated 30 independent
actions and 13 joint actions with the National
Environmental Guard to verify legislation regarding
waste and hazardous substances. As a result, 77
legal entities were identified, 91 economic operators
were verified, and ten individuals engaged in the
collection of metal waste were inspected; nearly
7.5 tons of materials were recovered from one such
company alone.

Politistii structurilor pentru protectia animalelor
au actionat pentru salvarea si extragerea imediata din
situatii de pericol a 916 animale, fiind emise 441 de
ordine de plasare in adapost. In urma interventiilor
operative, 90 de perchezitii la domiciliile unor
persoane fizice sau la sediul unor entitati si a 9.406
controale si actiuni, au fost intocmite 2.302 dosare
penale, impotriva a 92 de persoane fiind luata o
mdsura preventiva (retinere, arestare sau controlul
judiciar).

Pentruneregulilede natura contraventionald con-
statate, politistii specializati in protectia animalelor
au aplicat 15.547 de sanctiuni contraventionale, in
valoare de 8.252.080 de lei. Cu sprijinul cetétenilor,
politistii au efectuat cercetéri in 12.582 de petitii si
sesizari si au intervenit la 656 de sesizdri primite
prin 112.

Pentru prevenirea si combaterea fenomenului,
Legea 138/2022 pentru modificarea si completarea
Legii nr. 205/2004 privind protectia animalelor
prevede majorarea limitelor speciale ale pedepselor
si ale amenzilor contraventionale prevazute in forma
de baza a actului normativ.

Cu titlu de exemplu, potrivit art. 25, constituie
infractiune si se pedepseste cu inchisoare de la 6
luni la 3 ani sau cu amenda ,,folosirea de animale vii
pentru dresajul animalelor sau pentru a le controla
agresivitatea, dacd le creeazd suferintd”, cu inchisoare
delaunanla5anisau cuamenda, practicarea tirului
pe animale domestice sau pe animale sdlbatice captive”
si cu inchisoare de la 2 la 7 ani ,,uciderea animalelor,
cu intentie, fard drept”. Totodata, ca element de
noutate, a fost incriminata zoofilia, infractiune care
se pedepseste cu inchisoare de la 2 la 7 ani.

Dacia in vechea forma a actului normativ,
limitele speciale ale amenzii contraventionale erau
cuprinse intre 1.000 de lei si 3.000 de lei, potrivit
noilor prevederi, politistii pot aplica amenzi
contraventionale cuprinse intre 3.000 de lei si 12.000
de lei.

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The httle onein the picture is one of the more than
70 dogs that were discovered by our colleagues from
the Animal Protection Office in Hunedoara, locked
in a makeshift shelter. The more it was improvised,
the more it lacked, especially food and medical
assistance, and the health decline of the animals
was already visible. The rescue intervention of our
colleagues saved them, and they were taken to an
authorized shelter, where they received specialized

care. l Y -
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FOR PROTECTING ANIMAL LIVES

In 2023, at a national level, over 900 animals
were rescued from dangerous situations, following
9,000 raids of the police officers from the Animal
Protection Directorate of the Romanian Police.

The police officers acted for the immediate
rescue of 916 animals from dangerous situations,
441 requests for shelter being issued for the animals
they saved.

As a result, 90 home searches or searches at the
headquarters of entities, as well as 9,406 controls and
raids and more than 2,302 criminal files were drawn
up against 92 persons; there were taken preventive
measure against those persons such as detention,
arrest or judicial review.

For the violations of law and misdemeanors, the
police officers applied 15,547 administrative fines
in the amount of 8,252,080 lei. With the support of
the citizens, the police investigated 12,582 petitions
and reports and intervened in 656 reports received
through the National Emergency Call System 112.

To prevent and combat the phenomenon, Law
no. 138/2022 for the amendment and supplement of
Law no. 205/2004 on animal protection increases of
the limits of punishments and administrative fines
provided in the basic form of the normative act.

For example, according to art. 25, “the use of
live animals for training animals or to control their
aggression, if it causes them suffering” constitutes
a crime and is punishable by imprisonment from 6
months to 3 years or a fine; also,’shooting domestic
animals or captive wild animals” constitutes a
crime and is punishable by imprisonment from
one year to 5 years or a fine, “killing animals, with
intention, without right” is a crime punishable by
imprisonment from 2 to 7 years.

At the same time, as a novelty, zoophilia was
criminalized, a crime punishable by imprisonment
from 2 to 7 years.

If in the old form of the normative act, the limits
of the fines were between 1,000 lei and 3,000 lei.
According to the new provisions, the misdemeanors
are sanctioned with fines between 3,000 lei and
12,000 lei.

EMERGENCY CALL,

INSPIRED BY THE TII SERIES “Oamenii legii” (“Lawmen”)

The cases presented in the TV series “Oamenii

legii” (“Lawmen”) produced by AXN Romania,
gathered significant audience, and the messages
conveyed regarding how the Romanian Police can
provide tangible support to the population have
become a source of inspiration for citizens.

A “Pizza” Order Saved a Life

Through a few seconds’ call to 112, a man from
Bucharest reported that he was a passenger in a car
driven by a driver under the influence of alcohol,
without providing further details. A dispatcher
colleague called back:

- 112, what is your emergency?

- I'd like to order a pizza!

- You've called the Capital Police!

- Yes, yes! I know!

In a fraction of a second, the policewoman
realized what was happening.

- Are you referring, by any chance, to the case
publicized by our colleagues in the “Lawmen” series?
Are you trying to tell us that you are in danger?

- Yes, yes!

Then the rescue mission began. Every second the
alcohol-influenced driver stayed behind the wheel
could lead to a tragedy.

- Don’t drive away, wait there, and we'll bring you
the pizza.

- He doesn’t want to wait.

- Where are you heading? We need the address
for the pizza. Where should we deliver?

- ... Sector 6.

- Is the driver aggressive?

- Yes. With sweet sauce!

- How many people is the pizza for? Are there
more of you in the car?

- For two people! We'll be at the destination soon.

- Your order will also arrive. Stay calm! It’s on its
way!

Multiple police teams responded to the call and
set out to locate the vehicle. Within minutes, a team
from 25 Police Station would face the driver who
decided to get behind the wheel despite consuming
alcoholic beverages. Moreover, his license had been
suspended. Early in the morning, the man was taken
to the police station. A route he was quite familiar
with because, for several months, he had been going
there to sign the judicial control. True, in another
criminal case! We are glad that the passenger who
felt in danger when calling 112, found this way to
seek our help.

In the two seasons of the “Lawmen” series, eight
teams of police officers from various units presented
complex situations, from events occurring in public
or private spaces to instances when people’s lives
were in danger. Each time, the script aimed to strictly
adhere to intervention procedures and emphasize
a preventive component. As a fundamental insti-
tution for maintaining public order and safety,
the Romanian Police has assumed the role of anti-
criminal training for the population.
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
